Council President Mr. Elshaw:


As you may have heard on Wed March 28 our Financial Planning & Supervisory Commission submitted a request to the Auditor of Sate for the removal of our City from Fiscal Emergency status.  I would like to discuss this request and what it means to us as a City.  In order to be removed from fiscal emergency status we must abide by certain requirements as provided by our State.  I will discuss the details of the requirements in a moment.  First of all it is my understanding this process may take up to six months and when we are finally released from fiscal emergency the Auditor of State must continue to monitor our progress in order to ensure full compliance and elimination of all fiscal emergency conditions within two years from the date of our release.  

Regarding the requirements, as I understand them we must be in the process of implementing or have completed the following:

1 – We have submitted a financial recovery plan – which has been revised several times and we are in receipt of the latest revision as of this evening, which we will be reviewing at the next Finance Committee meeting.

2 – We have planned and are in the process of implementing effective financial accounting and reporting procedures, as monitored by our Audit Review Committee.

3 – We are in the process of eliminating all fiscal conditions and we must substantiate that no new fiscal emergency conditions have occurred.

4 -  We must prepare a five year financial forecast in accordance with standards set by the auditor of state.  This point needs further clarification, as I believe that this is a separate item from the Financial Recovery Plan and I am not certain this will need approval by Council.

I believe this is a very important milestone for our City and we should be proud of our progress leading to this point.  This is the beginning of a continuous process of fiscal integrity and responsibility.

COMMUNICATIONS &  PETITIONS

A communication was received from the Administration requesting the revoking of a Community Reinvestment Agreement.  This was referred to Finance Committee.

A communication was received from the Administration regarding the creation of a new Capital Fund for Recreational needs.  This was referred to Finance Committee.

Conditional Use Permit Renewal recommendations were received from the Administration for North Coast Bar & Grille, 34516 Lakeshore Blvd. and Child Care, 1647 E. 332nd Street, Eastlake.  These were referred to Planning Committee.

A request was received from Service Director Mr. Semik to advertise for the sale of City items to 

be sold at the City Auction on May 19, 2007. This was referred to Finance Committee.

A communication was received from Finance Director Mr. Condron requesting authorization for fund transfers.  This was referred to Finance Committee.

COUNCIL COMMITTEE REPORTS

PLANNING COMMITTEE – Mr. D’Ambrosio 

Mr. D’Ambrosio: The Planning Committee approved two Conditional Use Permits for which public hearings were held this evening and appear on the evening’s agenda.  However, due to questions raised regarding the conditions of the permit for Wings, Food & Spirits, 35757 Lakeshore Blvd., with the Committee’s approval, I would like this matter referred off of the evening’s agenda and back into Planning Committee for further discussion.

As some items have been referred into Committee this evening he will be scheduling a Planning Committee meeting in the near future.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. D’Ambrosio.

FINANCE COMMITTEE – Mr. Knuchel

Mr. Knuchel:  The Finance Committee has not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting.  However, the following items were discussed and approved during the Miscellaneous section of the Safety Committee meeting – bid recommendations for a primary and secondary landscaper for the mowing of yards City residents refuse to mow, a bid authorization for a computer software program for the Building Department and the final pay authorization to C.D. Whitfield Co. in the amount of $1,789.84 for work done on the boiler replacement at the Senior Center – this will be approved by Motion.

This concluded his report but he would be making the following Motion:

SAFETY COMMITTEE – Mr. Morley

Mr. Morley:  The Safety Committee met on Wednesday, April 4, 2007 at 6:00 p.m. with himself and Mr. Zontini present from the Committee.  Also in attendance from Council were Mr. D’Ambrosio, Mr. Knuchel and Mr. Lajeunesse.  In attendance from the Administration were Finance Director Mr. Condron, Law Director Mr. Klammer, Fire Chief Sabo and CBO Mr. Voros.

The Committee discussed a request from the Fire Department to sell unused and unneeded equipment to the City of Hudson, Ohio. This was addressed with the approval of the adoption of City Ordinance Section 125.12 “Sale and Disposition of Personal Property.”  This was discussed in the Council-as-a-Whole Committee and appears on the evening’s agenda.

RECOGNITION OF THE PUBLIC 
Mr. Elshaw recognized the public input at this time; he reminded the speakers that there is a 3-minute limit for their comments, all comments are to be directed to the Chair and not include any personalities or individuals.

Dan Matheke, 361 Bayshore Drive, Eastlake

Mr. Matheke:  His comments are about the batteries – you do not want to go down that road because one of the things he did in the Navy was to supervise a division that took care of lead acid batteries.  There are a huge amount of storage requirements once you take those into the Service Department.  If they have sulfuric acid it will have to be disposed of as HazMat – it cannot be poured down the drain.  The batteries will have to be neutralized and stored in an adequate area.  You will not be able to take the batteries from someone’s yard, put them in the Service Garage and be done with it.  For what you are paying for someone to take the batteries away you will be better off because there are a lot of regulations to store batteries at the Service Garage.  The Service Department deals with batteries on a case by case basis and he is sure the dispose of an unserviceable battery within a certain amount of time.  When he was in the Navy they had a lot of lead acid batteries and waited until they had 100 or more before they condemned them.  This is definitely not a road you want to go down for $200 - $500 per year.  That is if you get 100 batteries out of someone’s front yard.

DISCUSSION:

Mayor Andrzejewski:  With Mr. Matheke’s comments, would it wise on our part to go ahead and approve the two landscapers as it stands rather then holding them?

Mr. Elshaw:  He will poll Council as to placing these matters on First Reading or moving forward with the legislation as proposed?

Mr. Razov:  He recommends placing these items on First Reading.

Mr. Voros:  Mr. Matheke was correct about the storage of batteries.  The Service Department must adhere to the Building Codes because of the safety hazards in handling and disposing of batteries.

Mr. Elshaw: Mr. Matheke brought up some very good points.  Why don’t we research those and place these issues on first reading as planned – we will address this again in two weeks.

Mr. Razov:  We are not talking about plutonium – we are talking about dead batteries.  You can store them outside next to the trash bins.  

Mr. Voros: He understands that we can because we are the City – the batteries are full of acid and if they freeze they can crack and acid can go all over.  He agrees with Mr. Matheke and thinks it would not be a good idea for the Service Department to handle the batteries.

Mr. Morley: His business takes scrap batteries and disposes of them by taking them to area businesses – he will check on the disposal requirements but they have been disposing of batteries for years.

Mr. Elshaw:  Should both pieces of legislation be placed on First Reading?

Mr. Klammer:  He wants it to go as a package – this is the only way to ensure the back-up person becomes the back-up – or approve the first one, which is the primary landscaper.

MAYOR/SAFETY DIRECTOR – Ted Andrzejewski

Mayor Andrzejewski:  For the record, he would like to say how disappointed he is in our neighboring City, Timberlake, for causing us to file a lawsuit against them.  Any utility that is not paid for five months – he does not think whoever supplies it would have let it go on that long without cutting it off.  We tried to be good neighbors – we gave them a very fair rate of what the City of Eastlake residents pay plus 10%, which is called for in our Ordinances, and they have not paid us any money for five months.  Unfortunately, the only recourse to us is to take them to Court – it will cost them money and it will cost us money.  All of this could have been settled in good fashion between neighbors. 

Mr. Elshaw:  For clarification, the lawsuit is based upon what they owe us – that is the old rates.

Mayor Andrzejewski: That is correct – the new rates have gone into effect.  There are two items – one being the collection of the monies due us since November, 2007 and having them sign a new agreement for the City of Eastlake to continue to provide sewer-processing services to Timberlake.  The point is – we tried to be neighborly and do the right thing – in the end they chose to be stubborn and in it unconscionable that you do not pay your bills for services provided by your neighboring City.

The Captains have given us 3,000 for April 28th “ Eastlake Appreciation Day” – we started giving them out last Monday and have 1,200 –1,300 left and are available on a first come, first serve basis.

We received a fax that our second payment from the Transportation Bill has been approved - $852,000 –  we should get it shortly after this final notification step.  This will be the second out of four payments.  Mr. Condron has pointed out that receipt of the funds will fit our timeframe for 2009 to get the final payment so we can retire the debt.

We were glad to see that this portion of the City of Eastlake’s history is over with Mike Hutchinson pleading guilty to a fifth degree felony.  The City received $30,000 in reimbursement from Mr. Hutchinson for his misdeeds.  The sentencing is May 7th, if anyone cares to attend.

We had the meeting with the Roberts Road residents yesterday and we had a very nice turnout thanks to Mr. Knuchel.  All was positive – they liked the plan and what they heard and the fact they will have curbs sidewalks for the kids to go to school on.  We advised there would be some inconvenience and disruption put the end result is a nice new street.  Mr. Gwydir did a nice job on his planning and presentation.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Elshaw:  Which is Part A and Part B of the Roberts Road project?

Mr. Knuchel:  Part A is from Lakeshore Blvd. to East 342nd Street.  Part B is from East 342nd Street to S.R. 91.

There were no further questions of Mayor Andrzejewski.

LAW DIRECTOR – Randy Klammer

Mr. Klammer:  Thank you to the Clerk for getting the last minute items on the agenda.  He is working with Tax Administrator Mrs. Kenven-Zanella on a tax incentive program.  Mr. Gwydir, please have C.T. Consultant’s provide a revised contract with C.T. Consultant’s it would be appreciated.  He is requesting an adjournment into Executive Session at the end of this meeting to discuss the litigation with ODOT.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no further questions of Mr. Klammer.

FINANCE DIRECTOR – Brian Condron

Mr. Condron:  The last two weeks he has been working on the Recovery Plan – a copy has been provided.  He has worked with Mr. Klammer regarding additional information on the Timberlake litigation.  He has also worked with the regional office on the Department of Transportation regarding our next allocation of the funding.

TAX ADMINISTRATOR – Angela Keneven-Zanella

Mr. Voros:  Thank you for passing the Ordinances – he understands the concerns regarding the landscapers.  The Building Department is moving forward.  He will be forwarding more Ordinance amendments for review.

CITY ENGINEER – Tom Gwydir

The problematic area by Lakeshore Blvd. is being worked on and the contract is being closed out. The Bruce Yee pump station work is wrapped up and the others are on schedule as designed.

Mr. Knuchel:  He would like to thank Mr. Gwydir for his presentation last night.  The residents were ecstatic about it.  He was at the job site today to let the guys know who he was and that he would be around – they are a good group – he also met someone from C.T. Consultant’s office.

POLICE CHIEF – John  Ruth

Chief Ruth was absent and excused.

FIRE CHIEF – Richard Sabo

Fire Chief Sabo:  He thanks Council for the legislation allowing him to dispose of property.  The Fire Department remains busy.  We did career day at the Eastlake Middle School and taught a CPR class and installed car seats for some of our residents.  There were three fires over Easter weekend – one on Curtis Blvd., a grease fire in a residence and a large dumpster fire, which was close to impinging on some electrical lines.  A written part of a promotion exam was given on March 31st  - the oral part will be in the next week of so.  We also did new firefighter interviews and are close to hiring two new firefighters to replace the two we are losing.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Chief Sabo.

Mr. Elshaw asked for a Motion to adjourn into Executive Session for discussion of matters of ODOT v. City of Eastlake.
