COMMUNICATIONS &  PETITIONS

Conditional Use Permit Renewal recommendations were received from the Administration for Christopher B. Scott, agent for CGS 1988, 33892 Glen Drive, and Dennis Hoernig, agent for Hoernig Heating & Air Conditioning, Inc., 36950 Valleyview Drive, Eastlake. These were referred to Planning Committee.

A communication was received from the Concerned Motorcycle Riders of Ohio requesting recognition of the month of May as “Motorcycle Awareness Month.”  Mr. Elshaw explained if there were no objections from Council this matter would be placed on the May 8th Council meeting agendas.

A request was received from Mr. Gorka, WPCC Superintendent, for approval of funds for replacement of the incinerator by-pass stack.  Mr. Elshaw explained this is a time sensitive issue and would be placed on the May 8th Council-as-a-Whole Agenda.

COUNCIL COMMITTEE REPORTS

FINANCE COMMITTEE – Mr. Knuchel

Mr. Knuchel:  The Finance Committee met on April 16, 2007 with himself, Mr. D’Ambrosio and Mr. Lajeunesse in attendance from the Committee.  In attendance from Council was Mr. Morley.

In attendance from the Administration were Mr. Klammer, Mr. Condron, and Mrs. Keneven-Zanella.  Mayor Andrzejewski was out of town and excused.

The Committee discussed four major items with the first being the revocation of a Community Reinvestment Agreement – this matter was discussed in the Council-as-a-Whole meeting and appears on the evening’s agenda.  The second item to be discussed was the advertisement for the 2007 City Auction, which was also discussed in the Council-as-a-Whole Committee and it appears on the evening’s agenda.  The third item to be discussed was a Fund Establishment of a capital fund for recreational purposes and was proposed by Mr. Condron – this fund would pay for recreational items such as a pool and would use the inheritance tax as a base.  This matter is being held in Committee for further discussion.  The fourth item to be discussed was fund transfer authorizations with two being moved forward – one for $125,000 to be transferred from the General Fund to the Callable Bond Fund for debt reduction – a $223,000 Ward Creek reimbursement money for which was held in Committee pending receipt of further information – the last was a $335,000 fund transfer for interest on the stadium bonds which was approved and moved forward to this evening’s agenda.  The Committee discussed three miscellaneous items, two of which will be addressed by Mr. D’Ambrosio.

Mr. D’Ambrosio:  The Committee reviewed two Conditional Use Permits Renewals and approved both to move forward for this evening’s meeting.  He will be making Motions to approve these items during his report.

Mr. Knuchel:  The other item under miscellaneous was the rescission of Resolution No. 2006-067, adopted July 11, 2006 – this was for a vehicle purchase that was never purchased.

One other item was discussed – the Committee agreed to refer the JFK Property Deed Restriction back to the Administration with no action taken.

 This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Elshaw:  Regarding the inheritance tax issue – for clarification this is also bond retirement besides recreation  - the first $50,000.

Mr. Knuchel:  That is correct – that was discussed and is still in discussion.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  We have talked with a gentleman about taking some of the vehicles and selling them on e-bay rather than getting pennies on the dollar at the auction.  The items would be vehicles that are presently on the auction list.  If the legislation is passed tonight with these items on it then they will have to go to the auction.  Mr. Klammer, can we pull some of the vehicles off the list?  

Mr. Elshaw:  Do we not need legislation to sell on e-bay?

Mrs. Cendroski:  She believes it is needed and it has not been adopted – the matter was referred out of Safety Committee.

Mr. Klammer:  There would need to be a resolution authorizing the sale on e-bay – Mayor, do you want to pull the cars off the auction list now?

Mayor Andrzejewski:  We are asking if we can do that – if we can’t we will have to do it next year.

Mr. Klammer: If Council wanted to pull the items off the Auction list now the legislation could be amended.

Mrs. Cendroski:  We have not passed legislation authorizing the sale on e-bay.

Mr. Morley:  This was referred out of Safety Committee a long time ago – when this was discussed in Safety Committee the Police Department did not have a lot of information on the procedure so the matter was referred out of Committee with no action taken.

Mr. Elshaw:  He has no objections to removing the items from the list – but, there would have to be discussion on the e-bay legislation.

Mr. Razov:  Mayor, who is the gentleman you are referring to?

Mayor Andrzejewski:  John Myers.  He purchases items at auctions and places them on e-bay – he is a resident of the City – he is actually in charge of the swim team.  He inquired as to when our auction is coming up.

Mr. Razov: Is he affiliated with a company in the City – does he have a business here?

Mr. Semik:  He does not know – he works for another company and does this part-time.

Mr. Razov:  This should be reviewed – there may be a conflict of interest – he thinks this is a gentleman who owns a business and re-markets and re-sells that type of equipment –old police and emergency equipment.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  He is not going to buy them – he is going to sell them on e-bay for us.

Mr. Razov:  He hopes the Mayor is not that naive.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  He puts them on e-bay for a commission and we make money too.  We will look into it.

Mr. Klammer: We can pull the items now – then settle the legislation as well as addressing any questions regarding the auctioneer.

Mr. Razov:  If you pull them now you will miss the auction and have to wait another year. There is nothing like waiting until the twelfth hour.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  The had a suggestion – unfortunately it was the twelfth hour – but, we can probably get more money selling the vehicles on e-bay then giving them away on auction.  All we are asking to do is to pull those items off the auction list.  We can look at all the ramifications when we have more time but if they are on the auction list we are stuck.

Mr. Klammer:  If you pull the items now – legislation still has to be passed to sell the items on e-bay – deciding whether or not you want to have an auctioneer is another issue.

Mr. Elshaw:  We can pull the items but there is no guarantee we will sell them on e-bay.

Mr. Zontini:  He does not think we should presume that the e-bay issue would pass – although, it probably would.  As Mr. Razov pointed out – then, we would miss the boat on the auction.

Mr. Razov: There is a cost involved with placing items on e-bay – we may need legislation for that – it runs anywhere from $100 - $150.  He finds it hard to believe the gentleman is volunteering his time to do this.

Mayor Andrzejewski: Where did you get the idea he was volunteering his time – he is doing this to make money – we are doing it to make money.  

Mr. Razov:  Are you setting a reserve on this equipment and he gets anything in excess of that reserve?

Mayor Andrzejewski:  Right now all we are asking you to do is to pull them off the list so the gentleman can sell them on e-bay.

Mr. Razov:  The only problem with that is – you have not done your homework and have not presented this body with anything of substance – you are just saying you want to hold off and we will miss the auction  - he is not doing it.  If you had the facts together and sent a communication over it could be reviewed – but, like this he will not do anything.

Mayor Andrzejewski: The intent was to make money for the City.

Mr. Razov:  Do not raise your voice to him.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  We will leave them on the auction and withdraw our request.

Mr. Morley:  If we were going to do e-bay we do not need someone to do it for us – we can do it ourselves.

Mr. Razov:  That is a good point, if we do not get the amount we want at the auction we can always place the items on e-bay ourselves.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  Mr. Morley and Mr. Razov – would you be willing to put the items on e-bay for the City?

Mr. Morley:  He does not have a problem doing that.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  There is shipping, handling of the sale and bids – that is why we want to have a person who is experienced with big items on e-bay – he does not have the expertise.

Mr. Elshaw:  It appears the items will be left on the list but the e-bay legislation should probably be investigated for future use.

There were no further questions of Mr. Knuchel.

ORDINANCE COMMITTEE  - Mr. Zontini

Mr. Zontini:  He had no formal report this evening as the Committee has not met since the last Council meeting.  We are trying to schedule a meeting in the next week or two, pending Mr. Voros’s available as the item being reviewed is with his sponsorship. 

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Zontini.

SERVICE/UTILITIES COMMITTEE – Mr. Razov

Mr. Razov:  The Service/Utilities Committee has not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting, therefore he had no report.  At this time he will not be scheduling a meeting.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Razov.

SAFETY COMMITTEE – Mr. Morley

Mr. Morley:  The Safety Committee has nothing pending in Committee. 

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Morley.

RECREATION COMMITTEE – Mr. Lajeunesse

Mr. Lajeunesse:  The Recreation Committee has not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting, therefore, there is nothing to report.  In regards to Mr. Razov’s comments – he is very much correct in a lot his information.  He is not reading between the lines but he believes with Mr. Myers being President of the Swim Team, he is probably looking at some alternative financing for their hours they will use to rent out the Willoughby pool.  He is looking at this from Mr. Myer’s point of view – he wanted to raise some funds – maybe not directly for the swim team but to come back to the Community – and, give back to the Community in that way.  That could be why he brought that up as another alternative to raise a few dollars.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Lajeunesse.

PLANNING COMMITTEE – Mr. D’Ambrosio

MAYOR/SAFETY DIRECTOR – Ted Andrzejewski

Mayor Andrzejewski:  We have officially received the $852,000 from the Transportation Bill – this represents the second payment in the $4.2 million dollar Transportation Bill.  We now have $2.6 million in the bond retirement account and it is currently earning 5.4 percent in interest.  As the Government is giving us money in the springtime we feel confident we will receive the money next year around the same time so we can pay off the bonds in time in 2009.

We have given out over 3,500 tickets to the Captain’s game this Saturday – Eastlake Appreciation Day.  He hopes we have a nice turnout and thanks the Captains.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no further questions of Mayor Andrzejewski.

LAW DIRECTOR – Randy Klammer

Mr. Klammer:  He has nothing to report.  However, he wondered if Council President Mr. Elshaw wanted to have some type of dialogue on the status of the boat launch as it was discussed at the Economic and Community Development Council meeting.  The only thing he thinks Council needs to worry about now is the review of a draft lease.  Currently the Eastlake Port Authority has the boat launch agreement and it gives them the right to operate a boat launch ramp – there is some reference to the allowance of certain concessions, providing they do not do a number on things – one being providing boat rentals.  It could be easily interpreted that the canoe boat launch renting a canoe constitutes boat rentals and whether that is disallowed outside the concession building.  Ultimately it will need some consideration from Council as to which way we want to go on this -–he does not have an opinion – it is a policy decision.  But, that business is currently pending before the Planning Commission on a conditional use permit – which is a unique situation because it does not necessarily fit into the requirements of a conditional use permit.  It may also be looked at as an operator’s permit.  If Council wanted to approve a Motion stating that it would consider this an appropriate use under the existing boat launch and draft an agreement this would be a fair procedure.  We left it in the air – there are five different parties involved.

Mr. Elshaw:  He would rather not do that as a motion right now. 

A party has an interest in establishing a canoe and kayak business at the boat launch ramp by the WPCC plant.  There are some issues with control of the property.  It is his understanding the property was sold to Willoughby but Eastlake retained the right to operate on the property. 

Mr. Klammer: For park and playground purposes - over the years this has been interpreted more broadly to include recreation on the basis of our right to give the Port Authority the boat launch agreement.  

Mr. Elshaw:  The issue that has come up is – the City has subleases with the Port Authority for operation of the boat launch ramp and there is some language about concession in the small concession building – which has been used by the Eastlake Salmon Association who appears to also have a lease for the building.  There are some issues with control.  The Port Authority has some ideas for that area but we also feel the Salmon Association should be protected in some way because they have taken care of the buildings for quite some time.  The issue was brought up because there is an interest in a business to operate there – they made a presentation to the Economic & Community Development Council regarding a joint operation with the Port Authority to operate this business and how it would fit into the master plan.  

What was proposed through the Economic & Community Development Council was that our Law Director draft an agreement.  There were representatives from the Port Authority and the Eastlake Salmon Association present at the meeting and it appeared everyone was in agreement that there needs to be a new draft of the lease. Before a lease is proposed to Council we would like to give all interested parties a chance to review it and make sure the is at least an initial agreement with the proposal. That is one issue – the second issue is –the business wants to be in operation before Memorial Day – the issue is can they set this lease aside and operate from the boat launch ramp.  They asked our Law Director for his opinion.  It sounded like Mr. Klammer stated he did not see any language prohibiting that type of activity.

Mr. Klammer:  There is no easy answer.  It is subject to interpretation.  It references food in the concession, which suggests that would mean the concession building.  But, it disallows a boat ramp in the “concession” – which would suggest a boat rental in a concession building.  His interpretation would be that the boat rental at the boat launch ramp may be appropriate but that is more of a policy decision for Council to make as to how it wants that interpretation to be made.  In fairness, he does not want to make that determination because he knows how emotional this is.  They cannot do much at this point because the CUP is pending before the Planning Commission – it would be fair procedure if we want to try to accommodate them – that Council would approve a motion an interpretation that would allow it to be done – at least we would have some procedure to establish a policy on that discrepancy.

Mr. Elshaw:  This will be open for comments or questions, but at this point the lease still has to be drafted.

Mr. Klammer:  He was waiting for the final go-ahead.

Mr. Elshaw: He thinks Mr. Klammer should start drafting the lease so it can eventually come before Council.  Assuming that these groups are going to be in agreement it will come forward from the ECDC to Council as a proposal.  But, in the meantime all they were asking for was to be able to operate the canoe business from the boat launch ramp until there is a final lease.  We will need to meet with the City of Willoughby  - it was agreed to have a idea of what we want to do before meeting with nothing in our hands.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  As Port Authority Liaison – Mr. Opalich, the Port Authority Chairman would like a letter in regards to whether they are going to be doing the business before any type of resolution or agreement – he would like a letter in writing in regards to Council and our Law Director supporting this issue.   What is the action we should take?

Mr. Klammer:  Did not the Port Authority already bid out for this service themselves?

Mr. Elshaw:  It is his understanding that the Port Authority looked at two different options – one was a bid including the concession building and a little more area – the second bid was just the boat ramp area.  They went with the second of the two because they did not know if they had the authority for the first option. They felt they did have the authority to at least get the business going on the boat ramp.  They did bring up the question as to whether the business was allowed to operate from there – from the language in the contract.  He did not see this as an action of Council – it can either be done from the language or it can’t.  He understands Mr. Klammer is saying we should establish a policy on what can or can’t be done – he thought that would be in the language of the contract.

Mr. Klammer:  He does not think it is that clear.  He can make the argument one way or the other.

Mr. Razov:  Is this organization applying for a conditional use permit?

Mr. Elshaw:  Yes.

The tape was turned over at this point.

Mr. Razov: He thinks this should be discussed in Committee and then brought to Council.

Mr. Elshaw:  He has no problem with that.

Mr. Klammer:  The only reason he brought it up now is it was indicated the parties wanted to start as soon as possible.  He prefers a longer, more conservative procedure as far as review of the matter but he brings in up now in case we wanted to accommodate them to start the business.

Mr. Elshaw:  Mr. Klammer, could you please draft the agreement – he has a call into the Port Authority as they obviously want to discuss this – the Salmon Association has some concerns.  He thinks overall it keeps circling back and it really needs to be revised.  In the end we are going to ask for an Agreement anyway and have all review it.  As to the other issue – if you wish put something together but he agrees with Mr. Razov – they need to get the CUP before we need to take any action.

Mr. Klammer:  He is fine with this – we have spent much too much time arguing over this.

Mr. Elshaw:  He thinks Mr. Opalich wants something in writing telling him that you do not see anything in the contract.

Mr. Klammer:  Mr. Opalich will not get that from him – and, most importantly we are the ones to enforce it – if we think it is a breach – Council will decide and authorize him to sue them.  It is our Agreement and if we think they are breaching it we will enforce it.  He does not think a letter is the right procedure – the better procedure is if we decide it is a breach you will consider it and authorize him to take action on it.

Mr. Elshaw:  We will try to talk to the Port Authority to determine exactly what they are expecting.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  He can ask for some clarification.  It was stated a long time ago that this would be a problem sometime down the line.  There needs to be clarification and something re-written in this whole process.  It being between Willoughby and Eastlake makes it confusing and no one really know where anyone stands.  He believes Willoughby is against this whole thing and there needs to be clarification from Willoughby.

Mr. Elshaw:  Let’s get something together and move forward.

Mr. Klammer:  Someone should communicate with the people who want to start the business that this is still up in the air.  Perhaps, Mr. Lajeunesse.

Upon review, it was agreed the individuals interested in the canoe business would be contacted and updated.

There were no further questions of Mr. Klammer.

FINANCE DIRECTOR – Brian Condron

Mr. Condron:   As Mr. Condron’s microphone was not turned on his initial comments could not be understood.  … He has been working with Mrs. Keneven-Zanella and Mr. Klammer on thoughts and ideas about the economic grant program – it is a work in progress.  Other cities are doing more with home rule rather than the Ohio Revised Code.  

We will have to do our tax budget a little earlier this year – last year we did it in July but it is scheduled for the June 20th Financial Planning & Supervisory Commission meeting.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions. 

Mr. Elshaw:  Do you envision any changes to the Recovery Plan?

Mr. Condron:  He provided a draft – we just need to meet on it.

There were no further questions of Mr. Condron.

TAX ADMINISTRATOR – Angela Keneven-Zanella

Mrs. Keneven-Zanella:  All her reports for the Tax Department have been submitted in writing.  She is open for questions.

Regarding economic development – she has been in touch with all of the parties concerning this – she did talk to the company this morning and promised to call them tomorrow morning with an update of what transpired tonight.

There were no questions of Mrs. Kenevn-Zanella.  

SERVICE DIRECTOR – Mike Semik

Mr. Semik:  The street sweeper has been out – an improvement on the street should be seen shortly – it has been requiring a couple of passes because that streets have not been swept for a few years.  They met with Runyon Brothers regarding the profiling – they identified the streets – our paver has been in for repairs – as soon as it is back profiling and paving should begin this week or next with East 332nd Street probably being the first to be paved.  The forcemain project is almost completed – they just have some landscaping to complete.  The box culvert has been replaced at Robin Drive – this was a FEMA project.  We are going over the bid specs for the pedestrian bridge at Eastlake Gardens at no cost to the City as the box culvert was damaged during last year’s flood.  The box culvert on Erie Road just before Roberts Road has a lot of debris in it from the flood – FEMA has approved reimbursement of removing this debris.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Razov:  There is a bad section of street at the north end of Rokeby Road – this has been there for three years or more and it is getting worse – also, just past 637 Rokeby on the east side of the street the road is cracking at the ditch.  Could you please look into this?  He is speaking on behalf of resident Ray Svete.

Mr. Semik:  He reviewed this as soon as he received the memo – we will address it.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  In regards to the refuse pickup – there have been homes neglected.  Mr. Razov’s as a memo with the same problem on East 349th Street – some of the garbage is being left behind and being strewn around.  He and Mr. Razov have been reminded the residents are paying $36.00 and they feel they should get complete service instead of half service.

Mr. Semik:  They checked on that complaint also – that was a valid complaint.  Sometimes the collectors are in a hurry and don’t check to make sure all the debris is out of the can – we have started a system to track garbage complaints and we will be tracking complaints and keep them on file so when it comes time to renegotiate the contract they can be addressed.  Also, we call the waste hauler as soon as the resident notifies us and generally they will go back out to pick up what is on the road.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  He appreciates this – he did receive an anonymous compliment that stated they did a good job in the area this card came from – it must be somewhere in Ward 4.

Mr. Elshaw:  Our Council Clerk has reminded him – can you please forward a response regarding this issue to Council office for Mr. Lajeunesse and Mr. Razov?

CHIEF BUILDING OFFICIAL – Joe Voros

Mr. Voros:  He would like to thank Council for passing the legislation for the landscapers – they have a stack of letters going out tomorrow.  Regarding the rental property inspections – he will be out of town next week and can be back Wednesday evening should a meeting be scheduled.  Other than that business is as usual and he is open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Voros.

CITY ENGINEER – Tom Gwydir

Mr. Gwydir:  Robert’s Road work is continuing – it slowed down a little waiting for Dominion East Ohio to lower its lines – construction is expected to pick up within the next three to four days.  Lakeshore Blvd. is in the process of wrapping up – they are doing restoration work.  At some time in the not to distant future he expects the County water line to be coming through on Lakeshore Blvd. in the area by Hillcrest and they will be tearing the area up again.  He will try to coordinate the asphalt and final trench work with the County.

Mr. Morley:  Is there a schedule as to when they will start Route 91.

Mr. Gwyder:  He has not received a schedule – he received a set of plans and biddables from ODOT but they have not provided a firm start date.

POLICE CHIEF – John  Ruth

Chief Ruth:  It is business as usual – they have a long time dispatcher retiring – Pat Holcomb will be retiring April 30th – a replacement has been hired and she is progressing quite well.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

FIRE CHIEF – Richard Sabo

Fire Chief Sabo was absent and excused.
