Additional Comments

Mr. Elshaw:  He will reserve comment on the year end results until we do the 2006 final budget review in January, however, he would like to note the exceptional job of our Departmental Heads in adhering to their budgets – nice job.  We are also getting by in 2006, with a little help from our friends obviously.  An article that was in the paper on Thursday, December 14th, was mentioned in the Council-as-a-Whole Committee meeting – it was entitled “Eastlake on the Verge of Eliminating Short Term Dept.”  He read the article about three times – he hopes people do not take this as us being out of the woods – because we are not – he hopes that is clear to everyone – that we still have the long term debt to deal with – the article did say that – but, he wanted to put a little emphasis on that. He believes one of the major reasons we are doing so well in 2006 is because of the cuts that were made – quite a few cuts were made and the City will have possible difficulties in the future dealing with the cuts.  On a positive note – the budget does look good so far and congratulations to the Department Heads.

COMMUNICATIONS &  PETITIONS

A Liquor License Request was received for Castle Coffee House, Inc., dba Castle Coffee House, 33419 Vine Street, Unit E, Eastlake, OH  44095. This was referred to Planning Committee.

An approval Ordinance and invoice for services rendered was received from Walter Drane Company regarding the 2006 Codification replacement pages.  Mr. Elshaw explained this was discussed in Council-as-a-Whole and will be added to the evening’s agenda as Legislation No. 12-19-(15).

A recommendation was received from City Engineer Mr. Guard regarding the bid results for the Taft Senior Center Boiler Replacement. Mr. Elshaw explained that this was discussed in Council-as-a-Whole and will be added to the evening’s agenda as Legislation No. 12-19-(17) with some pending words from our Law Director.

A communication was received from the Administration regarding the proposed sale of the J.F.K Center property.  This was referred back to the Administration requesting further information regarding the use of the funds to make the acquisition and for the Law Director’s opinion. 
COUNCIL COMMITTEE REPORTS

SERVICE/UTILITIES COMMITTEE – Mr. Razov

Mr. Razov:  The Service/Utilities Committee has not met since our last regular Council meeting, therefore he did not have a formal report.  He will not be scheduling a meeting at the present time and he is open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Razov.

SAFETY COMMITTEE – Mr. Morley

Mr. Morley:  The Safety Committee met on Monday, December 11, 2006 at 6:30 p.m. with himself, Mr. Zontini and Mr. Razov present from the Committee.  Also in attendance from Council was Mr. D’Ambrosio.  In attendance from the Administration were Mayor Andrzejewski, Chief Sabo and Finance Director Mr. Condron.  Two items were on the agenda – one being a proposed amendment to City Ordinance 132.02 regarding the elimination of the position of Captain and the establishment of the position of Fire Marshall.  This matter is to be held in Council-as-a-Whole Committee for clean-up of the language – the current Captain will not be retiring until January 5th so this matter will be held until the January 9th Council-as-a-Whole Committee meeting.  Also on the agenda was the Penncare Ambulance we are going to purchase to replace the ambulance that was burned – this expenditure was approved and appears on the evening’s agenda.

PLANNING COMMITTEE – Mr. D’Ambrosio 

Mr. D’Ambrosio: The Planning Committee has not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting, therefore, he did not have a formal report. However, in an effort to clean up a few matters pending in Planning Committee he will be referring two Conditional Use Permit Renewal Requests out of Committee with no action taken – due to pending issues the requests for Connections Travel and Karen’s Kurls will be referred back to the Administration. This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. D’Ambrosio.

FINANCE COMMITTEE – Mr. Knuchel

Mr. Knuchel:  The Finance Committee met on Thursday, December 7, 2006 at 6:30 p.m. with himself,  Mr. D’Ambrosio, and Mr. Lajeunesse present from the Committee.  Also in attendance from Council was Mr. Morley.  Council President Mr. Elshaw and Mayor Andrzejewski were absent and excused.  In attendance from the Administration were Finance Director Mr. Condron, Law Director Mr. Klammer and Service Director Mr. Semik.  The Committee discussed many items with the first be the Ohio Municipal League Funds – which was approved and appears on the evening’s agenda.  The Committee also discussed the bid tabulations and recommendations for uniforms from Cintas, the lowest and best bidder – Housekeeping Supplies – Ronyak Paving for planning & grindings, Chardon Oil for motor oil and grease, Ontario Stone Corp for stone and slag aggregate, Kenmore Construction for asphalt and concrete products, Specialized Construction for asphalt, Unique Paving for asphalt and/or concrete products and Collinwood Shale Brick & Supply for asphalt and/or concrete products – all contracts were approved and appear on this evening’s agenda.  Also reviewed was a change order for Aero-Mark for 2006 pavement lane markings in the amount of $334.38 – this was for markings in school zones – this was approved and moved forward for this evening’s agenda.  Also reviewed was the 2006 re-appropriations – Council will be approving a resolution to tramsfer $400,000 from the General Fund and place it into the Callable Bond Fund #304 – this will accrue interest and will be used for the 2009 call feature on our bonds.  Another issue reviewed is the $105,000 received from FEMA – this will make us whole from the flood expenses.  Also reviewed was a request of $75,000 to pay back bills to C.T. Consultants – these bills were from 2002 – 2004 which were never paid.  Also discussed was the interim budget and the Recovery Plan – these were discussed in tandem - because they were basically the same document we asked Mr. Condron to mirror those items with the 2007 budget being discussed at a later date.  Discussed in conjunction with the budget was leaf pickup and leaf overtime.  During the miscellaneous section, Mr. Semik discussed the needs for upgrades in our sewer pump stations with Quentin Road being #1 on the list. This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

MOTION:  Mr. Knuchel moved to suspend the rules requiring separate readings and reading in full.  Mr. D’Ambrosio seconded.

ROLL CALL:  Yeas unanimous.

DISCUSSION:  

Mr. Klammer:  He has reviewed the lease agreement – there is no obligation for the Mayor to provide notice by certified mail or hand delivery.  He should address Mr. Zontini’s concern – his only question is – are we anticipating the school to reimburse us for this improvement or are we going to absorb the cost?  The provision of the least, which we are all addressing, requires approval by the school for a reimbursable expense – he was not under the impression that we were expecting a reimbursement for the improvement – if we are not we can move forward.

Mayor Andrzejewski: If the School Board would take the school back then they would reimburse the City on a prorated basis the cost of the boiler. Superintendent Miller is has knowledge of this and has no objection.

Mr. Klammer:  If there is no intention of them taking the building back  then he does not think there is a concern, but the provision indicates if we are going to make the alteration and we have some expectation of reimbursement – prior to the alteration they need to make a finding that the improvement is necessary for a school – but, he gets the impression that none of us ever expect to get reimbursed for that improvement – if that is the case you can more forward with it subject to his opinion on Mr. Zontini’s question.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  We are receiving a grant from the County Commissioners – it is not costing the City or its residents any money.

Mr. Elshaw: He agrees but – we did not anticipate closing the Community Center or having to not fund the Senior Center – there are a lot of things we did not anticipate doing – all we are trying to do is make sure we go through with something – that way at a later time if we do return the building we may be able to get the money back on the boiler – he knows it will be prorated – but, we are just trying to follow through.

Mr. Klammer: The lease agreement indicates in an alteration or improvement is made that is needed for the operation of the school it is the lessors sole discretion to granting prior consent to the alteration and the lessor shall reimburse the lessee for the ammoritized cost – they need to make a finding that it will be used for a school prior to the improvement – whether it will be used for a school does not matter – it is a benefit to both.

Mr. Elshaw:  If it would revert back to the school it would be a benefit.

Mr. Klammer:  Our position is irrelevant – the lease would indicate if you expect to have some reimbursement at termination of the lease they should make a finding now that it is needed for a school purpose – and, he does not know if they are prepared to make that finding.  He would suspect this is a non-issue – that is the dialogue that we have had – as to whether they are prepared to make a finding now that the improvement is needed for school purposes.  It depends on what Council had in its mind as to if reimbursement is expected.  There has been no discussion on it.

Mr. Elshaw:  He would assume it would remain within our control – but that is an assumption – if it reverts back to being a school he would like to see us be reimbursed.  He knows our current situation – he does not know if a levy will pass – there is a possibility it could revert back to the School Board.

Mr. D’Ambrosio:  If this is being paid for by a grant – and it becomes a school again – why would we get reimbursed?  Would we have to give it back to the County?

Mayor Andrzejewski:  Sure – it is not our money – it is the County’s money.  One of the reasons we got this money is that another City did not accept the grant – therefore, they had money available – it is a grant – if we don’t use it or we get money back from using it they we would have to give it back to the County – it is not our money.

Mr. Elshaw:  They gave us a grant to use it for something specific – if we get the money back could we apply it to something else with their permission?

Mr. Klammer:  He does not know the terms of the grant.

Mr. Condron: Senior Citizen Centers are national organizations with lawful activities – they are bound by lawful activities.

MOTION:  Mr. Knuchel moved to adopt.  Mr. Razov seconded.

DISCUSSION:

Mr. Zontini:  Are we waiting for an opinion from Mr. Klammer on the other issue?

Mr. Klammer:   You can approve the legislation contingent on his opinion on the need of the authorization.  He will communicate his finding with the Mayor and forward a copy to  Council – the Mayor will not sign the contract until receipt of the opinion.

MAYOR/SAFETY DIRECTOR – Ted Andrzejewski

Mayor Andrzejewski:  We received a check from FEMA in the amount of $105,000 for the July flood damage – the street sweeper is being prepared and should be here next week. – we can use the street sweeper anytime the weather is about 40 degrees. LAW DIRECTOR – Randy Klammer

Mr. Klammer:   All subsequent litigation is moving forward – he has no rulings on anything.  

He has noticed that the end of the year has come with a little less fanfare then it deserves for the City – you should all be commended for a really phenomenal job – you accomplished a lot this last year – the City has gone through some tough times with the layoffs – the budget will end better than anyone expected – you deal with it on a everyday basis and have come through the arguments and the calculations and deliberations – you do not recognize how significant it was.  Truly, the way Council and the Mayor have worked together the most recent months has been the way good government should work – the way you, Mr. President and the Mayor  have worked – he sees the deliberations and the arguments and the debates – it is a model of what the balance is supposed to be in that regard – you find a way to work together – sometimes behind the scenes you have your arguments – it helps – he sees it more often then some of the Council members do – Mr. Condron sees it to and it helps the debate of the body as a whole move forward – a lot of people do not recognize this – it is a model of what good government should be.  

Chief Ruth, he would compliment on how significant this year was for the Police Department.  There were some significant criminal investigations and most importantly some real emotional criminal investigations that most police departments in most cities never find themselves going through – this was hard professionally and trying personally on your the officers and the Chief – he commends the Chief on his professionalism and a job well done.

FINANCE DIRECTOR – Brian Condron

Mr. Condron:  He has been working on the re-appropriations, the Recovery Plan, and the 2007 temporary appropriations. The new software is being installed this week.  This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

TAX ADMINISTRATOR – Angela Keneven-Zanella

SERVICE DIRECTOR – Mike Semik

CHIEF BUILDING OFFICIAL – Joe Voros

Mr. Voros: All his reports have been submitted in writing and he is open for questions.

CITY ENGINEER – Steve Guard

Mr. Guard:  We received the grant loan agreement for the Roberts Road reconstruction from OPWC – it has been signed and executed by the Administration and Finance Director and returned.  We will provide the Administration with a letter for Council to consider giving us authorization to advertise for bids for the project.  We are ready to proceed and have forwarded the Administration a letter to send out to the residents asking for authorization to go in and around their property during the construction due to minor regrading and restoration and driveway work.  We are proceeding with the evaluation of the pump stations – this is a critical element in the City’s infrastructure and there is some need for significant improvements in the structure and equipment.  We will meet with the Administration to review the specifications and designs hopefully in time to qualify for the Issue 2 applications.  The force main is in the Bruce Yee Pump station – the electrical control panel is being installed today – we are waiting for the pumps, which are coming from Sweeden.  The Ohio EPA has been notified that the project is about 2 weeks behind schedule – they are okay with this as long as we keep them informed when the project will be complete. On Lakeshore Blvd. across from Eastlake Middle School the City must look at cracks in the pavement which indicate some pavement failure.  They gave a report to the Administration that it looks like there is some failure on the north side embankment – there are two projects – the Lake County Utilities Department has a waterline that is being proposed from Forest Drive on North side of Lakeshore Blvd. opposite Reeves Road and the Lakeshore Blvd. Force main project which is a joint Willoughby/Eastlake project.  We are presently doing some redesign to move this onto the south side of Lakeshore Blvd. because if we would run those two utilities on that side there would be some potential or serious pavement failure of Lakeshore Blvd. This concluded his report and he was open for questions.  

There were no questions for Mr. Guard.

POLICE CHIEF – John  Ruth

Chief Ruth:  In regards to moving away of the deficit we have faced the last few years  - Mr. Elshaw has stated we are a long way from being out of the woods – he asks as we move into next year  - this year the Police Department has prevented some things from happening in the Police Department by doing some extreme measures and sacrifices.  He asks that the Council and City Administration work on a plan you feel the taxpayers will support so we have plenty of time to present it to the taxpayers – if we do not do that we may be faced with taking more steps back..  

Comments could not be clearly understood as Chief Ruth was not speaking directly into the microphone.

There were no questions of Chief Ruth.

FIRE CHIEF – Richard Sabo

Fire Chief Sabo:  It would be hard to top what Chief Ruth has said – he concurs and agrees with him on the issues he brought up. He would like to thank Council for the actions taken tonight in moving forward with solving our problem with replacing the ambulance and getting rid of the one that burned up.  He wishes the City Administration and Council and all the residents present a Merry Christmas and a Very Happy and Healthy New Year.  This concludes his report and he is open for questions.

There were no questions of Chief Sabo.

Mr. Elshaw:  Thanks to all Departments Heads and Council on the nice job – it was a wonderful job this year.  Have a Happy and Safe Holiday.
