SAFETY COMMITTEE – Mr. Morley

FINANCE COMMITTEE – Mr. Elshaw

Mr. Elshaw:  The Finance Committee met on Monday, December 12, 2005 at 6:30 p.m. with himself, Mr. D’Ambrosio and Mr. Razov in attendance from the Committee.  In attendance from Council were Mr. Morley, Mr. Zontini and Council President Mr. Lajeunesse.  Mr. Knuchel was absent and excused.  In attendance from the Administration were Mayor Andrzejewski, Finance Director Mr. Slocum, Law Director Mr. Klammer and Fire Chief Sabo.  At the Mayor’s invitation, also in attendance was Attorney Petronelli.  The Committee discussed items that appear on the evening’s agenda - the 155 “General Administration amendment, the AIG/VALIC Deferred Compensation Plan, the Cooperative Purchasing Plan.  There was a presentation from Mr. Speaks and Mr. Crooks of the Impact Group in regards to public surveys and polls and what service they could provide to Eastlake.

The Finance Committee also met on Monday, December 19, 2005 at 6:30 p.m. with all members of Council in attendance.  In attendance from the Administration were Mayor Andrzejewski, Finance Director Mr. Slocum, Assistant Finance Director Mr. Vuckovich, and Service Director Mr. Semik.  Items discussed were the Hartford Life Insurance Deferred Compensation Plan, which appears on the evening’s agenda.  The main topics were the 2005 expenditure re-appropriations and the 2006 temporary budget. Both items were reviewed in great detail, which can be found in the Finance Committee minutes available on-line.  Significant items discussed include estimated income tax collections for 2005 and 2006 – it looks like we are right on target – 2006 projected Police Department comp time wages which will be further analyzed and discussed by the Administration – 2005 and 2006 fuel costs which will be further analyzed by the Administration, also, the replacement of the fuel pumps may be a future consideration.  A main topic was the 2005-2006 salt usage – this has been put on a watch status and will also be further analyzed by the City Administration.  

Also, we are happy to report that we did receive the Ward Creek reimbursement.

Mr. Slocum:  We received $368,000 instead of $363,000 for the Ward Creek reimbursement.

Mr. Elshaw:  Overall, he is happy to report that we appear to be on track for 2005 – overall projected revenue was at $14 million with $12.4 million in projected expenditures for $1.6 million in projected revenues over expenditures.

For 2006, however, we are projecting $13.5 million in revenue, $12.9 million in projected expenditures, leaving us with only $600,000 in revenues over expenditures.  The 2006 temporary budget will be a temporary budget until March, 2006 at which time we will be passing a final budget.

ORDINANCE COMMITTEE  - Mr. Zontini

Mr. Zontini: The Ordinance Committee has not met since the last scheduled Council meeting. He would also like to echo Mr. Lajeunesse’s statement that just a few years ago when he was a teenager, the perception was and he thinks still is in some circles, that City employees are just abusing the system and taking advantage of tax payers money.  In his short time on Council he has learned that perception is totally false and he thinks the residents, and he knows Council is, should be very proud of our City employees.  It is not said enough – the work they do, the dedication, and the love they have for the City is very obvious.  Chief Sabo and Chief Ruth head up Departments that are among the best in the State – he will not qualify this by saying given our financial constraints, even despite that our Service, Recreation and Road crews are unparalleled and the people he deals with most are here in City Hall – they are also remarkable people and he thanks them and wishes all of you and them a very Happy Holiday season and a great New Year.

MAYOR/SAFETY DIRECTOR – Ted Andrzejewski

Mayor Andrzejewski:  We finalized the replacement of the recycle bins in working with Mr. Semik – there will be four bins – located at Surfside Pool, Jaske Pool, Taft Senior Center, and behind the Service garage – this should provide locations for everyone to do recycling – we also have a bin for aluminum cans to help children burn victims. The Administration and Council had a meeting with a representative of the Irish Festival – we should get the festival here at Eastlake the end of June.  They finished the final step with the Police Union labor negotiations – we should receive the results in about three weeks – then we will have the AFSME Union to work with. He would like to thank Mike Slocum and Mike Vuckovich for diligently working on the budget and meeting with the Department Heads.  One thing is significant, starting last year no bills have been held over from one year to the next – in the past we started the next year in the whole – everything is paid in 2005 so we start 2006 fresh.  Also, he liked the fact that line items are very specific so we are clear what is being done with the money.  Mr. Slocum and Mr. Vuckovich did a nice job – we have a good budget and we will formalize it in January.  Merry Christmas and Happy New Year – let’s keep the City going in the right direction.

Mr. Zontini:  Does the recycling involve newspapers.  Do they keep the bins?

Mayor Andrzejewski:  Yes – newspapers, plastic, cans.  They keep the bins.

There were no further questions of Mayor Andrzejewski. 

LAW DIRECTOR – Randy Klammer

Mr. Klammer:  He has nothing to report.  He has received correspondence on the rib outlet and available parking space, which he will look to.  Litigation is moving forward as expected and there is nothing new.

He understands Mr. Shah had suffered some hospitalization recently and he wishes him well.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

FINANCE DIRECTOR – Mike Slocum

Mr. Slocum:  Since the meeting last night, he had nothing to report and he was open for questions. 

Mr. Elshaw:  Nice job on the budget – thank you to you and Mr. Vuckovich.

Mr. Slocum:  They had good cooperation with the various Department Heads – this is really the first step of the process – there are still a couple of steps to go but he is comfortable with the way it is proceeding.

Mr. Zontini:  He appreciates, as does Council, the openness and the willingness to come to us and share the thought process – it has not always been the case – it is appreciated.

Mr. Slocum:  He works for the Council, the Administration and the public – our books are open – he will naturally try to push out the good but there are time when we will make mistakes and he will let it be known when that happens.  When people have questions he wants them to have the answers and he wants them to be comfortable with what we are putting out there.

There were no questions of Mr. Slocum.

TAX ADMINISTRATOR – Angela Keneven-Zanella

Mrs. Keneven-Zanella was absent and excused.

SERVICE DIRECTOR – Mike Semik

Mr. Semik:  We are still picking up leaves, weather permitting.  He will be forwarding information on a bucket truck to Council – we should be receiving a used truck within the next two weeks for Council to look at – the savings could be considerable whether it is new or used.  He is also looking into some waste oil heaters as a substitute alternate heating source for the heating garage – the gentlemen will be here Thursday at 1:30 p.m. to discuss the pros and cons – all are welcome to be there.  He is putting together a program for road and catch basin repairs for 2006 and he is asking Council to forward any concerns they want addressed.  Merry and Safe Christmas and New Year – he would like to thank Council for their kind words in regards to the employees – they certainly do deserve it and it is appreciated.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. D’Ambrosio: Thank you for expressing his concerns quickly – the residents have e-mailed that they are very happy with the results.

Mr. Zontini:  How soon do you need the information on catch basins and streets?

Mr. Semik: No later than the end of February so they can finalize all by March and start work as soon as the weather breaks.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  Can you give me an update as to the condition of the heating unit within the Community Center?

Mr. Semik:  That was brought to his attention – we have been looking into it – he received a phone call on that matter – there are different temperatures in the building – one is at 80 degrees and the other is at 59 degrees – it may be a thermostat or control problem and he hopes to have some information if not tomorrow then no later than Thursday.

CITY ENGINEER – Steve Guard

Mr. Guard:  There is nothing significant to report  - they have been reviewing items for the new Storm Water Management Ordinance enforcement as well as the erosion control ordinance enforcement – he went through the processing procedures with the Building Department and we all understand what needs to be done.  Happy Holidays to all.

FIRE CHIEF – Richard Sabo

Fire Chief Sabo:  We did have a house fire on Saturday on Willow Drive – the interior of the house was pretty much destroyed – there was a woman who suffered burns and was taken to the hospital and released and is recovering.  Thank you Mr. Lajeunesse and Mr. Zontini for the kind words about City employees – they are well deserved – he has always agreed that we have hard working people – thank you for your kind words about his Department. POLICE CHIEF – John  Ruth

Police Chief Ruth was absent and excused.
