SAFETY COMMITTEE – Mr. Morley

Mr. Morley: The Safety Committee met on Monday, December 5, 2005 at 6:00 p.m. with himself, Mr. Knuchel and Mr. Zontini present from the Committee. Also in attendance from Council were Mr. D’Ambrosio, Mr. Elshaw and Council President Mr. Elshaw.  In attendance from the Administration were Mayor Andrzejewski, Finance Director Mr. Slocum, Law Director Mr. Klammer, Police Chief Ruth, Officer Isabella, Officer Hurst and Officer Little.  The Committee discussed issues pertaining to the Police Department – discussed and held in Committee was advertising for auction for e-bay – also discussed was the Police Department extra duty employment contract agreement and upon review the Committee agreed to move this matter forward pending revisions by Mr. Klammer and Council Clerk Mrs. Cendroski. Representing the Police Department was Officer Isabella and he had no objections to this agreement and it will be placed on the agenda for the December 20th Council meeting.  The Committee also discussed the PAL proposal for the Community Center and it was agreed to move forward with this lease agreement for three years – this will appear on the December 20th Council meeting agenda.

MAYOR/SAFETY DIRECTOR – Ted Andrzejewski

Mayor Andrzejewski:   We received a $25,000 from the County for a SBG grant - $10,000 will go towards the purchase of playground equipment for handicapped accessible swings and other playground equipment – the other $15,000 will be used to hire a part-time Building Inspector to help with the zoning complaints.  Hopefully, those two grants will be renewed yearly.

The tree lighting ceremony went well – people enjoyed the singing and the lighting of the tree.

The search for a new Chief Building Official is well underway – interviews will be scheduled with three individuals next week – the position is highly skilled – we require Class I, II, and III licenses – there are about three qualified individuals out of the six resumes received. We hope to have a CBO in place by the end of the year so the person can work with Mr. Walsh in January and Mr. Walsh would retire in February.  We are advertising for the Assistant Service Director.

He would like to welcome Regovich Catering as a new business in Eastlake – our view is any business is good for Eastlake – small or large.

He would like to thank Council for moving on the PAL proposal – this is a great proposal by PAL to fix up the Community Center by making about $3.5 million improvements to the building – they will have a three year lease to get their funding in place and we will hopefully proceed.

He would like to pursue for further discussion the natural gas purchase program – we could lock in a rate for a period of months and perhaps offer the aggregation program to our residents if Council approves.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Elshaw:  Will we be looking at any other brokers for aggregation?

Mayor Andrzejewski:  He has several introductory letters and others could be reviewed – the reason we chose this one was because of his particular experience with about 20 municipalities – but, he will contact someone else.

LAW DIRECTOR – Randy Klammer

Mr. Klammer:  He has nothing to report – if there is time at the end of the meeting he would request adjournment into Executive Session on a litigation matter with Linc which involves a nominal bicycle accident.

Mr. Semik:  The salt additive we are experimenting with is working very well – we will have about a 40% savings on salt – we have used it on all the mains and have to salt only once during a snow storm. 

They salt the mains, hills and all intersections first.

The leaf pick-up is continuing, weather permitting – they will pick up leaves as long as it is possible.

CITY ENGINEER – Steve Guard

Mr. Guard was absent and excused.

FIRE CHIEF – Richard Sabo

Fire Chief Sabo:  Congratulations to Mr. D’Ambrosio and his successful campaign – he showed what hard work can do.  Congratulations to Mr. Zontini on his election. Congratulations to Mr. Elshaw – his large margin of victory showed a large margin of citizen support for the job he has done since he has been in office, to Mr. Morley for his successful campaign and to Mr. Knuchel – who has done such a great job since he has been in office that he ran unopposed and to the Mayor who ran a successful campaign – he looks forward to working with all in the upcoming year and hopefully we will be able to move this City forward. 

Today, we were trying to train on duty on clandestine drug labs – class started at 8:30 a.m. and between 8:00 a.m. and 2:00 p.m. we had six runs – so, we did not get much training done – but, that happens and we try to do as much on duty training as we can but this is why we sometimes have to schedule our training off duty at a result of a certain amount of overtime.

We will be up a little bit on the number of runs this year.  The self contained breathing apparatus should be in December 19th or 20th – they will be testing on all to make sure the masks fit properly and have training – they should be in service before the first of the year.

POLICE CHIEF – John  Ruth

Chief Ruth:  Their work on crimes has increased this year.  We recently received a DARE grant which allows our officers to be compensated for the hours they spend teaching the DARE program in the elementary, middle and high school.  The DARE program provides for interaction between the young people and the officers.  They applied for three other small grants but we don’t know if we will get them.  We are always looking for ways to enhance our jobs through grants.
