COUNCIL PRESIDENT’S REPORT - Mr. Hillier

Meetings Scheduled

Mr. Hillier stated that the Council-as-a-Whole Committee Meeting would be scheduled for Tuesday, January 11, 2005 at 7:00 p.m. at City Hall and the Regular Council Meeting would be held on Tuesday, January 11, 2005 at 7:30 p.m. at City Hall. 

Mr. Hillier stated that resumes for the Ward 1 Council position are due in the Council Office no later than Wednesday, January 12, 2004 at close of business and interviews will be conducted the week of January 17th.

Mr. Hillier stated this evening Council would be passing a re-appropriation budget for 2004 to close out the books.  Mr. Hillier congratulated former Mayor Spinner and Mayor Andrzejewski and Council for the fine job – there were many hurdles going into this budget – there were $190,000 in unpaid bills brought forward from 2003 in addition to at least $150,000 - $200,000 in buyouts for unexpected retirements – even with all that being stated we are still going to come very, very close to the projected figures – in either case it will be a balanced budget.  Mr. Hillier stated just the fact that they are getting so close to the start of the year projected figures with all those major obstacles facing us up front is pretty incredible.  Mr. Hillier again congratulated Mayor Spinner and Mayor Andrzejewski.

Mr. Hillier stated there has been talk among some residents and Council about reconvening the Charter Review Commission – there has been a lot happen over the last 18 months – the City has a new sense of some things that were perhaps not previously thought of.  Mr. Hillier stated he sat on the 2001 Charter Review Commission – the Charter establishes the Commission every 10 years – but, a Charter Review Commission can be convened early – in speaking with Council and the Administration it was decided to convene the Charter Review Commission early.  Mr. Hillier stated Council gets two appointments to the Charter Review Commission – the Council President gets two appointments – plus one member of Council is appointed and the Mayor gets two appointments.  Mr. Hillier stated there will be a fresh set of eyes reviewing the Charter and perhaps they will find nothing – if that is the case that is wonderful – but, there is always the option that something will be found for which they feel a change is needed – those concerns will be presented for Council’s review and Council will forward any appropriate items to the voters – the Charter cannot be changed without a vote of the residents.  Mr. Hillier stated the Charter Review Commission’s meeting does not mean things will change – it still has to go to a vote of the people and he would anticipate those items being on the November, 2005 election – if there is nothing to present things will remain as they are.  

Mr. Hillier stated his two resident appointments to the Charter Review Commission are Mr. Kim Evers and Mr. Dennis Morely.  

COMMUNICATIONS &  PETITIONS

A communication was received from the Administration regarding the reappointment of Barbara Brown to the Planning Commission. Mr. Hillier explained Mayor Andrzejewski would address this during his report.  

A communication was received from the Administration regarding the reappointment of Kathleen Moran to the Architectural Board of Review. Mr. Hillier explained Mayor Andrzejewski would address this during his report.  

A Conditional Use Permit recommendation was received from the Planning Commission for Allegra 4 on the Floor, 1935 E. 337th Street, Eastlake.  This was referred to Planning Committee.

COMMITTEE APPOINTMENTS

Mr. Hillier stated he would be appointing Mr. Zontini as Chair of the Planning Committee and Mr. Knuchel as Chair of the Service/Utilities Committee.  Mr. Hillier explained the next appointee for the Ward 1 Council position would Chair the Safety Committee.

COUNCIL COMMITTEE REPORTS

RECREATION COMMITTEE – Mr. Razov

Mr. Hillier explained that Mr. Razov was absent and excused.

PLANNING COMMITTEE – Mr. Zontini 

Mr. Hillier stated as Mr. Zontini has just been appointed Chair of Planning Committee he would not request a report this evening.  Mr. Hillier stated there are items pending in the Planning Committee – the Vine Street 20-20 vision was not addressed even thought attempts were made to do so.
FINANCE COMMITTEE – Mr. Elshaw

Mr. Elshaw stated the Finance Committee met on December 20, 2004 at 6:12 p.m. with himself, Mr. Razov, Mr. Knuchel, Mr. Zontini and Council President Mr. Hillier – Mr. Lajeunesse arrived late as he had a previous Union meeting scheduled.  Mr. Elshaw stated in attendance from the Administration were Mayor Andrzejewski, Acting Finance Director Mr. Vuckovich, Law Director Mr. Klammer, Police Chief Ruth, Fire Chief Sabo, Service/Utilities Director Mr. Philipp and Tax Administrator Mrs. Keneven-Zanella.  

Mr. Elshaw stated they reviewed the budget in detail – line by line and reviewed each Department’s budget – the Administration did a very good job putting the budget together in a short amount of time and upon review Council decided to move forward with the approval of a one month temporary budget at this point as we felt we were not provided enough time to appropriately review everything.  Mr. Elshaw stated Council understands this is an important next step for our City and want to make sure the documents are properly reviewed.  

Mr. Elshaw stated the Finance Committee also met on Monday, December 27, 2004 at 5:34 p.m. with himself, Mr. Knuchel, Mr. Zontini, Council President Mr. Hillier, and Mr. Lajeunesse who was late in arriving – Mr. Razov was absent and excused.  Mr. Elshaw stated in attendance from the Administration were Mayor Andrzejewski and Acting Finance Director Mr. Vuckovich.  Mr. Elshaw stated they again reviewed the adjustments in the budget from the previous meeting.  Mr. Elshaw commended the Administration for its work and stated Council will review the budget in January and give it the necessary review as well as reviewing the Mayor’s additional proposals.

Mr. Elshaw stated Council reviewed the 2004 re-appropriations in the Council-as-a-Whole Committee meeting – he and Mr. Hillier had met earlier this evening to review the re-appropriations and received good answers.

MAYOR’S COMMENTS, con’t

Mayor Andrzejewski stated he also thinks the Charter Review Commission is a very good idea – he has asked Mrs. Margaret Dellmore and Mr. Tony Russo to be the Mayor’s choices for the Charter Review Commission.

Mayor Andrzejewski stated he would like to start off with what he thinks is a very good accomplishment for the City Administration, Mayor Spinner, and Council – that is to have a balanced budget – even with the payoffs we will probably come out in pretty good shape – this is a huge accomplishment – this stops the bleeding – for too many years the City overspent what they were taking in – we have stopped this – he appreciates the good comments on the 2005 budget – they reviewed it line by line to determine what was needed – we worked with the Department Heads – the idea was to fine tune the budget a little bit more for 2005 and next year’s budget should come out pretty much like a science – the numbers should be where they are supposed to be and there will be a good two or three year history for comparison.  Mayor Andrzejewski stated we are well on the way to good fiscal management in the City.  Mayor Andrzejewski thanked Council for their efforts, stating it was a good move to approve a one month budget so further review can be conducted.

Mayor Andrzejewski stated it is a huge accomplishment for this City to get out of the ODOT matter – Mr. Klammer did an excellent job in negotiating the deal – he worked very hard behind the scenes, along with members of Council, and with others and provided a deal which we will probably never pay – it is a great deal because it closes the book on this negative saga for Eastlake and also closes the book for this deal with the State of Ohio.  Mayor Andrzejewski thanked Mr. Klammer for his efforts.  

Mayor Andrzejewski stated in anticipation of some possible problems this week as far as the melting of snow and water coming our way from other areas in the County we have met to work out a plan in case something happens so the residents will be notified – all Departments are ready to go – we have updated our resident call list – if something happens we are as ready as possible – all did a great job – everyone was ready this morning for the meeting.

Mr. Andrzejewski referred to the snow plowing – what happened Thursday and Friday was a challenge – the City was closed and workers were gone – we learned to publicize City Hall closings on Channel 12 and other venues to avoid a lot of frustration for the residents – he and Mr. Philipp came into City Hall, as well as many of the staff who could come in.  Mayor Andrzejewski thanked the staff for its good efforts.  Mayor Andrzejewski stated no one is neglected – it is just a matter of time before we will get to your street – he and Mr. Philipp were on Channel 12 where they detailed the street plowing format – they have instigated a more detailed list of streets – the next snow fall will see us with a better system of checking off streets as they are finished so there is no confusion as to what has been done and what else is to be done – the cul-de-sacs also must be addressed – late Thursday they sent two mid-sized trucks with the specific task of plowing all the cul-de-sacs in the City. Mayor Andrzejewski stated the heavy snow made it difficult – through no fault of the truck drivers people’s aprons were filled up with hard snow and it was difficult for them to dig out.  Mayor Andrzejewski stated, overall, the Service Department deserves a “B” for their efforts – it should be an “A” but we have a little fine tuning to do – all the guys did a great job coming in on their day off and working late on Christmas Eve.

Mayor Andrzejewski stated this concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mayor Andrzejewski.

LAW DIRECTOR – Randy Klammer

Mr. Klammer welcomed Mr. Zontini to Council and Mr. Slocum as Finance Director.  Mr. Klammer stated he appreciated the Mayor’s comments regarding the ODOT settlement – it was a fair settlement and the conditions precedented are phenomenal – it is a big load off the City and Council who deserves the credit because it is you who decide – you should all be proud.  Mr. Klammer stated Mayor Andrzejewski deserves a lot of credit – he has only been in office about a month and has already accomplished a settlement with ODOT as well as opening up negotiations with the baseball team – this is significant and it is good to have communication whether it results in anything – they are a big partner in the City.  Mr. Klammer stated the assessment for North Parkway would be moving forward.

Mr. Klammer stated this concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Klammer.

ACTING FINANCE DIRECTOR – Mike Vuckovich

Mr. Vuckovich thanked Council for passing the evening’s legislation and stated he is looking forward to working with Mr. Slocum.  Mr. Vuckovich welcomed Mr. Zontini.  Mr. Vuckovich thanked Council for the past seven months – he has enjoyed them.

Council President Mr. Hillier stated Mr. Vuckovich was the Controller prior to assuming the Acting Finance Director position – he stepped in at one of the most difficult times in the City’s history – it was in utter chaos. Mr. Hillier stated he cannot put the proper adjective to Mr. Vuckovich’s performance and thanked Mr. Vuckovich.

SERVICE/RECREATION DIRECTOR – Bill Philipp

Mr. Philipp stated he felt the Mayor summed things up pretty well – while they were in the heat of the battle the river rose 8 feet – we were prepared to go from one fight into another but the river gave way and we felt more secure – we were told by the salt delivery person on Thursday that we would receive no more salt until Monday – we went down to the very last drop of salt – but, we are being filled up yesterday and today and we will be ready if anything significant happens this weekend.

Mr. Philipp stated this concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Lajeunesse asked Mr. Philipp to share how the scheduling works.  Mr. Philipp stated if this were a regularly scheduled week they would try to get people to work 12 hours on and 12 hours off – by State rules the driver’s must be sent home – it was very hectic because we were off two days – a lot of the guys came through – some worked 38 and 40 hours overtime – they stepped up and came through.

Mr. Knuchel thanked Mr. Philipp and stated some of his constituents approached him with problems and Mr. Philipp took care of them quickly and efficiently and to everyone’s satisfaction.

Mr. Philipp stated no one will be forgotten – sometime it just takes time to get to them.

There were no further questions of Mr. Philipp.

CITY ENGINEER – Steve Guard

Mr. Guard stated they have sent a cost estimate to the Lake County Department of Utilities for the North Parkway Sanitary Sewer Project so the water line cost can be identified should it be added to the project – we are waiting to hear from them – they have executed contracts for the Plymouth Outfall Sewer Repair and will be holding the preconstruction meeting for next week.  Mr. Guard thanked Mayor Andrzejewski for providing a name for CSX – he has been contacted and has provided a contact person in Indiana – Mr. Guard stated he called the gentlemen and left him a message as well as forwarding an e-mail with our request – he has been advised this would be re-evaluated – we are awaiting a response. Mr. Guard stated they have executed contract documents for the sale of the Mitchell property/Recreation Department building and they should be finalized within the next day or two and the deeds will be prepared to close out the sale of the property.  Mr. Guard stated one bid has been received for the Fire Station property this date – there is a little irregularity but he will review it and provide a recommendation to the Mayor’s office for review and forwarding to Council.  Mr. Guard stated they investigated a leaking 125-gallon storage tank at the Fire Station and have provided an explanation which the Fire Department can use to rectify the problem.

Mr. Guard stated this concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Lajeunesse asked Mr. Guard what would be the latest date for the completion of North Parkway, if everything is on schedule.  Mr. Guard stated, once the contract is awarded, from this point four to five months.

There were no further questions of Mr. Guard.

Additional Questions

Mr. Hillier asked Mr. Vuckovich what fund from the Recreation Garage sale would be included in?  Mr. Vuckovich stated the funds would be part of the Recovery Plan.
