Mayor DiLiberto and Council President Mr. Hillier presented Vincent Rupertino with a Proclamation and Resolution honoring him for his long time service with the Park and Shade Tree Commission in the City of Eastlake.

RECOGNITION OF MICHAEL “HUCTH” HUTCHINSON

Mayor DiLiberto and Council President Mr. Hillier presented Recreation Director Michael “Hutch” Hutchinson with a Proclamation and Resolution honoring him on his retirement from the City of Eastlake.

COUNCIL PRESIDENT’S COMMENTS

Council President Mr. Hillier stated:


“Tonight, Council will vote down the garbage collection fee.  I support this action with the good faith belief that the voters of the City will objectively analyze the information provided to justify the passage of the General Operating Levy of 2.98 mills.  It has been 22 years since the residents of this City have been asked to supplement the General Fund with additional property tax dollars.   In 1982 the General Fund expenditures were approximately $4,000,000.  By 2003 that amount has grown to $14,000,000 – a 350% increase.  In 1993 Police and Fire accounted for approximately 44% of General Fund expenditures.  Ten years later that percentage has grown to 54%.  Our Safety Forces are always there for us – patrolling our streets and standing by at a moment’s notice to come to our rescue.  They are very proactive.  The security of our world has changed dramatically since 1993 but the resources to meet our threats have not.  The City is $3.2 million in debt and the State Auditor’s office will not allow us to remain there.  We have but two options – reduce expenditures or raise revenue.  We have already reduced expenditures by $2,000,000, as compared to last year.  And, if the voters decide that additional cuts are necessary then the Mayor and the Administration stands by ready to make the drastic cuts as directed.  However, those cuts will be carved out of daily basic services such as Police, Fire, Recreation and Service.  By having three separate readings on the Garbage Collection issue, Council has provided residents an opportunity to hear about the issue first, let the issue sink in, and then an opportunity to voice your opinion on the issue.  We have listened and acted as directed by the Charter of the City of Eastlake – that is what good government is all about.  As your representatives it is our job to carefully learn each issue, analyze the data from all perspectives, and then make an educated decision based upon the lessons learned I believe by omitting the garbage collection fee, and instead focusing on passage of Issue 1, the 2.98 mill General Operating Levy, we have a plan in place that will 

completely eliminate the deficit and finish 2006 in the black. At the adjournment of tonight’s Regular Council meeting we will be making a presentation regarding Issue 1 and we invite you to stay if you so choose.

COUNCIL COMMITTEE REPORTS

ORDINANCE COMMITTEE  - Mr. Andrzejewski

Mr. Andrzejewski stated that the Ordinance Committee met on Monday, February 2, 2004 and reviewed the Ordinance for the rental fees for the JFK Center.  Mr. Andrzejewski explained that the Committee agreed to keep the fees the same for the residents of Eastlake and to recognize 19 affiliated groups – the fees will be raised for non-residents and non- resident groups.  The list of the groups is listed in the Ordinance.  If an organization or City resident is having a fundraiser to raise money – they will be charged the custodial fee which requires an approximate $100.00 deposit.  If it is a group holding a non-profit function, which is good for the community, there will be no charge for the custodial fee – there is also a limit of two fee waivers per year, per group.  The Committee felt this was a fair compromise for the residents of Eastlake and also to charge the non-residents.

Mr. Andrzejewski stated that this concluded his report, and that he would be scheduling a meeting and would be in touch with the Council Clerk.  

There were no questions of Mr. Andrzejewski.

SERVICE/UTILITIES COMMITTEE - Mr. Lajeunesse 
Mr. Lajeunesse welcomed all to the meeting adding that everyone’s presence is good government.  Mr. Lajeunesse stated that the Service/Utilities Committee had not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting, and that he would not be scheduling a meeting in the near future.  

Mr. Lajeunesse stated that this concluded his report and that he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Lajeunesse.

SAFETY COMMITTEE - Mrs. Curtis

Mrs. Curtis stated that the Safety Committee has not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting, however, she has been in touch with Chief Ruth and that there will be discussions of certain items at the Finance/Budget Hearings.

Mrs. Curtis made the following Motion:

Fee Waiver Request: Eastlake Women’s Club

MOTION:  I hereby move to approve the Fee Waiver Request for the Eastlake Women’s Club for use of the Community Center on Sunday, March 14, 2004 for its annual Health Fair, with the stipulation that, as this function is a charity not-for-profit event, there be no charge for custodial or janitorial fees. Additional Comments

Mrs. Curtis stated that this concluded her report and that she would not be scheduling a Safety Committee Meeting at the present time.
There were no questions of Mrs. Curtis.

RECREATION COMMITTEE – Mr. Razov

Mr. Razov stated that the Recreation Committee has not met since the first of the year, however, a few items were covered under the Miscellaneous section of other meetings, and the Committee currently has nothing pending.  Mr. Razov stated that his position as to the Fee Waiver issue is the same – the City is not in any position to be granting any type of Fee Waiver under the current financial conditional the City finds itself in.  Mr. Razov referred to Council President Mr. Hillier’s mention of cuts and explained that he is glad that Council worked together on the garbage issue.  Mr. Razov referred to the Mayor’s comments that we are cutting back on some non-essential employees and commented that Section 155 had some Administrators and/or Supervisors who supervised these so-called non-essential employees – he would go so far as to refer to them as non-essential and they are still here.  Mr. Razov stated that he has a problem with this.  

Mr. Razov stated that this concluded his report and that he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Razov.

PLANNING COMMITTEE - Mr. Mahler
Mr. Mahler reported that the Planning Committee has not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting, but there was discussion during the Council-as-a-Whole Committee about taking a beginning look at the Vine Street Corridor Design and that a Planning Committee will be scheduled to discuss this.  Mr. Mahler explained that he will be out of town for a few weeks and he has asked Planning Committee member Mr. Spinner to introduce several Conditional Use Permit Renewal requests into Committee for resolution.

Mr. Mahler stated that this concluded his report and that he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Mahler.

FINANCE COMMITTEE – Mr. Spinner

Mr. Spinner stated that the Finance Committee will be meeting next Wednesday for its first budget review – this has been established on a monthly basis and the Finance Director will be providing a report by this Friday – all of the Directors will be invited to be in attendance at the meeting at which time they will have an opportunity to address Council and Council will have an opportunity to question the Directors about the budgets.  

Mr. Spinner stated that the next Budget Review meeting will be scheduled for March 24, 2004, and will be held the third Wednesday of each month thereafter.

Mr. Spinner stated that he would be making the following Motion:

Payment No. 7 – Final: American Seating Company

MOTION:  I hereby move to approve Payment No. 7 – Final to American Seating Company for work done at the minor league baseball stadium in the amount of $53,030.50, said funds to be taken from account #420.000.5551. Mrs. Curtis seconded.

There were no questions of Mr. Spinner.

RECOGNITION OF THE PUBLIC 
Mr. Hillier recognized the public input at this time; he reminded the speakers that there is a 3-minute limit for their comments, all comments are to be directed to the Chair and not include any personalities or individuals.

Please note that the following comments have been transcribed as accurately as possible, however, some comments may not appear due to the inability to understand the speaker.

John R. Holan, 36346 Lakeshore Blvd. Eastlake

Mr. Holan stated that he has been a resident of Eastlake for over 24 years – the first sixteen in the Willo-way Beach area, and the last 8 years at his present address in Surfside.  Mr. Holan stated that he is present to talk about getting paid and referred to an article in which the Mayor stated that we needed to pass the upcoming levy to keep the services we currently have and to continue to provide the workers with the City the quality health care benefits we currently enjoy.  Mr. Holan stated that he worked for the same company for the last 23 years and like many others they were also faced with the increased cost in health care – they had a choice that they could sacrifice quality or give to help defray the cost to continue to receive quality care and currently contributes 27% of the cost for this.  Mr. Holan asked to be corrected if he is wrong and stated that currently the Administration and workers for the City pay nothing towards their health care.  Mr. Holan stated that in the last Mayoral election we embraced the dreams and ideas of the current Mayor and gave him our vote of confidence at the polls.  When the school system needed more money we gave and approved the last levy.  For the many monuments and memorials around the City – the residents and the businesses gave in the form of donations.  In the last year and a half things have changed – things are not right within the City and with the opening of the baseball stadium, just round the corner, this Administration juggled the books and took money earmarked for some thing’s to pay others – they could not let all of the surrounding communities and others think that they were right that we could not afford this stadium.  This Administration turned around and with little notice or choice took a quarter percent more income tax from those who worked outside the City – this Administration is trying to take a little bit of our quality of life by trying to shut down the Surfside pool – you want to take more money from our pockets by charging for garbage pickup – now you want to take another $130 on average for the upcoming levy.  Mr. Holan stated that he stands before all today to state it is his turn to take – the residents need to take a stand – this Administration needs to take responsibility for its irresponsible spending and learn to live within its means.  The older citizens and the young couples have no more to give.  Mr. Holan stated he sees the logo of the sail boat on the City limit signs when he drives home from work everyday and he is reminded of a quote by John Maxwell, an author of many books on leadership, “a pessimist complains about the wind, an optimist hopes it changes, a leader adjusts the sails” – we not only did not bother to adjust the sails we did not even manage the steering and we took this City aground and on the rocks.  Mr. Holan ended his comments with a lyric by a song from Twisted Sister “we are not going to take it – no we ain’t going to take it – we are not going to take it anymore.”  This is our City – let’s keep it alive – vote Lajeunesse for Mayor in 2005. 

Mr. Holan stated that the would also like Council to recognize Mr. Andrzejewski’s daughter, Katie, and all the other fine students at Eastlake North who received the American Legion Americanism and Government Awards last Sunday.  Mr. Andrzejewski’s daughter not only won the Post Award, the County Award, the District Award, but the State Award also - he would like Council to recognize all these fine children.

Indra Shah, 577 St. Lawrence Blvd., Eastlake

Mr. Shah stated he has lived at 577 St. Lawrence Blvd. for the past 25 years. Mr. Shah invited all to attend and show support for the MultiCultural Festival on February 29, 2004 – this is presented by the newly established Community Relations Board.  Mr. Shah stated that from his point of view, if he can be convinced that the levy is necessary and he will push for and support the levy if it is necessary – but you cannot have a contradiction – you cannot look for a dime there and a penny here and charge non-profit groups for use of the Community Center – you cannot continue this and ask for a $2.98 million levy.  Mr. Shah stated that he would gladly support the levy if you do not fight between yourselves about how to cut anything – if you want his support in fighting the levy – the Fire and Police have done some good work by taking their Trust fund and use that – charity begins at home.  Even if this Council is directly or not directly responsible…we are going to forego…that would do a tremendous amount of good will and if non-union workers say they will take a 5% or 10% cut. The Mayor of the City of Cleveland was criticized heavily when she laid off Police and Fire because she did not do an across the board cut – services will not be diminished – no people will be laid off – it is something like that shows your good faith – then he is prepared to pay whatever is necessary but you cannot cut services and then ask people to pay.

Ron Smiley, 217 St. Lawrence Blvd., Eastlake
Mr. Smiley stated that he has lived here for 38 years and his first Council meeting was in January of this year and he is a very angry citizen – he has been fed fabricated stories and half truths for too long – for example – we are going to build a stadium in Eastlake – it will not cost us any tax dollars to the citizens – the money will come from the Federal government, the State and the County – the stadium is built – we have no Federal money, no State money and no County money – who is going to pay – us – our taxes.  Mr. Smiley stated that he agrees that 911 caused the poor economy but asked why did the Administration continue to spend and not make cuts in the budget in 2002 – example - Eastlake budget – salaries – Mayor’s office in 2002 went up $44,774 – using the new tax levy that is 486 homes to pay for this increase – the stadium will bring in businesses – they will make up the money from the loss of the CEI plant – the City has spent over $24,000,00 – we have Scorchers and The Captains Club – this will not put us on the financial road to security.  Mr. Smiley stated that he is not even sure it made up the loss from the homes and the businesses the stadium replaced.  Mr. Smiley stated that he wanted to make something clear – he will not vote for a tax increase – he will not vote for any renewal in this City until this Administration is changed.  Mr. Smiley closed by saying as you look around City Hall you see the Blvd. of 500 Flags and the Memorial – all symbols that Eastlake believes in freedom – he is a veteran of military service but as a citizen of Eastlake he was denied the right to vote for or against the stadium.

Sam Trost, Jr., 34103 Roberts Road, Eastlake

Mr. Trost stated that he would like to have a breakdown of the expenses for the stadium – he is in the dark about this.  Mr. Trost stated that there are a lot of trees in his neighborhood – he is an avid runner and walker – there is a lot of labor committed in the City to cleaning up the leaves ….being brought to lumber companies – if you would cut down some of the trees in the community …his taxes are being paid to clean up the leaves – it is also agricultural because the leaves end up in the land fill…return on the investment for the City of Eastlake for the stadium is his ultimate concern – the stadium is a proponent of this community and we rely on it for entertainment – not just ourselves but Lake County and surrounding communities.  He would like to address the breakdown on the performa of the costs to operate the stadium and what kind of investment return the City has and his concern that the $3.2 million deficit will be overcome – the least objective of his concerns is the salting of the S.R. 91 bike path – he would like the bike path to be salted for himself and whoever else ventures out into the winter for exercise.

Ken Roberts, Jr., 578 Terrace Place, Willowick, Ohio

Mr. Roberts explained that he was a member of the Eastlake Police Department and commented that members of the Police had the unique opportunity of having day to day contact with members of the Community – the contact may be good and it may be bad – in any case they can get a feel for how members of the Community perceive the City and the current situation it now faces – columns in the newspaper and letters to the editor have also provided perspective into the thoughts of those in the community.  We find what we are witnessing to be alarming – not only for the City but also for members of the Police Department.  Mr. Roberts stated that back in December a four part plan of how to eliminate the $3.2 million deficit was laid out to the Department – this included the passing of a levy – sales of property – the payment for garbage collection – and cuts to the City including the laying off of personnel.  The Police Union made concessions in order to save the jobs that would have been cut – pay for hours worked as overtime was given up – this may or may not sound like a lot but it will have significant effect on the members of the Department and the members families – there are officers getting married, having children, moving into new houses and wanting to take nice vacations with their families.  For the members of the Police Department the loss of overtime is not a small sacrifice but we attempt to compare ourselves with our peer Departments especially when we continue to fall behind in every area with the exception of community based programs.  This problem also hits in a contract year and we continue forward under an expired contract – most likely until a meeting can be held with an arbitrator to settle the issues.  The Police Department did their part to save the jobs this year in the hopes that the City would do its part to save the jobs in the future – so far, it appears that the Police have made the biggest sacrifices other than those who have lost their jobs.  They have seen very little in the way of concessions made by the City – with the exception of Council voting to not accept their raises the only money that seems to have not been cut is small programs and personnel – this is not counting on the minimum budgets which will leave all the Departments scrambling to make ends meet in all areas from snow removal to Fire Fighting and Police involvement in Community programs.  A recent letter to the editor cited that deficit will be well beyond the $3.2 million in the General Fund – the community needs to know the actual deficit facing the City – what is the actual deficit that the City will have to overcome in the General Fund, the Economic Development Fund and any other funds if the Federal, State and County money do not start flowing in – the way things have gone we must believe that it is much bigger than what has been reported – the sale of property is never a guarantee – if the deals are done – great – if they fall through where do we make the cuts to recoup that projected income.  Mr. Roberts referred to the Levy on the March ballot – and they firmly believe that approximately 25% of the patrol force will be gone next year if the levy does not pass – this may be a small estimate but where else would the cuts come from.  There has been very little publicity other than the begging for the passage of the levy – many Cities are giving raises to their employees – not laying them off – budget for Cities with similar tax bases are upwards of $10,000 more than what Eastlake has – the residents see these articles in the paper next to the ones about Eastlake’s hard times – they ask us what is going on with the City – what can we tell them.  This Council still has a lot of tough decisions to make this year – especially if things don’t fall together as planned – for the sake of our personnel we hope things work out but we still have yet to see some of the cuts being made that should have happened prior to people losing their jobs. Mr. Roberts stated that rumor has gone through the Department, and also City Hall, that the Mayor has a disability hearing scheduled of mid-March and may be gone by summer and the Community needs to know this information because it adds to the ongoing uncertainty concerning the City and its leadership.  

Barb Reddick 1315 East 354th Street, Eastlake

Mrs. Reddick stated that she heard at the Council-as-a-Whole Committee meeting that there were presentations at Holy Name Society and North High School Boosters – not being a member of these organizations she did not get to see the presentation – why have the presentations not been made to the public first – now we are going to have a presentation this evening – is this the same one that was first presented to the organizations and if it is why was it presented to the organizations first before they were open to the residents of the City?  Mrs. Reddick referred to the Recovery Plan – we all heard it was to include the garbage fees, and selling of property and other things – now the garbage fee is not going to be part of the recovery plan  - what is the actual Revenue Recovery Plan to cover the deficit – we still are not hearing the whole situation – the Recovery Plan has changed but what is it – the public still does not know – we are still looking for full disclosure to the residents – we are not hearing everything.

Kristen Kruckenberg, 35684 Lakeshore Blvd., Eastlake

Ms. Kruckenberg stated that she has been a citizen of Eastlake for 16 years and in that time she has seen the City go downward – it did not start with the current Mayor but it has gotten increasingly worse – she first noticed a lot of problems when she was in Middle School and the issue of the condominiums – her club wrote a letter to the Mayor and they were advised that they did not know what they were talking about – the citizens have not been listened to – no matter what age – we were told that bringing in more people would help with the problems to the City – it would give us more money – what happened with all the condominiums and all the developments.  We started off as the “City of Trees” then became the “City with a Heart” – now we are the “Crown Jewel of Lake County” – who wants to be the “Crown Jewel of Lake County” – she would much rather be the “City of Trees” – a City that is beautiful instead of a City that is becoming impoverished – how is this making us a better City to have all the businesses that are taking more money than they are giving – it does not make sense and is very disturbing to see that our views are not important enough to be considered and the steps to make us a better City are creating more problems.

William Petransky, 34870 Iris Lane, Eastlake

Mr. Petransky referred to a letter from an ex-employee of the City circulating in the City and stated that there are some things in the letter that should be investigated. – for instance, it states that there is a man who has retired from the Building Department but is still on the City’s payroll so the City can use his license for inspections – things like this are in the letter and they are pretty important at this time.  Mr. Petransky asked to speak about this with someone from Council after the meeting.

Mr. Hillier explained that the letter has circulated throughout the City for some months and everyone has had a chance to review it.  Mr. Hillier stated any of the members of Council would be happy to discuss this issue after the Council meeting, and added that the letter includes some information that is not quite accurate.

Mr. Petransky referred to a meeting he attended in which Council permitted open questions – since that time this has ceased – many people have to go to work the next day and waiting around to ask questions does not work – Mr. Petransky suggested that people be allowed to ask questions during the meeting.

Pat Boyce, 36555 Garretts Cove, Eastlake

Mr. Boyce stated that the Council-as-a-Whole Committee, held prior to the Regular Council meeting, should be held in Council chambers.  Mr. Boyce stated that the conversations were interesting – the differences in opinions and discussions between Council people – this should be not behind a door and in a room where only a few people can be – it should be held where everyone who shows up can hear. Mr. Boyce added that he is against the tax.

There was no one else who wished to speak.

ADMINSTRATIVE REPORTS

MAYOR/SAFETY DIRECTOR – Dan DiLiberto

Mayor DiLiberto stated that he had discussed the items to be forwarded to Council at the work session, therefore, he had nothing further to report.

There were no questions of Mayor DiLiberto.

LAW DIRECTOR – Randy Klammer

Mr. Klammer stated that he had no report for the evening but he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Klammer.

FINANCE DIRECTOR – Jack Masterson

Finance Director Mr. Masterson stated that the monthly report for January should be completed and provided to Council by the end of this week for review for next weeks meeting. Mr. Masterson stated that he had nothing further to report and that he was open for questions. 

Additional Comments

Mrs. Curtis asked Mr. Masterson when would the printout be available?  Mr. Masterson explained that he printout would be available at the same time.

Mr. Razov stated that any payments made toward the stadium debt have pretty much only covered the interest due on the balance.  Mr. Razov referred to Congressman LaTourette’s assurances on Channel 12 that the funds would be available – Mr. Razov also referred to the naming rights and wanted to know the status. 

Mr. Masterson stated that it is his understanding that the funds referred to by Congressman LaTourette will be coming in later this month or next month.  Mayor DiLiberto stated that we should receive $4,000,000 in March.  Mayor DiLiberto stated that he has spoke with Mr. Chema and he is working with a company on the naming rights – we must wait and see.  Mr. Razov stated that we have been hearing this for sometime.  Mayor DiLiberto stated that he understands this – we will have to wait and see.  Mr. Razov also referred to the promotional company that was to book entertainment at the stadium – this should be addressed because there have been no promotions at the stadium.  Mayor DiLiberto explained that the gentleman representing the company is present.   

Council President Mr. Hillier suggested this issue be discussed at a Committee meeting – there will be multiple questions.  Mr. Hillier referred this matter into the Recreation Committee for discussion and review, and explained that a public Recreation Committee will be scheduled.   Mr. Razov stated that he would be scheduling a Recreation Committee meeting for Wednesday, February 18, 2004 at 5:00 p.m.

Mr. Andrzejewski asked if Mr. Chema was being paid anymore monies from the City of Eastlake?  Mayor DiLiberto stated “No.”  Mr. Andrzejewski confirmed that Mr. Chema is not being paid by the City?  Mayor DiLiberto explained that Mr. Chema would receive percentage of the amount paid for naming rights.  Mr. Andrzejewski stated that in fact we are paying Mr. Chema for his work on naming rights.  Mayor DiLiberto explained if the naming rights are sold for $5.3 million, Mr. Chema would receive $300,000 – that is part of his original contract.  Mr. Andrzejewski stated that he was told Mr. Chema’s contract expired the end of September and we would not be paying him anymore money – it is in the minutes?  Mr. Hillier commented that the Mayor answered Mr. Andrzejewski’s questions – if he does not like the answer there will be a Committee meeting on the ballpark where this can be gone into in more detail.  Mr. Andrzejewski asked what dollar amount is being asked for the naming rights?  Mayor DiLiberto stated that the naming rights cost is $5.3 million and the City would net $5 million.

There were no further questions.

SERVICE/RECREATION DIRECTOR – Bill Philipp

Service Director Mr. Philipp stated that they are still in snow removal.  They are merging the Service Department and Recreation Department to work as a whole so as to be able to best complete the work with the latest cuts. Mr. Philipp stated that he was open for questions.  

Additional Comments

Mr. Lajeunesse observed that there were many representatives of various organizations in the audience, and advised that Mr. Philipp will be taking on the very difficult job of Service and Recreation Director – he would like the organizations to work with Mr. Philipp – he is under a tight budget and any cooperation between the groups and Mr. Philipp would be appreciated and helpful as Mr. Philipp has been most helpful to him.

Mr. Lajeunesse stated that as Service/Utilities Committee Chair he would be available to help Mr. Philipp whenever possible.

Mr. Andrzejewski asked how many employees there were in the Recreation Department and the Service Department?  Mr. Philipp explained that there were 16 employees in the Service Department and another 8 in the Recreation Department and two supervisors plus himself – the supervisors run each Department and their basic duties are to control the costs and control overtime in this tight budget.  

There were no further questions of Mr. Philipp.

CITY ENGINEER – Steve Guard

Mr. Guard stated that there is a pre-construction meeting tomorrow with the contractor for the Roberts Road Reconstruction Project.  They have also been working on the revised Capital Improvement Report summary for the Issue 2 Committee – this is typically submitted with each Issue 2 application. 

Mr. Guard stated that this concluded his report and that he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Guard

HUMAN/FINANCE RESOURCE COORDINATOR – Donna Vaughn

Ms. Vaughn stated that any information pertinent to Council has been forwarded and all of her reports have been submitted in writing and she was open for questions.

Additional Comments

Mrs. Curtis observed that the non-bargaining units are now paying towards the medical insurance and asked when these payments would start being deducted?

Ms. Vaughn stated that the new hospitalization contract became effective February 1st and the non-union employees were notified at that time – the first deduction would be the first pay of February, which would be February 13th.

Mr. Andrzejewski complimented Ms. Vaughn on the medical benefits provided to the employees, adding that he is glad the Administration has taken the first step in having employees contribute towards health insurance – even the low plan is better than a lot of companies have.  Mr. Andrzejewski stated that Ms. Vaughn did nice job coordinating these plans.

ADJOURNMENT

Council President Mr. Hillier stated that, if there are no objections from Council, the meeting is adjourned.

The meeting was adjourned at approximately 8:55 p.m.
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
