                                       REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

The Regular Meeting of the Eastlake City Council was held at Eastlake City Hall, 35150 Lake Shore Boulevard.  The Meeting was called to order by Council President Mr. Elshaw at approximately 7:32 p.m.  

The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Mr. Knuchel.

COUNCIL PRESIDENT’S REPORT – Mr. Elshaw

Meetings Scheduled

COMMUNICATIONS &  PETITIONS

A proposal was received from the Administration regarding a consulting contract with the firm of Clemans-Nelson.  This was referred to Finance Committee.

A request was received from the Administration to advertise for bids for the culvert replacement for Eastlake Gardens Park.  This was referred to Service/Utilities Committee.

A recommendation was received from City Engineer Mr. Guard regarding the bid results for the Roberts Road – Phase II Project.  This was referred to Finance Committee.

COUNCIL COMMITTEE REPORTS

FINANCE COMMITTEE – Mr. Knuchel

Mr. Knuchel:  The Finance Committee met on January 30, 2007 at 6:30 p.m. with items on the agenda being the Agreement between the City of Eastlake and CASCIA, LLC concerning their contribution to the CRIC fund – the legislation was passed last Council meeting, and the 2006 end of year budget review.  Some of the highpoints in the review were electric deregulation kicks in this year with us losing approximately $100,000, we need to look at ways to offset expenses at the old JFK Senior Center, we had approximate expenses of $10,000 and about $3,600 dollars in collected rent.  The garbage fee collections were up due to collections of past due amounts – we would like to take anything that was earned extra from those accounts and put it in a separate line item to offset future rate increases – Mr. Condron is to look into this.  We discussed the increase in earnings on investments.  We received money from the cell tower lease sale, which was placed in the callable bond fund for stadium debt reduction.  Our court costs still remain high, but the first bill this year was a little bit lower – this item remains a topic of conversation.  We also looked at comp time wages – we need a better way to understand them so we can better account for them.  Two deliverables were requested from the Administration – one we have received and was the calculations of the comp time and the other has not yet been received – that being the Mayor’s Court study.  The Committee also noted we had very high expenses from Signal Services for doing our traffic lights – this is something we are looking into reducing the costs by the use of our new bucket truck.  Two items were placed on Miscellaneous – one being a bid advertisement request to go out for bids for mowing services – this was approved at the last meeting – the other item was the agreement for fire protection and rescue squad services for  

Lakeline Village, which was discussed this evening in the Council-as-a-Whole Committee and

is on the evening’s agenda.

He will be setting a meeting and will be in touch with the Clerk upon consultation with his

Committee members.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Knuchel.

ORDINANCE COMMITTEE  - Mr. Zontini

Mr. Zontini:  He would like to congratulate and thank Mr. Semik and the Service Department for being awarded as a recipient of the Tree City, USA again this year – given the shortness of funds and personnel that is to be commended and congratulated.  

The Ordinance Committee has not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting, therefore he did not have a report. However, as several items are in Committee and are things that could be done rather quickly, he will be scheduling a meeting with the Clerk in conjunction with another Committee.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

SERVICE/UTILITIES COMMITTEE – Mr. Razov

Mr. Razov:  The Service/Utilities Committee has not met since the last Council meeting, therefore, he does not have a formal report and at this time he will be scheduling a meeting.

SAFETY COMMITTEE – Mr. Morley

Mr. Morley:  The Safety Committee has no items pending in its Committee, so he also will not be scheduling any meetings.

RECREATION COMMITTEE – Mr. Lajeunesse

Mr. Lajeunesse:  The Recreation Committee has not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting therefore he had nothing to report.

PLANNING COMMITTEE – Mr. D’Ambrosio

MAYOR/SAFETY DIRECTOR – Ted Andrzejewski

Mayor Andrzejewski:  The new bucket truck was used to replace all the burnt out lights in the stadium parking lot – he was there a while watching and it worked out very well – it was a very good use of equipment.  

At a meeting with the Mayor’s and Manager’s Association we were presented that Motorola is discontinuing manufacturing parts for the backbone system of the 911 – so, the County will be discontinuing the equipment.  The bottom line for the City – we have been told the communications equipment will have to be purchased sometime in 2009-2010.  They have based the estimated cost of usage with our cost being estimated at $548,000 plus $700.00 per radio.  He and several other members questioned why this would be a City expense – it should be a County expense.  It was suggested there be a County-wide levy – a quarter percent sales tax was also suggested.  Congressman LaTourette was present and stated he may be able to help a little through the Homeland Security by the Fire Departments choosing to not purchase extra things and pool together to put the money towards Homeland Security to purchase the telecommunications equipment.  The majority of members present did not like this notification.  There will be a lot more discussion on this as to who should be paying for it.

Mr. Elshaw:  This is only the 911 system.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  Yes.  In the past CEI paid $4 million - $5 million when the Perry Nuclear Power Plant was built.  This is for Lake County – school buses, cities.

Mr. Razov:  We went through this about four years ago when we switched over to digital at a cost of about $900,000.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  We no longer will be able to buy parts for the system.  

Mr. Razov:  The units will still be operable – there will just be no parts available. This needs more discussion and investigation – if he is not mistaken Motorola as a manufacturer is mandated by law to produce service parts for a period of ten years.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  That was discussed.  He will furnish Council with the documentation received from Motorola – we had those same concerns.

Mr. Razov:  Would you please forward that information to Council.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  We have purchased bright green sweatshirts and t-shirts for our Service Department instead of washing shirts every week – they were not using the shirts.  They have stated they will use the sweatshirts and t-shirts.  It gives them a more professional look and are also very bright when working on the roads.

Last night there was a very serious accident on S.R. 2 – the police are currently investigating.

He would like to request Council confirm the appointment of Mary Samardzija to the

Planning Commission to fill the term of resigning member Barbara Brown, with said term to

expire on December 31, 2009.  

Mr. Lajeunesse:  He has known Mrs. Samardzija from the Eastlake Soccer Association – this is a very good appointment by the Mayor.

Mr. Lajeunesse made the following Motion:

MAYOR’S APPOINTMENT TO PLANNING COMMISSION

MOTION:  I hereby move to confirm the Mayor’s appointment of Mary Samardzija to the

Planning Commission to fill the term of resigning member Barbara Brown, with said term to

expire on December 31, 2009.   Mr. Zontini seconded.

ROLL CALL:  Yeas unanimous.

Motion carried.  The Mayor’s appointment to the Planning Commission is approved.

There were no further questions of Mayor Andrzejewski.

LAW DIRECTOR – Randy Klammer

Mr. Klammer:  He reported on the important items in Executive Session – he had nothing else to report and was open for questions. 

There were no questions of Mr. Klammer.

FINANCE DIRECTOR – Brian Condron

Mr. Condron: They have worked on the budget and submitted it on February 16th – he is looking forward to the Committee meeting next week. This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Elshaw:  Is a recast of the  Recovery Plan the next step?

Mr. Condron:  He thinks this is forecast by the State Commission.

Mr. Elshaw:  Are you not going to recast it for new numbers – or is this something Ms. Smith will do?

Mr. Condron:  Ms. Smith will do that.  We may have to adjust it to have the five year plan – we will have to add 2011 ourselves.

Mr. Elshaw:  He would like to see that – it can wait until after the budget is finalized.

There were no further questions of Mr. Condron.

TAX ADMINISTRATOR – Angela Keneven-Zanella

Mrs. Keneven-Zanella was absent and excused.

SERVICE DIRECTOR – Mike Semik

Mr. Semik was absent and excused. 

CHIEF BUILDING OFFICIAL – Joe Voros

Mr. Voros was absent and excused. 

CITY ENGINEER – Steve Guard

Mr. Guard:   They took bids for Roberts Road, Phase 2 with the recommendation being submitted to the Administration and the Finance Committee.  Everything is done at the Bruce Yee Pump station except for the telemetry system – we are waiting for that piece of equipment to be delivered and installed and hooked up to the lines – at that time it will be turned over to the City for operation.  He has notified EPA of the status of the project.  Regarding the Lakeshore Blvd. pavement settlement project – we met with Mr. Semik and the geo-technical consultant last week and did a complete analysis of the Lakeshore Blvd. pavement settlement, which will be forwarded to the Mayor with our recommendations.  Four alternatives were suggested with the least costly being recommended – which is not cheap.  He has contacted ODOT and asked as this is a State Route if we could look for some funding from them to help with any construction costs.  The slope failure is there – it is occurring – we are constantly monitoring it – it will not be a disaster in the near future but we need to make sure we are planning on making some improvements within six months to one year.  The Robin Drive culvert replacement has been completed with only the restoration to be finished in the springtime – they did a nice, professional job.  The Lakeshore Blvd. Force Main project is about 75%-80% complete and it is expected to be done by the end of March – it is moving along well and there have been no occurrences of significant overruns.  The Taft Senior Center boiler replacement has been completed and is up and running.  At Mr. Doberdruk’s request, they also provided a report of things to be on the look out for in the future.  The State Route 91 resurfacing project is scheduled for sale on February 28th – once it is sold it takes about 30 days for it to go to Columbus for contractor approval – it should be started sometime in May.  We have funding from FEMA to replace the Eastlake Gardens pedestrian bridge and are asking for approval to advertise for bids to do that work.  We are proceeding with the improvement designs for the Robin, King and Forest Drive pump stations with expectations to submit a OPWC grant application in May of this year – we have four years left on the program and we want to capitalize and make sure our projects are in for an opportunity for funding – the latest improvement to the newest pump station was built in 1986 – some go back to the 1960’s – they are in dire need of repair – the improvements will be good for another 20 years.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  If we can get 40%-60% paid for from the State we want to take advantage of it now and get our application in.

Mr. Guard:  He attended a meeting for an accident analysis performed by ODOT – they reviewed Vine Street from Lakeshore Blvd. to State Route 91 – every three years they do an analysis of the “hot spots” – areas where there were at least 50 accidents within the last three year period.  The areas identified were the intersection of Waverly and Vine Street, the transition from four to three lanes by Wendy’s on Vine Street, and East 348th Street and Vine Street.  The outcome of this report provides that we can apply for 100% funding for any improvements that may be necessary at those intersections on Vine Street.   They ask for the municipality to pay for the engineering costs.

Mr. Morley:  Regarding S.R. 91 – will we be able to have input on how they will close S.R. 91 since it will be major congestion?

Mr. Guard:  There will always be traffic in both directions.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  He believes he has asked this in one of our Committee meetings – regarding a left hand turn lane going north on S.R. 91 from Vine.  

Mr. Guard:  He did ask at the meeting with ODOT if they did a traffic count at that intersection because that would help justify whether or not a double turn lane signal would be warranted.  They advised they did no analysis as their spending did not go that far.  If we wanted to do that we would have to do our own traffic analysis to see whether the double turn lane would be warranted.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  The reason he is asking this is because as long as we are upgrading S.R. 91 for the future of economic development movement of the traffic would be a help to the businesses.  Is that quite an expensive undertaking?

Mr. Guard:  There is not a significant cost to the traffic analysis.  The last time we looked at it was before the stadium opened – the response was to wait until the stadium opened to see if a double lane turn would be warranted.  

Mayor Andrzejewski:  He appreciates Mr. Lajeunesse’s suggestion – we have talked about it.  Mr. Guard, in your opinion what would be the outcome of the traffic study?

Mr. Guard: He does not know if there has been an increase in the traffic count – he would believe there would be a slight decrease because of the grocery store.  Being that the grocery store is closed there will not be the same traffic as last year.

Mr. Lajeunesse: That may be so at this point but if WalMart turns into super WalMart – as long as we are doing the improvements and to drive economic development.  Businesses look at high traffic intersections and he feels this should warrant more investigation.

Mr. Elshaw:  Can we make the assumption there will be ongoing activity there as we have had in the past – we should assume that because that is what we want – that is our goal.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  He and Mr. Guard have discussed this – it is a good suggestion – but, we pretty much concluded that it would be a useless effort on our part because the traffic study would show we do not need two lanes there.  It looks at times like it is built up but the traffic quickly clears from that left hand lane – if anything, maybe we can put the light a little bit longer.  

Mr. Guard:  He has stated his opinion without doing a traffic analysis would be less right now then it has been in the past.  But, without doing the traffic count he does not know.

Mr. Morley:  Our monthly police reports show where the accidents are – from what he reads there are a lot of accidents on S.R. 91 and Vine where we discussed not having a turn on red going west on Vine Street.  Mayor, are they any further with a grocery store going into the old TOPS location?

Mayor Andrzejewski:  He does not know.

There were no further questions for Mr. Guard.

POLICE CHIEF – John  Ruth

Chief Ruth was absent and excused. 
FIRE CHIEF – Richard Sabo

Fire Chief Sabo was absent and excused.
