                                       REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

The Regular Meeting of the Eastlake City Council was held at Eastlake City Hall, 35150 Lake Shore Boulevard.  The Meeting was called to order by Council President Mr. Elshaw at approximately 7:32 p.m.

COMMUNICATIONS &  PETITIONS

A communication was received from Finance Director Mr. Condron requesting to transfer funds from the General Funds to Fund #301 “General Bond Retirement.”  Mr. Elshaw explained this is discussed in the Council-as-a-Whole and will be added to the evening’s agenda as Legislation No. 01-23-(01).

A communication was received from the Administration requesting legislation to advertise for bids for landscaper/contractor services for mowing and trimming of grass.  This was referred to Service/Utilities Committee.

A communication was received from the Administration requesting Council’s re-appointment to the Port Authority. Mr. Elshaw explained this matter would be addressed during the evening’s reports.

A communication was received from the Administration proposing Side Letter No. 4 involving the Agreement between the City of Eastlake and CASCIA, LLC.   This was referred to Finance              Committee.

A liquor license request was received for the Smoke Shop, Inc. dba Discount Tobacco Store, 34722 Vine Street, Eastlake.  This was referred to Planning Committee.
A communication was received from Mayor Andrzejewski regarding the final bid acceptance for the Lake S.O.M. Center Road Resurfacing.  Mr. Elshaw explained this was discussed in Finance Committee and Council-as-a-Whole and will be added to the evening’s agenda as Legislation No. 01-23-(02).

A referral was received from the Administration regarding a Conditional Use Permit Renewal Request for Surfside Sunoco, 36241 Lakeshore Blvd., Eastlake.  This was referred to Planning Committee.

COUNCIL COMMITTEE REPORTS

RECREATION COMMITTEE – Mr. Lajeunesse

FINANCE COMMITTEE – Mr. Knuchel

Mr. Knuchel:  The Finance Committee met on Monday, January 22, 2007 at 6:30 p.m. with himself and Mr. D’Ambrosio present from the Committee.  Committee member Mr. Lajeunesse was late in arriving.  In attendance from Council were Mr. Zontini and Council President Mr. Elshaw.  Mr. Morley was absent due to illness and Mr. Razov was absent due to being out of town.

The Committee discussed two items with the first being the J.F.K.  Property  Deed Restriction Acquisition – upon discussion it was agreed to hold this matter in Committee pending further review following the Administration’s addressing of various items.  The other item to be discussed was the Municipal Income Tax Incentive Program – as there were things to be reviewed by the Administration this matter was held in Committee.  Under Miscellaneous, the Committee discussed a fund transfer from the General Fund to Fund 301 “General Bond Retirement” of $335,000 – this was also discussed in Council-as-a-Whole Committee and moved forward to this evening’s agenda.

He will be scheduling a Finance Committee meeting for sometime next week and he will be in touch with the Council Clerk.

NEW BUSINESS

Mr. Voros:  He would like to refer into Committee for discussion the rental and point of sale on the rental of landlord or occupied dwellings and apartment buildings – he has provided the draft Ordinance and supporting information.

Mr. Elshaw:  This will be referred into Ordinance Committee.

There was no further New Business.

MAYOR/SAFETY DIRECTOR – Ted Andrzejewski

Mayor Andrzejewski:    He would like to welcome a couple of businesses into Eastlake – new owners have taken over the Imperial Buffet, as well as a business which moved out of Club Ultimate and into the vacant Burger King building – it is a spa – they did a nice job refurbishing the building – it is Ultimate Salon.  

He is glad to see the Route 91 repavement come to fruition this year – it is needed.  The following year we will replace the street lights bulbs with LED bulbs.  

We submitted comments regarding the regional Port Authority about our concerns and our support of the idea from a development aspect.  And, that we would enter into an agreement with them for economic development until the other issues are addressed to our Port Authorities satisfaction.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions. 

Mr. Lajeunesse:  As to the Port Authority – he sat in on a meeting with Commissioner Sines, the Mayor and members of the Port Authority – we were all in agreement that the City of Eastlake is very concerned about what goes on in the river and want to make sure Eastlake is taken care of as this new County Port Authority is formed.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  Per comments made at the meeting – their eyes were open to the fact that it is not just economic development but there were many issues on our river and the Grand River with the main issues being dredging, flooding issues, collection of boater’s fees, the sea wall and fishing pier.  They hear the concerns and he thinks they will open it up strictly with economic development right now and address the other issues as time goes on.

Mr. Elshaw:  Can you describe our membership?

Mayor Andrzejewski:  It has to yet be worked out – but he understands we are to sign an agreement with them to work with the County on items of economic development – businesses that would want to come into Eastlake – to help work with the financing to finance a business – however, we would stay an independent Port Authority so we could address and take care of the issues with the Chagrin River. 

Mr. Elshaw:  So, our Port Authority would remain in existence but we would still have a membership with the County?

Mayor Andrzejewski:  Yes – it is the best of both worlds, with the intent of becoming a full member when the other issues are addressed.

Mr. Elshaw:  Are there any benefits to being a full member that we won’t have?

Mayor Andrzejewski:  Not that we can determine.

There were no further questions of Mayor Andrzejewski.

LAW DIRECTOR – Randy Klammer

Mr. Klammer:  He reported on the important items in Executive Session – he had nothing else to report and was open for questions. 

There were no questions of Mr. Klammer.

FINANCE DIRECTOR – Brian Condron

Mr. Condron: The are working on the Recovery Plan details and insurance benefits.  This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no further questions of Mr. Condron.

TAX ADMINISTRATOR – Angela Keneven-Zanella

Mrs. Keneven-Zanella was absent and excused.

SERVICE DIRECTOR – Mike Semik

Mr. Semik:  The City Road Department started changing out all the traffic lights – in house - throughout the City – these bulbs should last until 2008 when the LED bulbs come in.   We are using our new bucket truck, which is a good piece of equipment.  We are also looking at changing the lights at the stadium parking lot. The list of asphalt streets we will be doing in house was submitted to the Administration and the concrete list was also submitted – he and the Mayor will be meeting on this and requesting approval to go out for bids for the concrete work.  The box culvert at the Robin Drive pump station is being worked on and is progressing on schedule.  New playground equipment will be installed the 25th and 26th – the equipment was bought with a grant.  We will be putting up a sign asking residents to help keep an eye on the equipment and to report any vandalism.  We are also putting up a handicapped accessible picnic table.  The new street sweeper should be arriving Friday afternoon.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  Regarding the timing of the lights on S.R. 91 – especially up by Route 2 – 7:15  in the morning is very difficult with the current synchronization of the lights.  

Mr. Semik:  The lights going North have been timed and appear to be working fine.  He has received no complaints about the S.R. 91 and Route 2 area – but, he has seen this – he will check on the timing and if something can be done.

There were no further questions of Mr. Semi.

CHIEF BUILDING OFFICIAL – Joe Voros

Mr. Voros: It is business as usual – inspections are going well.  This concluded his report and he was open for questions. 

There were no questions of Mr. Voros. 

CITY ENGINEER – Steve Guard

Mr. Guard: They advertised this past Friday for the Roberts Road, Phase 2 project – bids are due around February 16th so Council can take action at the meeting in March.  The pavement issue on Lakeshore Blvd. by the Middle School – we have taken a boring and will perform a sound penetrating radar test underneath the depression to the storm sewer to see if we can find the void and give us an idea of the problem - we will also take another boring next to the guard rail – this should be completed next week.  Robin Drive is moving along – they will be pouring the north footer foundation for the culvert tomorrow.   The Lakeshore Blvd. force main project is underway and is progressing on schedule.  The boiler and pump are in at the Senior Center boiler replacement – we are waiting for delivery of the flue.   

This concluded his report and he is open for questions.

Mr. Zontini:  Do we know when the S.R. 91 paving will start and how long it will take?

Mr. Guard:  They plan to submit contract documents to Columbus February 15th – there is usually a two week turnaround – they would advertise the first of March  - the work should start mid April to May 1st. 

Mr. Zontini:  So, it will impact the ballpark season.

Mr. Guard:  Yes.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  During the Council-as-a-Whole Committee, he made a comment about the 20 minute traffic stop on Lakeshore Blvd. – the stop was actually 35 minutes.  Is there something we can do as this happened two days in a row?

Mr. Guard:  The gentleman’s comment was the delay was caused by trucks with material positioning themselves to dump by the side of the road – once that was done the traffic was opened up on a regular basis.  But, this may be a different situation and it is a normal thing and will happen when trucks deliver materials.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  He understands that – but tonight it was at rush hour – compliments to the Police Department who had someone there – perhaps there could be a different route – but, to wait 35 minutes.

Mr. Guard:  That sounds excessive – but, not having the details - he will look into it.

There were no questions for Mr. Guard.

POLICE CHIEF – John  Ruth

Chief Ruth was absent and excused. 
FIRE CHIEF – Richard Sabo

Fire Chief Sabo was absent and excused.

ADJOURNMENT

The Regular Council meeting was adjourned at approximately 8:05 p.m.
