COUNCIL COMMITTEE REPORTS

PLANNING COMMITTEE – Mr. D’Ambrosio 

Mr. D’Ambrosio:  The Planning Committee met on January 16, 2006 at 6:01 p.m. with himself, Mr. Razov and Mr. Elshaw in attendance from the Committee. In attendance from Council were Mr. Morley, Mr. Knuchel, and Mr. Zontini.  Mr. Lajeunesse was absent and excused.  There were no members of the Administration present.  The Committee discussed five conditional use permit renewals and two conditional use permit requests on the agenda with all but one renewal being moved forward and both permit requests were held in Committee. As items have been referred into Planning Committee this evening he 

will be scheduling a Planning Committee meeting in the near future.  He was open for questions.

FINANCE COMMITTEE – Mr. Knuchel

Mr. Elshaw: As Mr. Knuchel has just been appointed to the Finance Committee Chairmanship he will give the report for the last Finance Committee meeting.  As a clarification regarding the Finance Committee, he plans to work just as closely as he has in the past on the finances of the City.  He had Mr. Knuchel have discussed that in about six months he would feel comfortable with taking over the review of the finances.  He will continue to give a 100% effort on the finances at this point.

The Finance Committee met on January 16, 2006 at 8:19 p.m. with himself, Mr. Razov, and Mr. D’Ambrosio present from the Committee.  In attendance from Council were Mr. Morley, Mr. Lajeunesse, Mr. Knuchel and Mr. Zontini. In attendance from the Administration were Mayor Andrzejewski, Finance Director Mr. Slocum, Law Director Mr. Klammer and Fire Chief Sabo.

The Committee discussed City Ordinance 969.03(d) – the schedule of charges amendment for the rental of City buildings – this appears on the evening’s agenda.  Also discussed was a bid award for the 2006 concrete supplies which also appears on the evening’s agenda.  

The most important topic of discussion was the tax initiatives and after discussion it was decided to move forward with the Administration’s recommendation of the 5 year 6-mill property tax levy – rolling in the garbage fee.  The 1.8-mill renewal levy would still be out there for renewal.  Council is also expecting Plan B which would be the service reductions if the levy were to fail – we will be expecting this from the Administration by February 3rd  - we were hoping to receive this a little earlier but it is coming up within the week.  He made a first pass at the reductions and has to admit there is some difficulty in coming up with $1 million in cuts – we will be looking forward to seeing the recommendations.

Mr. Slocum:  The $1 million worth of cuts is referenced to what we need to make in 2007, we would need to make an addition $1 million worth of cuts in 2008 and an additional ½ million dollars worth of cuts in 2009 – they can probably identify the cuts in 2007 but it would be difficult to project for 2008 or 2009 at this time.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Elshaw.

ORDINANCE COMMITTEE  - Mr. Zontini

Mr. Zontini: The Ordinance Committee has not met since the last scheduled Council meeting. Due to the fact that our schedules have been so busy with meetings regarding the tax initiatives and some of the other Committee meetings, and also pending the approval or hiring of a Chief Building Official whose input would be needed by the Ordinance Committee for some of the possible ordinances that may be passed, a meeting will be scheduled in the near future. This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Zontini.

SERVICE/UTILITIES COMMITTEE – Mr. Razov

Mr. Razov:  The Service Utilities Committee has not met on January 16th at approximately 6:15 p.m. with all members of Council in attendance.  Members of the Administration in attendance were Mayor Andrzejewski, Service Director Mr. Semik, Fire Chief Sabo and Finance Director Mr. Slocum.  Five items were reviewed and the Committee agreed to move forward with two of the items as discussed in this evening’s Council-as-a-Whole Committee meeting – the bucket truck and the 5-8 ton roller.

SAFETY COMMITTEE – Mr. Morley

Mr. Morley: The Safety Committee met on January 16, 2006 at 6:30 p.m. Present from the Committee were himself, Mr. Zontini and Mr. Knuchel.  In attendance from Council were Mr. Razov, Mr. Elshaw, Mr. D’Ambrosio and Mr. Lajeunesse.  In attendance from the Administration were Police Chief Ruth, Finance Director Mr. Slocum, Fire Chief Sabo and Service Director Mr. Semik.  The Committee discussed two items – the Police Department’s purchase request of the Crown Victorias as discussed in the Council-as-a-Whole Committee meeting and a Explorer SUV – also discussed was a request from the Fire Department for the purchase of a squad.  We have a rotation schedule for the police cars and they are included in the Recovery Plan and the budget.  The Committee discussed the recycle bins under the Miscellaneous section – the bins located at Surfside Pool have been relocated at Bruce Yee Park and there were issues at Jakse Park which have been taken care of.  The Administration has also added extra pick-up days to reduce the garbage pile at all the bins. This concluded his report and he was open for questions. 

Mr. Knuchel:  The funds for the purchase of the squad for the Fire Department is being taken out of the fire levy fund which was passed last year.

RECREATION COMMITTEE – Mr. Lajeunesse

Mr. Lajeunesse: He appreciates the appointment as Chairman of the Recreation Committee, especially based on the many recreational activities that he and his family have been involved in – it will be a pleasure to chair that Committee.  The Recreation Committee has not met since the last Council meeting.  

Mr. Guard, would you please share your thoughts regarding our conversation prior to the Council meeting on the Shelton Blvd. property.

City Engineer Mr. Guard:  He attended all the necessary Planning Commission meetings regarding the rezoning request – at that time they also reviewed the plan for the development.  Our response was we would recommend approval of the rezoning subject to the plan being resubmitted and complying with all the City’s Ordinances regulating subdivisions with respect to any development that will occur on the parcel after the rezone.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Lajeunesse.

RECOGNITION OF THE PUBLIC 
Mr. Elshaw recognized the public input at this time; he reminded the speakers that there is a 3-minute limit for their comments, all comments are to be directed to the Chair and not include any personalities or individuals.

Roger Marin, 730 Camino Drive, Eastlake

Mr. Marin:  He is wondering why we have to do the new 6-mill levy to raise funds – because we are in debt with the stadium.  In his house if he cannot afford something he can’t have it or he has to sell it.  He knows the Council did not get us into this jackpot, and he certainly did not either, because he did not have a chance to have a say in it but, he does now.  Before you put anything on the levy he would like Council to truly look into trying to sell the stadium – he means nationally and getting a national Realtor – because of the fact that this is causing our debt and we can’t afford it.  He can’t afford it – if we can sell it that would be the way to go.  He knows it is a simple solution to a big problem but he thinks it 

should be addressed before you go any further and ask the people for any more money.

Mr. McCallister, 35700 Freed Drive, Eastlake

Mr. McCallister:  He has lived here 32 years – what will happen to people like us if you raise the taxes – he does not know what he will do.  If you raise the taxes he will not be able to pay it.

Dave Broda, 420 Shadyside Drive, Eastlake

Mr. Broda:  He lives near Lakeshore – adjacent to Boracs Landing.  He has been trying to sell his property – he owns three acres and he cannot sell it because we do not have sewers. People what to buy it but when they go to City Hall they say they cannot build without sewers.  When is something going to be done so he can sell his property.

Mr. Guard:  If the City could construct a sewer project, similar to what was done on North Parkway – the residents would have to agree the project is needed and to pay for the assessment for the improvements – the assessment would be put on their taxes and the City could proceed with the construction.  If any property owners would like to see this done they could approach the City with a petition and the City would look into it.

Mr. Broda:  According to the newspaper, the City already took about $5.5 million dollars for the sewers – where did that go – why can’t it go towards sewers?

Mr. Elshaw:  The sewer levy was to pay for improvements at the Waste Water Plant.  An explanation has been announced on the Council web site – research has been done and conclusion was reached as to where the funds went.  

Mr. Broda:  When is something going to take place near the river – Fairport and Grand River are building condos and doing all kinds of things – you are doing nothing – when do you think you will do something?

Mr. Morley:  A rezoning issue for Boracs Landing was on the ballot in 2004 and the residents voted it down.  It was on the ballot.  If the people on your street want the sewer improvements they would have to bring a petition to the City.  

Mr. Broda:  Part of Mr. Borac’s property and his property is zoned Lakeshore Development – for condos and no one will buy it because they get turned down at City Hall because there are no sewers.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  In regards to Mr. Guard’s comments – he is Councilman for Ward 4 – the residents on North Parkway are in Mr. Knuchel’s Ward 3 and his Ward 4 and were charged about $12,000 for the sewer improvements and for their street being redone.  You can go through the process necessary to do that. He and Mr. Knuchel will meeting with him after the meeting.

Mr. Broda:  There is land that goes all the way to Willoughby.  The development could be at about $250,000 a family – he pays over $1,200 per year and has three acres and no sewers – why wouldn’t you want to build and twenty families would be paying taxes plus going to stores and gas stations.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  It is a little more complicated than Mr. Broda is portraying – the area is a flood zone – it is difficult for a developer to build there unless they get authorization from FEMA to ensure there is no flooding.  It is more than just rezoning and putting in a development – other residents concerns must be addressed about the flood waters being redirected – it is very complicated.

Mr. Elshaw:  Mr. Broda, thank you for your comments – you have received feedback from Council, Mr. Guard and the Mayor – Mr. Knuchel would be glad to speak with you after the Council meeting.

Additional Comments

Mr. Slocum:  In regards to the comment on selling the stadium – the fact is we have reviewed this and do not believe the stadium, with the debt, is saleable.  The stadium debt payments will run anywhere from $1.6 million to $1.9 million a year – the revenue related to the stadium is about $400,000.  We would not have the ability to sell it to pay off the debt.  We do not believe it is saleable.

Mr. Marin:  You should at least get an actual Realtor and try to sell it.

Mr. Slocum: They have talked to local people who were interested in purchasing it.

Mr. Marin:  You should try nationally – we have to get rid of this debt and the best way to do it is to try to sell it.  We can’t afford it.

There was no one else wishing to speak.

MAYOR/SAFETY DIRECTOR – Ted Andrzejewski

Mayor Andrzejewski asked for Council’s confirmation of the appointment of Mr. Joe Voros to the position of Chief Building Official for the City of Eastlake.

Appointment of Chief Building Official

Mr. Lajeunesse: I hereby move to confirm the Mayor’s appointment of Mr. Joe Voros to the position of Chief Building Official for the City of Eastlake. Mr. Zontini seconded.

ROLL CALL:  Yeas unanimous

Motion carried:  Mr. Joe Voros is appointed to the position of Chief Building Official for the City of Eastlake.

Additional Comments

Mayor Andrzejewski: As a report from Mr. Semik – the leaf pickup program has been completed City-wide – we are now going around for a second time – it should be finished the end of this week.  

The Tax Department has continued its efforts of collecting taxes due to the City.  The Tax Administration Mrs. Keneven-Zanella has advised $553.00 has been collected so far this year by the collection agency.  The Tax Department staff has collected $19,500.00.  We have taken 11 taxpayers to Court – 2 have paid in full for a total of $3,250.00 – three taxpayers have been put on payment plans and we have received as part of the payment plans $3,206.00.  There are five Court dates pending and we are sending another six to the prosecutor this week.  Our plan is to keep about 12 in the pipeline.  Our efforts are paying off – the message is paying off that if you owe the City back taxes you will have to pay them.  These are business owners who take taxes from their employees and do not forward them to the City.  To clarify questions by some residents – the list of taxes in the newspaper are not for real estate taxes or income taxes – they are taxes due to the County.

Thank you to Council for approving the equipment purchases – it is important the residents know the purchases tonight are from specific levies – the fire equipment is from the fire levy – the road equipment is from the road levy.  The more work we do the more money we save.  The bucket truck will allow us to replace traffic light bulbs in house – contracting with an outside company costs us money. They will be coming to Council for more purchases later in the year so we can continue to cut our costs.

It would be great if we could sell the stadium, sometimes ideas are not plausible.  As Mr. Slocum has mentioned no sound business person or company would buy a stadium that loses $1 million a year – if there is a white knight out there who has a ton of money and does not know what to do with it and they want to buy the stadium of course we would sell it to them.  But, the truth of the matter is if a business owner takes over the stadium they are taking on $1 million in losses right off the bat.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Elshaw:  The Mayor had mentioned charges to the appropriate levies – and he agrees with the Mayor on the equipment purchases. The issue with the bucket truck is it will be apportioned between the General Fund and the Road Levy – that was a concern for Council.  He does recognize it is a necessary purchase, as has the rest of Council – and, it was his understanding that it was a safety concern.

Also, in regards to the stadium, he agrees – if there is a white knight out there it should be pursued but he thinks what the Mayor has mentioned is the Mayor’s opinion and he is not sure that it is shared by everyone at this point in time – but, he does understand the Mayor’s statement.  Saying that selling the stadium is not plausible – he is not sure we are certain on that.

Also, as to the recycling, has there been any word on the resident’s asking for an outside party?  

Mayor Andrzejewski:  He has been approached by a resident of Eastlake and he encouraged him to follow through and form a company to offer the residents of Eastlake a curb side pick up service at a very reasonable rate – they are pretty well along the process of forming a company.  Hopefully that option will become available in the near future.  Since they increased the number of pickups they have had no problems with over flowing disposals. It is commendable that our residents are continuing to recycle.

Mr. Lajeunesse:   Thank you for the recommendation of Mr. Voros to the position of Chief Building Official – that is important for our community – especially for the implementation of the rental property inspections and point of sale inspections that he thinks are very important to maintain our property values in this Community.  A full time CBO is something we needed and it is important.

There were no further questions for Mayor Andrzejewski.

SERVICE DIRECTOR – Mike Semik

Service Director Mr. Semik was absent and excused.

FIRE CHIEF – Richard Sabo

Fire Chief Sabo:  He would like to thank the residents for supporting the Fire Department with the renewal of the fire levy – it allows us to buy the equipment we need to provide the residents with the level of service they have come to expect. Thank you to the Mayor for his support and to Council for their approval of this purchase.  This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Chief Sabo.

POLICE CHIEF – John  Ruth

Please note as Chief Ruth did not speak directly into his microphone his comments could not be clearly understood – they have been transcribed as completely as possible.

Chief Ruth:  Thank you for approving the purchase of the vehicles today.  It is important and is appreciated. As an example of how law enforcement is changing and the need to work with other agencies they recently had two very interesting cases.  One was someone coming to the City of Eastlake and attempting to cash counterfeit money orders at local businesses – this is a nationwide group that came out of Georgia – we were able to intercept them – these are extremely sophisticated criminals.  They have had more incidences filed this year than last.  They have requested approval to purchase the rest of the vehicles for their fleet. The second one was a group of individuals who we using information from people who have become deceased – opening bank accounts and credit cards – moving from area to area. This group came from Brooklyn, New York.  These are the challenges we are faced with.  Fortunately through working with the postal authorities and through good police work we were able to make these arrests.  This is very complicated, involved work and is what we are faced with in law enforcement today.  This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Morley:  In his capacity as Safety Chairman, he is going to try to be at the Police Department this Thursday afternoon to meet with the Chief and tour the Department.  They have also been discussing forming a group with the Safety Committee and the Police Department to see what the Police Department’s needs are and how we can help and interact for the best interest of the residents.

Chief Ruth:  He encourages all to be involved and ask questions.  The more that is known about what we do the more it will help.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  He received an email from a resident about a year ago and he feels due to our economic situation we should re-submit this e-mail and hope for a difference response.  It is in regards to out of towners who crash their cars – Shaker Heights has just introduced this as far as the police department billing insurance companies for accident investigations.  Mr. Kurchak emailed this to him and he realizes the Chief may have been negative about it before but perhaps we could meet this week to discuss this matter.

Chief Ruth:  This is a service they are to provide to the Community – he understands the situation we are faced with – this issue was reviewed sometime back – he is aware what Shaker Heights is doing – he is willing to have a conversation with Mr. Lajeunesse about it.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  The Sun Messenger did almost a full page article on this – it has met with controversy but what happens if there is an accident towards the end of a patrolman’s shift – is it overtime for the patrolman to stay after to complete the police report.  This would be at the residents’ expense.

Chief Ruth:  If something happens at the end of the shift they stay over – it would generate overtime.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  He is going to resubmit this to Chief Ruth and would appreciate his reviewing it closer.

Chief Ruth:  They are already aware of it and will review it.

There were no further questions of Chief Ruth.

LAW DIRECTOR – Randy Klammer

Mr. Klammer:  He forwarded an opinion regarding the PAC for the levy. He will need an Executive Session at the next Council meeting.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Klammer.

FINANCE DIRECTOR – Mike Slocum

Mr. Slocum: He should have the year-end financials for last year by the end of this week.  This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Vuckovich.

TAX ADMINISTRATOR – Angela Keneven-Zanella

Mrs. Keneven-Zanella was absent and excused.

CITY ENGINEER – Steve Guard

Mr. Guard:  They have finalized the review of the 2005 annual flow split for the WPCC – the initial report showed the number for February was a little out of line with the flow split being about 50%-50%. Upon review of the data it was found that the equipment did not calibrate correctly – an adjustment was made which resulted in a savings for the City of Eastlake.  This years flow split will be 57.12% for Willoughby and 42.88% for Eastlake. This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Guard.

Mr. Elshaw:  Thank you for checking the calibration.
