        REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

PRESIDENT’S REPORT - Mr. Hillier

Meetings Scheduled

Mr. Hillier stated that the Council-as-a-Whole Committee Meeting would be scheduled for Tuesday, February 10, 2004 at 7:00 p.m. at City Hall and the Regular Council Meeting would be held on Tuesday, February 10, 2004 at 7:30 p.m. at City Hall. 

Mr. Hillier stated:

“Tonight, Council will approve a $12.16 million budget.  This budget slashes $2 million from 2003’s expenditures.  I’m willing to state that no other budget in the recent history of this City has been scrutinized to the extent that this budget has.  Council has taken 2 months, hundreds of hours and sleepless nights for Council members, long arduous hours by the Administration and long meetings that a number of you have attended.  These cuts did not come without a great amount of pain being felt by our residents and our employees who have had to weather through these trying times.

Unfortunately, more trying times lay ahead of us in the coming months.  As you know, the city is currently about $3.2 million in the red.  Under the Ohio Revised Code, we cannot stay there.  It is our responsibility as the elected leaders of this community to formulate and implement a plan that will eliminate that deficit.  Also under the Ohio Revised Code there are only 2 ways to do this.  One; reduce expenditures, or 2; raise revenue.

This budget contains $2 million worth of expenditure reductions.  It will be our task to ensure the bottom line is adhered to.  The other method of reducing the deficit is to raise revenue.  Apparently, the plan submitted by the Mayor, which would pay off the deficit in approximately 18 months - at best - is unacceptable to some residents and Council members.

The garbage collection fee that was scheduled to be voted on tonight is part of the Mayor’s Recovery Plan.  I informed the Mayor that Council is tabling this vote, until the February 10th Council Meeting when it will be either approved or rejected.  Until then, Council and the Mayor will hammer out a recovery plan that everyone can accept.  Please note that I didn’t say “a plan that everyone will like” but instead, “a plan that everyone can accept.”

Our job as elected leaders of this community is to resolve this budget issue as soon as possible.  At the Organizational Meeting earlier this month, I talked about Council having to make some tough decisions and that those decisions wouldn’t come without pain and anguish.  We’ve already reduced expenditures by $2 million; but if the voters refuse to support the option of raising revenue, then the Mayor will be forced to make drastic cuts in expenditures, which will involve the Police, Fire and Recreation Departments, and perhaps others.

Greater than 80% of Eastlake’s revenue is economy-driven and since this recession began in 2001, the city’s revenue has decreased by a value exceeding $3 million.  Many local communities are experiencing similar lost revenues.  The only difference between us and them is they had a sufficient carry-over to weather through the storm and we didn’t.  We must continue in our efforts to implement corrective measures that will secure the financial future of our beloved City by establishing a carry-over before the next recession hits us, whenever that may be.  

I challenge all elected officials of this City to become single minded about this deficit deficit and to resolve this issue because if we don’t, we will have failed in our fiduciary needs and our fiduciary responsibilities, and most importantly, to the residents of the City of Eastlake.”
COMMUNICATIONS & PETITIONS

A communication was received from Mr. Al Bellis of Willowick requesting an Ordinance concerning electric and motorized scooters. Mr. Hillier advised that this is for each Council person’s consideration and the public should know that our Prosecuting Attorney Mr. Hawkins has reviewed this at an earlier time and has provided his opinion that the City of Eastlake’s existing motor vehicle laws pertain to electric and motorized scooters.

A request was received from Service Director Mr. Philipp regarding Certification of Miscellaneous Bills.  This is referred to Finance Committee.  

COUNCIL COMMITTEE REPORTS

FINANCE COMMITTEE – Mr. Spinner

Mr. Spinner stated that the Finance Committee had been very busy since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting – there were budget hearings on January 14th and 15th at which time all Council members were present as well as the Mayor, Finance Director Mr. Masterson, Law Director Mr. Klammer, the Department Directors, and other members of the Administration.  These meetings were quite extensive and resulted in a revenue projection of $12.335 million and budget of $12.160 – Council is pleased with the way the hearing went and the 2004 Appropriations will be approved this evening.

Mr. Spinner further reported that Committee meetings were held on January 21st at which time the Committee discussed final payments, change orders, and contracts which we will move forward this evening.  

Mr. Spinner stated that a Finance Committee for budget review has been scheduled for February 18, 2004 – it was originally planned to hold this meeting on the first Wednesday of each month, however, this would not provide the Finance Department enough time to provide the necessary information and we want to be current on what is reviewed – the dates and times of these meetings may be changed but as of now the budget reviews will be held on the third Wednesday of each month – this will enable Council to maintain a close watch on the City’s budget. 

Mr. Spinner stated that he would be making the following Motions:

Final Payment: G.Q. Contracting Co.

MOTION:  I hereby move to approve Payment No. 10 – Final to the G. Q. Contracting Co., Inc. for work done at the minor league baseball stadium in the amount of $52,576.50, said funds to be taken from account #420.000.5551. Mr. Mahler seconded.

Motion carried.  The Final Payment for G.Q. Contracting Co. is approved.

Final Payment: Lake County Electric, Inc.

MOTION:  I hereby move to approve Payment No. 4 – Final to Lake County Electric, Inc., for work done on Contract B – Electrical at the Classic Plaza in the amount of $2,386.24, said funds to be taken from account #420.000.5551 – said payment reflects the City’s local share of the balance due with the State of Ohio to pay the amount of $7,483.76.  Mr. Mahler seconded.

Additional Comments

Mr. Spinner stated that this concluded his report and that he was open for questions.

Mr. Spinner thanked all on Council for the hard work on the budget.

There were no questions of Mr. Spinner.

ORDINANCE COMMITTEE  - Mr. Andrzejewski

Mr. Andrzejewski stated that as everyone was heavily involved in the budget process, there was no Ordinance Committee meeting, however an Ordinance Committee meeting will be scheduled sometime in February – there are many things we would like to review as far as Ordinances specifically designed to reduce the 80% figure referred to in the budget.

Mr. Hillier asked Mr. Andrzejewski which 80% was he referring to?

Mr. Andrzejewski explained the 80% pertained to salaries, wages, overtime, benefits and other items.

There were no questions of Mr. Andrzejewski.

SAFETY COMMITTEE - Mrs. Curtis

Mrs. Curtis stated that the Safety Committee has not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting, nor will a meeting be scheduled at the present time.

Mrs. Curtis stated that this concluded her report and that she was open for questions.
There were no questions of Mrs. Curtis.

SERVICE/UTILITIES COMMITTEE - Mr. Lajeunesse 
Mr. Lajeunesse stated that not only is he Chairman of the Service/Utilities Committee meeting – he is also the City’s representative for the Eastlake Port Authority.  Mr. Lajeunesse stated that the would be attending a Port Authority meeting in the near future and that the main concern of the Port Authority is the dredging of the Chagrin River  - they would like to work with the Chagrin River Watershed Partners to apply for a grant in regards to this serious situation.

Mr. Lajeunesse stated that the Service/Utilities Committee has not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting – this was due to the extensive budget work. Mr. Lajeunesse commended the Council and its work with the Administration – there were hard questions asked and difficult answers received – but, it will be to the benefit of the residents.

Mr. Lajeunesse stated that this concluded his report and that he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Lajeunesse.

RECREATION COMMITTEE – Mr. Razov

Mr. Razov stated that as the Recreation Committee had not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting, however, pending issues concerning fee waivers were discussed during the Miscellaneous section of the Finance Committee – one item was for the Multicultural Festival and it was agreed that this matter be forwarded back to the Mayor’s office due to the fact that this group is not affiliated, but is a group that was formed by the Mayor, and as such is not eligible for a fee waiver – the other matter was a fee waiver for the Eastlake Women’s Club and after detailed discussion it was agreed to hold this item in Committee until review of the Ordinance regarding fee waivers by the Ordinance Committee.  

Mr. Razov stated that this concluded his report and that he was open for questions.

Additional Comments

Mrs. Curtis commented that during the Finance Committee meeting she stated that she would be donating $30.00 towards the cost of the custodial fee for the Women’s Club if the Committee chooses to go this way – they do not have the funds to pay the custodial fee – they do not charge for this Health Fair – it benefits many people in the community.

Mr. Razov confirmed that all the groups who come to Council for a fee waivers are wonderful groups and are more than worthy – while it has been mentioned that the Women’s Club does not have the funds to pay for fees – with all due respect to Council and the Administration – the City does not have the funds – this is the position he is taking as Recreation Committee Chair for now.

There were no questions of Mr. Razov.

PLANNING COMMITTEE - Mr. Mahler
Mr. Mahler stated that the Planning Committee had not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting, however, during the Finance Committee meeting discussion was held regarding a Conditional Use Permit Renewal request – all members of the Planning Committee were present and he would be making a Motion regarding the Conditional Use Permit request:

Conditional Use Permit Renewal Request: Manny’s Place, 35647 Vine Street

MOTION: I hereby move to approve the Conditional Use Permit Renewal Request for B & R, Inc., dba Manny’s Place, 35647 Vine Street, Eastlake, Ohio.  Mr. Spinner seconded.
ROLL CALL:

Motion carried.  The Conditional Use Permit Renewal Request for Manny’s Place is approved.

 Additional Comments

Mr. Mahler stated that he would like to thank the Finance Committee Chairman for permitting him to present this item in his Committee.

There were no questions of Mr. Mahler.

RECOGNITION OF THE PUBLIC 
Mr. Hillier stated that the next item on the agenda is a change that is beginning tonight for the first time – we are moving the Recognition of the Public from the conclusion of the meeting to before Council goes into Proposed Legislation – this provides the public with an additional opportunity to voice their concerns, whether in favor or against any issue, prior to Council’s vote.  Mr. Hillier stated that if as many people as are present tonight attend the Committee meetings, they will have another chance to voice their concerns because the public will be recognized at the conclusion of the Committee meetings, or if there are multiple meetings, at the end conclusion of the last meeting scheduled, because Council desires the public’s input.

Mr. Hillier stated that the floor would now be open to the Recognition of the Public and reminded all speakers that all remarks will be directed to the Chair, will not involve personalities and are limited to three minutes per person, thirty minutes total.  Mr. Hillier stated that this would not be a question and answer session but an opportunity to address Council.  Mr. Hillier stated that any questions would be answered by Council at the conclusion of the evening’s meeting – this provides for a more orderly forum for a public service.

C. Richard Henderson

Mr. Hillier stated that the first person to speak is C. Richard Henderson , and commented that Mr. Henderson will speak later as he is in attendance at another Committee meeting.

Bill Tschantz, 36231 Valley Vista, Eastlake

Mr. Tschantz stated that he is sure everyone is aware that taxes have gone up this year pretty well so far – his property taxes have gone $360 this year – license plate tax – he knows the City receives some money from this tax but he does not know how much – it has gone up $16.25 per license plate since last year – if there is a garbage tax that will be $120 a year in taxes – if we vote for the 2.99 mill levy in March it will cost him around $200.  If all of these taxes go into effect his total cost for taxes, not including income taxes, new taxes will be a $712.50 increase in the last twelve months – some of the figures are plus or minus and he may end up being a little higher or lower – this is $712 and it is getting to be a good chuck of change – there are a lot of people who are still laid off and will be faced with these same taxes.  Mr. Tschantz stated that this is all he is going to say and hopes Council gives this his consideration and looks at what it can do to help out with the garbage tax – which will be a tax.

Andy Wood, 36343 Valley Vista, Eastlake

Mr. Wood stated that he hears all these complaints and he is a lot just like everyone else – he heard the Mayor state on the TV today that the garbage fee is a part of the recovery – if this is true, and this is part of our taxes, can taxes be raised without a vote of the people?  Mr. Wood stated that this is raising our taxes without us being able to vote – he thinks a way should be figured out to raise money without going directly to the people for a tax increase – for example $2.00 could be added to the Captain’s tickets – we could add $1.00 for the parking – instead of $4.00 make it $5.00 – the price of auto plates has been raised and the cost of parking tickets has risen – the cost of a family pool membership has been raised from $45.00 to $90.00 – where will this stop?  Mr. Wood stated that Channel 12 is costing this City money – he does not know how much because no one has said – but, someone is paying for it – why can’t different views be expressed on Channel 12 – why can’t we just eliminate this Channel and save the money?

Debi D’Apice, 75 North Lakehurst, Eastlake

Ms. D’Apice spoke before Council on behalf of the Eastlake Women’s Club regarding the charges at the Community Center – the Club holds an annual Health Fair and has done so for the past six years – it is not a fund raiser and makes no profit – it is a service to the Community – they love doing this for the City’s citizens and others – it has always been free – it is on March 14, 2004.  Ms. D’Apice stated that forms were submitted to the Recreation Department on September 26, 2003 – and the request was resubmitted on January 6, 2004.  Ms. D’Apice asked that Council please consider waiving this fee – the Women’s Club is a small group that does wonderful things for the City and always has, and requested that Council consider grandfathering the Women’s Club in.  Ms. D’Apice stated that apparently fees have been increased for the Community Center just last year – but, we also have to pay for custodial service – if the facility is sitting empty and the City is not making money on it either way, how much would they be charged?  Ms. D’Apice stated that their only alternative is to charge a small fee for those who attend the Health Care to help defray the cost of the food, postage, flyers – this they do not want to do.

Frances Zidan, 34190 Stevens Blvd., Eastlake

Ms. Zidan stated that most of her comments have already been stated – but asked why should seniors be taxed to no-man’s land – you want to tax us for our garbage – we get very little on our social security checks – they are taxing this and that – the Mayor is doing everything that should not be done – let them charge more for parking at the stadium instead of taxing the seniors – we are on a fixed income – we cannot pay all the prices that are being charged – there was a $9.00 raise on the social security and now the City wants $ 10.00 for garbage – most of the people say the same thing.

Ms. Zidan referred to her front grass which was reseeded when Steven’s Blvd was redone and stated that she has weeds instead of a lawn because the beautiful grass was put at the stadium rather than putting it along the streets where it belongs – the weeds in her lawn are high in the summer and she refuses to cut it – her neighbor cuts it – she will not put in anymore new grass – it will look like crap because she was given crap – that is the way it is going to stay – all of the houses from S.R. 91 to Willowick Drive have crappy grass – now we are being charged for garbage.  Ms. Zidan stated that she has been in Eastlake since 1977 and never paid for garbage – the Mayor stated that in 1982 we had to pay for garbage – we never did.  Ms. Zidan commented that Mr. Spinner should be asked how Steven’s Blvd. looks with the grass – even North High has terrible grass.  Mr. Spinner stated that he agreed.  Ms. Zidan stated that the Mayor fixed a couple of houses – it was favoritism but he would not replace her grass – she was told that the grass had to be two inches below the sidewalk – hers is three inches below and it was still not replaced – if you want to get money into the City – charge for parking, charge for the tickets, charge for other stuff – don’t charge the seniors anymore.

Tom Crick, 34230 Glen Drive, Eastlake

Mr. Crick implored Council to take the first step in the correct direction for the economic recovery of Eastlake by striking down the proposed trash removal fee – the fee is the first part of a plan that is doomed from its onset – based again on the same projections that have us in the red in the first place – a plan is based upon conjecture - not plans, they are merely dreams.  Dreams should inspire goals – but our dreams cannot become our plans.  Part of it, the tax payers are being asked to follow to the tee would be to quietly absorb a $10.00 per month fee and pass an emergency levy in March – in other words, continue to pay more for fear of getting less – the part that the Administration has offered to kick in is pure conjecture – money we may expect to get from selling some property –if the City has millions tied up in property – sell it first – then come to the citizens to ask for help with whatever is left – lead from the front – lead by example – before we are asked to give additional money in the form of additional fees and taxes valid questions need to be answered in the most of public forums.  Mr. Crick commended Council for tabling this issue and forcing the Administration to come up with concrete plans for recovery and lead Eastlake in another direction.

Bob Forester, Best Buy Auto Sales, 5279 Vine Street, Eastlake

Mr. Forester stated that he is not present to complain about anything – Vine Street looks so much nicer – he bought his property in Eastlake 30 years ago – the last eight or ten years – just recently – everything seems to be fine.  He realizes that everyone is short on money but drive around and look – we have a stadium, restaurants, WalMart has been rebuilt – every City is short on money because people are not working – where will you get your money from – maybe sometimes you go over budget but it happens.  Mr. Forester stated that he is pleased with this area, even though he does not live here – but, he does make a living – you have done a nice job.  Mr. Forester stated that he has no complaints and wanted to offer his thanks.

Norman Finnecy, 35501 Roberts Road, Eastlake

Mr. Finnecy referred to the stated problems on Stevens Road, and stated that Roberts Road is going to go through the same improvement process – we are all for curbs and the City has worked with us to save some of the trees – we are worried about what will be put in for grass and trees on the tree lawn – secondly, he agrees that Vine Street looks really good and he hopes Roberts Road looks half as good.

Additional Comments

Mr. Andrzejewski asked Mr. Guard for his comments.  Mr. Hillier reminded Mr. Andrzejewski that he needed to be first recognized on the floor. 

Mr. Hillier recognized Mr. Andrzejewski.

Mr. Andrzejewski asked Mr. Guard to advise what type of grass would be put in for the street repairs.

Mr. Guard addressed the situation of Steven’s Blvd, and advised that this was a State controlled project – the City had no control over what type of materials were used to restore the land – they dictated the seed, how often it was watered, how often it was fertilized – the City had no cost involved in the project nor did it have any control.

Mr. Guard explained that Roberts Road is a different situation – the City will administer that contract – we have specifications that are very explicit regarding the fertilizer, water, and it is controlled by us – we will not approve the payment until we are satisfied – the specification calls for a 90 percent covered area for the grass – East 337th Street was another City controlled project and the people are more satisfied than those with the State controlled projects.

Mr. Andrzejewski stated that he had one more question.

Council President Mr. Hillier explained that the meeting is in Recognition of the Public – then Council will address the Proposed Legislation and suggested that Mr. Andrzejewski save his questions until after.

Mr. Andrzejewski agreed.

Frances Zidan, 34190 Stevens Blvd., Eastlake

Ms. Zidan explained that not enough topsoil is removed before planting the grass – grass was put on top of rocks – she has records of how she cares for the grass and it still looks terrible.

Additional Comments

Mr. Hillier addressed Ms. Zidan, and explained that these issues have been presented by other residents on this street – we are working on a resolution if this - hopefully in the spring – the Mayor and Council will to the best we can to make sure that the concerns are addressed but at this point discussion must be held with the Mayor on this issue.

Mr. Hillier asked if Mr. Henderson was present at the meeting to speak?  Mr. Henderson was not present.

ADMINSTRATIVE REPORTS

MAYOR/SAFETY DIRECTOR – Dan DiLiberto

Mr. Hillier explained that the Mayor is out of town.

LAW DIRECTOR – Randy Klammer

Mr. Klammer stated that he had no report for the evening but he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Klammer.

FINANCE DIRECTOR – Jack Masterson

Finance Director Mr. Masterson stated that he appreciated Council’s passage of the budget and thanked Council for the work put into the budget. Mr. Masterson stated that he had nothing further to report and that he was open for questions. 

There were no questions of Mr. Masterson.

Additional Comments

Mr. Hillier thanked Mr. Masterson for the amount of effort he and his Department put into the budget – it has gone back and forth since December with many phone calls and special requests Council had for information – at every opportunity the Finance Department responded efficiently and quickly as possible.

SERVICE DIRECTOR – Bill Philipp

Service Director Mr. Philipp stated that they are in the height of the snow season right now with three shifts going from Sunday night until Friday afternoon – we are meeting the challenge – it is getting more difficult every day – we are getting more snow.  Mr. Philipp explained that in the near future the Recreation and Service Departments would be combined so that the citizens can be better served and keep as many of the services as possible.  Mr. Philipp stated that he was open for questions.  

There were no questions of Mr. Philipp.

Additional Comments

Mr. Andrzejewski asked Mr. Philipp to explain the procedure for plowing and salting side streets and explain when the snow plowing gets to the side streets. Mr. Philipp explained that Lakeshore Blvd., S.R. 91 and Vine Street are our mains – those are plowed first and when they are clear the side streets are plowed – the first to be plowed is the bus routes for the kids for the schools – then they plow all of the hills – they need to be taken care of immediately – then they go into cleanup which involve the side streets – the 

cul-de-sacs are last – it takes a little time.  

Mr. Andrzejewski asked how many people were plowing this past week when we received snow, ice and freezing rain?  Mr. Philipp stated that they had four people for plows on 3rd shift, there are as many as eight out on 1st shift – there are two more out on 2nd shift – they have not had to ask Recreation Department for help yet but they will have to do that.  Mr. Philipp reminded that the budget will not permit the complete to be salted – the mains are salted, the intersections, stop signs and curves that are dangerous are salted on the side streets – we respond to alerts by the Police and do the best we can.

Mr. Andrzejewski confirmed that the side streets are not salted, but they are plowed.  Mr. Philipp confirmed that this was correct.  Mr. Andrzejewski asked when would the side streets be plowed if it would snow today?  Mr. Philipp stated that would depend on the heaviness of the snow – if S.R. 91, Lakeshore Blvd., and Vine Street are cleared, then they will do Stevens and the churches and the schools, Hillcrest , the hills and then the side streets – this is how you can tell the progress.  Mr. Andrzejewski stated that he is just trying to put in a plug for the side streets.  Mr. Philipp stated that they will get to them as fast as possible – everyone in the Service Department is trying to do the very best.

RECREATION DIRECTOR – Mike Hutchinson

Recreation Director Mr. Hutchinson thanked all for being able to work together over the years – after 33 years he woke up one morning and decided to retire.  Mr. Hutchinson thanked the volunteers and the residents – it has been great – you are very caring people and he thanks all – it has been wonderful.  Mr. Hutchinson stated that over the years he has had 2,100 employees go through his office over the last 33 years – five Mayors – that is a trip – around 90 Council people – it is refreshing to see the new guys – Mr. Hillier, Mr. Lajeunesse, Mr. Spinner, and Mr. Hillier and the older members of Council – Lynn Curtis, Mr. Mahler, Mr. Razov – he appreciates the support.  Mr. Hutchinson recognized the members of his staff in the audience and thanked them as well as the rest of his staff.

Additional Comments

Mr. Hillier explained that this is Mr. Hutchinson’s last meeting – he will be retiring this year and has been the Recreation Director since 1992 in the City – prior to that he worked with Willoughby since 1969.  Mr. Hillier explained that he got to know Mr. Hutchinson during his time as Vice President of the soccer league – there is no one who would work harder to help the leagues – to go out of his way to do anything he could to improve the fields – whatever could be done he made it happen – it was not just with soccer but the other leagues too. Mr. Hillier stated that Mr. Hutchinson is a real jokester and normally has a water gun to squirt at someone when they are speaking. Mr. Hillier thanked Mr. Hutchinson, and stated that he will be missed.

Mr. Andrzejewski stated sometimes when he listened to these meetings as a member of the audience he felt there was a lot of fluff but in this case the round of applause and the respect Mr. Hutchinson has from the people is justified – from the leagues he was involved with – there was never a doubt that if you needed something you could go to Mike Hutchinson.  Mr. Andrzejewski stated that Mr. Hutchinson deserved that round of applause.

Mrs. Curtis stated that she will really miss Mr. Hutchinson – he has done a great job – there has never been a time when he did not respond to what was needed – the guys are going to miss Mr. Hutchinson as well – she hates to see him go but she wishes him the best of luck.

Mr. Mahler stated that all Council feels the same way – we will all miss Mr. Hutchinson and confirmed that Mr. Hutchinson will still be around and will not be leaving town right away – so we can still do things together.

Mr. Spinner stated that although he had seen Mr. Hutchinson around the City for many years, it is only until recently that he has gotten to know him – Mr. Spinner wished Mr. Hutchinson the best of health and peace.

Mr. Lajeunesse stated that he appreciated all that Mr. Hutchinson had done for him personally and the guidance he has provided the last few years.  Mr. Lajeunesse wished Mr. Hutchinson the best.

Mr. Razov stated that this is difficult – he has worked with Mr. Hutchinson for four years – he is an unbelievable guy who has done a lot of good for the City. Throughout all that we have been talking about recently – all the financial woes – all the doom and gloom – Mr. Hutchinson is the only guy who can actually bring a smile to his face – Mr. Hutchinson’s sense of humor will be missed.  Mr. Razov thanked Mr. Hutchinson.

CITY ENGINEER – Steve Guard

Mr. Guard stated that he would like to acknowledge Mr. Hutchinson’s assistance in working with projects they have worked on together in the City – he is a very, very knowledgeable person in what he is doing – he is a hands-on and administrative person – he really knows the job well. Mr. Guard stated that Mr. Hutchinson has taught him a lot in the 10 years he has been City Engineer – he will miss Mr. Hutchinson’s advice and his friendship and he will miss Mr. Hutchinson.

Mr. Guard stated that this concluded his report and that he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Guard

HUMAN/FINANCE RESOURCE COORDINATOR – Donna Vaughn

Mr. Hillier explained that Ms. Vaughn was present earlier and was excused from this meeting.

Additional Comments

Mr. Hillier recognized Mr. Lajeunesse.

Mr. Lajeunesse stated that this Council and the Administration has gone through a lot in the last six weeks and one of the people who makes this run a little better, at least for the Council especially, is our Council Clerk – when you have a hundred pages to type and they have to be distributed by a certain time – and you have to make the calls and put up with a new Council President who wants to do it all right - the best and now – Mr. Lajeunesse stated that he appreciates the time the Clerks spends and stated that he wanted the residents to know they only see what the Clerk does for an hour – but in fact what the Clerk does for Council is fifty hours a week. Mr. Lajeunesse thanked the Clerk for the time spent, adding that he knows that a lot of time has been spent at home helping Council.

Additional Comments

Mr. Hillier recognized Mr. Andrzejewski.

Mr. Andrzejewski stated that he would like to respond to some of the residents view and added that we should look at Channel 12 and some other things which may be done on this station -–one thing may be to televise Council meetings, Committee meetings so that the public can get more involved in what we are doing.

Mr. Andrzejewski stated that he approached the Mayor and asked him about adding a fee to the Captain’s tickets – this was not to bring revenue into the City but to help pay for the stadium – the Mayor is supposed to respond to Council with an answer.  Mr. Andrzejewski stated that he spoke on behalf of all Council because we are all concerned about how we are going to pay for things – this was another good point by a resident.  The Mayor explained that the Lease would have to be renegotiated.  Mr. Andrzejewski added that it does not hurt to ask.

ADJOURNMENT

Council President Mr. Hillier stated that, if there are no objections from Council, the meeting is adjourned.
