                                       REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

The Regular Meeting of the Eastlake City Council was held at Eastlake City Hall, 35150 Lake Shore Boulevard.  The Meeting was called to order by Council President Mr. Elshaw at approximately 7:34 p.m.

Meetings Scheduled

Mr. Elshaw: A Council-as-a-Whole Committee Meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, January 22 2008 at 7:00 p.m.  The Regular Council Meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, January 22, 2008 at 7:30 p.m.

Council President Mr. Elshaw asked for a Motion to re-appoint Council’s Representative to the Eastlake Port Authority.

Mr. Lajeunesse made the following Motion:

COMMUNICATIONS &  PETITIONS

A communication was received from the Administration regarding the City’s Economic Development and the Silverlode Consulting Group.  This was referred to the Economic & Community Development Council. 

A sponsorship request was received from the Willoughby-Eastlake Association for the Gifted & Talented. Mr. Elshaw explained that this is for each Councilperson’s individual consideration.

A referral was received from Councilman Mr. Elshaw regarding an amendment to the City’s Gas and Oil Well Drilling Ordinance.  

DISCUSSION

Mr. Elshaw:  Also working on this matter were Mr. D’Ambrosio and Mr. Gwydir.  This matter will be referred into Ordinance Committee following Mr. Klammer’s review.

A recommendation was received from the Planning Commission for Conditional Use Permits for Zero Gravity Extremes, LLC, 34675 Melinz Parkway, Suite 101, American Croation Lodge, Inc., 34900 Lakeshore Blvd., and Easy Appliance, 33238 Vine Street, Eastlake. 

DISCUSSION
Mr. Elshaw:  Regarding the request from Easy Appliance, upon review of the Planning Commission minutes there seemed to be an issue with the zoning that needed to be resolved.  Mr. Klammer, should this be referred back to the Planning Commission for resolution before being considered by Council?

Mr. Klammer:  There was an issue at the meeting but this can be addressed at the time of the Planning Committee’s review.  

Mr. Voros:  The Planning Commission moved it forward – he had no issues with the zoning.  This can be further discussed in Committee.

Mr. Elshaw:  Per the Planning Commission minutes, there was a question as to whether the business was in breach of any ordinances in terms of retail versus service.  Mr. Voros felt that would be a question for Mr. Klammer.

Mr. Voros:  Correct.  We spoke with the applicant who advised he would have retail sales

out of the business.

Mr. Klammer:  The issue was resolved at the Public Hearing.

Mr. Elshaw:  Then, all these matters will be referred to Planning Committee.

A liquor license transfer request was received from M2MII, Inc. dba Eastlake Tavern, 33274 Vine Street to Foose Enterprises, LLC dba Eastlake Tavern, 33274 Vine Street, Eastlake.  This was referred to Planning Committee.

A communication was received from the Administration recommending a bid award for the JKF Senior Center vestibule improvements.  This was referred to Finance Committee.
A communication was received from Finance Director Mr. Condron requesting the transfer of funds from the General Fund to Fund 301 “Bond Retirement.”  This was referred to Finance Committee.
COUNCIL COMMITTEE REPORTS

PLANNING COMMITTEE – Mr. D’Ambrosio

Mr. D’Ambrosio:  The Planning Committee has not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting – as items have been referred into Committee he will be scheduling a meeting in the near future.  This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. D’Ambrosio.

FINANCE COMMITTEE – Mr. Knuchel

Mr. Knuchel:  The Finance Committee has not met since our last regularly scheduled Council meeting.  He looks forward to working on the 2008 budget as soon as we get the final figures for 2007 – we should start reviewing the 2008 final budgets the end of the month. This concluded his report and he was open for questions. There were no questions of Mr. Knuchel.

ORDINANCE COMMITTEE  - Mr. Zontini

Mr. Zontini:  The Ordinance Committee has not met, therefore, he has no formal report and he is open for questions. 

There were no questions of Mr. Zontini.

SERVICE/UTILITIES COMMITTEE 

There was no Service/Utilities Committee report.

SAFETY COMMITTEE – Mr. Morley

Mr. Morley:  The Safety Committee has not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting and nothing is pending in Committee. This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Morley.

RECREATION COMMITTEE – Mr. Lajeunesse

Mr. Lajeunesse: The Recreation Committee has not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting, however, he has been working on a few projects, and as he has mentioned to the Council President, he will be forwarding a memo in regards to those projects. This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Lajeunesse.

COUNCIL PRESIDENT COMMENTS

He would like to recognize Ms. Vaughn, our new Councilperson.  We will be integrating Ms. Vaughn into the Committees by our next Council meeting.

RECOGNITION OF THE PUBLIC 

Mr. Elshaw recognized the public input at this time; he reminded the speakers that there is a 3-minute limit for their comments, all comments are to be directed to the Chair and not include any personalities or individuals.

There was no one who wished to speak.

ADMINISTRATIVE REPORTS:

MAYOR/SAFETY DIRECTOR – Ted Andrzejewski

Mayor Andrzejewski:  It has been a nice, quiet couple of weeks so he has nothing to report.  

There were no questions of Mayor Andrzejewski.

LAW DIRECTOR – Randy Klammer

Mr. Klammer:   Congratulations to Ms. Vaughn – he looks forward to working with her.  It has been a pleasure this last year, as it has in the past, to work with all of you – you should be proud of what you do and a lot of times your efforts go without comment  - and, they shouldn’t.  The residents can feel confident that 95% of every conversation he has with the Mayor starts with the premise – what is fair to the residents – that is a consistent part of his policies.  He has personally witnessed each and every Councilperson personally get involved in the affairs and concerns of your residents.  He can think of two Councilmen, Mr. Elshaw and Mr. Knuchel, who helped a neighbor by walking through the pouring rain and chasing a bunch of kids out of the Jakse Woods.  That is the type of commitment that can only be accomplished by Council people – it cannot be accomplished by the State Reps or the Congressmen or Senators.  You should all be very proud of what you do and the residents should also be proud. He was open for questions.

There were no further questions of Mr. Klammer.

FINANCE DIRECTOR – Brian Condron

Mr. Condron:  Since the last Council meeting they have been involved with trying to close out the fiscal year 2007 – examining accounts and completing purchase order  - they should have the year closed out by the end of this week or the first part of next week – he is hoping to have a report in the Council packets this Friday. This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  Thank you for providing the final financial results for the Haunted House.  What is the status of the $1,409 expended by the Service Department?

Mr. Condron:  That is not part of the reconciliation – that is over and above the 60%-40% split.

Mr. Elshaw:  So the bottom total will be increased because they owe us that amount?

Mr. Condron:  Yes – per the terms of the contract.

There were no further questions of Mr. Condron.

TAX ADMINISTRATOR – Angela Keneven-Zanella

Mrs. Keneven-Zanella was absent and excused.

SERVICE DIRECTOR – Mike Semik

Mr. Semik was absent and excused. 

CHIEF BUILDING OFFICIAL – Joe Voros

Mr. Voros: He would like to congratulate Ms. Vaughn as well as the other Ward Councilmen on their elections.  The Building Department is busy – all his reports have been filed.  This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Voros.

CITY ENGINEER – Tom Gwydir

Mr. Gwydir: He has no report, but he looks forward to working with the Mayor and Council in the service of the citizens of Eastlake.

There were no questions of Mr. Gwydir.

POLICE CHIEF – John  Ruth

Chief Ruth: He would like to welcome Ms. Vaughn – he has worked with her for many years in the past – she has been very helpful and creative.  He forwarded a request regarding the purchase of five new police vehicles – it is part of our three year rotation – he would appreciate it if this could be expedited so they can meet deadlines for purchase. This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  Has Patrolman started the training of the canine – what is the status?

Chief Ruth:  We are working on this – there is still a question of the funding – we have a window until February 1st regarding the dog.  The cost of a dog such as this is about $5,000 – we still need to see where we are as far as money for the dog and training.  We have $3,000 to date towards that.  We need to speed this process up.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  We will speed it up – he wanted to know if the Chief had coordinated with the Finance Director as far as setting up an account.  They have done research on a fundraiser and need to know if the account is established so we can get the information out to the residents.

Chief Ruth:  He has not met with Mr. Condron to set up the account but will do so.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  If this could be done this week it would be a great help in getting the information out and meeting our deadline of February 1st.   That way he can speak with his funding sources to let them know the account is established.

Chief Ruth:  He will meet with Mr. Condron the first thing in the morning. 

There were no further questions for Chief Ruth.

 FIRE CHIEF – Richard Sabo

Chief Sabo:  He would like to congratulate all the Ward Councilmen on the re-elections – as well as Ms. Vaughn for her election.  We have had a busy year – the Fire Department responded to 2,505 runs and calls for our services – his year end report will be provided shortly.  This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Knuchel:  Were the number of runs up this year from last year?

Chief Sabo:  We were up by about 108 runs over last year.

There were no further questions of Chief Sabo.
