Lake Shore Boulevard.  The Meeting was called to order by Council President Mr. Hillier at approximately 7:30 p.m.

COUNCIL PRESIDENT’S REPORT - Mr. Hillier

Meetings Scheduled

Mr. Hillier stated that the Council-as-a-Whole Committee Meeting would be scheduled for Tuesday, January 25, 2005 at 7:00 p.m. at City Hall and the Regular Council Meeting would be held on Tuesday, January 25, 2005 at 7:30 p.m. at City Hall. 

Mr. Hillier stated that resumes for the Ward 1 Council position are due in the Council Office no later than Wednesday, January 12, 2004 at close of business and interviews will be conducted Monday, January 17th at 6:00 p.m. in a public forum and will be followed by a Special Meeting to Adjourn into Executive Session for discussion of matters of personnel at 7:15 p.m.

Mr. Hillier stated the Charter Review Commission will hold its first meeting Wednesday, December 12, 2005 at 6:00 p.m. - Council’s appointments are Mr. Kim Evers and Mr. Dennis Morely – the Mayor’s appointments are Mrs. Margaret Dellmore and Mr. Tony Russo and Council’s appointments are Mr. Dan Matheke and Mrs. Joyce Bates.

COMMUNICATIONS &  PETITIONS

A communication was received from the Administration regarding a proposed amendment to the City’s sick leave policy.  This was referred to Ordinance Committee.

A communication was received from the Administration requesting a Sewer Tap-in Fee Waiver for the DeMilta/Mitchell property. This was referred to the Service/Utilities Committee. 

A communication was received from the Administration regarding a bid award recommendation for City property located at 1341 E. 354th Street, Eastlake. Mr. Hillier explained that this was discussed in Finance Committee and is on the evening’s agenda as Legislation No. 01-11-(01).

A referral was received from Council President Mr. Hillier regarding proposed 

“Nepotism” legislation. This was referred to Ordinance Committee.

A recommendation was received from the Planning Commission regarding a Conditional Use Permit for Beef  O’Brady’s, 35400 Vine Street, Eastlake.  This was referred to Planning Committee.

A donation request was received from the North High School 2005 After-Prom Committee. Mr. Hillier explained this is for each Council person’s individual consideration.
COUNCIL COMMITTEE REPORTS

PLANNING COMMITTEE – Mr. Zontini 

Mr. Zontini reported the Planning Committee met on January 6, 2005 at approximately 6:07 p.m. with himself, Mr. Elshaw, Mr. Knuchel, Mr. Lajeunesse and Council President Mr. Hillier present.  In attendance from the Administration were Mayor Andrzejewski and Chief Building Official Mr. Walsh.  Mr. Zontini explained two items were on the agenda with the first being a Conditional Use Permit Request for Allegra 4 on the Floor, 1935 E. 337th Street – the owners are beginning a dog day care and obedience class center – upon review the Committee approved the requests – this matter has been scheduled for a Public Hearing and approval at the January 25, 2005 Council meeting. Mr. Zontini explained the next item to be discussed was an Accessory Structure Request from Mr. Robert Yarker, 756 Rural Drive – at the time of review the Committee did pose questions and agreed to hold this matter in Committee pending further research.  Mr. Zontini stated a matter pending in Committee was a request from Murray’s Auto Sales for permission to operate a 24-hour operation – the Committee was waiting for a presentation and when no presentation was forth coming the Company was contacted and it was advised that Murray’s Auto Sales is no longer interested in pursuing this matter at this time.  Mr. Zontini stated he would be referring the matter of Murray’s Auto Sales out of Committee with no action taken.

Mr. Zontini stated this concluded his report and he was open for questions – he would be scheduling a Committee meeting in the near future and would be in touch with the Clerk.

There were no questions of Mr. Zontini.
FINANCE COMMITTEE – Mr. Elshaw

Mr. Elshaw stated the Finance Committee met on January 6, 2005 at 6:30 p.m. with al members of Council in attendance.  In attendance from the Administration were Mayor Andrzejewski, Finance Director Mr. Slocum, Controller Mr. Vuckovich and Chief Building Official Mr. Walsh.  Mr. Elshaw explained the Committee further reviewed the 2005 revenue projections – specifically General Property Tax, Tangible Property Tax and General Interests – the items have been adjusted and will be reviewed.  Mr. Elshaw stated with the Property Tax adjustments, not including the General Interest, the projected revenues are around $13,130,000.  Mr. Elshaw explained the Committee then reviewed the projected 2005 appropriations – there was only one adjustment to the Finance Department salaries, which left the projected expenditures at $11,973,000.  Mr. Elshaw stated there was one very important issue within the expenditures – that being the Building Department situation with the departure of our Building Inspector – the Committee requested an analysis be provided to Council on this matter and the Administration has complied – this will be reviewed by the Committee and further discussion will be held.  Mr. Elshaw stated they are awaiting the 2004 budget reports, including final revenues and expenditures that will be integrated into their analysis.

Mr. Elshaw stated he would be making the following Motion:

Ohio Municipal League: Membership Dues

MOTION: I hereby move to authorize payment of the 2005 Membership Dues to the Ohio Municipal League in the amount of $2,272.00, said payment to be divided equally between accounts #101.110.5214 and #101.120.5214.  Mr. Zontini seconded.

ROLL CALL:  Yeas unanimous

Motion carried.  The payment to the Ohio Municipal League for membership dues is approved.

Additional Comments

Mr. Elshaw stated this concluded his report and he was open for questions and that he would be scheduling a meeting once he had reviewed all the forthcoming information.

Mr. Lajeunesse asked Mr. Elshaw when he would be scheduling an Audit Review Committee meeting.  Mr. Elshaw stated there is an opening on the Audit Review Committee with Mr. Slocum’s appointment as Finance Director – they will be filling that position soon and will schedule a meeting.

There were no further questions of Mr. Elshaw.

ORDINANCE COMMITTEE  - Mr. Lajeunesse

Mr. Lajeunesse greeted all present and stated the Ordinance Committee has not met in last several weeks.  Mr. Lajeunesse entered into the minutes a memorandum forwarded to the Mayor and Council President Mr. Hillier in regards to items pending in the Ordinance Committee – that he was aware there were several items pending in Committee and as many of them pertained to personnel and other sensitive issues he would be scheduling a meeting upon the completion of a full Council contingency – in the meantime he requested all review all pending matters for discussion at the upcoming meeting.

Mr. Lajeunesse thanked Mayor Andrzejewski and Service/Recreation Director Mr. Philipp in regards to the plowing on Laura and Delores – he brought this matter to their attention and it was determined that Laura and Delores Drives are to be completed by Willoughby in return for the City of Eastlake plowing the southerly point of Route 91 -  Mr. Philipp contacted Willoughby’s Service Director in order to rectify this problem.

Mr. Lajeunesse stated there was serious issue at the soccer and football concession stand and he thanked Mr. Jim DeFrancesco, President of Football and Soccer President Joyce Bates for bringing it to his attention.  Mr. Lajeuenesse referred to pictures of the problems stating it was a sad thing to see the defacing of public property and other matters that take place in our Community and asked parents to please know where their children are – volunteers put a lot of time and energy into these organizations – the things that have happened in the last month are a shame and travesty.

Mr. Lajeunesse stated this concluded his report and he was open for questions and he would be scheduling a meeting in a few weeks.

There were no questions of Mr. Lajeunesse.

SERVICE/UTILITIES COMMITTEE – Mr. Knuchel
Mr. Knuchel stated the Service/Utilities Committee has not met but he would be scheduling a meeting in the near future.

Mr. Lajeunesse asked Mr. Knuchel for information regarding the situation at the ball fields.  Mr. Knuchel stated he spoke with Detective Bergant about this on Monday – the responsible juveniles were arrested and a Court date is pending – there are estimates on the amount of monies needed to correct the problem.  

Mayor Andrzejewski asked if it would be possible that if the Court saw fit, the individuals responsible should be made to perform the clean up – physically do the work and not just give the money.

Mr. Knuchel stated the Mayor could make that recommendation to Detective Bergant.

There were no further questions of Mr. Knuchel.

Additional comments

Mr. Lajeunesse made the following Motion:

Fee Waiver Request

MOTION:  I hereby move to approve the Fee Waiver Request for the Eastlake Community Relations Board for use of the Community Center on Sunday, February 27, 2005 from 9:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. for its Multi-Cultural Program. Mr. Zontini seconded.

DISCUSSION:  Mr. Razov asked, for clarification, if this fee waiver is unlike the ones granted in the past where the groups have agree to pay for facility use?  Mr. Hillier confirmed this was correct.  Mr. Razov stated this is why he will not support this fee waiver.

Mr. Lajeunesse stated Mr. Razov was not in attendance for the discussion on this matter – this Community Relations Board was actually formed by the former Mayor for the good of our community to provide not only multi-cultural interaction but also history and communication amongst the very diverse groups in Eastlake – it was the recommendation of the Council in attendance at the meeting that the fee waiver be granted.

SAFETY COMMITTEE - 

Mr. Hillier stated an item was referred to the Safety Committee during the Council-as-a-Whole Committee – as the Ward 1 Council position appointee will be the Safety Committee Chair and that position has not yet been filled this matter will be placed under miscellaneous of any upcoming Committee meeting so the item can be addressed as soon as possible.

RECREATION COMMITTEE – Mr. Razov

Mr. Razov stated the Recreation Committee has not formally met since the last Regularly scheduled Council meeting – the Committee received a request from the Community Relations Board to be recognized as an affiliated group – this very same matter was discussed and approved at a Regular Council meeting in February, 2004, therefore, he would be referring this matter out of Committee with no further action taken.

Mr. Razov stated he has, on his own time, been pursuing some ideas in regards to a festival around July 4th. The Mayor had mentioned this item to him and he is looking forward to making that event happen – in addition to working with Mr. Hillier in raising funds for the flag fund – when he gets all his notes compiled he will be ready to present them to Council in Committee under miscellaneous.

Mr. Razov stated this concluded his report and he would not be scheduling a meeting at the present time – and, he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Razov.

RECOGNITION OF THE PUBLIC 
Mr. Hillier recognized the public input at this time; he reminded the speakers that there is a 3-minute limit for their comments, all comments are to be directed to the Chair and not include any personalities or individuals.

(Please note – comments have been transcribed as clearly and completely as possible)
Indra Shaw, 577 St. Lawrence Blvd., Eastlake

Mr. Shaw stated he would be addressing the issue of the 2005 Sewer Levy – he believes this is unfair and absolutely wrong – if not unlawful – to ask the citizens to pay any sewer improvement levy in 2005 – he does not know the exact amount but $4,000,000 or $5,000,000 whatever has been over charged – it is not the question of paying it but on what basis it defies his logic to ask the citizens to pay this debt again – and, he can understand that the City doesn’t have the money – but, the garbage fee, which is also a taxation without representation, is outside of the budget – you are going to collect more than a million dollars in 2005 – it should be outside the budget – the 2005 sewer levy is reduced to .96 millage – still the citizens are going to pay more than $381,000 for property taxes – he thinks it is absolutely unfair, illogical and punishing the citizens of Eastlake for the mismanagement and intentional – if he can use that word – of overcharge of the money and unlawfully using the money to pay other debts which you are not authorized to pay – he is very strongly requesting – if not demanding - that the Mayor and the Council do not charge us for 2005 – he is concerned also that the City should not be in default and he things if you are to use the 2005 garbage fee for the payment of this one-time lost taxes – the sky will not fall because under Chapter 118 there is no limit in time of years by which you have to pay the deficit – your submission to the Commission of a Recovery Plan proposing the elimination of the deficit by the end of 2009 – if you have to – which he does not think you will be required to –– because if the revenues are going to be increased still you can make your Recovery Plan and eliminate the $3.2 million deficit by 2009 – but, if it is 2009 and ½ or 2010 the sky is not going to fall – there is no justification for punishing the citizens of Eastlake for your mistake – he is sincerely requesting the Council and the Mayor – the Mayor can propose if he wants to a proposal to amend the Recovery Plan and take it to the Commission because it is a bad thing to do - if this request is not carried out – it is not a threat, but he is asking the citizens of Eastlake to hold the Mayor and every member of this Council responsible for punishing the citizens of Eastlake for the mistake and unlawful use of this money and over adjustments – this would not be in regard to the stadium debt that some people have created this stadium debt and some Council people are not responsible for it – he is going to hold each one of you, including the additions, accountable if this (comments could not be understood). 

Arlene Sawyer, 903 Woodstock Road, Eastlake

Mrs. Sawyer stated she was present to speak on two issues – one is her First Amendment rights – she was told she could have this room to use as long as she was not to speak on certain subjects such as recalls – or against certain levies – she was initially told she could not criticize and then was told she could criticize – she values her First Amendment rights this great Country she lives in – she is able to speak what is on her mind whether agreed with or not – she will treasure her First Amendment rights and she does not appreciate it at all that they were taken away –she will not hold a meeting here under those restrictions –she will hold her meeting at Longfellow on Monday, January 31st at 7:30 p.m. to discuss freely her rights and the issues of Eastlake.

Mrs. Sawyer stated she heard tonight that a fee waiver was given to the Multi-Cultural group – that is fine but she also heard before that the Girl Scouts were going to have to pay the $100 custodian fee – the girls work for this Community –she knows because she was a leader – they do a lot for this City – the young girls growing up – it is wrong that the young girls of this Community were treated differently than a Multi-Cultural group – there is no fairness in this Council – none whatsoever - you’ll squash First Amendment rights – you’ll give someone a free room – you’ll put restrictions on someone else – you’ll charge someone else $100 – she has asked in writing and verbally to come up with some guidelines how you willy-nilly give things out – but you don’t – you refuse to listen – you refuse to listen  – you refuse to listen - you continue to be unfair and unlawful – you took her rights – she will not let that sit quietly by the way – she is mad – she is very mad that this was done to her - and the sewer levy – she called the County Auditor and found out she is being charged for the sewer levy – you people all knew in 2004 that these good residents already overpaid approximately $5,000,000 and you knew that and you know it is wrong to continue and take – but, you are – you have alternatives and you do not use them – she is personally going to see to it that each one of you are unseated  - the best that this one single woman can do –she will work her hardest – because you are not representing her or any other citizen of this City – not one citizen are you representing – she does not know who you think you are representing but it is not us - you have broken any trust again and again and again by your unfairness and the breaking of the law and not even doing what is customarily right – you refuse to listen to the people who keep coming here and asking and writing and verbally – she is looking at each one of you – because it is true - you don’t return phone calls – she called today and left a message for the Finance Department – Mr. Slocum was supposed to call me back – he didn’t, I left my phone number for the Mayor on Thursday with a message that her First Amendment rights were taken – no phone call – no one calls back – when she wrote a letter to Mr. Klammer and Mayor Spinner – per their request she wrote a letter – and, never got a response back from that letter either – not in writing – not verbally – two months later after her request after a meeting Mr. Klammer gave her his card and he said she should call him anytime she wanted – it is inexcusable – purely and simply inexcusable - none of you deserve your seat and if you had any gumption about you, you would all withdraw today – she is totally sickened and hopes the Community comes out January 31st at 7:30 at Longfellow – she aims to see unseated – you deserve it.

MAYOR/SAFETY DIRECTOR – Ted Andrzejewski

Mayor Andrzejewski referred to stadium events and explained they had met with the Captains and two different promoters – some of the things they are reviewing are an October Fest for the end of August – a Community Festival with the merchants on Vine Street held the middle of June – concerts not with “A” talent but upcoming talent.  Mayor Andrzejewski stated one clause in the lease provides the Captains with all concession rights inside the stadium –so, this is another issue we must work around because a promoter would love to have events at the stadium but they, too, make money on concessions as well as ticket sales.  

Mayor Andrzejewski stated he has conferred on the next issue with Mr. Razov – Joyce Bates and Kim Evers will be heading a Committee to hold a festival around July 3rd similar to the festivals held years ago with a parade and ending up with refreshments and community booths at North High School.

Mayor Andrzejewski stated they are holding a meeting on the stadium parking lot on Thursday – all the participating groups have been invited – if anyone is interested in participating the meeting will be Thursday, January 13, 2005 at 7:00 p.m.

Mayor Andrzejewski stated next week they are giving the residents of Eastlake a one-time opportunity to straighten out any tax problems – all we are asking is that the taxes be paid – the penalties and interest will be waived – after that they will be moving forward with tax collection efforts and violators will be prosecuted.  It is aggravating to know a business has withheld money from an employees paycheck and not forwarded the amount to the City – they will go on our priority list after the tax amnesty program.

Mayor Andrzejewski stated he met with Tim Grendell, Tim Cassell and Lorraine Fende in an attempt to solicit their help in obtaining the money the State of Ohio owes us – all three have committed to do what they can to get us our money – especially Mr. Grendell – Mr. Grendell has advised Betty Montgomery knows our plight and that the money is due Eastlake – Mr. Grendell will provide a list of names of specific individuals from whom to request assistance.

Mayor Andrzejewski referred to the vandalism at the soccer and football concession stand  and explained the Recreation/Service Department put up two spot lights on the building as a deterrent.

Re-appointment of PETER TANSKI to the zoning board of appeals

Mayor Andrzejewski stated he would also like to re-appoint David Tanski to the Zoning Board of Appeals for the term expiring December 31, 2009. 

Mr. Zontini made the following Motion:

Mayor Andrzejewski stated his concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mayor Andrzejewski.

LAW DIRECTOR – Randy Klammer

Mr. Klammer stated most of the important matters to discuss were discussed during Executive Session – as for the use of City Hall it is his opinion that these are City Council’s Chambers and ultimately the decision regarding the use of this facility rests with City Council President – the matter should be reviewed by the Ordinance Committee for review of rules and regulations.

Mr. Klammer stated this concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Klammer.

FINANCE DIRECTOR – Mike Slocum

Mr. Slocum stated the Finance Department is completing the records reconciliation’s and working with the budget.  Mr. Slocum stated this concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Slocum.

SERVICE/RECREATION DIRECTOR – Bill Philipp

Mr. Philipp stated they are continuing their winter duties – they are plugging potholes with cold patch which is a temporary measure until the asphalt plants open in April – the third shift has been doing a lot of cold patching on S.R. 91 and will continue to do so until spring. They are keeping the vehicles and equipment reading for more snow – they have three shifts which go from (the tape was turned over at this point) 

Mayor Andrzejewski asked Mr. Philipp to inform Council about some of the things they found at the Recreation Garage. Mr. Philipp explained there are two vices – there were several drills – many, many tools that we had that we never thought we had – so, we started doing inventory – we started looking and came up with three drill presses – a couple of circular saws – luckily we have been able to maintain those, keep them, inventory them and hopefully they won’t need as many tools in the future because it looks like we have a good selection right now.

Mayor Andrzejewski stated he would expand on this – it was amazing the amount of tools and equipment that were stored at the Recreation Garage – he thinks he and Mr. Philipp spoke many times and Mr. Philipp has advised he wished he had known those pieces of equipment were there because they could have been utilized the last couple of years – it appears that maybe what happened – and this is just speculating – that they had their own little kingdom over there and did not want to share that with the Service Department – so, all that equipment – all the tools are being brought to the Service Garage, inventoried – put in shelves – put on shelves so we know what we have.  Mayor Andrzejewski stated that Mr. Philipp told him some of the items should have City markings on them – they didn’t have City markings – so, hopefully we salvaged a lot of tools – there are supplies there – there are lights – there are materials – it is just amazing how much money might have been spent over the years in the Recreation Department and not shared with the rest of the City – all that is being rectified, organized and put in areas where our Service Department workers can use them – they have also instituted a rule, at the Police Chief’s recommendation – it is rule with zero tolerance that says you will not, under any circumstances take any tools or equipment home – apparently a past practice in the City was that employees could borrow tools – take them home for the weekend and bring them back – we don’t allow this because we reasoned out that our residents do not have access to the same thing – so, from now on no body takes anything home from the Service Garage – that ends any possibility of those items not being here to be used.  Mayor Andrzejewski stated overtime they have discovered more and more things – and, as they discover them they have put in the processes and the procedures to stop what was going on and rectify the situation – we will be letting Council know in the future what other areas we are looking in different Departments.

Mr. Philipp stated this concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Knuchel stated he is receiving complaints about the leaf removal and asked Mr. Philipp to explain why some streets were not completed and what is being done to prevent this in the future.

Mr. Philipp stated there are several problem – the worst being when the leaves come down late – there was one street they were on three times waiting for people to rake up the leaves – next year they will have a six week session instead of four – they will do the City completely one time – then, come back for anyone who is late – they were asking people who were late to bag leaves – a lot did so – we picked up over three hundred bags even though it was past the deadline – there will be two crews out tomorrow – when the snow goes away they will keep after the leaves even if it takes until spring – but, the weather must be conducive.

Mayor Andrzejewski explained the reason for the six weeks is to extend the schedule – it had been too tight before – they are also going to have a master list for snow removal and a street will be checked off when it is done.  Mr. Philipp has been doing a nice job.

Mr. Knuchel thanked Mr. Philipp and stated all are aware that the snow came down at an inopportune time.

Mr. Hillier mentioned to Mr. Philipp that there is a big chuckhole on Hillcrest.  Mr. Philipp stated this was filled in once – they will be doing it again tonight – the snowplows keep taking out the cold patch.

There were no further questions of Mr. Philipp.

CITY ENGINEER – Steve Guard

Mr. Guard stated he, Mayor Andrzejewski, Mr. Slocum and Mr. Philipp met with the City of Willoughby to discuss an EPA mandated project – the Lakeshore Blvd. force main improvement – it is broken into two projects – one towards the east end of Lakeshore Blvd – the other in front of Eastlake Middle School and by Forest Drive – we are advising the residents they will be receiving phone calls in an attempt to obtain temporary easements – once those are acquired the bids will be advertised sometime in late spring or early summer – part of the project goes through marinas so there is also some scheduling coordination efforts to insure to disruption in the boat season.  

Mr. Guard stated they are slowly working on Roberts Road Phase II in preparing application for Issue 2 monies – their survey groups are out as the weather permits.

Mr. Guard stated he is currently reviewing the WPCC annual report – at present the flow split is 56.5% Willoughby and 43.5% Eastlake – this is down from last year and will save about $20,000.  

Mr. Guard stated he has reviewed plans the Lake County Utilities Department is preparing for the replacement of the waterline on Eastlawn between Stevens Blvd. and Vine Street – it is an Issue 2 project for the Lake County Utilities Department – they have approved the plans and once all the approvals are obtained by the Lake County Commissioners this project should be out for bid sometime this summer.

Mr. Guard stated this concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Elshaw asked Mr. Guard if he had heard anything from the CSX railroad in regards to the Roberts Road, Phase I project?  Mr. Guard stated he had heard nothing to date – he had e-mailed on this matter and will telephone this week.  Mr. Elshaw asked what did Mr. Guard think the hold up was?  Mr. Guard stated this is probably a non-important item for CSX – he will try to contact CSX again.

There were no further questions of Mr. Guard.

ADJOURNMENT

Council President Mr. Hillier stated that, if there are no objections from Council, the meeting is adjourned.
