                                       REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

The Regular Meeting of the Eastlake City Council was held at Eastlake City Hall, 35150 Lake Shore Boulevard.  The Meeting was called to order by Council President Mr. Elshaw at approximately 8:24 p.m.  

The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Mr. D’Ambrosio.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Regular Council Meeting – JUNE 26, 2007

MOTION: Mr. Zontini moved to approve the minutes of the Regular Council Meeting of June 26, 2007.  Mr. Lajeunesse seconded.

ROLL CALL:
 Yeas unanimous.

Motion carried.  The minutes were approved.

COUNCIL PRESIDENT’S REPORT – Mr. Elshaw

Meetings Scheduled

Mr. Elshaw: We will be on Council break as of July 15, 2007 and will reconvene with the Council-as-a-Whole Committee Meeting scheduled for Tuesday, August 28, 2007 at 7:00 p.m. and the Regular Council Meeting scheduled for Tuesday, August 28, 2007 at 7:30 p.m.  

COMMUNICATIONS &  PETITIONS

A communication was received from Administration and Fire Chief Sabo requesting a new Ordinance to protect the City during times when structures are so destroyed by fire as to need the removal of said structure. This was referred to Ordinance Committee.

A communication was received from the Administration requesting to go out for bids for drilling of oil and gas wells in the City of Eastlake. This was referred to Service/Utilities Committee meeting.

A communication was received from the Administration requesting authorization to enter into an “Interim Video Competition Agreement” with AT & T Ohio. This was referred to Finance Committee.

COUNCIL COMMITTEE REPORTS

PLANNING COMMITTEE – Mr. D’Ambrosio 

Mr. D’Ambrosio: The Planning Committee met on July 2, 2007 at 6:00 p.m. with himself, Mr. Zontini and Mr. Morley present from the Committee.  In attendance from Council was Mr. Lajeunesse. Council President Mr. Elshaw was absent and excused.  In attendance from the Administration were Law Director Mr. Klammer and CBO Mr. Voros.  The Committee discussed two items on the agenda – a Conditional Use Permit Renewal for Kordal Pastries and Coffee Shop, 34900 Lakeshore Blvd. – this item was moved forward by the Committee.  The other item discussed was a Conditional Use Permit request for Cross Roads Motorcycle Tire and Brake Service located at 1226 Hulett Avenue – this is owned by Mr. Brodowski – he will be installing motorcycle tires, balancing tires and installing brakes – this permit request was moved forward by the Committee for a public hearing on August 28th.

Mr. D’Ambrosio made the following Motion:

Conditional Use Permit Renewal

MOTION:  I here by move to approve the Conditional Use Permit Renewal request for Milka Skirtic and Pavica Lapic, agents for Kordal Pastries & Coffee Shop, 34900 Lakeshore Blvd., 5-1, Eastlake, Ohio.  Mr. Zontini seconded.

ROLL CALL:  Yes unanimous.

Motion carried.  The Conditional Use Permit Renewal for Kordal Pastries & Coffee Shop is approved.

Additional Comments

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. D’Ambrosio.

FINANCE COMMITTEE – Mr. Knuchel

Mr. Knuchel:  The Finance Committee met on July 2, 2007 at 6:49 p.m. with himself, Mr. Lajeunesse and Mr. D’Ambrosio in attendance from the Committee.  In attendance from Council was Mr. Zontini.  Council President Mr. Elshaw was absent and excused.  In attendance from the Administration was City Engineer Mr. Gwydir, Finance Director Mr. Condron, Service Director Mr. Semik, and Law Director Mr. Klammer.  The Committee reviewed seven issues on the agenda with the first being a resolution authorizing the S.R. 2 reconstruction and widening project – the Committee agreed to move this matter forward and it was discussed in Council-as-a-Whole Committee.  The second item to be reviewed was a resolution authorizing work on the S.R. 283 bridge over the over-flow Chagrin River Project – this was also moved forward and discussed in the Council-as-a-Whole Committee meeting.  The third item to be discussed was the bid award for the 2007 Concrete Road Rehabilitation Program – the matter was moved forward and was discussed in Council-as-a-Whole Committee – we used the second best bidder because of problems with the first bidder.  The fourth item on the agenda to be discussed was the Eastlake signal upgrade project authorization – Mr. Gwydir will address this issue.

Mr. Gwydir:  Regarding the Eastlake signal upgrade project – there were some problems with the amount of funding being allotted  - the final figure will be issued in December – this matter was referred out of Committee.

Mr. Knuchel:  Yes, the Committee referred this item out of Committee with no action taken and it will be discussed again at the appropriate time.  The fifth item to be discussed was the long term strategic plan update – we are moving forward with this and Mr. Zontini will be scheduling a time with Cleveland State for a presentation at a Finance Committee meeting.  The sixth item on the agenda was the E-bay auction authorization – the Committee agreed to refer this matter out of Committee with no action taken as we had no input from the Administration and nothing to vote on or report on.  The seventh and last item to be reviewed was the May, 2007 budget review – Mr. Condron will provide information on this.

Mr. Condron:  We looked at the revenue and expenses for the first five months of the year and looked at the June projections for the municipal income tax.  Under Mr. Knuchel’s guidance we reviewed all the expense accounts by category – there were a few questions to which he needs to respond.  We reviewed a revenue and there was a question on the liquor permits – which he needs to review further – overall it was noted that the revenue seems to be coming in fairly well and reviewed expenses.

Mr. Knuchel:  That concludes his report and he was open for questions.

There were no further questions of Mr. Knuchel.

ORDINANCE COMMITTEE  - Mr. Zontini

Mr. Zontini:  The Ordinance Committee met on July 2, 2007 at about 6:10 p.m. with himself, Mr. D’Ambrosio and Mr. Morley present from the Committee.  In attendance from Council were Mr. Lajeunesse and Mr. Knuchel. Council President Mr. Elshaw was absent and excused.  In attendance from the Administration were  Finance Director Mr. Condron, Law Director Mr. Klammer, Service Director Mr. Semik, City Engineer Mr. Gwydir and CBO Mr. Voros.  The Committee discussed two items – one being the proposal to amend City Ordinance 1153.03 with regards to the number of off-street parking spaces as explained in the Council-as-a-Whole Committee meeting. This was merely to direct people with irregular lots and needing some parking – they can apply for a variance with the Board of Zoning Appeals. The Committee moved this matter forward and it appears on the evening’s agenda. The other item on the agenda was the proposed new Ordinance Chapter 1391 “Certificate of Occupancy,” as we discussed earlier in the Council-as-a-Whole Committee – this item appears on the evening’s agenda. This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Zontini.

SERVICE/UTILITIES COMMITTEE – Mr. Razov

Mr. Razov:  The Service/Utilities Committee has not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting, therefore, he had no report – however, he would be making the following motion:
Legislative Recommendation

MOTION:  I hereby move to add Legislation No. 07-10-(09) to the evening’s agenda authorizing and directing the Director of Public Service to advertise for bids for Pavement Lane Marking for 2007 with an Option Bid for 2008 Pavement Lane Marking, said bids to be in accordance with the specifications on file in the Office of the Director of Public Service.  Mr. Lajeunesse seconded.  Mr. Lajeunesse seconded.

ROLL CALL: Yes unanimous.

Motion carried.  Legislation No. 07-10-(09) was added to the evening’s agenda.

Mr. Razov:  This concluded his report and he  was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Razov.

SAFETY COMMITTEE – Mr. Morley

Mr. Morley: The Safety Committee has nothing pending in Committee, therefore we have not met. He would be making the following Motions:

Legislative Recommendation

Legislation No. 07-10-(07)

MOTION:  I hereby move to add Legislation No. 07-10-(07) to the evening’s agenda authorizing and directing the Mayor and Director of Finance to accept a donation on behalf of the City of three (3) sets of oxygen masks for use on animals to be used by the City of Eastlake Fire Department.  Mr. Lajeunesse seconded.

ROLL CALL:  Yeas unanimous.  

Legislation No. 07-10-(07) is added to the evening’s agenda.

Legislation No. 07-10-(08)

MOTION:  I hereby move to add Legislation No. 07-10-(08) to the evening’s agenda authorizing and directing the Mayor/Director of Public Safety to file an Application with the Ohio Attorney General’s Office for funding for the DARE Program. Mr. Lajeunesse seconded.

ROLL CALL:  Yeas unanimous.  

Legislation No. 07-10-(08) is added to the evening’s agenda.

Additional Comments

Mr. Morley:  This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Morley.

RECREATION COMMITTEE – Mr. Lajeunesse

Mr. Lajeunesse: The Recreation Committee has not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting, therefore, he had no formal report.  However, he did have comments on two items on this evening’s agenda, which are most important.  

One is the new enactment of City Ordinance 1391 “Certificate of Occupancy” in regards to rental property inspections and point-of-sale inspections.  This is a controversial issue and has gone in and out of Committee for several years.  As Councilman for Ward 4 he has received numerous letters and complaints from residents about nuisance properties which were rentals.  These letters and a large stack of research papers were given to CBO Mr. Voros approximately one year ago – since then he has done extensive research and has presented Council with legislation and redrafted legislation on numerous occasions.  He feels this end result is most important to our Community – this is about progress and the future of economic development as well as safety for our residents – his vote this evening will reflect …

Donald L. Morlock (member of the audience)

Mr. Morlock:  Point of Order – this is not part of his report – it is not Recreation.  

Mr. Razov:  Actually, the gentleman is correct.

Mr. Elshaw:  He knows, but it would have to be called by a member of Council – Mr. Lajeunesse, why don’t you finish.

Mr. Morlock: It does not have to be called by a member of Council.

Mr. Elshaw: Mr. Klammer, would you respond on that?

Mr. Klammer:  I think Mr. Lajeunesse has finished his comments.

Mr. Lajeunesse: He also has comment on Legislation No. 06-12-(02) regarding the rezoning.

Mr. Elshaw:  He thinks there was a Point of Order called and he asked Mr. Klammer to respond -he stated the comments were over.

Mr. Klammer:  The rules are stated in the Ordinance – there is public comment and the Councilman has every right to give his comment.

Mr. Morlock:  Not as far as his Recreation Committee – he has to be like everyone else and bring it up under …

Mr. Lajeunesse: He represents the residents of the Green Road area – he has petitions – he visited with them on several occasions and they have asked him to make sure he gives them his support and that is what he is going to do this evening.  That is his position here.

Mr. Morlock:  There is still a Point of Order – that has nothing to do with the Recreation Committee report.

Mr. Elshaw: Is there a motion to call a Point of Order?

Mr. Razov: So move, Mr. Chairman – I call a Point of Order.  With respect to Mr. Lajeunesse’s report – at the time of his report he can basically talk about his taxes if he wants to – for everyone in the room to understand – he can talk about his children – he can talk about the rezone. I don’t know why he is talking about the rezoning again or the other issue – we just spent hours on this and I am ready to vote.  So, if we can let’s expedite this.

Mr. Lajeunesse: This concluded his report and he was open for question.

There were no questions of Mr. Lajeunesse.

The Council Clerk and Council President were presented petitions against the Rezoning issue.

RECOGNITION OF THE PUBLIC 
Mr. Elshaw recognized the public input at this time; he reminded the speakers that there is a 3-minute limit for their comments, all comments are to be directed to the Chair and not include any personalities or individuals.

James J. Hrach, 349 East Overlook Blvd., Eastlake

Mr. Hrach:  He is here to speak about the rezoning – he had the opportunity on a couple of occasions to walk around the Community in the rezoning area – every resident he had the opportunity to talk to had no idea what was going on – they did not even know about the rezoning.  Only six out of the 76 people he talked to did not care.  71 on the other hand were strongly against taking away S-1 land for more development.  There are plenty of houses in Eastlake – there are over 400 of them in foreclosure right now – dozens of them cannot be sold – why build more in a place that people don’t want it forced on them?  They are very adamantly against taking away the path and they would ask their representatives, strongly, to keep this major artery – not just a path through the woods – but, a major artery to connect two different part of our City – once it is taken away there is very little chance of it ever being returned. If we have to vote these people that he has talked to will talk to their neighbors and let them know what is going on – but, they do object to having a whole City vote on what will happen to us in this one little area – the whole City has no idea about this little parcel of land or how it will affect us – but it will, majorally, affect that community.  He hopes you will agree that those petitions and those people and names are within one block and they do not want this put on the ballot for others to vote on.

Donald L. Morlock, 701 East 332nd Street, Eastlake

Mr. Morlock:  He is present to speak about the  point of sale – basically he thinks it is listed wrong – certificate of occupancy is when someone wants to move in and when you have your point of sale it will be something completely different.  Some of his questions were answered today in the discussions.  The main thing is the senior homeowner – why was this not brought up or put in papers where more people knew about what you are trying to do.  As Mr. Morley said, most of the homeowners have their property and they keep it up in good shape. The chosen few, as the City building inspectors drive around – they can definitely see properties that are in need of repair – why they don’t put down the address – you shouldn’t have to have somebody call and say that someone next to me has bad property.  That is negligence on your part – the City’s part – you are driving around wasting City gas – you should definitely write down these areas.  The City should also try to get some of these vacant buildings – and get businesses in because we have a lot of them – you tear down a building and build a new one.  You have TOPS that is out – Pizza Hut right next to it – you have a big stretch over there with nothing happening.  So, good luck.

Mr. Voros:  Thank you for your comments. He appreciates it – just to let you know – he takes full responsibility of the properties and the way they look.  Unfortunately, he does not have the manpower to do what you said.  He would love to write down the addresses but he would be doing it all day long – he doesn’t have the manpower – he doesn’t have the funding.  He can’t do it by himself – He has himself, a full-time building inspector that does the additions, electrical, etc.  He has two part-time inspectors – one does complaints – that is all she does – she works about 40 hours in a two-week pay period. He has one part-time zoning inspector that does nothing but zoning and when free from doing that does property maintenance.  He doesn’t have the funding – he doesn’t have the manpower.  He would love to do exactly what you said – he can’t do it.

Don R. Morlock, 35880 Roberts Road, Eastlake

Mr. Morlock:  He is also here on the point of sale issue – a very hot topic he can understand both sides.  His biggest questions are – how many people are going to be hired with this issue and if so – they will all be certified part-time or full-time people, assuming that all the people right now in the Building Department are certified.  What was mentioned in the meeting is that the Building Department will go in for safety features and that bank inspectors really are not certified and don’t know their way around things. Does that mean if he were to buy a home and there was a safety issue that he could sue the City?   Everybody knows where the problem properties are – why does one bad apple have to spoil the whole barrel?  Yes, it might be difficult as a Law Director to try to get contact with these people but the thing is there are many citizens that take pride in their homes and they do upkeep the homes.

Mr. Voros:  Regarding the certifications.  It is not that the average person doesn’t know what to look for – it is that the average person doesn’t know what the violations are.  The average person doesn’t necessarily know how a furnace is supposed to be installed to code – the average person doesn’t know what the electrical code requirements are – someone can look at an electrical panel but and does not realize it is overloaded.  

Mr. Morlock:  I understand that but does that is the City saying it will take the responsibility with any issues that fall short of any other inspection?

Mr. Voros:  As a City it is not responsible.

Mr. Morlock: Then what is the point of having an inspection if, as what you were saying, Sir, it is a safety thing but you are not going to stand behind it?  The Mayor mentioned if we take stock in our housing that the retail prices will go up.  Nobody wants to come here because there are no recreational facilities – you are going to hire two, four, six more inspectors when you need firefighters and police officers. Please, common sense should rule.  

George Mueller, 37189 Green Drive, Eastlake

Mr. Mueller: He just wanted to give Council the petitions.

Jerry Arko, 34756 Roberts Road, Eastlake

Mr. Arko:  He has some concerns with the point of sale – he understands the rental and the charge for the rental inspections.  As a landlord he does not want to pay them but he understands the direction. He does have problem with the point of sale. Our family moved to Eastlake about 30 years ago – our business is on Vine Street. If you go down a lot of side streets they are cottages – they are two bedroom cottages – he question on the point of sale – are we going to go in there – what if someone has lived there for 20 or 30 years and it is time to sell the house – are you going to condemn the house?  These houses by today’s standards would be non-conforming.  As taxpayers for years they have paid their taxes and their dues – they won’t get their just desserts if they want to go to a retirement home – most people’s homes are their retirement.  His question is – a cottage is still part of our community – what will happen with these people?  He was not aware of any of this until about five days ago – maybe that is his ignorance. He is glad there is a News Herald reporter here today – it has been his understanding there hasn’t been. This point of sale is big – he guesses it will be voted on tonight. This affects everyone in the City – everyone who owns a home – he does not know the legal parts of what happens tonight if it does not get voted on or it has to get voted on.  Let’s reach out to the Community – Channel 12 is gone which he is upset about – at least you could find out what is going on. He read nothing in the paper.  Let’s reach out to the community and see how everybody who voted you guys in feels about this ordinance.  He knows you can’t do this every time there is an issue – however, your home is your biggest investment. He grew up in Euclid and he watched what happened to people – there are people there now who cannot afford to sell their house.  He was okay earlier and then he started hearing about the cottages – the cottages are a big part of Eastlake and when we moved here about 30 years ago they were there and they are still here now and the people are still taxpayers.  He would just like this to be considered.

Mr. Voros:  On an existing home – an existing condition is not a violation – if they have two pronged outlets we are not citing them – if someone took out a two pronged outlet and put three pronged outlets in without grounding – that is a violation.  We are not citing an existing condition – it is not a violation.

Dan Cmarik, 37194 Green Drive, Eastlake

Mr. Cmark:  He is present to speak about the rezoning and direct his comments to Council because he knows there will be a vote shortly on this issue.  Mr. Tesar has asked you to roll the dice for him – don’t use your hand to roll the dice – let him use his own hand.  There are some factors involved here.  Mr. Klammer stated safety – well there is a big safety issue because without that path everyone will have to use Lakeshore Blvd. – that includes children on bikes, people walking dogs, disabled people.  What he is going to suggest is that if you close the path off and let this happen by putting your hand to this he is going to ask for sidewalks to be strung all the way down to the Willoughby line to give safe access to people who are now forced to use Lakeshore Blvd. to get into Surfside.  Remember, the greatest good here – who benefits the most – is it the people in Ward 4 or is it one person who will profit from it?  He does not think you should let this person do this. Like you said, he can petition the Court to let it be done by a judge and this way you are off the hook.  Don’t let him use your hand – let him get his own petitions – the greatest good here is for the people of Ward 4.  He lives two doors from the path – there  is probably anywhere from 50-100 people who use the path every day.  Most of them are children on bikes.  If they open up the pool on Hillcrest again – how will people get there – how will they get to the school – they use this as a shortcut to the school.  All this is a big factor.  Mr. Tesar is not willing to commit to an easement – unless there is that commitment there should be no deal. 

Perhaps he would elect to buy the property the City owns there and open that up for himself but he does not think the City should give that away.  Let him roll his own dice – he is a private individual who wants to do this – let him do it – don’t let him use your hand.

Ken Lesler, 1035 Cliffview, Eastlake

Mr. Lesler:  He is here representing AT&T – for video competition against what was formerly Comcast and is now Time Warner.  The people of Eastlake are really good to us and as a consequence we have built a massive fiber optic electronic network in Eastlake. Mentor wishes they had have of what we have.  He is not getting very good service from Time Warner – when you call customer service you get a recording that says you have an hour wait - we are here to be against them and beat them.  We will keep the same rates throughout the Country – we will not raise rates in one community.  He has 38 years with them and he believes in this.  The faster we move on this – we are ready to install right now.  We can beat almost every other Community.

Mr. Elshaw:  This will be referred into Finance Committee and you will have a chance to state that also.

Mr. Knuchel:  Please provide your card before you leave – when we plan a Finance Committee meeting we will contact you to come and speak.

Tim Tesar, 607 Carrington Court, Willowick

Mr. Tesar:  Regarding the property in question – someone had mentioned there would be safety concerns – he is putting in a 100-foot cul-de-sac to accommodate a turnaround for the fire truck. Mrs. Mueller lives next door and has the same property line – she went for a rezoning.  He does not understand why the City cannot ask her to put that on her property – why is he being singled out? This is still America – he still has a right to use his property the way he wants to.  He does not think Council should shoot him down – the people should be able to decide what they want in this City.  71 people is not 21,000 – there are a lot of people in this City.  This is a lynch mob that came out to do this so they can do what they want – to do what they have been illegally doing from day one – which is trespassing.  We can put a fence there and put a no trespassing sign on it.  He has the legal right now to build one single family home there.  He said before he would work with the City to come to a resolution and he cannot do it five days before he leaves for vacation.  He said he was willing and he is.  Allow this to go to the vote of all the people – not just 71 people.

Nicholas Cirino, 37220 Green Drive, Eastlake

Mr. Cirino: He is three houses down from the proposed rezoning.  He would like to give copies of letters that went out to the Safety Director and the Planning Commission (Mr. Cirino distributed the letter).  He is against the rezoning because he thinks it is a safety issue.  The Law Director said you should probably go ahead with it and give this guy the vote – he is against it because he has a hearing impaired child – and, it is a safety issue and should not go on as a rezoning.  We will have contractors coming up and down the street – there is a very narrow strip – where are all the contractors going to park.  They all turn around in our driveway because there is not enough room for a service truck to turn around.  We constantly have traffic turning around in our driveway.  He has a hearing impaired child – it is ridiculous to consider this rezoning.  He does not know why you are talking to Mr. Tesar – he is not the property owner – it is in a Trust.  Why doesn’t the true owner of this property come forward?  That is an issue he would like to take up with Council and have them reconsider this.  The next issue that Mr. Klammer should consider is possibly fraud.   The property is listed for $43,000 – why did it sell for $12,000?  Was there money exchanged on the side – who is not paying their capital gains.  It was said the City would get $2,100 per house in taxes – where is the capital gains on the property that should be in place right now – it is not there.  That is an issue Mr. Klammer should take a loot at.  Mr. Tesar said he has been gone for five days and has not had time to talk about this – this has been going on for months.  Who is the owner of this property?  Why does not the owner of the trust come over here?  

Mayor Andrzejewski: Here is what we need to know – who owns the property?

Mr. Razov: Mr. Chairman, Point of Order –this is a public portion for the public to speak – not for us to have another work session.  Mr. Mayor, you are out of order.  

Mr. Elshaw: He agrees.  There were good questions brought up but we need to move forward – would anyone else wish to speak?

Carrie Mueller, 330 Shelton Blvd., Eastlake 

Ms. Mueller:  Regarding the rezoning – she lives two houses down – Mr. Tesar mentioned her mother having her property rezoned.  That was done so she and her children could live next door – it did not take anything away from the City.  If Mr. Tesar builds there it takes our green space – there are deer and owls in there and she does not think it is right to take away our only green space left.  Willoughby has already taken away our green space – that is all we have left.

Philipp Mattingly, 747 Stevens Blvd., Eastlake

Mr. Mattingly:  Every time he turns a corner at Stevens and Jakse he has to drive down the wrong side of the road if he is going east because the bumps are so bad on the right that it can take a wheel off his car – are there any plans to resurface that corner?  It is bad.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  As soon as the legislation is passed tonight for the contract for the concrete road program the first item on the list is that area.  The sooner we get the legislation passed the better.  They have been working on the catch basins in preparation – that is the number one project for the concrete road program.

Terry Stevens, 37165 Green Drive, Eastlake

Mr. Stevens:  His property is right beside the property to be rezoned – he has heard a lot of talk tonight. Thank you, Mr. Morley for being so clear in what you said.  The property is zone S-1 – when it was bought it was S-1 – now he wants it changed to R-60.  He is from a different City and is doing this strictly for the money.  You are our Councilmen – we, the people of this Community are asking you not to vote for this and let him do it himself.  It is that simple. He is from a different City – he is doing it for money. If he wants to build one house none of us have a problem – it is S-1 – all the houses on that road are S-1.  It will look like all the other houses.  My house, his house and their houses – three houses on a little fifty-foot piece of property – he wants to put three more.  The property is about four times the size of this building.  No one will argue if there is one house there – you will have three houses that look like snow cones – they will have a “V” for a yard.  These yards will be the most stupidest looking yards you have ever seen.  Once they do that no one will want to give up any property whatsoever – we have twelve houses for sale in that community already and they have been that way for two years because no one wants to buy a house that has no land on it.  When he divides the property – the 3 houses will be on the stupidest looking lots you have ever seen.  It will not work out.  There will only be three houses with three families paying taxes. We are coming to our Councilmen and asking you to let him do this himself – let him put it on the ballot on his own.  We have no problem with that – let him do it on his own.

MAYOR/SAFETY DIRECTOR – Ted Andrzejewski

Mayor Andrzejewski: He hopes everyone in the audience goes to the festival this weekend – it starts Thursday night and goes through Sunday at Lakeshore Blvd. and Erie Road.  They have some good entertainment and rides for the kids, food vendors, etc.  The parade is this weekend, we have published the route – the parade starts at Eastlake North High School at 12:30 p.m.  We had a meeting with Parker Hannifin in Congressman LaTourette’s office – we are attempting to persuade them not to close the Eastlake plant – he is not too optimistic although we have a fighting chance.  The next meeting is scheduled for this Monday.  We also met with the Army Corps of Engineers and the Port Authority regarding the study at the cost of about $95,000 – the process is to do a feasibility study and to have a recommendation and then solve those recommendations – we are working on two things on the river – the ice jam in the spring and the overflow of water into the river causing backups into our storm sewer lines.  He will be sending all this information in detail in a memo.  The Army Corps of Engineers is behind us and have assured us this is not a pie in the sky project and they will come up with some concrete solutions – however, the bad news is it will probably take five years.  The end is in sight.  The first phase of this process is well underway – five years from now we will be looking as some good solutions for the river.

Regarding recreation programs, he as well as Council want the pools open, we want recreation programs – we have a problem – no one wants to support us when we go for more money.  So, next year whatever it is – when we come to the people for a little bit of money to reinstate some of these programs and bring back a policeman – support us – let’s see the City move ahead – give us a little money to work with.  Because right now we have to stay on budget – the budget now allows only for certain things.  So, his message for anyone out there is when we come to you for extra money – we will tell you what it is for – support it – then you’ll get recreation programs and other things.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Zontini:  Mayor, as Safety Director - he wishes Chief Sabo were present – this season’s Summer 2007 Best of Health magazine from Lake Hospitals – did you see the article?

Mayor Andrzejewski:  I think I did see something about it.

Mr. Zontini:  There is an article in it about our paramedics and what a fine job they do – they particularly cited Lonnie Futchi, Chris Caimi and Joe Tennyson.  A young lady had some problems and her quote is “they got here so fast she remembers, thankfully, when you are sick and don’t know what is going on you get so scared but they were so careful, considerate and kind and offered unbelievable comfort and assurance.”  These are the kind of men we have working for us in the Fire Department of Eastlake and he commends them for that and it is great for the City to see this being done.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  Did you have a question?

Mr. Zontini:  No, I just wanted to direct this to you as Safety Director.

There were no questions of Mayor Andrzejewski.

LAW DIRECTOR – Randy Klammer

Mr. Klammer:  The Sawyer and Fatur litigation are still pending – nothing exciting is happening in either piece of litigation.  The St. Paul litigation is in Federal Court on a declaratory judgment. Congratulations to Mr. Zontini’s daughter.  He was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Klammer.

FINANCE DIRECTOR – Brian Condron

Mr. Condron: The last two weeks we have been working with the State Auditor’s office for an interpretation of the Fiscal Emergency.  He is not sure how long they will be here. We are addressing things mentioned in the meeting last week.  He is working with the Law Director to respond to Timberlake’s discovery request as well as our own discoveries. This concluded his report and he was open for questions. 

There were no questions of Mr. Condron.

TAX ADMINISTRATOR – Angela Keneven-Zanella

Mrs. Keneven-Zanella:  She has reviewed the first six months of what the Tax Department has done – things are looking fairly good – we are up from last year at this time and hopefully we will continue. We have also been working very hard on past due collections – if the first six months are any indication we should expect more than we did at the end of the year last year – there is well over $20,000 on past due collections the first have of the year and it is hoped we will do that the second half.  This concluded her report and she was open for questions.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  We did send out 75 invitations for a business breakfast we are going to do on July 26th – all the Council people received a copy of the invitation.  The purpose of that meeting is to get our business people together in the City and talk to them about what we are doing and most importantly to get their feedback as to what the City can do to help them expand and grow their business.  He hopes all Council, if work schedules allow, will be able to attend that meeting.

Mr. Elshaw: Mrs. Keneven-Zanella, how much are we up?

Mrs. Kenven-Zanella:  About 2%.

Regarding the comment on economic development and vacant property.  We did receive a report recently from the company in the area that keeps track – actually Eastlake rate is lower in the area of vacant property.  As to the Vineyards, your Council, the Mayor, and she are working very hard to make sure that the Vineyards does get filled and the TOPS store gets filled – there have been some difficulties with the owners of the property and we are working hard to fill it.

There were no further questions of Mrs. Keneven-Zanella.

SERVICE DIRECTOR – Mike Semik

Mr. Semik:  Thank you for passing the legislation for the concrete road program and the lane marking.  We hope to start profiling this Thursday or Friday – 332nd Street will be the first street and hopefully paving will start on Tuesday or Wednesday of the following week.  The  concrete roads continue to be repaired throughout the City by our crews – we just did another stretch  of 39 yards on Grovewood and Valerie.  This is being done with a crew of five people from the Road Department and he commends them for the amount of work they are doing.  As everybody knows we are shorthanded also and they continue to do a fine job on not only road repairs but catch basins and paving.  There was a question regarding Stevens and Jakse – that will be the first intersection we will address.  We have nine catch basins over there that are open – half will be poured tomorrow – the others will be done on Thursday, weather permitting.  We are continuing to flush the catch basins and the sanitary lines through the Sewer Department.  For those that have seen the work going on at the Community Center, the skate board equipment has been refurbished, we continue to clean up all the municipal grounds along with the parks – that is possible by the cooperation of the Administration and Council in hiring nine part-time people for the season – that has made a tremendous impact on our Departments.  We have received numerous calls from residents indicating how pleased they are to see the parks being cleaned up.  The street sweeper has been out again – we are working on keeping the major streets cleaned.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Semik.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  If you have a chance go to Eastlake Gardens Park, Jakse Park and Surfside Park – they hauled out 2-3 truckloads of grass, weeds, debris – we are especially very proud of Eastlake Gardens Park. The tennis courts, skate park, and basketball courts are operating again because they had the opportunity to clean up all the debris and hopefully people will keep it that way.

CHIEF BUILDING OFFICIAL – Joe Voros

Mr. Voros: Thank you to Council – he knows the decision is hard on the rental properties – he looks forward with working with Council on this matter.  He is short handed again – his only full-time inspector is out – he had a stint put into his heart and has more scheduled for tomorrow.  We are short handed so any complaints will have to wait. This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Voros.

CITY ENGINEER – Tom Gwydir

Mr. Gwydir: He is pleased to report that Roberts Road, Part A is coming to a conclusion and should be wrapped up in the next couple of weeks.  Per your vote tonight we will be moving forward with Part B and getting notice out to the residents.  ODOT is speeding to a conclusion as well on S.R. 91 – they are currently doing the final striping – we will be doing some grading along the side of the road to improve the drainage and should be wrapped up within the next few weeks.  This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Gwydir:  Are we planning on doing another meeting with the residents of Part B of Roberts Road?

Mr. Gwydir:  He was not planning on doing another meeting but he would be open to it if Mr. Knuchel thinks it would be beneficial as a refresher.

Mr. Knuchel:  He had a few residents request that – perhaps between yourself and the Mayor we can get together and talk about it.

Mr. Gwydir:  That would be fine.

Mr. D’Ambrosio:  Is that Part B going to include the railroad tracks on the other side?

Mr. Gwydir: Yes, Part A actually included the railroad work on the tracks but we had some trouble working with CSX and getting their approval – we finally set out the requisite documentation and they should approve the engineering necessary to proceed with our work.

Mr. Klammer:  Will you be able to get the letter regarding Erie Point?

Mr. Elshaw: What was that?

Mr. Gwydir:  Mr. Klammer has requested a letter on behalf of the City rejecting Erie Point’s bid and giving the cause for the same.  We will prepare that letter and forward it to the Mayor.

There were no further questions of Mr. Gwydir.

FIRE CHIEF – Richard Sabo
