                                       REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

                                                                  JUNE 12, 2007

The Regular Meeting of the Eastlake City Council was held at Eastlake City Hall, 35150 Lake Shore Boulevard.  The Meeting was called to order by Council President Mr. Elshaw at approximately 7:54 p.m.  

The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Mr. Morley.

ATTENDEES

Members of Council in attendance were Mr. Morley, Mr. D’Ambrosio, Mr. Razov, Mr. Lajeunesse, Mr. Knuchel, Mr. Zontini and Council President Mr. Elshaw. Also attending was Council Clerk Mrs. Cendroski.  

Those attending from the Administration were Finance Director Mr. Condron, Law Director Mr. Klammer, Service Director Mr. Semik, CBO Mr. Voros, Police Chief Ruth, Fire Chief Sabo, and City Engineer Mr. Gwydir.  Mayor Andrzejewski was absent and excused.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Regular Council Meeting – MAY 22, 2007

MOTION: Mr. Zontini moved to approve the minutes of the Regular Council Meeting with adjournment into Executive Session of May 22, 2007.  Mr. Razov seconded.

ROLL CALL:

Motion carried.  The minutes were approved.

COUNCIL PRESIDENT’S REPORT – Mr. Elshaw

Comments

Mr. Elshaw: He would like to comment on two items, which are on the evening’s agenda for consideration of passage.  He wanted to explain why we are looking at the Council Rules and the other item is in regards to the Recovery Plan.  

Regarding the Council Rules – during the end of 2006 he started reviewing the current Council rules with our Council Clerk – we reviewed the rules and procedures of several of our surrounding communities with the main Cities being Willoughby, Mayfield Heights and Aurora among others – but, these Cities had the most detailed rules.  Some of the driving factors for review of the rules were the following:

1.
There were several incidents, which occurred during the year with no available responding action.

2. There was a need for mutually agreed upon guidelines to deal with certain situations.

3. There were cases where the current procedure was not recorded.  There were current procedures being used but there was nothing in the rules identifying them as proper procedures.

4. There was a desire to integrate new ideas and best practices from other Cities.

He just wanted to provide everyone with background on this issue and it is on the evening’s agenda for Council’s consideration.

The next item was the Recovery Plan – after review of the Recovery Plan it appears that our City still faces the same risks again – that our cash base may eventually erode away leaving us with a possible negative cash flow by 2012 unless certain Administrative actions are taken.  It is understood that the timeframe has changed due to several factors, including $1.1 million in service reductions, passage of our renewal levy, and a much better out look with the current trends.  However, it is important for us all to understand that although the timeframe may now have allowed us a bit of breathing room or may have moved a little bit our City is currently within a state of fiscal emergency.  And, the same risks and conditions still exist according to the Plan.  The Recovery Plan includes temporary funding for the Senior Center and two Police Officers, however, the Plan does not currently provide for any permanent reinstatements of previous service reductions and exploratory initiatives without additional funding or alternative cuts.  This Recovery Plan may be on the conservative side but it is a very tight budget with the remaining cash balance of $194,000 in 2011.

COMMUNICATIONS &  PETITIONS

A communication was received from the Administration requesting to advertise for bids for two improvement projects at the J.F.K. Senior Center.  This was referred to Recreation Committee.

A communication was received from the Administration regarding a proposed contract for gas drilling in the City of Eastlake.  

Discussion:  

Mr. Elshaw:  Mr. Klammer, there is a question about whether this should be referred back to the Administration as it is required that this go out for bids.

Mr. Klammer:  His opinion was, per the Revised Code, any sale or lease of property should go out for bidding – you obviously have the authority to exempt it as home rule from that procedure.  You would have to make that determination and in the event that you want to go out for bids he does not know if it makes sense to send it back to the Administration.

Mr. Elshaw:  Mr. Gwydir, what is your opinion on this matter?

Mr. Gwydir:  The matter should probably be referred back to the Administration for additional consideration as there has been a lot of information sent to the Mayor relative to this matter.

Mr. Elshaw:  There is additional information that has been sent?

Mr. Gwydir:  Yes.

Mr. Elshaw:  Then, this matter will be referred back to the Administration for the inclusion of the additional information and a review of bid specs.

A communication was received from the Administration recommending the bid award for the Eastlake Gardens Park Pedestrian Bridge Replacement.  This was referred to Finance Committee.

A communication was received from the Administration requesting a Resolution in Opposition to S.B. 117 regarding new laws for Cable TV providers.  This was referred to Council-as-a-Whole Committee.

A communication was received from the Administration requesting legislation for Eastlake to enter into a four City Port Authority Agreement. This was referred to Recreation Committee.

A request was received from the Administration to regarding the State Contract for rock salt for 2007-2008 and the bid advertisement for backup rock salt for 2007-2008. This was referred to Service Committee.

COUNCIL COMMITTEE REPORTS

SAFETY COMMITTEE – Mr. Morley

Mr. Morley:  The Safety Committee has not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting, there are no items pending, therefore, he will not be scheduling a meeting at the present time. This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

RECREATION COMMITTEE – Mr. Lajeunesse

Mr. Lajeunesse:  He would like to welcome his parents and brother who are visiting from Florida. PLANNING COMMITTEE – Mr. D’Ambrosio 

Mr. D’Ambrosio: The Planning Committee met on  Wednesday, May 30, 2007 at 6:00 p.m. with himself, Mr. Morley and Mr. Zontini present from the Committee.  In attendance from Council were Mr. Lajeunesse and Mr. Knuchel.  The Committee reviewed three conditional use permits and they were moved forward for public hearings this evening.  There is nothing pending in Committee and nothing has been added, therefore, he will not be scheduling a meeting. This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. D’Ambrosio.

FINANCE COMMITTEE – Mr. Knuchel

Mr. Knuchel:  The Finance Committee has met twice since our last regularly scheduled Council meeting with the first meeting being on Wednesday, May 30, 2007 with himself, Mr. Lajeunesse and Mr. D’Ambrosio present from the Committee.  Also in attendance from Council were Mr. Morley, Mr. Zontini, Mr. Razov and Council President Mr. Elshaw.  In attendance from the Administration were Mayor Andrzejewski, CBO Mr. Voros, Tax Administrator Mrs. Keneven-Zanella, Law Director Mr. Klammer and Finance Director Mr. Condron.  The first item to be discussed was the Tax Budget which was held in Committee, the next item was the 2006 Concrete Road Repairs T.C. Construction reimbursement – this was discussed this evening in Council-as-a-Whole Committee and will be discussed in Executive Session because of possible litigation.  The third item was a fund establishment for the storm water fee – this was discussed in the Council-as-a-Whole Committee meeting and we will be referring this matter into Ordinance Committee.  The fourth item to be discussed was the Building Department software package, which was moved forward pending more information, which we received and talked about in Council-as-a-Whole Committee – the matter was then moved forward for passage this evening.  The fifth item to be discussed was a consulting contract proposal with Clemons-Nelson for Union negotiations – the Committee removed that from Committee with no action taken.  The sixth item was a fund transfer from fund #620 “Land Acquisition Fund” to Fund #304 “Callable Bond Fund” – this was also discussed in Council-as-a-Whole Committee.  The seventh item discussed was the Tax Incentives – this is an important tool for the Economic Development Coordinator to use to bring more businesses into the City – it is a good thing and Mrs. Kenven-Zanella and Mr. Condron put a lot of time and effort into it – this matter was moved forward for this evening’s agenda. The eighth item discussed was the amendment to the Recovery Plan – discussion was started on this at the May 30th meeting and continued to the June 5th meeting.  Under miscellaneous the Committee discussed the Eastlake Signal Upgrade Project authorization with this matter being held in Committee as Mr. Gwydir had a previous commitment and could not be present – this will be discussed at our next meeting.  The final item under miscellaneous was a Long Term Strategic Plan which was brought by Councilman Zontini – it was agreed Mr. Zontini would check with Cleveland State on topics to include economic fiscal analysis, performance and efficiency measures, organizational development – this was for them to make a presentation before us to tell us what they could do.  One issue removed from Mr. Zontini’s plan was economic development as the Economic & Community Development Council was already addressing these issues at no cost to the residents and at a particular point in time people would be brought in as needed.

The June 5, 2007 Finance Committee meeting was held at 6:30 p.m. with himself, Mr. D’Ambrosio, and Mr. Lajeunesse present from the Committee.  Also in attendance from Council were Mr. Morley and Council President Mr. Elshaw.  In attendance from the Administration were Finance Director Mr. Condron and CBO Mr. Voros.  The Committee finalized the Tax Budget and moved it forward for tonight for vote.  Also finalized was the Amended Recovery Plan.  Under miscellaneous Mr. Voros provided information on the software package and this was moved forward to this evening’s meeting.

If you couldn’t learn something from them you just can’t learn – they are a wealth of information and we highly recommend this Council, the Administration and other Directors to sit down and listen to what they have to offer us.  He would like to present at the next Finance Committee or under miscellaneous what they have to offer and see how Council feels about it. This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

TAX ADMINISTRATOR – Angela Keneven-Zanella

Mrs. Keneven-Zanella was absent and excused. 

SERVICE DIRECTOR – Mike Semik

Mr. Semik: The tandem is in at Concord Road Equipment and we should be receiving it in a few weeks.  The paver is in the Service Garage and they will start the profiling the end of June – they will be starting on East 332th .  He has a gentleman who will be retiring at the end of June after 30 years of service – he is a hard working individual who you could always count on during snow storms and blizzards. He is a working foreman in the Sewer Department and will be missed.  The seasonal help is continuing to work on the landscaping and parks.  We recently poured 40 yards of concrete on Valley View – we will be pouring an additional 30 yards tomorrow to finish up Valley View and Riverdale.  We will be working in all the Wards on the concrete program and are way ahead of last year partially due to the use of a hydro hammer, which we rented for the season.  The concrete vault on Erie Road has been cleaned and was a FEMA approved project. It took three weeks of continuous work on Fridays – it was a 10-foot vault, which is accessed by manhole on Erie Road.  We moved out trees and even a couch.  Now, the water should move through with no problem.  There are changes to the storm water management – he has discussed this with Mr. D’Ambrosio and they will be meeting on this matter.  They have repaired catch basins on Stevens, and will be working on more in Valley Creek and throughout the City. This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. D’Ambrosio:  When do you think you will be repairing the catch basins in the Valley Creek area?

Mr. Semik:  After they complete Stevens.

There were no further questions of Mr. Semik.

CHIEF BUILDING OFFICIAL – Joe Voros

Mr. Voros:  Thank you for the passage of the software package legislation – it will definitely help the Department. It is business as usual in the Building Department. This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  Can businesses apply for permits on line or on our web site?

Mr. Voros:  The City is not going to purchase that but they will be able to at a minimal charge – they can apply for permits and see the status of any house in Eastlake. 

Mr. Lajeunesse: That should save a considerable amount of time.

Mr. Voros:  We will review it.  They can apply for permits but they must come into City Hall – we don’t want permits out there that are not pulled but they can apply on line.

There were no further questions of Mr. Voros.

CITY ENGINEER – Tom Gwydir

Mr. Gwydir:   The work on Roberts Road is beginning to come back to hard surfaces and we will be moving forward to Plan B.  They are putting the final services on S.R. 91. This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Elshaw:  The Council Clerk has just reminded that the last meeting before Council break is July 10th – we will need to approve the Plan B for Roberts Road by then.

Mr. Zontini:  When S.R. 91 was in the planning stages he received half a dozen calls from worried residents – but, since it has been progressing he is overwhelmed with calls complimenting the crews in regards to the speed and the courtesies and the minimal inconvenience experienced with the work.

Mr. Gwydir: Thank you – he will let the crews know.

There were no further questions of Mr. Gwydir.

POLICE CHIEF – John  Ruth

Chief Ruth:  It is reassuring to hear the current five year financial Recovery Plan and that perhaps we have stopped the backwards slide.  He also appreciated the comments by Council regarding the basic services and the recognition of how far back we have gone.  He strongly encourages all to look to the future and that we do an honest and full assessment of our basic services to use as a Plan for future priorities – so we know where we were and where we are and that we have a goal.  We have had another dispatcher resign to take another position and we have hired a replacement.  Other than that it is business as usual.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Chief Ruth.

FIRE CHIEF – Richard Sabo

Fire Chief Sabo:  The Fire Department recently received a donation from a Kim Hope in memory of her dog Samson – she gave us three animal oxygen recovery masks.  There was a house fire on Center Road  - once again manpower-wise we were taxed – we had seven people at the fire – the occupant was burned – we were trying to fight a fire and get her to the hospital at the same time.  Willoughby arrived to give us assistance.  We had another run – one man had to be called back to the Station and Willoughby helped with that also – we are fortunate to have good neighbors.  Last week we had a brush fire along the railroad tracks – there were flames 30 feet to 40 feet high and a building adjacent to the building caught fire.  We had one firefighter burned with 1st to 2nd  degrees burns to his hand – he is out recuperating and should not be  for long.  Other than that it is business as usual – we are trying to do the best we can with the people we have and get the job done and serve our residents. This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Chief Sabo.

Mr. Elshaw:  There is a possible adjournment into Executive Session regarding imminent litigation and advice of Council concerning the T.C.
