COUNCIL COMMITTEE REPORTS

SERVICE/UTILITIES COMMITTEE – Mr. Razov

Mr. Razov:  The Service/Utilities Committee Meeting met on June 5, 2006 at approximately 6:30 p.m. with himself, Mr. Zontini and Mr. Morley present from the Committee.  Also in attendance from the Council were Mr. D’Ambrosio, Mr. Knuchel and Council President Mr. Elshaw. In attendance from the Administration were Law Director Mr. Klammer, City Engineer Mr. Guard, Service Director Mr. Semik and Assistant Finance Director Mr. Vuckovich.   As explained during the Council-as-a-Whole Committee meeting, the Committee discussed and approved bid advertisement request for the Robin Drive Extension Box Culvert Inspection Project and the Lakeshore Blvd. Forcemain Improvement Project.    The Committee further discussed and approved a bid advertisement request for back-up rock salt for the 2006-2007 season as well as the State Contract with ODOT for rock salt for the 2006-2007 season.  Also discussed and approved was an agreement for ODOT for the Lake S.O.M. Center Road resurfacing project and an amendment to the agreement with CT Consultants for the engineering services of Mr. Guard.

SAFETY COMMITTEE – Mr. Morley

Mr. Morley: The Safety Committee met on June 5, 2006 at 6:02 p.m. with himself, Mr. Zontini and Mr. Razov present from the Committee. In attendance from Council were Mr. D’Ambrosio, Mr. Knuchel and Council President Mr. Elshaw. In attendance from the Administration were Mayor Andrzejewski, Law Director Mr. Klammer, Assistant Finance Director Mr. Vuckovich, City Engineer Mr. Guard, and Patrolman Greer. Also present were members in the audience.

The Committee discussed and approved the 3-year Agreement for Police services with the City of Lakeline – this Agreement takes effect July 1, 2006.  Also discussed and removed from the Committee with no action taken was a request to donate the City’s 1980 ambulance – Mr. Klammer will research this matter to insure the proper procedure for disposal of the ambulance.  The Committee also discussed and approved the retirement of the City’s K-9 officer Marco and the transfer of ownership to Patrolman Greer for the amount of $1.00.  There were other matters discussed under miscellaneous which will be addressed by Mr. Zontini and Mr. D’Ambrosio.

As there have been some unexpected developments with this renewal, and there are no objections from his Committee, he would like to refer it back to Planning Committee for further discussion.

FINANCE COMMITTEE – Mr. Knuchel

ORDINANCE COMMITTEE  - Mr. Zontini

Mr. Zontini: The Ordinance Committee has not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting, however, the Committee discussed and approved an amendment to City Ordinance 125.08 “Petty Cash” during the miscellaneous section of the Safety Committee.  The amendment provides for an increase to $2,500 for petty cash for the parking lots and a transfer of $50.00 from the Police Sub Station to the Tax Department.

RECOGNITION OF THE PUBLIC 
Mr. Zontini recognized the public input at this time; he reminded the speakers that there is a 3-minute limit for their comments, all comments are to be directed to the Chair and not include any personalities or individuals.

Frances Tuckerman, 1259 E. 351st Street, Eastlake

Mrs. Tuckerman:  …[O]n August 16, 2005 she phoned C.T. Consultant’s stating that the lot was a substandard lot – that she received from Mr. Guard of C. T. Consultant’s.  As of June 7th, Council and a few members of the  Zoning Board of Appeals saw this letter for the first time – why was this letter never submitted the first time when this issue went up in from of the Zoning Board of Appeals?  She is asking for an appeal again to be granted to the evidence that is coming out now in reference to this property.  She would like to thank all of Council for their help – Joe Voros and Steve Guard for all their assistance.

Mr. Klammer:  He was in the Mayor’s office -  he and the Mayor both tried to get back to Mrs. Tuckerman by leaving a message. Any appeal of the decision of the Zoning Board of Appeals that was going to be pursued by the applicant or the neighboring property owners had to be pursued straight away. Neither the Council nor the Mayor have any authority to overturn the decision of the Zoning Board of Appeals.  It is the body charged with the decision in reviewing the decisions of the Building Department – and, it did do that in this case.  As to why that letter was not submitted – the City Engineer does not attend the Zoning Board of Appeals meetings – the only argument to change the current set of circumstances is with regards to the original lot split which transferred 10 feet of property to your home.  It appears when that original lot split occurred the other party was required to join her remaining properties into one parcel – it appears upon review of the records that a deed was filed with the appropriate legal description and the deed showed three permanent parcel numbers – what should have happened in the Auditor’s office is the property should have been assigned one permanent parcel number which would have prevented from selling any of the properties separately.  Had that happened nothing would have been sold because they would have come to the City again for a lot split.  None of that was presented to the Zoning Board of Appeals – none of that was raised by any of the people who spoke out against or for the lot split – had those things been evident to the Zoning Board of Appeals at the time they could have tabled it for further investigation.  He has discussed what remedies the City might have to enforce that requirement that the parcels be joined into one parcel with Council in Executive Session and with the Mayor as well as the CBO.  They have given him instructions, which he will follow up on.  The issue is not so much the question of the 30 foot frontage but instead the question of whether the other party had an obligation to join those.  30-foot frontages do exist throughout Eastlake – not as much any more – as you have a lot of this in lakeside communities.

Please feel free to contact him and he will be more than happy to answer any questions after the meeting.

Mr. Voros:  To clarify – the permits have not yet been issued.

MAYOR/SAFETY DIRECTOR – Ted Andrzejewski

Mayor Andrzejewski: He would like to thank Willow-way Landscaping for their donation of flowers, mulch and yellow ribbons to the City of Eastlake sign in front of City Hall.  

He would like to recommend Mr. Tom Liebhardt as a member of the Planning Commission for the term expiring December 31, 2006.

Approval of Planning Commission Appointment

Mr. Razov made the following Motion:

Additional Comments

Mayor Andrzejewski:  He would like to welcome Brian Condron of Willoughby Hills as our new Finance Director – he has requested Mr. Condron to update our five year recovery plan, which is due to be presented to the State Commission by the end of June – secondly he has requested Mr. Condron to take a fresh look at budget projections from 2007.

We have two events coming up at the stadium – the Irish Festival the last week of June and first week of July – Thursday all Eastlake residents will be offered free admission to the festival – they are asking for can goods to be donation for the Cleveland Food Bank.  Tuesday, July 4th will be our Eastlake Festival at North High School where we will have the $.25 hot dogs and beverages – there will be various vendors and  children and adult games as well as fireworks in the evening.  July 6-9 will be the Eastlake Home Days at the City owned parking lot with rides, vendors and a multi carlo tent – this is the same event that was previously held at Shoregate Plaza in Willowick.  All residents are invited.

He has proposed that we and the Lake County Captains, together, employ a events coordinator – he proposed this a couple of months ago and has yet to receive a response.  Neither one of us, despite our best attempts, are fully utilizing the stadium.  This would allow us to maximize the use of the stadium and share the revenue equally.  He requested Mr. Klammer forward a proposal to the Captains.

The Mayor’s office has been investigating a modern opportunity – video based web which would provide a link to spotlight the City of Eastlake – the stadium – economic development opportunities in Eastlake at no cost to the City as it would be covered by advertising they would promote to Eastlake residents – we would be one of 6-10 cities in Ohio.  This was utilized by an Alabama community and it created 500 jobs in an 8,000 resident City.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  To add to the Mayor’s report – due to the budget restraints there will not be a parade this year.

Mayor Andrzejewski: Yes – this was stated at the last meeting.

There were no further questions of Mayor Andrzejewski. 

LAW DIRECTOR – Randy Klammer

Mr. Klammer:  He has nothing to report – the pending lawsuits are still moving forward – Mrs. Tuckerman’s circumstances were discussed during Executive Session.  A car was sold by auction with inaccurate mileage on the title – as the keys were not available the successful bidder could not inspect the vehicle from the inside – upon discovering the mileage discrepancy he would like to return the car as it may have some affect on the value and nominal purchase price.  

Mr. Vuckovich:  The mileage on the car was 122,000 and  179,000 was shown on the title – the gentleman is stating he cannot resell the car for the $1,800 or $2,500 he paid for the car.

Mr. Klammer:  His reaction is there was no misrepresentation on the City’s part, save for the opportunity to get into the car to inspect it – the bidder still had the opportunity to say he was not willing to take the risk of not inspecting the car – he is inclined to say the gentleman bought it – it is his.

Mr. Zontini:  Mr. Vuckovich stated the title showed 179,000 but in fact the car had $122,000 miles – didn’t he actually get a better bargain?

Mr. Vuckovich:  There is the problem of a discrepancy on the title.

Mr. Razov:  What year is the vehicle?

Mr. Vuckovich: 1993

Mr. Razov:  With all due respect – it really does not matter – the vehicle is 13 years old with over 100,000  miles– he bought a vehicle at auction – it states in bold print that all sales are final – he does not know what the argument is or why we are discussing this.

Mr. Klammer:  He agrees – he wanted to get feed back from the Administration and Council.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Klammer.

FINANCE DIRECTOR – Brian Condron

Mr. Condron:  He has been working on the updated 5-year plan and has a meeting scheduled on Thursday with Ms. Smith of the State Supervisory Commission.  He is also reviewing upping our health care from 10 – 15% to try to make things more realistic.  He attended a NORMA meeting on June 1st  and has a meeting tomorrow with Workers Comp representatives.  Unfortunately, for the budget year 2008, due to previous claims we may not be eligible to participate so we will be looking for options and he will report back.  We also need to address the Tax Budget the first Council meeting in July and will schedule the public hearing – we will not need to request an extension this year. He would like to discuss the Tax Budget in Finance Committee prior to the public hearing.  We are preparing for the next City audit and working on the appropriate reports.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Condron.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  One correction – we are not looking at increasing the employee contribution from 10% to 15%.  Mr. Condron is referring to the 10% yearly increase shown in the budget as to what the City pays for health insurance – this will be increased to 15% to make sure we are not underestimating our heath care insurance costs – it has nothing to do with employee contributions.

SERVICE DIRECTOR – Mike Semik

Service Director Mr. Semik: The Service Department has been busy repairing catch basins at various locations in the City, as well as doing cement soft cutting on various streets.  We will ask for bids for work on streets that have larger issues as the City’s crews will not have time to complete the work.  The asphalt program will begin on June 19th.  The Sewer Department continues to repair sink holes, repair sidewalks and restore tree lawns.  In Recreation we have received new playground equipment to be installed at Willo-Green and part of Jakse.  The Recreation Department replaced four trees on S.R. 91 which were taken out by an accident.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Zontini:  The playground equipment was received from a grant?

Mr. Semik:  Correct.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  He has received complaints about chuckholes – what is the procedure your Department uses to find them, check them and fill them?

Mr. Semik:  The crews find them or they received complaints – they are put on a work order – the chuck holes are filled after the overlay is through – in the late summer or fall.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  Regarding the playground equipment – the original equipment is old and unsafe and the area very much needs the new equipment. When will the playground equipment be installed - He would like to stop over.

Mr. Semik:  They will be working on all the parks.  He and the Mayor have discussed requesting the employees to work overtime for comp time as we don’t have the manpower.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  We can barely keep up with the grass – it appears the equipment will take quite a few man hours to put together.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  What it he could get a few residents to help out?

Mayor Andrzejewski:  He thinks this has to be done by our employees – it is pretty complicated.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  He appreciates the work.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  They are paying attention to the fact that work is done in each Ward as equally as possible.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  He appreciates this equality because in the past things have gone on that were not exactly right.

TAX ADMINISTRATOR – Angela Keneven-Zanella

Mrs. Keneven-Zanella was absent and excused. 

BUILDING DEPARTMENT REPRESENTATIVE  - Joe Voros
Mr. Voros:  As to complaints and letters issued regarding lawn care – within the last few weeks we have issued at least 300 letters – the landscaper has advised he is falling behind. Could he would like to advertise for another landscaper – or can he use the landscapers he has who have already submitted bids as a backup landscaper?

Mr. Klammer:  We would need to advertise for bids for a secondary landscaper.

Mr. Voros:  Right now there are 15 lawns that need to be cut which he will be providing to the landscaper tomorrow.  The landscaper is overwhelmed – he was not anticipating this number of lawns to be cut – he has received more to date than all of last year.

Mr. Razov:  We need to advertise for bids for a secondary landscaper – just forward a request to Council.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  It is due to Mr. Voros’ hard work that the landscaping company has many jobs as it does.  He realizes the Mayor asked for a CBO a while ago – we just needed to find the right own. He appreciates the hard work.

There were no further questions of Mr. Voros.  

CITY ENGINEER – Mr. Guard

Mr. Guard:  We have submitted our Issue 2 application for the Roberts Road Phase 2 program.  Thank you for the legislation for the Robin Drive Box Culvert.  ODOT has accepted our plan for the Lakeshore Blvd. bridge – they are obtaining final prices from the contractor for the five day construction of the bridge deck replacement.  We have continued our efforts to get the Federal Transportation grant money  by sending documents to the FTA office in Chicago.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  Did they give a date for the bridge repair?

Mr. Guard:  July 21st and 22nd .

There were no further questions of Mr. Guard.

POLICE CHIEF – John Ruth

Police Chief Ruth:   He would like to welcome Mr. Condron – Police Chief Collins of Willoughby Hills speaks very highly of Mr. Condron.  Thank you to Mr. Morley for his kind remarks – it just reinforces why we cannot take anything for granted.  He had the opportunity to send memoranda to the Administration and Council – one regarding his thoughts on the Police Department and he hopes his thoughts and considerations will be weighed when working with the City Administration on any future levy attempts – the other memo outlines cuts and changes he intends to implement by July 1st but he would like input from the Mayor and Council.

Regarding the retirement of our K-9 Marco – he has been an immense asset to us – not only with drug enforcement but in public relations and as a good will ambassador – especially with the children – he has represented the Department and the City very well.

Currently, officers are working on a breaking and entering burglary investigation – there has recently been a number of break-ins in local business that we will clear up – there have been about 20 or 30 breaking in entering in business over the general area. They are doing an outstanding job.  It has been extremely busy – there is a lot of work out there and he appreciates the fine job being done.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Morley:  He has received a memorandum from the Chief regarding the needs and concerns with the Police Department and that he will meeting with the Chief and schedule a forum to discuss these matters in the near future and permit the residents to talk to the police and Council. He is aware if we eventually do get new officers, it takes at least a year to train a new officer.

This can all be discussed in Committee.

Chief Ruth:  He appreciates that and welcomes any input from Council.  He invites all to get involved and ask questions – attend the roll call meetings. We want to be an open book – but there is a lot more to public safety than what people understand – it is a lot more complicated and involved – there are a lot of things that go on behind the scene.

There were no further questions of Chief Ruth.

FIRE CHIEF – Rich Sabo

Fire Chief Sabo:  He has no formal report and is open for questions.

There were no questions of Chief Sabo.
