COUNCIL PRESIDENT’S REPORT – Mr. Lajeunesse

Meetings Scheduled

Mr. Lajeunesse stated that the Council-as-a-Whole Committee Meeting would be scheduled for Tuesday, June 28, 2005 at 7:00 p.m. at City Hall and the Regular Council Meeting would be held on Tuesday, June 28, 2005 at 7:30 p.m. at City Hall. 

Mr. Lajeunesse recognized the work and dedication of the members of the Charter Review Commission: Mr. Kimberly Evers, Councilman Dennis Morley, Mrs. Margaret Dellmore, Mr. Tony Russo, Mrs. Joyce Bates, Mr. Dan Matheke, Councilman Derek Elshaw.

Mr. Lajeunesse: Would Mr. Morley provide his input on the Charter Review Commission.

Mr. Morley:  The Charter Review Commission met twelve or thirteen times during a three or four month span.  Upon review of the Charter they had an initial list of 36 amendments which was reduced to 8 – there was great discussion and he was honored to be on the Committee with the other six people – somedays there was good discussions – other days there was difficult discussions – but, the good thing about having a Committee is that everyone gets to speak their mind – they also received assistance from residents who attended the meetings – over the last three months a lot of work went into the proposed amendments to the Charter.  He would like to commend and thank the Charter Review Commission – they made his work as Chairman very easy.

COMMUNICATIONS &  PETITIONS

A communication was received from the Administration regarding a Conditional Use Permit Renewal for Beanies Lounge, 35399 Vine Street, Erieshore Beverage, 35608 Lakeshore Blvd., Little Learners Too, Inc., 36721 Lakeshore Blvd., Horizon Catering, Inc., 34596 Lakeshore Blvd., Deck Lounge & Restaurant, 35953 Lakeshore Blvd., McDonald’s, 36141 Lakeshore Blvd., Mahler Forms Design, Inc., 695 Oriole Drive, Eastlake VFW Post 3863, 33641 Vine Street. This was referred to Planning Committee.

A request was received from the Administration regarding approval of a contact for mowing and trimming of grass, brush, weeds and other vegetation.  Mr. Lajeunesse explained this was discussed in Ordinance Committee and is on the evening’s agenda as Legislation No. 06-14-(05).

A request was received from the Administration for authorization to advertise for bids for a vehicle exhaust system for the Fire Department. Mr. Lajeunesse explained this was discussed in Safety Committee and is on the evening’s agenda as Legislation No. 06-14-(08).

A request was received from Fire Chief Sabo for authorization to purchase under State Contract a new squad for the Fire Department. Mr. Lajeunesse explained that this was discussed in Safety Committee and is on the evening’s agenda as Legislation No. 06-14-(03).

A Fee Waiver Request was received from the FOP/116/FOPA #69 for use of the Community Center on Thursday, June 30th, 2005.  Mr. Lajeunesse explained that this was discussed in Safety Committee – Mr. Knuchel will address it in his report.

A request was received from Finance Director Mr. Slocum to re-appropriate for Fund 733 to increase the line item #733-000-5920. This was discussed in Council-as-a-Whole Committee and will be added to the evening’s agenda as Legislation No. 06-14-(20).

A request was received from the Administration for authorization to advertise for bids for advertising on the Senior Citizen Bus.  This was referred to Recreation Committee.

A communication was received from Joe Lorence, Vine Street Fun-N-Games, requesting the Conditional Use Permit being held under Unfinished Business be moved forward for Council’s action. Mr. Lajeunesse explained the Mayor has just advised the owner has requested his petition be pulled for that particular business.

COUNCIL COMMITTEE REPORTS

SAFETY COMMITTEE – Mr. Morley

Mr. Morley: The Safety Committee met on Wednesday, June 8th at 6:31 p.m. with himself, Mr. Knuchel and Mr. Zontini present from the Committee.  Also in attendance from Council were Mr. Elshaw, Ms. DePledge, and Mr. Lajeunesse.  In attendance from the Administration were Mayor Andrzejewski, Law Director Mr. Klammer and Fire Chief Sabo. There was one item on the agenda, that being a request to go out for bids for the vehicle exhaust system for the Fire Department – Chief Sabo explained the problems with the diesel fuel going into the Fire Station – the Committee agreed to move forward with this matter.

This concludes his report and he is open for question.

There were no questions of Mr. Morley.

RECREATION COMMITTEE – Mr. Knuchel

Mr. Knuchel: The Recreation Committee has not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting, although two issues were discussed at the June 8th Safety Committee under miscellaneous – one item was a fee waiver request from FOPA #116 and FOP #69 – this request has been withdrawn by the applicant.  The other matter involved an update from the Mayor on the progress of the swimming pool.  

Mr. Knuchel stated he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Knuchel.

PLANNING COMMITTEE – Ms. DePledge

Ms. DePledge: The Planning Committee has not met since the last Council meeting – she will be scheduling a Planning Committee meeting at the next earliest convenience regarding the items referred into Committee this evening.

This concluded her report and she was open for questions.
There were no questions of Ms. DePledge.

FINANCE COMMITTEE – Mr. Elshaw

Mr. Elshaw: The Finance Committee met on Wednesday, June 1st at approximately 6:00 p.m. with himself, Mr. Zontini, Mr. Morley, Ms. DePledge, Mr. Knuchel and Council President Mr. Lajeunesse present from Council.  In attendance from the Administration were Mayor Andrzejewski, Finance Director Mr. Slocum, Tax Administrator/Economic Development Administrator Mrs. Keneven-Zanella and Chief Building Official Mr. Walsh.  The largest topic discussed by the Committee was April, 2005 monthly budget review – reviewed were items such as income tax collections which is tracking better than the budget – however, we have to keep track of the tax refunds that are on the expenditure side which is also tracking high – at the very least we are hoping the refunds and the income will even out over time, but, this probably will not be the case – we will be watching this item.  Also discussed was the garbage collection and expenditures compared to estimates – Municipal Court costs were reviewed as well as utilities.

In summary – year to date, April, 2005 revenues came in at $5.7 million – expenditures around $3.6 million for a revenues over expenditures of $2.1 million – this does not include any additional costs associated with the naming rights contract at this point – which was estimated at around $120,000.  Also discussed was the Road Levy and Rock Salt Bid Advertisements, which were all included in the Council-as-a-Whole Committee and forwarded to the evening’s Regular Council meeting.

Also, the Audit Review Committee met on Monday, June 6th at which we began to review the findings of the State Audit and recently submitted reports on accounting methods – they reviewed the first two sections, specifically the Auditor’s Comments sections and started to rank the remarks by levels of importance and provided our own comments, including whether items have already been addressed and procedures implemented – or the timing and resources necessary to implement the procedures.  

We are in receipt of the May, 2005 budget, therefore he will be scheduling a budget hearing sometime next week.

Mr. Elshaw made the following Motion:

Legislative Recommendation

MOTION:  I hereby move to add Legislation No. 06-14-(20) to this evening’s agenda to reappropriate for the expenses of the City of Eastlake, State of Ohio, for the period beginning January 1, 2005 and ending December 31, 2005. Mr. Zontini seconded.

Additional Comments

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Morley:  Would Mr. Elshaw discuss the new ambulance for the Fire Department, which was discussed in Safety Committee?

Mr. Elshaw:  The Committee reviewed this matter in Council-as-a-Whole Committee – the expenditure was for a new ambulance, which was discussed as being an important expenditure.  

Mayor Andrzejewski: This new ambulance would replace a 1975 ambulance.  

Fire Chief Sabo: The ambulance will actually replace a 1995 ambulance, which will then replace a 1979 ambulance. 

There were no further questions of Mr. Elshaw.

ORDINANCE COMMITTEE  - Mr. Zontini

Mr. Zontini: The Ordinance Committee has met twice since the last Council meeting – the June 1, 2005 meeting opened at 8:10 p.m. with himself, Mr. Morley and Mr. Knuchel in attendance from the Committee – also present from Council were Mr. Elshaw, Ms. DePledge and Council President Mr. Lajeunesse.  Mr. Razov was absent and excused. In attendance from the Administration were Mayor Andrzejewski, Tax Administrator/Economic Development Administrator Mrs. Keneven-Zanella, Chief Building Official Mr. Walsh and Fire Chief Sabo.  Also in attendance were members of the Charter Review Commission – Mr. Morley, Mrs. Dellmore, Mrs. Bates, Mr. Matheke, and Mr. Elshaw.  It was pretty evident in discussions during both the Committee meetings the amount of effort and thought put into this task by the Charter Review Commission – their intent was clear on what they wanted to do with the Charter and was very well thought out – their efforts are appreciated.

At the June 8th meeting, the same issues were discussed – the meeting started at 7:12 p.m. with himself and Mr. Morley present.  Mr. Knuchel was absent and excused as he was attending a Port Authority meeting – also present from Council were Mr. Elshaw, Ms. DePledge and Council President Mr. Lajeunesse.  Mr. Razov was absent and excused.  In attendance from the Administration were Mayor Andrzejewski, Law Director Mr. Klammer, and Fire Chief Sabo as well as the members of the Charter Review Commission – Mr. Morley, Mrs. Bates, Mr. Matheke and Mr. Elshaw.  Discussed at both Committee meetings were City Ordinance 351.13 “Storage of Unlicensed Motor Vehicles” which is on the evening’s agenda as Legislation No. 06-14-(09) – also discussed was a proposed change to City Ordinance Chapter 769 “Casual Sales” which was to be new enactment – this matter is being held in Committee.  Also discussed was new City Ordinance 191 “Economic and Community Development Council” which establishes the Council – and has been long needed and necessary in the City.  Also discussed were the Charter Review changes which are on the evening’s agenda and have been discussed at the Council-as-a-Whole Committee – except for one item, which was omitted in error from the agenda, and has to do with the Council Presidents assumption of the duties of Mayor should the Mayor be incapacitated or unavailable.  

Mr. Zontini made the following Motions:

2005 Council Break

MOTION:  In accordance with Article V, Section 5 of the Charter of the City of Eastlake I hereby move to suspend the last meeting in July, 2005 and the first meeting in August, 2005, for the summer break. Mr. Elshaw seconded.

SERVICE/UTILITIES COMMITTEE – Mr. Razov
Mr. Razov: The Service/Utilities Committee has not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting as he has been absent and excused on vacation. There were items addressed this evening by Mr. Elshaw that would fall under Service/Utilities Committee and were two housekeeping items pertaining to the bid advertisement for rock salt and the State Contract for 2005 – 2006 season – these items appear on the evening’s agenda.  

This concluded his report, he would not be scheduling a meeting, and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Razov.

Ms. DePledge made the following Motion:

Vine Street News, Inc.

MOTION:  I hereby move to add Legislation No. 06-14-(21) to the evening’s agenda authorizing and directing the Mayor, Director of Finance and Director of Law, on behalf of the City of Eastlake, to enter into a Settlement Agreement and Covenant Not to Sue with Vine Street News, Inc. Mr. Razov seconded.

DISCUSSION

Mr. Lajeunesse:  Would Mr. Klammer please share his comments regarding Vine Street News, Inc.

Mr. Klammer:  He thinks the residents should be pleased – Council had about six or seven different meetings where the pending litigation and the terms of the settlement were interrogated pretty deeply – they should also be aware this is probably the most review any Law Department has ever had and they should be proud of that – Council is very skeptical of signing an Agreement without having the opportunity for review – some past policies have been changed in the sense that they are insisting on a full review of everything and there refusing to allow circumstances that may have occurred in the past as far as not reviewing items – the public should be pleased in that regard.

He has proposed a Resolution regarding the settlement of the matter – this will let the public be aware the case is settled and the settlement agreement is on file.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  He appreciated Mr. Klammer’s comments. On another matter, in response to a resident’s request, the chairs in the room have been placed closer together.  He would also like to thank the Council Clerk for including the name of who originally requested the legislation on the legislation.

RECOGNITION OF THE PUBLIC 
Mr. Lajeunesse recognized the public input at this time; he reminded the speakers that there is a 3-minute limit for their comments, all comments are to be directed to the Chair and not include any personalities or individuals.

Arlene Sawyer, 903 Woodstock Road, Eastlake

Ms. Sawyer:  She obtained a copy of the Contract with the Superlative Group – she is not a attorney – 

but when she read through it she thought that it lacked some details and had the contract contained the details we would not be discussing anything here today – it seemed to have some openness as far as what happens if another deal is struck – it was not as crystal clear as it could have been – we could avoid situations like this in the future if contracts are well spelled out.

The second thing is she appreciates Council, and agrees with Council – she does not understand the $47,500 – she has no idea how that figure was picked from the air – she has not been involved in all the details but it sounds unusually and absorbantly high to her – it does sound like we may owe them something – whatever those hours are that the Mayor requested during the settlement period to come to final agreement – but it is her opinion that the amount would be minimum – a fair hourly rate times those hours might be appropriate – the Law Director mentioned if we paid today we would receive a 20% discount rather than pay the full price in 2009.  

The other thing that concerns her is – she knows we are in State Receivership – that $47,500 still bothers her – she does not understand and would like an explanation of how that came about – we have to be prudent with our money – very prudent – it is obvious from the Mayor that they earned something but $47,500 she does not understand.

Her last concern is the Ordinance for an expenditure limitation of $12,500 – it sounds a little high to her especially in lieu of tonight with this $47,500 – she does not know if there is a way in which if this were a year later and that were in effect $12,500 could have been paid to the Superlative Group and Council would not have known or could it be paid in a couple of installments and Council could not have known. Now she has concern about the $12,500 where maybe she would not have before.

Kevin Dresser, 35939 Hiawatha Blvd., Eastlake

Mr. Dresser:  He would also like to talk about the Superlative Contract – he, Indra Shah, Steve Komarjanzki and a few of us got together and discussed it at length – he believes Council was provided with eight points of consideration to be considered before paying anything – on the Administration side – there is a clause involving the Canons of Law about why not intelligible both sides have a point – he believes their interpretation is a way out of this and the City should go in that direction.  

He is concerned about the Mayor’s role in this – he cannot figure out whose side the Mayor is on – $47,500 – let’s put it into perspective – let’s look at the Service Department or Recreation Department – that is one extra worker per year – their actual jobs have increased but the amount of workers has decreased.

He would like to thank the Clerk of Council for putting introductory names on the legislation – that is fantastic.

Mrs. Cendroski:  She cannot take credit for this – it was at the request of Mr. Zontini and Mr. Elshaw.

Mr. Dresser:  That is fantastic – for years he has always tried to figure out who did what – now it will be much easier for people who attend the meetings to figure this out.

He would also like to address what is going on next door – they are moving fly-ash from pile to pile – he does not understand exactly what is going on – either does any of the public who have asked him questions – he would like to hear more about this at the end of the Council meeting.

There was no one else who wished to speak.

There was none.

MAYOR/SAFETY DIRECTOR – Ted Andrzejewski

Mayor Andrzejewski:  He would like to publicly thank Lake Tran for stepping up when we asked them to – they altered two of their routes to provide transportation from Surfside Pool to Jakse Pool at a charge of $.10 – he also wanted to thank the Service workers who worked very hard to get the pool opened – it opened three days late because we wanted to make sure the pool was absolutely safe for our residents.

As mentioned in Council-as-a-Whole it looks like the State will reinstate the Local Government Funds which is important to our City – they found $1.1 billion dollars – it has been advised that the Governor and Legislature are looking into this – it is not a done deal until the budget is passed.

The City festival is going well – thank you to Joyce Bates and her committee – this is July 1st at North High School – the parade route is set – we will be supplying $.25 hot dogs – E-Pal is cooking and serving the hotdogs with volunteer help.  There is still space open for vendors and children who want to provide a children’s game.  We have $8,200 in the fireworks fund and we have a commitment for another $1,000 from two separate business – it looks like we will have a very nice fireworks display at no expense to the City – our business community and residents stepped up to help us with that.

He will be traveling to Washington, D.C. on Thursday and Friday and will be meeting with all the Northeast Ohio elected officials and Congressman LaTourette – he will be talking with him about the Transportation Bill – we will have an opportunity to individually meet with Congressman about City issues – Council, please advise if there is anything you would like me to bring up.

A new business is opening in Eastlake on Saturday – Wireless Toyz – any business is good and we are glad to see another small business opening in Eastlake – it helps to add revenue to the City.

Finally, he would like to ask the public to bear with us on something – the former Administration laid off approximately 30 Service and Recreation Department workers who cut the grass, maintained the roads – all it takes to make our City look good - that amount of work is being done by about 18 employees – they are trying to do the work as fast as possible and answer all Council’s requests – bear with us – they are working everyday as we are down significantly in these Departments as well as the Building Department.

Mr. Zontini:  What are the hours for LakeTran pickups for the pools?

Mayor Andrzejewski:  12:40 p.m., 2:40 p.m. and 4:40 p.m. from Surfside to Jakse. 2:40 p.m. and 4:40 p.m. from Jakse back to Surfside.

Mr. Zontini:  Mr. Evers, as well as Mrs. Bates, is also in charge of the festival.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  He stated Mrs. Bates and her Committee.

Mr. Zontini:  Aren’t they co-chairs?

Mayor Andrzejewski: Mr. Evers knows he was recognized.

Mr. Zontini:  He just did not want anyone left out.

Mr. Elshaw:  How is the search for the Service Director going?

Mayor Andrzejewski:  We have about 10 resumes – the last date for resumes to be received was last Friday – we will accept them by the end of the week – he has picked out four which he sent to Mr. Slocum for his second opinion for interviews as well as two internal candidates – it is his view that they will find the best available candidate – based on experience.

Mrs. Cendroski:  Mrs. Bates mentioned that the deadline for parade permits are this Friday, June 17th.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  Where are we with the Road Program.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  The first phase was crack sealing – the second phase, which we are in now, is patching the potholes – it takes five people to safely do a road crew – we have six in the Department – if one is off we are limited in what we can do and have to do catch-up work.  We are running into problems because we have someone on workman’s comp – someone is going to retire – someone is in the hospital with a knee operation – we have hired a worker from layoff to replace him – not adding more workers – it is difficult when two or three workers are off.  The third phase is paving of roads – that will be done later in the season.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  Thank you for remembering comments regarding the closing the Surfside and how would individuals get to Jakse – he appreciates the bus transportation.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  A key to that – this will be reviewed in three weeks to make sure the ridership is there.

There were no further questions of Mayor Andrzejewski.

LAW DIRECTOR – Randy Klammer

Mr. Klammer: He appreciates Mr. Zontini and Ms. DePledge’s patience on the jousting on the Superlative issue – it is helpful.

The residents should know that, even though it was frustrating for him, Council President’s insisted on ending an Executive Session so that both the Public Hearing and Council meeting started on time.

In regards to the Vine Street News settlement – the residents should know that case was settled – there was pending litigation – there were seven – eight meetings at which it took a lot of convincing on his part with Council, the Mayor and the Police Chief that we should consider settling the lawsuit – there was a lot of thought given to that settlement – we think the settlement agreement protects the City and provides that the arcade type behavior cannot or should not occur again and allows the City some mechanism to dictate where this type of business can exist in the City – a lot of thought went into it – this won’t be covered in the newspaper because the discussions were during Executive Session – the Police Chief was fighting against it – but, ultimately it was his opinion that we needed to settle this for certain reasons. 

He had nothing to report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Klammer.

FINANCE DIRECTOR – Mike Slocum

Mr. Slocum:  The 2006 Tax Budget should be published this week – he would appreciate it if this would be reviewed – it needs to be approved prior to submission to Financial Planning & Supervisory Committee prior to the July meeting.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Slocum.

SERVICE DIRECTOR -

There was no report.

CITY ENGINEER – Steve Guard

Mr. Guard:  There has not been much activity since the last Council meeting on the Plymouth Outfall Sewer Issue 2 project – the contractor is scheduled to start sometime next week – the work will be done from the Lake. 

The North Parkway Sanitary Sewer Project is going well – the sanitary sewer has been constructed and the laterals are being installed – the water line has been installed, tested and accepted by the County – new taps are being made to the residences – the sewer should be tested in about three weeks – at that time the residents can tie in – the street’s representative has received proposals for the lateral tie ins and we will be coordinating this – we intend to finish off the curb drains, install the curbs and the base asphalt down – then have the laterals and septics installed – then put down the final asphalt course to complete the project.

The Lake Breeze Condominium project is a private development project – no City funds are involved – they are presently mass grading of the site to bring it to a level for construction of the condominiums – a testing firm will be there for installation of the utilities and the footers – the contractor is bonded and insured and has provided the City with an 18 month performance bond for the Homeowner’s Association.

Installation of the sanitary sewer should take place sometime early next week.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  We put in the request for funds for next year for Roberts Road from Route 91 to Willowick Drive – this will provide sidewalks.

Mr. Guard: The reviews of the applications are completed and response is provided around August or September – our application to the County Engineer’s office was approved for $163,000 of grant monies, subject to Issue 2 Boards approval.

Mayor Andrzejewski:   That is from the $5.00 license fee we pay – Also, when the Lake Breeze Condominiums came before the Planning Commission a lot of time was spent in discussions – we received assurances that it will be done properly for the protection of the homeowners and the City.

Mr. Guard:  The fly-ash is much more dense than expected – we have a testing firm employed who will be testing the trenches and foundations – the assurance we have is each of the foundations must be certified by a structural engineer – this was a stipulation of the Planning Commission as well as the insistence of concrete roads – we have a lot of protection.

Mr. Knuchel:  He would like to thank Mr. Guard for the job being done on North Parkway – he and Mr. Lajeunesse received several comments from residents about the courtesy and quickness in which the project is being completed – they were on North Parkway last week and had conversations with several of the residents – it would be appreciated if Mr. Guard could pass this on.

 There were no further questions of Mr. Guard.
