COMMUNICATIONS &  PETITIONS

A bid advertisement request was received from Fire Chief Sabo regarding replacement of two vehicles for the City of Eastlake Fire Department.  This was referred to Safety Committee.

A bid advertisement request was received from CBO Mr. Voros regarding an additional landscaper to be used as a back-up for mowing and trimming of grass, weeds and vegetation for 2006.  This was referred to Service/Utilities Committee.

A request was received from the Police Department to apply for a DARE funding grant with the Ohio Attorney General’s Office. This was referred to Safety Committee.

A referral was received from the Planning Commission regarding a proposed amendment to City Ordinance 1153.01 “NonConforming  Buildings.”  This was referred to Ordinance Committee.

A request was received from CBO Mr. Voros regarding a proposed amendment to City Ordinance 1344.04 “Repeal.”  This was referred to Ordinance Committee.

A communication was received from the Administration recommending the Towing Contract award. Mr. Elshaw explained this was discussed in Council-as-a-Whole Committee and will be added to the evening’s agenda as Legislation No. 06-27-(06).

COUNCIL COMMITTEE REPORTS

SAFETY COMMITTEE – Mr. Morley

Mr. Morley: The Safety Committee has not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting – as items have been referred into Safety Committee he will be scheduling a meeting.

He had the opportunity to sit in Roll Call today with the Police Department.  As previously mentioned, the Safety Committee is going to try to meet with the Police Department to schedule a public forum with some of the police officers and the Committee to discuss issues in the City – some residents may not understand the Policeman’s job and how we can help the police do a better job from the residents view.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Morley.

RECREATION COMMITTEE – Mr. Lajeunesse

Mr. Lajeunesse:  The Recreation Committee has not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting.  He would like to publicly thank the Police Department for what they did in regards to the drugs found in a home on North Riverview.  He had the opportunity to go along with the drug raid.  From first hand, we have a serious problem with drugs here in Eastlake – we also have a serious problem with drugs and rental properties.  If you do not think it is happening – it is happening and we continue to lay off police officers – it is going to get worse.  It is very hard to describe how it was to go down that street at midnight and for the next three or four hours to deal with the amount of drugs that came into this City – not only did this go on in our City but it orignated from outside our community and came in – it came in from Cleveland Heights, University Heights, Richmond Heights – we had two eighteen year old girls that came in – one of the biggest drug dealers from University Heights driving down our streets – selling to our people in our neighborhoods – using our rental properties and our community as a place to sell drugs – and, somehow we as a Community and as a Council have to work together to stop it because it is coming and it is coming hard.  When the levy comes up or whatever we do to generate revenue for this Community we need to protect what we have because it is deteriorating at a rapid rate.  He has already spoken with Mr. Voros in regards to trying to do something with our rental properties and he will continue to do so and present ideas to Council.  Hopefully, that house on North Riverview will be condemned because to him it was uninhabitable and should not be allowed in our Community.

He would be making the following Motion:

Legislative Recommendation

MOTION:  I hereby move to add Legislation No. 06-27-(06) to the evening’s agenda authorizing and directing the Mayor and Director of Finance to enter into a Contract with O’Connor’s Towing Service, Inc., the lowest and best bidder, to provide Towing Services on an as-needed basis for the costs as outlined.  Mr. Razov seconded.

Additional Comments

Mr. Lajeunesse: This concluded his report and he was open for questions. 

Mr. Elshaw:  You had previously mentioned scheduling a meeting with the heads of each of the City recognized leagues.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  Correct – he is still working on this – he attended a softball meeting Sunday evening regarding a situation with one of the teams where he reminded this was still on his mind and he is planning on doing this – hopefully, by the end of this month when Little League and Softball is over and before Football begins.

Mr. Elshaw:  That would be with representatives from each of the recognized organizations?

Mr. Lajeunesse:  Correct.  One of the main reasons is that everyone seems to be on different pages – there is really no one in the Community or from here actually watching over these leagues – they have asked for help.  One parent called here the other day to ask someone to come to the meeting – the response was that there was no one who could do that.  So, she called him knowing he had been involved with the leagues before.  We need to come up with some sort of outlet for these residents and someone to go to.

Mr. Elshaw:  Good – because obviously, with the failure of the levy, there is relatively no support we can give to a lot of these organizations but it would be a good idea to meet with them so we know exactly what we are doing for them and to ensure it is fair across the board.

There were no further questions of Mr. Lajeunesse.

PLANNING COMMITTEE – Mr. D’Ambrosio 

Mr. D’Ambrosio:  The Planning Committee has not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting, so he did not have a formal report.  However, as items have been referred into Committee he will be scheduling a meeting on Wednesday, July 5, 2006.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. D’Ambrosio.

FINANCE COMMITTEE – Mr. Knuchel

Mr. Elshaw:  As Mr. Knuchel is absent and excused he will present the report. The Finance Committee met on June 22, 2006 at 6:00 p.m. Items discussed were:  the bid advertisement for the financial software package as discussed in Council-as-a-Whole – this is an important system for the City’s system, also discussed was the 2007 Tax Budget which was moved forward for passage at our July 11th regular Council meeting so Council has time to review it – Mr. Condron, we reviewed the Tax Budget within the meeting but – this is in alignment with the Recovery Plan?

Mr. Condron:  Yes, it is – the used the statutory  increase 8.5% - the increase in the revalued years for 2007 and 2010.

Mr. Elshaw:  You are comfortable with the calculation?

Mr. Condron:  Yes.

Mr. Elshaw:  This will provide more time to review it and review the Recovery Plan as well.

Also discussed was the legislation for City Ordinance 155.01 regarding the proposed 2% wage increase for the 155 employees – he is recommending this be held along with the other 155 legislation – 155.06 and 155.38 - and be presented as a package.

155.38 is in regards to the increase to the employees on their insurance contribution – which has been increased to 8%.

155.06 is the proposed decrease in the sick time payout.

Also, we briefly discussed the April budget, and decided to move forward with the May budget review – a few items were brought up for follow-up – one being the painting at the pools – the road levy and the 2006 garbage fee was the biggest item on the review – finalizing the review of the garbage collection with the recycling reductions and including any increase from the garbage collector.  It was agreed we would receive this in a month?

Mr. Condron:  Correct. 

The next Finance Committee meeting is scheduled for Thursday, July 6, 2006 at 6:00 p.m. This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Elshaw.

ORDINANCE COMMITTEE  - Mr. Zontini

Mr. Zontini: The Ordinance Committee has not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting however two items were referred into Committee from the Building Department.  He would like to make a personal comment to Mr. Voros – although you have stepped into an overwhelming job you are doing an overwhelming job and he appreciates your efforts to bring all these Ordinances into compliance.  There are other issues pending and a meeting will be scheduled in the very near future.

They responded to calls and cleared the roads of a lot of tractor trailers flipped over – the City has never been sued because of us – he felt they did a really great job.  He would like to recommend that Council table its decision because he does not think everyone is familiar with the way the bidding really is.  The understood … how much you were going to pay the City per tow – now the agreement is what you are going to charge .. if you want to keep the money in the City why are you taking another person who is paying less… when he did this thing he understood, like before, how much you were going to pay the City per tow – if he had known that it was what you were going to charge the customer he would have done it totally different. He is requesting it be tabled for discussion.

Mr. Vovko: He is here to represent Mr. O’Connor – we read the guidelines and we were the lowest bidder – that is what that is basically all about.

MAYOR/SAFETY DIRECTOR – Ted Andrzejewski

Mayor Andrzejewski:   To briefly review the upcoming events in the City – Tuesday, July 4th at 1:00 p.m. at North High School will be our annual Community Festival featuring $.25 hot dogs, entertainment, food tents and various displays – a pet show and games.  Tom Todd will be playing music at 7:30 p.m. following with fireworks. He would like to thank Lois Sbrocco, members of the Committee and himself in being successful raising $10,000 for fireworks through phone calls and letters.  He thanks the business people and those who work for the City of Eastlake by coming forward and allowing the Eastlake residents to have a fireworks display.  Three years ago when he was a Councilman and a resident the City had no fireworks display – he felt really bad – the City should supply fireworks for its residents and we were successful in reaching our $10,000 goal.

Mr. Elshaw:  The fireworks are paid for by all donations?

Mayor Andrzejewski:  Yes.

Starting Thursday – Sunday at the ball park the Irish Festival will take place – he encourages all residents to come Thursday – it is Eastlake Day with free admission for everyone – they ask for a donation of non-perishable food for the Food Bank.

Following the 4th of July Festival our Eastlake Home Days will be held Thursday, Friday, Saturday and Sunday at the City owned parking lots with rides, food, free admission and entertainment – this should be a nice family event for our residents.

Please encourage your friends and family to support these events.

The Lakeshore Blvd. bridge will be closed five consecutive days for repairs from July 21st through July 25th – there will be an informational citizen meeting on July 10th at 6:30 p.m.

The repairs will be completed in five days at no charge to the City.

In an effort to talk to the residents and get their concerns and ideas he will open the Mayor’s office on Tuesday, July 18th form 8:30 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. for 15 or 20 minutes – residents can call ahead for an appointment.  The talks will be confidential and if it goes well he will try to do this on a monthly basis.

Finally, yesterday our former Mayor was sentenced, John Ciapetta will be sentenced and shortly thereafter our former Recreation Director’s case will come to conclusion. That is it – we are done with that chapter in our history.  He is asking all the residents and Council to put that behind us now and not mention it again – from this day forward move on with moving the City forward.  He would appreciate everyone’s help in putting that chapter in Eastlake’s history behind us.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Elshaw:  Mayor, you recently formed a Committee to discuss the possibilities of a levy in November.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  We had our first meeting – there were representatives from different Departments and Council – we discussed a variety of things and it was agreed to keep things among ourselves the first couple of weeks.  One thing is we are going to keep the garbage fee out of this – it stays as it is and will not be included in the new levy – we hope this will make it less confusing for our residents. We hope to show what the new levy will cost if someone wants to help the City.

Mr. Elshaw:  The garbage fee will be based upon the analysis completed by our Finance Department?

Mayor Andrzejewski:  Yes.  Please be patient with us – we had a frank, open discussion – no holds barred – we agreed to keep it private until we are ready to present to Council the form of levy and how much.  It is hoped to do that in the next couple of meetings.

Mr. Elshaw: He would like to thank Councilman Lajeunesse for volunteering for the Committee – we will need one more representative from Council.  We need to think about deadlines.

Mr. Elshaw:  The time of the meetings is difficult for Council members to attend.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  City Hall employees work during the day as well – that is why the meetings were scheduled in late afternoon. The next meeting is Wednesday, June 28th at 3:30 p.m.  Mrs. Cendroski – can you come up with a deadline?

Mrs. Cendroski:  The deadline is Thursday, August 24, 2006 at 4:00 p.m. at the Board of Elections.  We have to adopt a Resolution on Necessity one week and the Resolution for the Ballot Issue – whether they want to read the legislation one or three times.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  Would you please go over this with Mr. Elshaw and pass it onto him.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  For the record, he wants to make sure we have all our fact and figures in hand before we bring anything else forward because he still has a lot of issues that need to be discussion.

Mayor Andrzejewski: Please, be more specific as to what you mean with facts and figures.

Mr. Lajeunesse: He would rather save this for our discussion tomorrow.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  He is a little lost on what is meant by facts and figures.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  You need to have some numbers.

Mayor Andrzejewski: Isn’t that what we said?  Mr. Condron was going to do this since the last meeting.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  He wanted to make sure the Mayor had this and he knows what we need to do.

Mayor Andrzejewski: He thinks we know what we need to do – we will have the facts and figures.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  He just wanted to make sure.

Mr. Razov:  Mr. Condron, you are okay with what they are talking about regarding the meeting tomorrow?

Mr. Condron: Yes.

There were no further questions of Mayor Andrzejewski. 

LAW DIRECTOR – Randy Klammer

Mr. Klammer:  He has nothing to report and he is open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Klammer.

FINANCE DIRECTOR – Brian Condron

Mr. Condron:  Most of his time has been concentrated on the tax budget and the five-year recovery plan for tomorrows State Financial Planning meeting – he has provided a draft for review. This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Elshaw:  Thank you for forwarding a copy to the attention of Council – we will be reviewing it.  Council has not had a chance to review this document and we need adequate time to review it – it will take at least one or two weeks to review it and then a Finance Committee must be scheduled for a formal review and approve it – possibly at a Special Council meeting.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  As far as our levy meeting tomorrow with the Mayor he asked for specific input from all the Directors – he realized those Directors have representatives there but he wants to make sure all the Directors are on board with what we need to do for their specific Departments and their needs before we put another levy on the ballot.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  Be specific.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  Mayor, he will be specific – he wants to see the Directors input on paper in regards to what they need for their specific Departments before we bring another levy forward.  He will not be bringing that levy forward for Council if he does not see those facts from those Department Heads.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  Mr. Lajeunesse, you were at that meeting – we had a representative from each Department – each representative clearly told in that meeting that they had talked with their respective Departments and were representing their Department.  The input you are requesting is there – it has always been there.  You were there – we had some very open and frank discussions. To say you want it in writing is not a good request – it will not come in writing.  We have a Committee – the Committee has a whole is representing the entire City – every Department including Senior Citizens. That Committee will come up with a recommendation that is jointly agreed upon, including a member or two from Council. When we make that recommendation it will be up to  Council to decide whether to do it or not but we have given everybody, including Council, a chance to put their input into that Committee.  The Committee will decide what we are going to recommend – it is a joint Committee made up of members of every Department in this City and hopefully Council will take that recommendation and go with it.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  Are you sure every Department was represented at that meeting?

Mayor Andrzejewski: Yes.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  Was the Building Department represented?

Mayor Andrzejewski:  Mr. Voros talks with him everyday – his concerns for his Department are relayed – Mr. Voros is part of the Administration – the Administration has two representatives their – the Finance Director and the Mayor – so, yes the Building Department is represented – so is the Tax Department – so is the Mayor’s secretary.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  We will discuss this tomorrow.

Mr. Elshaw:  He believes we have the gist of this conversation.  So, basically our starting point is the Recovery Plan – you are using it as a base – is that correct?

Mr. Condron: Yes.

Mayor Andrzejewski: Mr. Condron has done a very fine job in reviewing the Recovery Plan and taking a fresh look at seven, eight, nine and ten – they have discussed the numbers and they are prepared to give specifics on what we need and what we are going to recommend to the Committee tomorrow in our meeting.  The Committee will discuss what they feel we need and what they want to recommend. It was very nice of Mr. Elshaw to issue a memo to all of Council reminding them that they have their chance to provide input into this Committee through Council members.  One Council member came to the Committee and they may come tomorrow to provide their input.

Mr. Elshaw:  That is fine – just a reminder – Council has not reviewed the Recovery Plan – but, we will be doing so.

There were no further questions of Mr. Condron.

TAX ADMINISTRATOR – Angela Keneven-Zanella

Mrs. Keneven-Zanella was absent and excused. 

SERVICE DIRECTOR – Mike Semik

Service Director Mr. Semik:  East 344th, Glen, Iris, Beachpark and Roberts have all been paved.  They will start paving Waverly tomorrow  and finish Lakeland on Friday.  We are right on schedule with our paving which is costing us half of what it would cost to have a contractor do it – the new roller is being well used.  They have installed the repairs on the box culvert on Erie Road – hopefully that will keep the debris from accumulating and causing flooding.  Concrete work has continued on 349th and Glen as well as 348th between Glen and Stevens.  All our welcome to stop by our paving or concrete work to see how the crews are doing – to see what it is like to work with 300 degree asphalt.  He has discussed doing a Service Department corner on Channel 12 to provide the residents with a better view of what the Service Department is doing – it is hoped to have this on Channel 12 by August.  He would like Council to consider, at their earliest convenience, the memo he forwarded concerning the requested equipment, some of which may be needed by fall.

Regarding the Recreation Department – there has been discussion about there being no representative – as the Service/Recreation Department Director he is available if someone wants to call with any questions.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  In regards to Jakse Park and the lack of picnic tables.

Mr. Semik:  He received a memo on this and sent a communication to ensure all the picnic tables are out in the parks. He will get back to Mr. Lajeunesse on this.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  As Mr. Razov stated, even though the pools are closed the parks are lacking picnic tables and it would be nice to utilize the shelter we have.  Also, is it possible to dismantle the umbrella at Surfside Pool?

Mr. Semik:  That can be removed.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  So, at the request of one or two residents can we make sure if we are not using these pools that they are taken care of as far as equipment and maintained properly for safety reasons?

Mr. Elshaw:  Why don’t you get together after the meeting and discuss this further.

There were no further questions of Mr. Semik.

BUILDING DEPARTMENT REPRESENTATIVE  - Joe Voros
Mr. Voros:   He has been revamping the City’s web site – he has permit schedules, fees, applications downloaded on the Building Department’s web site – all information and applications is there.  This concluded his report and he is open for questions.

Mr. Elshaw:  That is an excellent addition – thank you.

Mr. Guard:  Are you intending to put the check lists and all the information from the Engineering Department on the web site?

Mr. Voros:  He can do so if Mr. Guard will forward the information.

There were no further questions of Mr. Voros.  

CITY ENGINEER – Mr. Guard

Mr. Guard:   They have had serious discussions about the Lakeshore Blvd. Forcemain project with the City of Willoughby and the price going over the estimated construction cost and the budget established four years ago. He and the City Engineer for Willoughby have been able to justify to the Finance Directors that additional portions of that project can be classified as replacement project – the WPCC replacement fund can be used.  It has been agreed to about $400,000 being used from the replacement fund – this means the City of Eastlake will not have to come up with the additional $150,000.

Mr. Elshaw: What was the total?

Mr. Guard:  The total was about $550,000 as Eastlake’s share.  We had set aside $400,000 previously.  There is a little bit of cushion for change order should they be needed that can be drawn from the replacement fund.

Mr. Elshaw:  What was the increase from the $400,000 to the $500,000 for?

Mr. Guard:  It was for costs versus the engineer’s estimate that was four years old at $1 million – the bids came in at $1.38 or $1.39 million.

Mr. Elshaw:  That bid is finalized?

Mr. Guard:  Yes – he will be sending a recommendation to the City to accept the usage of those funds and permit the City to enter into the contract.

Mr. Elshaw:  Will this be submitted to Mr. Condron for review?

Mr. Condron:  Yes.  He just received the information this date. 

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Guard.

POLICE CHIEF – John Ruth

Police Chief Ruth was absent and excused.

FIRE CHIEF – Rich Sabo

Fire Chief Sabo was absent and excused.
