A funding request was received from Central Park Crushers, a 10 and under Girls FastPitch Team, based in Eastlake for their attendance at the National USA Tournament in Knoxville, TN from July 23rd  – July 28th.  Mr. Lajeunesse explained this is for each Councilperson’s individual consideration.

COUNCIL COMMITTEE REPORTS

RECREATION COMMITTEE – Mr. Knuchel

Mr. Knuchel: He would like to take this opportunity to thank the Eastlake Police Department for their part in the six county multi-jurisdictional raid on the members of the Arian Brotherhood and the Pagan Motorcycle Clubs – this is a prime example of how our Police Department works with other organizations to keep the streets of Eastlake safe and secure – we appreciate your efforts.

The Recreation Committee met on June 22, 2005 at 6:30 p.m. with himself and all members of Council present.  Present from the Administration were Mayor Andrzejewski, Acting Service/Recreation Director Mr. Skorich, Road Supervisor Mr. Semik, Finance Director Mr. Slocum, JFK Senior Center Director Mr. Doberdruk.  The first item on the agenda was the request to advertise for bids for advertising on the Senior Citizen Bus – this was discussed during the Council-as-a-Whole Committee meeting and is on the evening’s agenda – also discussed was the Stadium Promoter which was also discussed in Council-as-a-Whole Committee where it was decided to hold the matter in Committee. Also discussed was a pool update – the boiler is in need of repair and a water heater was installed instead at a substantially lower price – also, major long term work is needed on the pools and there is a need to identify the pool workers as a safety precaution.  The last item to be discussed, due to the deteriorating conditions of the pool, was his request that the Administration direct the City Engineer to apply for a grant from the Ohio Department of Natural Resources for pool rehabilitation.

FINANCE COMMITTEE – Mr. Elshaw

Mr. Elshaw: The Finance Committee met on June 22, 2005 at approximately 8:30 p.m. with himself, Mr. Zontini, Mr. Knuchel, Mr. Razov, Mr. Morley, Ms. DePledge and Council President Mr. Lajeunesse present from Council.  In attendance from the Administration were Mayor Andrzejewski, Tax/Economic Development Administrator Mrs. Keneven-Zanella, Law Director Mr. Klammer and Finance Director Mr. Slocum.  The main two items discussed were the May, 2005 budget review and the 2006 Tax Budget.  There were no main items that stood out for the budget review – year to date General Fund is $6.6 million in revenue and $4.6 million in expenditures, leaving us with $2,000,000 in excess revenue over expenditures – that includes the sale of property and excludes the cost associated with the naming rights at this point – also discussed was the Tax Budget which will be referred back into Finance Committee – also discussed were the Enterprise Zone Agreements and new Ordinance 125.11 “Expenditure Limitations,” which appear on the evening’s agenda. 

Mr. Elshaw made the following Motion:

Kim Evers, 34137 Beachpark Avenue, Eastlake

Mr. Evers:  In regards to the action to be taken on Legislation No. 06-28-(04), advertising for the City bus – before taking any action on this he would like to bring out a few points to Council – the Seniors helped raise money for that bus, the advertising rights on that bus belong to them – if we take that money and put it into the General Fund no mention has been made of the warranties on the bus – in the year 2007 or 2008 the General Fund is taking a massive hit as we have already heard from the Finance Director – if the bus needs tires and repairs the money will not be there – he is asking Council to take that into consideration when putting this together – put it together – set up a fund for the Seniors and let them have their bus and their money.  

An article appeared in the News Herald about the City of Eastlake and its fiscal emergency – tonight we heard that statement may not be exactly true – if the statement is not true he would ask all responsible parties to come forward and make sure the reporting is accurate and that the citizens of the City are being told the whole truth – 100% of the truth – absolute truth – if there was a misquote made or a misunderstanding – as far as he is concerned it is up to the Administration and this Council to make sure that gets reprinted in the paper so that all can know the truth.

Ms. Sawyer:  She appreciates Council’s acknowledgment of her letter of concern on the sewer levy – she has heard from Mr. Lajeunesse, Mr. Zontini and Mr. Morley and she appreciates the direct response – this is approaching a year and while some of you were not on Council at the time – again, she has expressed that it has taken the City a long time to try to get a handle on this – she feels strongly that the overcharge of the “$5 million” is something that should have been a priority to the City from the day the story unfolded, but instead, the City continues to charge the residents of the City another three-quarters of a million dollars in the year 2005 – she is glad to see Council looking at that – she is disappointed that she did not receive a response from the Mayor to the same letter – she sent a second letter to the Mayor to which she has received no response – she also placed a phone call on Friday and has not yet received a response – Council should be reminded there are about 2,500 residents who are senior citizens who may not be able to afford these additional taxes and may have to make choices between medicine and taxes – it is unlawful the way the City at the time has spent the overcharge – she does not know on what – now, she knows Council is working on it and she appreciates it that at least by now someone is working on it – the residents have a right to that answer.

NEW BUSINESS

There was none.

MAYOR/SAFETY DIRECTOR – Ted Andrzejewski

Mayor Andrzejewski:  Paid attendance at the Willie Nelson/Bob Dylan Concern was 6,646 and actual people through the turnstiles were a little over 7,000 – the suite holders, via their contract with the Captains, get free tickets which amounted to about 300 – there were 300 given to the performers and about 30 or 40 miscellaneous – our admission tax will result in $26,185 to the City and an additional $3,883 in parking and $.25 cents from each ticket will result in $1661 – it was a pretty good night as far as income for the City plus we will receive 25% of the net profits after all that is worked out and should receive it sometime after the baseball season.

Mr. Slocum:  (as Mr. Slocum’s microphone was not turned on his initial comments could not be understood) at least $35,000 and close to $40,000 – the number presented in April is more than doable and we should exceed it.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  There were no major problems – for a first event it went rather smooth.  We will be correcting a parking problem as the side streets are posted for no parking for baseball games – they will now be changed to state no parking for any stadium event and will place additional signs notifying if cars park where they are not permitted to they will be towed – the seating arrangements worked fine.   

He would like to remind everyone of the City festival, July 3rd and would like to thank Chairmen Joyce Bates and Kim Evers for doing a good job on organizing the festival – we are planning on buying 5,000 hotdogs and buns – hopefully, that will be enough – we have raised $8,450 for fireworks from donations from businesses and residents.  

The next event for the stadium is the July Summerfest – scheduled for July 14th through 18th – after the Octoberfest on August 24th – we should anticipate revenues in the amount of $10,000 - $15,000 from each event.

We have interviewed three candidates for the Service Director’s position – we have two more to interview – one will be selected for a second interview – we should have a decision to present to Council by the end of next week.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  What is the procedure for Council to be able to ask the incoming Service Director any questions that we may have in regards to the job duties.

Mr. Klammer:  That can be done in Executive Session as a matter of personnel  - the Mayor could invite the individual to attend the Executive Session.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  Mr. Mayor, when you have made the selection, this Council would like to interview that person and ask a few questions.

Ms. DePledge:  Considering that we have laid off almost 30 people, is there any chance we will consider hiring from within on this position?

Mayor Andrzejewski:  There are three candidates being interviewed from outside the City and two candidates from inside the City.

Ms. DePledge:  If we hire someone from inside the City will we be able to call someone back to work?

Mayor Andrzejewski:  With all due respect, the decision on who we are going to hire has not been made yet – we have two more candidates to interview.

Ms. DePledge:  She understands there is no decision yet, but, if the decision is to hire from within will someone be brought back to work.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  He would like to wait to answer that question after the decision is made.  If were to promote somebody from within and that left an opening for another employee – as he has said in the past and will continue to say – the only people he would advocate hiring back are people in the Service

- Recreation – Sewer Department who actually help get the City’s services done – we would not hire another Administrative position – we would not hire another City Hall worker – period – that is on the record and will continue to be on the record – if we choose to hire a Service Director from within he is somebody currently working for the City who has experience in that area.

The centerline has been placed on Parkway – so, that takes care of the Parkway project.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  Perhaps his memorandum did not pass the Mayor’s desk, but he did request the rest of the Administration attend the evening’s Council meeting – what have been the response from the Directors?

Mayor Andrzejewski:  We passed that request on.

Mr. Zontini:  Given Mr. Evers comments this evening – comments he thinks we are all in agreement with – would you rather draft a response or letter to the News Herald from the Administration or would you like Council to do it – to correct the story in the paper.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  If you would like to discuss the story afterwards, he would be happy to do so – he would be happy to meet and discuss any aspects of the story and if corrections are needed they will make the corrections.

Mr. Zontini:  So, it will come from the Administration.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  He would be happy to sit down after the meeting and discuss anything about that.

There were no further questions of Mayor Andrzejewski.

LAW DIRECTOR – Randy Klammer

Mr. Klammer: He has nothing to report and he is open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Klammer.

FINANCE DIRECTOR – Mike Slocum

Mr. Slocum: Thank you, just a couple of points for clarification.  In Communications and Petitions – he was referred to as a representative of the Mayor – he believes he is the Finance Director of the City representing the City – the communication he sent was from himself and was not from the Mayor.

Mrs. Cendroski:  Mr. Slocum, at the request of Council she was reviewing the Ordinances, Chapter111 regarding Council rules states the people who can bring items to Council for the agenda are the Mayor or his representative – that is why she worded the communication as she did – the Mayor – Administration representative.

Mr. Slocum:  He just wants to make sure it is understood.

Mr. Elshaw:  Does the Mayor approve your request?

Mr. Slocum:  Yes, he does – he previously discussed it with the Mayor.

In regards to the legislation on the Sewer Review – reference was made to an audit being repaired – he is a member of the AICPA – a term “audit” is a very defined term – he will not be performing a audit per se as defined by the AICPA – a full review will be done.  Also, he would like to request from Council, in the future when there is legislation that will directly affect his position that he be provided with a courtesy before the meeting – he has yet to receive a copy of the legislation.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Slocum.

SERVICE DIRECTOR -

There was no report.

CITY ENGINEER – Steve Guard

Mr. Guard:  All the utilities have been put in place on the North Parkway Sanitary Sewer Project – they will be testing the sanitary sewer next week – from that we can then coordinate the installation of the laterals and the abandonment of the existing septic systems – we have the curb drains in and are presently putting in the concrete curbing gutter – it should be completed in the next three or four days – and will follow-up with the base for the pavement and the first layer of asphalt.  We have encountered a few soft spots and included them in the contingency items so we will not be exceeding the contract amount at this time – the Service Department looked at the outfall sewer – it has an obstruction and we are determining if it can be cleaned – if not it will have to be excavated and that section of sewer may have to be replaced.  The Lake Breeze condominium project is moving well – they are installing the sanitary sewer and doing the grading work as well as starting one of the units which is being done according to plans and specifications – there has been no problem from the fly-ash material.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Knuchel:  Was Mrs. Bias’ septic system found – she was looking for it and was upset because they could not find where the septic system was.  

Mr. Guard:  They are uncovering discharges at the street curb line or right of way – they are not going on private property to actually find the tank – that is the responsibility of the resident with the contractor – we did find an outlet and will make the connection at the outlet.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  Mrs. Grimes contacted him in regards to people walking on not only her property but City property and possibly swimming – perhaps you and the Administration could solve what could become a serious situation – Mrs. Grimes is planning to eventually erect a fence – where does the City stand in a situation on City property and where exactly is the City property?

Mr. Guard:  According to the tax maps it was all private property – the City’s public property is out in the lake.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  Mrs. Grimes had a resident tell her that because Surfside Pool is closed people are down there – perhaps swimming.

Mr. Guard:  He will look into this and advise the Mayor.

There were no further questions of Mr. Guard.

MOTION TO ADJOURN INTO EXECUTIVE SESSION

Mr. Lajeunesse asked for a Motion to adjourn into Executive Session for purposes of discussion of Union negotiations and litigation and real estate involving ODOT vs. City of Eastlake.

MOTION:   Mr. Zontini moved to adjourn into Executive Session in compliance with Ohio Revised Code Section 121.22, "Open Meeting Law."  Mr. Knuchel seconded. The meeting was adjourned to Executive Session for purposes of discussion of Union negotiations and litigation and real estate involving ODOT vs. City of Eastlake.
