        REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

The Regular Meeting of the Eastlake City Council was held at Eastlake City Hall, 35150 

Lake Shore Boulevard.  The Meeting was called to order by Council Vice President/Acting President Mr. Hillier at approximately 7:57 p.m.  

The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Mrs. Curtis.

COUNCIL VICE PRESIDENT/ACTING PRESIDENT’S REPORT - Mr. Hillier

Meetings Scheduled

Mr. Hillier stated that the Council-as-a-Whole Committee Meeting would be scheduled for Tuesday, June 22, 2004 at 7:00 p.m. at City Hall and the Regular Council Meeting would be held on Tuesday, June 22, 2004 at 7:30 p.m. at City Hall. 

Mr. Hillier further stated that a Finance Committee meeting for budget review would be scheduled for Wednesday, June 16, 2004 at 6:00 p.m.

Mr. Hillier explained that Public Hearings would be scheduled to discuss the 2.3-Mill levy, with the first Public Hearing being scheduled for Thursday, June 10, 2004 at 7: 30 p.m. and each Monday thereafter until the election in August – the meetings will be held in Council Chambers.

Mr. Hillier further explained that Council has received fourteen resumes for the Council-at-Large position – the applicants will be interviewed and the number will be reduced to three – the interviews will take place over two nights with the votes taking place in Executive Session.  A final interview of the three applicants chosen will be conducted in a public format with Council to vote in Executive Session.  Mr. Hillier stated in the past all interviews had been done in Executive Session but Mr. Lajeunesse pointed out the procedure utilized by another local municipality and all thought the process was a good idea.  Mr. Hillier stated that letters will be issued on Wednesday, June 9, 2004 and the interviews have been scheduled alphabetically.  The interviews will be held on Wednesday, July 16, 2004 and Thursday, July 17, 2004 – anyone with a conflict with the schedule should contact the Council office.

COMMUNICATIONS & PETITIONS

A bid advertisement request was received from City Engineer Mr. Guard regarding the Plymouth Outfall Sewer Repair, OPWC – Issue 2 Project.  Mr. Hillier explained that this was discussed in Ordinance Committee and is on the evening’s agenda as Legislation 

No. 06-08-(01).

A communication was received from Assistant Building Administrator Mr. Nissen regarding Conditional Use Permit Renewal Requests.  This was referred to Planning Committee.

An invitation was received from the Lake County General Health District to attend the Annual Mosquito Control Open House on Tuesday, June 22, 2004 from 11:00 a.m. to 2:00 p.m. Mr. Hillier explained that this was for each Councilperson’s individual consideration.

A communication was received from the Ohio Municipal League regarding the 2004 membership dues. Mr. Hillier explained that this was discussed during Council-as-a-Whole Committee and a motion will be made this evening.

A donation request was received on behalf of Joshua Valdez in support of his attendance at Region II Olympic Development Program. Mr. Hillier explained that this is for each Councilperson’s individual consideration.

A request was received from Fire Chief Sabo for authorization to purchase a pumper for the Fire Department under the State Bid Contract.  Mr. Hillier stated that this item would be added to the evening’s agenda and asked Chief Sabo to explain the purchase request.

Fire Chief Sabo comments

Fire Chief Sabo explained they are requesting to purchase, under State Bid, a new fire truck for the Fire Department and the citizens of the City of Eastlake – it will replace a pumper which is 36 years old – the current first out pumper is 15 years old and will be placed in the backup position.  

Chief Sabo stated they are requesting to spend $243,588 for the fire truck – this is the amount of the purchase under State Bid – everything that is needed for the truck is not included in the State Bid – there will be additional items purchased such as the opticom system, which controls the traffic light sequence – the total amount of the truck should not exceed $300,000 to $325,000 – by going State Bid we are able to save a considerable amount of money – the truck comes with no equipment – the equipment must be purchased and they will do so at the best possible price. The purchase funds will be taken from the Fire Fund that the citizens of Eastlake passed in a levy to support the Fire Department and to keep the equipment updated.  

Mr. Mahler asked Chief Sabo to clarify the total cost amount of the truck – adding that Chief Sabo’s letter stated $375,000?  Chief Sabo stated the approximate cost is somewhere between $325,000 and $375,000 - $375,000 will be the maximum amount.  Mr. Mahler stated that once Council approves the purchase of the truck we are committed to purchasing the equipment and need to know the maximum amount the cost could be.

Mr. Hillier confirmed the existing truck is 36 years old.  Chief Sabo stated this is correct adding that the Fire Department will be getting rid of this truck.  Mr. Hillier asked if they could use parts off the old truck?  Chief Sabo stated they would be using some equipment off the truck and they will attempt to sell the other truck – but it is hard to sell a piece of equipment that is 35 to 40 years old.

Mr. Andrzejewski confirmed the funds are coming from the equipment levy, adding that this is a great way to do things – the money is up front and has already been allocated by the residents.

Chief Sabo stated that it is important for the people to know that fire equipment is very expensive – the turnout gear is about $30,000 and is a disposable item – the breathing apparatus they wear costs about $3,500 each – there is a lot of money involved.

Mr. Hillier explained that this evening’s Legislation No. 06-08-(11) pertains to the .5-Mill tax levy renewal, which will appear on the November ballot – the money to pay for the vehicle came from that levy.

There were no further questions or comments.

COMMUNICATIONS & PETITIONS, con’t.

A communication was received from Human/Finance Resource Coordinator Ms. Vaughn regarding the approval of the 125 Premium Conversion Plan for the employees of the City of Eastlake. This was referred to Finance Committee.

COUNCIL COMMITTEE REPORTS

SAFETY COMMITTEE - Mrs. Curtis

Mrs. Curtis stated that the Safety Committee had not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting but she will be scheduling a meeting to discuss PAL and the Community Center and the plans PAL has presented.  Mrs. Curtis stated that this concluded her report and she was open for questions. 

 There were no questions of Mrs. Curtis.

RECREATION COMMITTEE – Mr. Razov

Mr. Hillier explained that the next Committee report would be that of the Recreation Committee, but Mr. Razov was not present.  Mr. Hillier explained that the Recreation Committee had not met since the last Committee meeting – there is one item on his agenda for a fee waiver and Mr. Razov would be in touch with the Council Clerk.

Mr. Andrzejewski stated he is concerned that we are going to go another year without having events planned at the stadium and asked if we have a new vendor?  Acting Mayor Mr. Spinner stated he was led to believe that the Recreation Committee Chair was working on this matter.  Mr. Andrzejewski observed that it is summertime and we need events to produce income.  Mr. Hillier stated that he appreciated Mr. Andrzejewski’s concerns and they are shared by all – upon signing with the original promoter we were led to believe there would be many events scheduled – this never happened – it is late in the year to schedule something but we will do our best and he is sure Acting Mayor Mr. Spinner will look into this matter.  Mr. Spinner stated there is also a concern that the contract with Ecco Entertainment is still in effect.  Law Director Mr. Klammer stated that it seems to be mutual at this point that the agreement is dissolved – and stated that he has been discussing this matter with individuals so he could make a recommendation to the Committee Chair – booking an act can take over a year to a year and one half – we could start using the facility on a lesser basis.  Mr. Klammer stated at this point the contract is terminated – this was done by Ecco Entertainment – he did not appreciate their comments – the City has satisfied every one of its obligations under the contract – it was Ecco’s decision to walk away and it is in the best interest of the City.

Mr. Andrzejewski referred to the possibility of a City festival, with or without fireworks – he had hope with fireworks – and, asked if there was any progress in this area – this was something the Recreation Committee was looking into. Mr. Hillier stated as Council President, he has heard nothing on this matter, and referred the issue to Acting Mayor Spinner.  Mr. Spinner explained that Mr. Razov has indicated that he did not think a festival could be done. Mr. Andrzejewski stated that we need something positive in the City – he thought we could have done a small festival, but – it the ball has been dropped then it has been dropped – he is not very pleased.  Mr. Hillier agreed.

Mr. Mahler stated that the Administration should handle the situation of a vendor for the stadium, rather than going through the Recreation Committee – he is sure Acting Mayor Mr. Spinner would appreciate having this under his control.

There were no further comments or questions.
PLANNING COMMITTEE - Mr. Mahler
Mr. Mahler reported the Planning Committee has not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting but there will be a Vine Street 20/20 meeting on Tuesday, June 15, 2004 at 6:00 p.m. to discuss the growth pattern we are looking forward to for Vine Street and a meeting will be held on July 13th at 6:20 p.m. for a presentation by the Chagrin River Watershed Partners to provide examples of what can be done with the waterfront.  Mr. Mahler stated this concluded his report and he would be making the following Motions: 

Ohio Municipal League 2004 Membership Dues

MOTION:  I hereby move to approve the payment of the 2004 Membership Dues in the amount of $2,411.00 to the Ohio Municipal League, said payment to be divided between account #101.120.5214 and account #101.110.5214. Mr. Curtis seconded.

MOTION:  I hereby move to add Legislation No. 06-08-(11) to the evening’s agenda declaring it Necessary to Renew an Existing 0.5-Mill Tax Levy and Requesting the Lake County Auditor to Certify the Total Current Tax Valuation of the City and the Dollar Amount of Revenue that would be Generated by that Renewal Levy.  Mrs. Curtis seconded.

MOTION:  I hereby move to add Legislation No. 06-08-(12) to the evening’s agenda authorizing and directing the Mayor and Director of Finance to purchase through the State of Ohio Cooperative Purchasing Program, a Pumper Fire Truck for the City of Eastlake Fire Department in an amount not to exceed Two Hundred Forty-Three Thousand Five Hundred Eighty-Eight Dollars ($243,588.00).  Mrs. Curtis seconded.

Additional Comments

Mr. Mahler stated he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Mahler.

FINANCE COMMITTEE – Mr. Hillier

Mr. Hillier explained the Finance Committee meeting, scheduled for Wednesday, June 15, 2004 at 6:00 p.m. was changed due to Council position interviews – the Budget hearing will be Tuesday, June 15, 2004 at 5:00 p.m.

Mr. Hillier stated they have not had a regularly scheduled Finance Committee meeting, however, under the miscellaneous section of the Ordinance Committee held last week four items were discussed.  Mr. Hillier explained the Committee discussed the Plymouth Outfall Sewer Repair project bid advertisement with explanation provided by Mr. Guard; the next item on the agenda is the 2.3-Mill Tax Levy Resolution of Resolve – this legislation will be read in full – it will not be read three times – the legislation informs the public as to the Council’s and Administration’s intent for the funds generated should the levy pass.  Mr. Hillier stated the next item was a proposed change to City Charter Section X: Finances – this is a ballot issue and will be placed on first reading – this will provide that Council and the Administration must approve expenditures by the second meeting in March instead of how it currently states of the second meeting in January.  Mr. Hillier stated the committee also discussed a State mandated ballot issue – the State is forcing the City to place this issue on the ballot – this would permit the City to tax “S” Corporations, which it has been doing all along – now, without the voters approval we will no longer be able to tax “S” Corps – this matter will be placed on first reading this evening.

Mr. Hillier stated this concluded his report and he was open for questions. 

Mr. Andrzejewski asked if the next meeting to review the stadium financing had been scheduled?  Mr. Hillier stated that a meeting has not been scheduled – but, it has been stated that the meeting would be scheduled before the end of June.

There were no further questions of Mr. Hillier.

ORDINANCE COMMITTEE  - Mr. Andrzejewski

Mr. Andrzejewski stated that the Ordinance Committee met on Tuesday, June 1, 2004 and explained the Committee reviewed several items regarding Section 155 – they have enacted a new category titled “Elected Officials” – elected officials consist of the Mayor and all members of Council – the Committee reviewed four items – vacation pay, sick leave, longevity,  and overtime or comp time.  Mr. Andrzejewski stated that this separates the Mayor’s and Council’s category as elected officials – the Mayor will receive six weeks vacation and must use it or lose it – the same thing will occur with sick time – the Mayor will be paid whether he is here or sick – the Mayor’s position will be more or less an executive position as done in the business community – he will not get specific sick days – sick days cannot be carried over and cashed in at some point and time – the third item reviewed was longevity – neither the Mayor nor Council can accumulate any longevity, which is a system to reward people based on their length of service with the City – this will no longer be available to the Mayor or Council – the last item was overtime or comp time.  Mr. Andrzejewski stated the Mayor’s job is a difficult job – you are on call all the time – there is no overtime pay or comp time pay – if the Mayor needs to take off that is his or her responsibility – it is hoped whoever is elected Mayor will be accountable and responsible.  Mr. Andrzejewski stated this has been a good start to reviewing other areas in the City and making some improvements and recommendations regarding sick time and vacation time and other areas in the Departments of the City.

Mrs. Curtis clarified that all elected officials are 24-7, including Council, we are considered full time – the same as the Mayor – the State considers us full time.

Mr. Andrzejewski stated that Acting Mayor Mr. Spinner has been very exceptional in this and agreeing with all the changes – whoever takes over as Mayor after him will know what he or she is getting into and what the job entails.

There were no further questions of Mr. Andrzejewski.

Additional Comments

Mr. Andrzejewski stated that the Audit Review Committee has met twice – he is very impressed with the members of the Committee – they are very dedicated and eager to dig in to try to review things that can be changed or modified – some of the items being reviewed are the City’s personnel policy regarding a code of ethics, travel expenditures, more checks and balances on encumbrances and financial reports and inter fund transfers and future reports to the Finance Committee including a separate schedule of all inter fund transfers – this would permit Council to know if monies were transferred from one fund to another. Mr. Andrzejewski stated that the last item to be discussed was the a separation process in which one person does not control all the payroll processing – this would insure more checks and balances, and added that the whole point of what the Administration and Council are doing is to keep a handle on the budget and ensure the funds are spent and allocated properly – he has high hopes for the Audit Review Committee.

Mr. Andrzejewski stated this concluded his report.

There were no questions of Mr. Andrzejewski.

SERVICE/UTILITIES COMMITTEE - Mr. Lajeunesse 
Mr. Lajeunesse welcomed all to the meeting and stated that the Service/Utilities Committee had not met since the last regularly scheduled meeting, and he would not be scheduling one in the near future.  Mr. Lajeunesse thanked Mr. Hillier for his consideration of the interview process, adding that it is important for credibility.  

Mr. Lajeunesse asked Mr. Larkin to stand in the audience, and explained that Mr. Larkin is the new moderator for Channel 12 – Council begins taping on Wednesday, June 9, 2004.  Mr. Lajeunesse stated he would like to welcome Mr. Larkin, who is a volunteer – his work is greatly appreciated.  Mr. Lajeunesse stated that along with Mr. Larkin, Lisa Sprowls and Leslie Kruckenberg would be doing various interviews and different things throughout the Community.  Mr. Lajeunesse stated one of the most important people is Matt Mizak of our Channel 12 in the Recreation Department – he is working extensively to restructure Channel 12 to bring the Community a whole different format – he appreciates Mr. Mizak’s help and hope this will also add to the credibility.

Mr. Andrzejewski commended Council and the Mayor, adding that he is aware that Channel 12 has been sore spot with a lot of the residents – we took on this issue – it has been changed and will be a new format – this is a good point for the residents to see that there are things changing and Channel 12 is one of them.

Mr. Lajeunesse stated this concluded his report but he would be making the following Motion:  

2004 Council Break

MOTION:  In accordance with Article V, Section 5 of the Charter of the City of Eastlake I hereby move to suspend the last meeting in July, 2004 and the first meeting in August, 2004, for the summer break. Mr. Andrzejewski seconded.

ROLL CALL:  Yeas unanimous

Motion carried.  The 2004 Council Break is approved.

There were no questions of Mr. Lajeunesse.

RECOGNITION OF THE PUBLIC 
Mr. Hillier recognized the public input at this time; he reminded the speakers that there is a 3-minute limit for their comments, all comments are to be directed to the Chair and not include any personalities or individuals.

Please note that the following comments have been transcribed as accurately as possible, however, some comments may not appear due to the inability to understand the speaker.

Martha Anderson, 46 Sunset Cove Circle, Eastlake

Mrs. Anderson stated that she is a long time resident of the City of Eastlake – she is also a retired Ohio Public employee.  Mrs. Anderson stated she has heard a couple of things she does not understand – one of the things she would like clarified is hospitalization and who is really eligible- when she worked at Lake County Hospital as a nursing supervisor her people who were on call were not eligible to be working elsewhere and wondered why Council members who have full time hospitalization available from your employers are seeking to have the taxpayers continue to pay hospitalization.  Mrs. Anderson stated she is glad to see that some of the Ordinances are being revised.  Mrs. Anderson stated she had a copy of the definition of full time and part time employees – she would think Council people are part time employees and according to the definition are eligible for some things but not all things and hospitalization may be one of those things.  Mrs. Anderson stated that she also understands the City continues to pay $5.00 to everyone for co-pay – that is ridiculous – if you are on Medicare you still have to pay a portion and you receive no reimbursement – this is ridiculous.  Mrs. Anderson stated there is another thing she is not fond of – but will pay because she is told she must – that is the garbage collection fee – she understands that people who do not spend full time in the City will not have a discount – she will be paying over sixty dollars to collect garbage she will not have collected.  Mrs. Anderson stated the people in Kirtland do not pay for garbage collection if they are not in present – maybe she will let someone in Kirtland bring their trash and leave it at the times she is not present and has to pay.  Mrs. Anderson stated she hopes the levy passes for the police and fireman, but she knows in talking to many people I (the tape was turned over at this point) and wonders why the levy is being put on as police and fire when money will be taken back money for the general fund – it makes her wonder why should she vote for it.  Mrs. Anderson stated she believes in the police and fireman –they are outstanding citizens in the City.

Mr. Hillier explained that the practice of providing health benefits for Council members has been going on for at least 20 years – it is not new to Council nor is it unique to the City of Eastlake – there are many local municipalities who do this but not all.  Mr. Hillier stated this is the first year since he has been on Council that he signed up for the Eastlake plan, however, he tried to get out of the plan in January – he tried three times –

and was advised if he cancelled his policy with the City of Eastlake he would not be able to pick it up with his employer.  Mr. Hillier stated next year he will not be on the City’s policy just as he was not on it the first two years he was in office.  Mr. Hillier stated he wished he could cancel his policy with the City because it doubled from this companies policy – Eastlake is not alone – this is a policy that has been in place for 20+ years and we are not the only municipality who implements this policy.

Mr. Hillier referred to the garbage pickup fee and advised if the levy passes, the garbage pickup will be repealed – the garbage pick up will cost a homeowner $144.00 per year – the average home in the City sells for $115,000 and the average homeowner will pay about $82.00 or $83.00 per year if the levy passes – if it fails the garbage pickup fee will have to remain in place.  Mr. Hillier stated he would be glad to discuss any other matters after the meeting.

There was no one else who wished to speak.

Mr. Hillier encouraged all to attend the Public Hearings on the levy.

RESOLUTION NO.: _____________

A Resolution resolving that the Funds Generated from the 2.3-Mill Tax Levy, placed on the Ballot of the Special Election on August 2, 2004, shall be Utilized towards Current Expenses of the City of Eastlake Police Department and Fire Department, and declaring an emergency.

WHEREAS,  the Administration and Council of the City of Eastlake, Ohio have determined that it is necessary to Levy an additional tax levy for the betterment and welfare of the citizens of the City of Eastlake; and

WHEREAS, the Administration and Council have determined that any and all funds derived from said Levy shall be used solely for the current expenses of the City of Eastlake Police Department and Fire Department.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE TI RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF EASTLAKE, LAKE COUNTY, OHIO:

SECTION 1.  That the Council and Administration of the City of Eastlake hereby

Resolve that the Funds Generated from the 2.3-Mill Tax Levy, placed on the Ballot of the Special Election on August 2, 2004, shall be Utilized towards Current Expenses of the City of Eastlake Police Department and Fire Department, said funds shall be utilized in one or more of the following manners:

1. Staffing of the City of Eastlake Fire Department will be increased to provide for eight (8) firefighters per shift, with a total of thirty (30) firefighters employed by the City of Eastlake.

2. Staffing of the City of Eastlake Police Department will remain unchanged at thirty-seven (37) total personnel employed by the City of Eastlake.

3. The balance of the funds generated from passage of the levy will free up money otherwise spent on the City of Eastlake Safety Forces, and will be used strictly for debt reduction.

SECTION 2.  That it is found and determined that all action of Council concerning and relating to the adoption of this Resolution were so adopted in meetings open to the public and Council and its Committees acted in full compliance with Chapter 112 of the Codified Ordinances of the City of Eastlake.

SECTION 3.  That the within Resolution is presented as an emergency measure necessary for the immediate preservation and protection of the public peace, health, safety and general welfare of the inhabitants of the City, and for the further reason that the within action constitutes a part of the usual daily operation of a department of the City; and, therefore, this Resolution shall become effective immediately upon its passage by Council and approval by the Mayor.

ADMINSTRATIVE REPORTS

Mr. Hillier wished Acting Mayor Mr. Spinner a Happy Birthday.

COUNCIL PRESIDENT/ACTING MAYOR/SAFETY DIRECTOR – George Spinner

Mr. Spinner thanked Council of the legislation passed this evening, stating that he believes we are headed in the right direction – we are certainly not out of the woods and have a lot to deal with but we are heading in the right direction.  Mr. Spinner thanked all of Council for attending the Financial Planning and Supervision Commission meeting last Thursday – if was nice to see Council’s support – he is looking forward to trying to resolve the City’s issues and remove the City from fiscal emergency.  Mr. Spinner stated that the people from the State are very pleasant people to work with and they are very willing to help us get out of the fiscal bonds we have right now.

Mr. Spinner addressed the part of the recovery plan pertaining to the sale of City properties – he has met with, and also spoke with Mrs. Curtis, a company that is very interested in purchasing the Recreation Department building – this was discussed with Mr. Philipp and Chief Sabo’s concerns in mind and the gentleman was able to address what he may be able to do to allow us to continue to use the outside area for storage as well as being agreeable to building a pole barn on the property for the storage of the Fire Department equipment – this parcel would have to be advertised for bid but we can include the stipulation that we can lease the property for $1.00 per year for 99 years  and also that a structure be built on the land for the City’s use.  Mr. Klammer stated that he would review the situation.  Mr. Spinner stated that he wanted to ensure that this could be placed out for bids by more than one people – we have addressed Chief Sabo’s and Mr. Philipp’s concerns.

There were no question of Acting Mayor Spinner.

LAW DIRECTOR – Randy Klammer

Mr. Klammer stated that he had nothing to report but he wanted to comment on Council’s actions this evening, which should be recognized as eventful.  Mr. Klammer referred to the Resolution of Promise regarding the levy, and stated that he is aware this is important to Mr. Hillier as to Council’s assurance to the Community – this is as much as any voter can expect of City Council as to how the funds will be spent – this has been a significant effort.  Mr. Klammer stated, more importantly, Council should be commended for taking a stance on the bottom line of Ordinance Section 155 in respects to the Mayor – this was a break in tradition – that treatment of the Mayor has been in existence for at least 20 years – the Mayor that left before Mayor DiLiberto received many of the same benefits – the Charter indicates that the Mayor shall be a full time Mayor and shall not have any other employment – it is only this Council today that finally made that change – it was a courageous move – it was a significant change and was as close to modifying the Charter as you can get.  Mr. Klammer stated he hopes the public understands how significant the changes were and the fact that even though bells and whistles were not going off it was very significant.  Mr. Klammer referred to the comments of the Chair woman of the Supervision Commission and her compliment to Council that no other City had a financial recovery plan in place when the Financial Planning and Supervision Commission came in to have its first meeting – that attests to the fact that, not only did you ask for them to come in early, but that you had a plan in place when they did come in. Mr. Klammer stated these things happened in the last week or so and went off with little, if any fanfare, and that is a shame.

Mr. Klammer stated he was open for questions.

Mr. Hillier thanked Mr. Klammer for his comments, adding that a lot of work and thought went into everything – we are trying to move along in the best interests of the City.

There were no questions of Mr. Klammer.

ACTING FINANCE DIRECTOR – Mike Vuckovich

Mr. Vuckovich stated that all his reports are in writing and he has nothing to report other than the first meeting has been scheduled for June 17th at 9:00 a.m. with the Auditor, Eunice Smith, who is our Financial Advisor.  Mr. Vuckovich stated he was open for questions.

Mrs. Curtis asked when the next Financial Planning and Supervision Commission meeting was scheduled?  It was explained the meeting would be July 21st  – this ensures enough time for Ms. Smith to review all the City’s reports.  Mrs. Curtis reminded all that this is a public meeting scheduled for July 21st at 5:00 p.m.

Mr. Hillier confirmed that Council would receive a copy of the budget report by this Friday. Mr. Vuckovich stated “yes.”

There were no further questions of Mr. Vuckovich.

SERVICE/RECREATION DIRECTOR – Bill Philipp

Mr. Philipp stated they are continuing their concrete replacement program – they removed the top layer of asphalt of Vegas Drive, 357th Street, 359th Street and Glenn Drive, east of S.R. 91 – they will continue with the coating on Monday and will finish those streets.  They are also working on the grass cutting and with the loss of manpower have been using personnel from all Departments to cut grass.  The pools opened up Sunday, with the Departments working very hard – the pools look very good and he encourages Council to visit the pools.  Mr. Philipp stated that the JKF Senior Center will be moving to Taft School on July 1st – June 16th is a day of caring by the Lake County United Way to help paint the new center. 

Mr. Philipp referred to the Lakeshore Blvd. water main break, adding that this is about the third time there has been a major break – the last time was August, 2002 – there have been numerous breaks since then and he and Acting Mayor Mr. Spinner have been talking with the Lake County Utilities Department – we are trying to get a permanent fix, which was originally going to be with the bridge project – but that has been pushed back – we are waiting for suggestions by the County Utilities Department on a permanent fix – the main will break again – the approximate cost of the repair is about $75,000 and we are asking for reimbursement from the County.  

Mrs. Curtis asked if the main could be moved?  Mr. Philipp stated the main could not be capped because it would create stagnant water.  They also suggested replacing the main at the top of the hill to go down the south side and also to run the main down the right side to Reeves Road for connection to the other main – we are now looking over the best way and who is going to pay for it.

Mr. Spinner stated that we have King Excavating waiting to hear from the County – this is the worst since he can remember – the road is in bad shape – the Administration is ready to go – we are waiting for the okay from the County.

Mr. Hillier clarified that the County would reimburse the City the $75,000 repair cost.  Mr. Philipp stated it cost $55,000 for the break two years ago – it was reimbursed by the County – it will be more this time because the damage is more extensive.

Mr. Hillier asked what timeframe is being looked at – the road is in bad shape and slows traffic down.  Mr. Philipp stated that we are hoping the County comes up with something but they seem to be studying it – we called today and stated we would like to meet with them tomorrow for a solution. Mr. Hillier confirmed that in either case the County is paying for full repairs.  Mr. Philipp stated they have paid in the past and we expect them to do so in the future.  Mr. Hillier suggested if the County delays this that the road be repaired and let the County deal with it later and added that the road is in very bad shape.  Mr. Philipp stated it will cost $75,000 to fix the road but there will be another cost to replace the main – they say the mains belong to the City – we say they will break again and we are trying to come to some resolution.  Mr. Hillier stated he appreciates Mr. Philipp’s work on this and the fact that he is trying to save the City money and he will trust whatever decision Mr. Philipp makes.

There were no further questions of Mr. Philipp.

CITY ENGINEER – Steve Guard

 Mr. Guard thanked Council for the authorization to advertise for the Outfall Sewer Repair – this will be done within the next seven days – they should file the emergency Issue 2 application in Columbus by the end of the week for the North Parkway sewer situation.  Mr. Guard reported that the base course has been put down on the north side of Roberts Road and have started on the south side this date – there is a disconcerting traffic situation for the residents, but we are doing our best to accommodate them.  Mr. Guard stated they are working on the Gatsbe 34 for the City to file with the auditors office – this report details the cost of our infrastructure and improvements and replacements with the depreciation of the costs which they use for different grants for the City.

Mr. Guard stated this concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Guard.

ADJOURNMENT

Council President Mr. Hillier stated that, if there are no objections from Council, the meeting is adjourned.

The meeting was adjourned at approximately 9:06 p.m.
