A donation request was received from the Class of 2007 North High School After-Prom Committee. Mr. Elshaw explained this was for each Councilperson’s individual consideration.

A communication was received from the City of Willoughby regarding an amendment to the Sanitary Sewage System Charges, specifically the surcharge for extra-strength wastes.  This was referred to Ordinance Committee.

Mr. Knuchel:  The Finance Committee met March 6, 2007 at 6:30 p.m.  On the agenda was a 

donation request from Wal-Mart for the Police Department in the amount of $2,500 – this will be 

placed in the Law Enforcement Trust Fund for training and this legislation appears on the

evening’s agenda.  The Committee reviewed a bid recommendation for the Roberts Road, Phase 

II project which was discussed in Council-as-a-Whole and appears on the evening’s agenda.  

Also discussed was a tax incentive plan prepared by the Administration.  Per Law Director Mr. 

Klammer this matter will be held in committee pending some upcoming changes in the law –this 

will be revisited at a future date.  The Committee also discussed the 2007 Proposed Final Budget

A few items of interest were $70,000 for part-time firefighters, $20,000 for Building Department 

computer program upgrade, $50,000 for summer help for grass cutting, breaking out the garbage 

fee collection into two sections – any over collection from that money will be used to offset 

future increases.  There was a drop in the deregulation money in the amount of about $100,000 

and our property taxes will reflect the re-evaluation done last year.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Knuchel.

MAYOR/SAFETY DIRECTOR – Ted Andrzejewski

Mayor Andrzejewski:   He too wants to express his condolences for Steve Guard.  Mr. Rogers, from the City of Eastlake to C.T. Consultants on behalf of Steve we extend our condolences – this one hit home – he did a tremendous job for the City.  It could take hours to list all the projects he worked on with the Administration and Council – one thing he could always count on was that when Steve gave us a bill it was correct – he did not overcharge – he did not pad the bill – he gave us what was fair.  His advice on several projects was right on – Roberts Road is just one example – his advice was to not take any chances and the project became number one on the list.  When the time comes we will all express our sympathy to his family but for people who worked closely with Steve – it is rough.

The Captains are designating April 23rd as “Thank you Eastlake Day” – they will give us 3,000 tickets to distribute to City of Eastlake residents.  As more details are available they will be passed on – hopefully we can fill up the stadium as a thank you to Eastlake from the Captains for four years of support.

We are working with the Captains to trade off things – they would like to do some charity events – so, in return for not charging them rent we will trade off things like them doing the outside maintenance such as the flowers, shrubs and mulch.  There is about $2,500 in work that needs to be done on the speakers.

The parking lot is all set as far as groups to do the parking – we had a large number of groups apply – it is becoming a popular moneymaker for all our groups – baseball, soccer, Women’s Club, Kiwanis, Boy Scouts.

We are presently going to draw up a lease with a Church that wants to rent the old JKF building main hall on Tuesdays and Sundays for $500 per month – that $500 along with the $300 collected from another source will cover the utilities and maintenance.  That will also leave the building available for other groups to rent – we have had several requests to use the old JFK building for smaller groups.

They will be holding the festival July 5 – 8th on Lakeshore Blvd. where we used to have it – the vendors want to know year after year that they come to Eastlake on the weekend after July 4th – holding it at the stadium parking lot was okay but we could not tell the vendors that weekend would be available every year because we had to wait for the Captains schedule. He has already cleared this with CEI.  There is plenty of parking and electricity.  The promoter will work with us and on July 5th we will have our $.25 hot dogs and the groups will be able to have their fundraisers.  The promoter is also going to help organize a parade.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no further questions of Mayor Andrzejewski.

LAW DIRECTOR – Randy Klammer

Mr. Klammer:  Let the record reflect that Mr. Zontini was excused earlier from the meeting.  Upon review of the levy language submitted by the Board of Elections, he worked with the Clerk and Attorney Sharb to make the ballot language reflect the statute.  This verbiage was authorized today and forwarded to the Board of Elections.

He wishes Steve Guard and his family well.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Elshaw:  Mr. Klammer, we passed a piece of legislation – you wanted to comment on it?

Mr. Klammer:  He appreciated Council passing the legislation on Timberlake – it is the appropriate thing to do – that said, there has been a request by Council President Mr. Elshaw and Councilman Lajeunesse that we make an effort to try to mediate before actually filing. He promises he will meet with the Mayor and reach out them to try to schedule a face to face before we actually file the lawsuit.  But, it is good to have the legislation so they can see he is authorized to move forward with the legal issues.

Mr. Elshaw:  He thinks that is good.

There were no further questions of Mr. Klammer.

FINANCE DIRECTOR – Brian Condron

Mr. Condron:  The last two weeks he has met with the State’s Ms. Smith to draft the accounting report – we did that before last week’s State Commission meeting – we made some progress – there are a few open items to be addressed at least initially by the next meeting on March 28th.  We had a Finance Committee meeting last Tuesday and he looks forward to the next one on the outside funds.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Condron.

TAX ADMINISTRATOR – Angela Keneven-Zanella

Mrs. Keneven-Zanella was absent and excused.

SERVICE DIRECTOR – Mike Semik

Mr. Semik was absent and excused. 

CHIEF BUILDING OFFICIAL – Joe Voros

Mr. Voros: He would like to extend his condolences to Steve Guard’s family.  He would like to thank Mr. Klammer for his help with the case regarding the house to be demolished.  The business is as usual in the Building Department.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions. 

CITY ENGINEER – Steve Guard

Mr. Brian Rogers was present to represent C.T. Consultants.

Mr. Rogers:  The main topic tonight was the approval of the two parts for the contract for Roberts Road. If there are any specific questions on specific jobs he will find out the answers from the office and respond accordingly.
