Mr. Hillier stated the Financial Planning & Supervisory Commission meeting would be held on Wednesday, March 30, 2005 at 5:00 p.m.

COUNCIL PRESIDENT’S REMARKS
Mr. Hillier thanked Ms. Betty Baker of Little Learners Too adding that over the years she has been very generous during his involvement with the soccer league – she was always there to lend support and was very generous – while this evening’s donation is very nice it is not surprising because this is the kind of resident and business person she is.  Mr. Hillier also thanked EZ Pole Flag Company – the donation of flags is greatly appreciated – this is wonderful. 

COMMUNICATIONS &  PETITIONS

A communication was received from the Administration regarding the Park and Shade Tree Commission. Mr. Hillier explained this was discussed in Ordinance Committee.

A communication was received from Art Iacofano, Director of the Lake County Department of Job & Family Services to recognize the month of April as Child Abuse Prevention Month in the City of Eastlake. This was referred to Safety Committee.

A communication was received from Finance Director Mr. Slocum regarding a moral claim request from Ms. Judy Degnovivo, 397 Connie Court, Eastlake.  This was referred to Finance Committee.

A donation of 600 American Flags from Todd Adkins, EZ Pole, 1487 East 363rd Street, Eastlake for the Blvd. of Flags. Mr. Hillier explained this evening’s Legislation No. 03-22-(02) would address the acceptance of this donation.

A donation proposal of $1,000 from Betty Baker, Little Learners Too, 36721 Lakeshore Blvd., Eastlake for the operation of Jakse Pool. Mr. Hillier stated Ms. Baker has just presented this donation and we thank her for her generosity.
A donation of $15.00 was received from Joe DiBartolomeo, 837 Whitcomb Road, Cleveland, OH  44110 for the Flag Fund.   Mr. Hillier explained this evening’s Legislation No. 03-22-(02) would address the acceptance of this donation.

A Conditional Use Permit recommendation from the Planning Commission for Vine Street Fun-N-Games, 36135 Vine Street, Eastlake. This was referred to Planning Committee.
A request was received from Fire Chief Sabo to purchase under the State bid 3 defibrillators. This was referred to Finance Committee.

COUNCIL COMMITTEE REPORTS

RECREATION COMMITTEE – Mr. Knuchel

Mr. Knuchel stated the Recreation Committee has not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting therefore he would not be presenting a report.  Mr. Knuchel stated he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Knuchel.

PLANNING COMMITTEE – Ms. DePledge 

Ms. DePledge stated the Planning Committee had not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting – one item was referred into Committee this evening and there is one item pending in Committee for which she has been advised the necessary paperwork was completed, therefore, she would be scheduling a Planning Committee meeting in the very near future.
There were no questions of Ms. DePledge.

FINANCE COMMITTEE – Mr. Elshaw

Mr. Elshaw stated the Finance Committee met on Monday, March 21, 2005 at approximately 6:38 p.m. with all members of Council in attendance – in attendance from the Administration were Mayor Andrzejewski, Finance Director Mr. Slocum and Assistant Finance Director Mr. Vuckovich.

Mr. Elshaw explained that the general topic was the 2005 Final Budget review at which several items were reviewed – the street sweeper purchase request was reviewed and also discussed in our Council-as-a-Whole Committee – the payment for which should come from the Road Fund  - also discussed was funding for Houston-Fisher Pool, the Port Authority and the Building Department.  

Mr. Elshaw reported with expected savings in the Houston-Fisher Pool expenditures, it was decided to increase the funding to the Port Authority to $10,000 – the impact of our funding has quadrupled with the matching program and our $10,000 funding equates to $40,000 in additional grant money.  

Mr. Elshaw stated that currently projected revenues are at $13.2 million and projected expenditures of $12.3 million – this gives us excess revenues over expenditures in the amount of approximately $824,000 – not including transfer to debt services and the sale of property which is an additional $615,000 – giving us a projected fund balance at the end of the year of about $1.1 million – this is a reduction in the deficit of around $1.4 million projected.

Mr. Elshaw stated he would be making the following Motions:

ORDINANCE COMMITTEE  - Mr. Lajeunesse

Mr. Lajeunesse greeted all present and stated the Ordinance Committee met on Tuesday, March 15th – one of the items discussed was brought forward on the evening’s agenda – that being Legislation No. 03-22-(01) and has to do with Community Center and JFK and other municipal buildings – in this case City Hall will be closed after 4:30 p.m. to all parties except those arms of the Eastlake Government such as the Port Authority.  

Mr. Lajeunesse referred to the discussion regarding the televising of Council meetings, adding that he has taken on the responsibility to research this matter as it is very important – he is looking at the feasibility, the impact and the cost analysis that will be involved in this process – he has spoken with the Mayor of Euclid, a Councilman-at-Large from Willoughby Hills and he is in the process of communication with someone from Mentor – he will also be attending one meeting from each of the Cities – upon compiling the information he will present it for further discussion.  Mr. Lajeunesse stated he feels this needs to be done right – he has learned that one City has some difficulties while another City finds the process simple. 

Mr. Lajeunesse stated this concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mayor Andrzejewski stated the Administration is fully behind televising Council meetings and some Committee meetings and asked Mr. Lajeunesse when did he anticipate this process moving forward?  Mr. Lajeunesse stated possibly one or two months – in between all the other meetings being attended – included last night’s meeting which ended about 10:30 p.m. he is doing the best he can – he will proceed as quickly as possible – a resident is helping him to increase the research.

There were no further questions of Mr. Lajeunesse.

SERVICE/UTILITIES COMMITTEE – Mr. Razov
Mr. Razov stated the Service/ Utilities Committee met on Monday, March 21, 2005 with three items on the agenda – the first being Legislation 03-22-(04) on the evening’s agenda regarding a bid authorization for mowing services – the remaining two items were City Ordinance Chapters 906 “ Soil, Sediment Pollution Control” and 913 “Comprehensive Storm Water Management” – these are both Storm Water Phase 2 EPA regulations – City Engineer Mr. Guard presented the ordinances – these matters have been held in Committee pending input from the Building and Service Departments, as well as the City Engineer.

SAFETY COMMITTEE – Mr. Zontini

Mr. Zontini stated Safety Committee had been scheduled for last Tuesday, March 15th, but due to the fact that we did not have the final pieces of our research completed regarding the one issue pending in the Committee – the Stadium Task Force/Committee/Authority – we were forced to postpone the meeting – a meeting will be scheduled as soon as possible 

upon receipt of the information.

Mr. Zontini stated he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Zontini.

RECOGNITION OF THE PUBLIC 
Mr. Hillier recognized the public input at this time; he reminded the speakers that there is a 3-minute limit for their comments, all comments are to be directed to the Chair and not include any personalities or individuals.

Arlene Sawyer, 903 Woodstock Road, Eastlake

Ms. Sawyer referred to the recently filled vacancies on the Commission, stating that she knew Indra Shah had put his name into the “hat” – he came with a wealth of education behind him – he has a Masters and a law degree – a business degree and in English literature – he has been to every Commission meeting – he comes to most of all the meetings the City holds – he has always spoke on behalf of the residents and she strongly feels he would have been an asset to that Commission – very much an asset – and, once again she is disappointed – the Eastlake residents lost out when they did not get to take advantage of his knowledge and his good will – it is her belief that he is being punished for his First Amendment – he spoke out – he speaks what is on his mind – what is on his heart and she thinks this cost him - and cost the residents – in addition to all his degrees he has earned a lot of awards and has been recognized by many places – the Ohio Senate , the Ohio House, Governor Taft, Senator Voinovich – just to name a few – she cannot believe that he was just bypassed – she noticed that we let someone good go by.

Council President Mr. Hillier referred to Ms. Sawyer’s comments that Governor Taft gave an award to Mr. Shah – Governor is also the one who made the appointments. Mr. Hillier stated he did not understand but thanked Ms. Sawyer for sharing her concerns.

Jim Strand, 1223 East 343rd Street, Eastlake

Mr. Strand stated he is he would like to take the opportunity to thank the Mayor and City Council and the Citizens and guests for permitting him to speak – he is a veteran and laid six months in the hospital reinforcing our rights to do what we are doing here tonight – that is to speak what we feel – he enjoys the freedoms this Country gives – and, since he has been in this City debates and criticism are good – as long as they benefit the people of the City – what he has seen in this City over the last few months is a recall of a Council person on a weak State law with no real grounds to do it – he sees a lot of bickering – he sees people putting web sites out that are taking cheap shots at Government officials – this is not something that is good for the Community – the worst of the thing in this is – he calls the people that do this – Al-Qeada people – one of the worst things he has seen happen is what he calls an Al-Qeada coward – the person that made the phone call stopping an event for something that he thinks is strong in this Community – that is the Blvd. of Flags – he does not have respect for people who say the Blvd. of Flags is no good and they want to get rid of it – and he would like to tell them to say that to Mr. Ralph C. Houston and his family, Edward Jones and his family, and Steve Malec and his family – those are only a few of 21 people that are KIA’s – they were killed in action – the support for what we stand here tonight doing – in checking the phone calls made on this event are annoymous – they went to Channel 5 and the Police Department or Liquor Control – in his 30 years of law enforcement he would like people to know that anonymous phone calls really do not exist – any phone call made over a dedicated line leaves a signature – that signature can be found – and, he hopes someone will take the initiative to find out who that signature belongs to because that person is an Al-Qaeda coward to spoil an event for the veterans of this Community who gave their sacrifice for the freedoms that we have tonight. Mr. Strand stated he was glad the people from EZ Pole dedicated 600 flags – he called EZ Pole Monday morning and offered to purchase 21 flags to fly at half mast because on Memorial Day he is going to pay taps for fallen veterans – Todd Adkins told him he would donate all the flags he had in the loft – he did not know how many there were until he called the City to tell the exciting news and was advised that 600 flags were here – the Al-Qaeda people who did this thing – he is here to say this Memorial Day we will have the Blvd. of Flags back to its splendor and the flags will fly through the summer is splendor and glory and it will never be in the condition it is today ever again – as long as he walks and breathes – if the Al-Qaeda people want to fight it he will get them.

Indra Shah, 577 St. Lawrence Blvd., Eastlake

Mr. Shah stated there is so much being said about the recall – if you don’t like the law change the law – Ohio law is more generous then the City Ordinance – (comments could not be understood) the lawful right given by the Ohio law and our Charter – our Charter and the Ohio law have no provision for any cause to be made – no malfeasance, misfeasance (comments could not be understood) that are being use are required for a recall – it is the public right granted by the State of Ohio and our Charter to (comments could not be understood) and if you (comments could not be understood) our lawful right should not be criticized (comments could not be understood) so please stop criticizing people exercising their lawful rights – if you don’t like the law – change the law.

MAYOR/SAFETY DIRECTOR – Ted Andrzejewski

Mayor Andrzejewski stated we continue work on the naming rights with the Superlative Group – there have been two more meetings with two interested parties.  The Mayor stated he had an opportunity to attend a function and speak personally with Senator Mike DeWine and his assistant – they have both assured him the money for the Eastlake stadium is in the Transportation Bill and they fully support it – Senator DeWine advised when the Bill goes to the Senate it may have more dollars in total than what was passed in the House of Representatives  - this is a good sign that nothing will be cut – he likes the fact that the City of Eastlake is recognized in the Transportation Bill and this is a good step that things are moving along.

The Mayor stated we did receive the money from the sale of the fire station and recreation building totaling $374,000 – this will be used to reduce the short term debt – the City auction will be held on Saturday, May 21st.  

The Mayor stated the Captains have advised the first two hours of the sale of tickets for the Def Leopard/Bryan Adams concert has sold over 2,500 tickets.

The Mayor stated one of the main reasons for purchasing the street sweeper is to satisfy some of the requirements of the Storm Water Phase 2 – the Federal Government has mandated the amount of sediment flowing into the storm sewers be reduced and we are required to sweep the entire City at least once a year- hopefully, with a new street sweeper we can do that three or four times – this and the two Ordinances being reviewed by the Ordinance Committee will help us satisfy some of the requirements this year.

Mayor Andrzejewski stated it is his opinion as the Chief Administrator of the City that the City needs and requires a full time CBO for our Building Department – Council tonight disagrees with him and they have cut $18,000 from the budget for the Building Department – he wants to go on record and state that he believes for a City our size and as the Chief Administrator of the City that we need a full-time CBO – he can’t imagine the summer time, spring and fall when the residents and businesses come in for permits that we are going to have the manpower to process the permits – do the inspections and do everything that is required to move these things along.  The Mayor stated he would like to go on record that it is his opinion as the Chief Administrator of this City that a City of our size needs and deserves a full-time CBO.

Mr. Hillier stated he would make a comment since the Mayor felt the need to bring the issue to the table – we are in a philosophical disagreement and he will not debate the issue – the Mayor has made his case – however, the Mayor painted an image that Council is trying to short change that Department and that is obviously not the case – we have a philosophical disagreement – we have tried to resolve that and without the Mayor being willing to reach any sort of compromise with Council we felt it necessary to take the Motion we did tonight so we can continue the conversations to provide the services to the residents – it is strictly a philosophical difference at this point and with the spending being increased in the budget passed in January of $12.1 million by a healthy $300,000 in this budget – it is not that the Mayor has spent more but that things happened – with the outstanding job Mr. Slocum has been doing by researching the issues of the budget and some accounts having to be re-arranged – that in great majority is part of that problem we have had to address.  Mr. Hillier stated Council’s position also is budgetary – if there are ways we can continue the services being operated and yet maintain budgetary processes we feel it is appropriate that is what we are going to do – it is strictly a legislative action to continue these conversations to prevent the Mayor from doing what he did with the Recreation Department.

Mayor Andrzejewski stated his final thought on this is the City has always had a full-time CBO up until last year when the previous Administration decided to hire an Administrator and cut the CBO from full-time to part-time – up until that point the City has always had a full-time CBO.

Mr. Hillier stated his final comment would be that things have to change and when spending increases by $300,000 as your budget proposal to Council has we have to make appropriate actions – this is the action we have chosen to make.

There were no further questions of Mayor Andrzejewski.

LAW DIRECTOR – Randy Klammer

Mr. Klammer stated the funds for the street sweeper would be coming out of the Road Fund – as it has the affect of maintenance.  (comments could not be understood)
Mr. Klammer stated this concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Klammer.

FINANCE DIRECTOR – Mike Slocum

Mr. Slocum referred to the City Hall bond refinancing – we are currently advertising for bids on the bonds – calling for them to be in by Thursday, noon – we should know Thursday afternoon what the pricing is – the bond market did suffer a bit today and it may have some negative impact on ours which may result in a higher interest rate on the bonds – we will have to wait and see what the final pricing comes out to – we are still hoping there will be significant savings – he does not believe the previously discussed number of $235,00 will be there – it will be less.

Mr. Slocum stated he referred to the Finance Committee a need to have an Ordinance canceling the tax abatements for both Parker Hannifin and Gould Electronics – Parker Hannifin has notified us that they will not meet their requirements and have requested the abatement be discontinued – Gould has left the City and we will be requesting an Ordinance canceling the abatement – we will also be exercising the claw back rights – he discussed the issue with the Willoughby-Eastlake schools who will be the big beneficiary on the claw back rights – they will get 80% of the funding – we will get probably 8%-10% - he anticipates the school district would pick up their part of the programming share of the claw back.

Mr. Slocum stated this concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Hillier thanked Mr. Slocum for the exceptional job he performed with the budget process – he has been very helpful and professional in his reports submitted.

There were no further questions of Mr. Slocum.

SERVICE/RECREATION DIRECTOR – Bill Philipp

Mr. Philipp referred to an excerpt from the Northern Ohio Directors Association – we started recording weather in 1896 – three of the last five years have been the snowiest and coldest the history of record – many of our chuck holes have been a result of these winters – we can only use a temporary cold patch in the winter – our Road Program is starting with hot asphalt as soon as it is available – the history also shows us that from now until April 15th we could receive 1-12 inches of snow – hopefully, spring will come soon.

Mr. Philipp stated this concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Lajeunesse asked Mr. Philipp to share the plans for the pool for the upcoming season.  Mr. Philipp stated he and the Mayor have been working on the plans – we feel we have a good set of people to manage it adequately and safely – last year at Jakse we managed it adequately and safely and we saved a little girl’s life – we will not set aside the safety – we will also be putting together plans for operation procedures of the pools – there is a lot to be worked out and maintain the budget.

There were no further questions of Mr. Philipp.

CITY ENGINEER – Steve Guard

Mr. Guard stated Monday they did a 23 month walk-through of the Eastlake Minor League Ballpark in anticipation of the expiration of our two year warranty which expires April 10th – we found three minor flaws – small pieces of concrete and a block that was cracked – the structure is in great shape – the quality of workmanship after two years of use is outstanding – it is in great shape – all minor repairs have been taken care of and at this point there is very little wrong with that facility and he expects it to continue to have a long lasting life.

Mr. Guard stated there is no report on the North Parkway Sanitary Sewer Project as we are still waiting for our permit from the Ohio EPA – once that is received we will advertise for bids.

Mr. Guard stated this concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Knuchel asked Mr. Guard if all the easements had been received for the project.  Mr. Guard stated all the easements are signed – there are two residents who are to come into City Hall to have the easements notarized.

There were no further questions of Mr. Guard.

ADJOURNMENT

Council President Mr. Hillier stated that, if there are no objections from Council, the meeting is adjourned.
