COMMUNICATIONS &  PETITIONS

A request was received from Finance Director Mr. Condron to amend City Ordinance Section 125.08 “Petty Cash Fund.”  This was referred to Ordinance Committee.

A communication was received from the Administration regarding the Pay Estimate No. 4 Final for the Senior Center Boiler Replacement.  This was referred to Finance Committee.

A communication was received requesting the recognition of April as National Child Abuse Prevention Month. Mr. Elshaw stated if there are no objections from Council this will be placed on the April 10th Council meeting agenda.

 A bid recommendation was received from CBO Mr. Voros regarding a Primary Landscaper and a Back-up Landscaper for mowing and trimming of high grass, brush, weeds and other vegetation. This was referred to Finance Committee.

A bid advertisement request was received from CBO Mr. Voros for a computer software program for the Building Department. This was referred to Finance Committee.

COUNCIL COMMITTEE REPORTS

SAFETY COMMITTEE – Mr. Morley

Mr. Morley:  The Safety Committee has had one referral, therefore he will be scheduling a meeting for Wednesday, April 4, 2007 at 6:00 p.m.

RECREATION COMMITTEE – Mr. Lajeunesse

Mr. Lajeunesse:  The Recreation Committee has not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting.  However, one piece of legislation was presented to Committee and discussed during the miscellaneous of the Finance Committee meeting.  This was in regards to City Ordinance Section 969.03 establishing the fees for the JFK Center and Community Center use. Adjustments were made on the fees charged for rental to better utilize the facilities.  All agreed to approve the amendment and it appears on the evening’s agenda.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Lajeunesse.

PLANNING COMMITTEE – Mr. D’Ambrosio 

Mr. D’Ambrosio: The Planning Committee met on March 20, 2007 at 6:15 p.m. with himself, Mr. Morley and Mr. Zontini in attendance from the Committee.  In attendance from Council were Mr. Lajeunesse and Mr. Knuchel.  Two Conditional Use Permits were on the agenda with one being for Bear, Inc., also called Hide Away Bar & Grille – the other request was for Wings Food and Spirits – this is located where the old Chagrin Tavern used to be.  Both items were moved forward for a public hearing and passage for April 10th.  
A rundown house was located in Ward 1 on 343rd Street – it was a health and safety hazard – it had black mold in it.  Everything you did not want in a house was in it.  He would like to thank CBO Mr. Voros and Mr. Klammer for their persistence in getting the house torn down.  This was an eyesore and hazard. He would like to thank them for their work in getting this done.

He had several issues that were not major but were significant to the residents and needed Police involvement.  He would like to thank the Department and Chief Ruth for his report – everyone was happy – citations were issued and things were cleared up.

He also received very positive calls that the street sweeper has been out – the machine is picking up debris the way it is supposed to – one resident reported about 90% of the debris was picked up out of the ditch in front of his yard.  Mr. Semik – good job.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. D’Ambrosio.

FINANCE COMMITTEE – Mr. Knuchel

Mr. Knuchel:  The Finance Committee met on March 20, 2007 to continue talks on the final 

proposed budget and it was basically unchanged.  There were a few areas where the Mayor

decreased his spending and there was one area where spending was increased.

Property taxes were up approximately 20% due to this year’s re-evaluation.  There was a gain 

in the garbage collection contracts – we are discussing a segregated fund for any overages collected to go against a new contract, which will be in force next year.

Regarding the expenditures, it was decided to hire seasonal workers to cut grass along S.R. 91 and some of the parks areas – they will help our workforce to be more effective in doing the things they do best which is roads, sewers and maintenance projects.

There will be two major road projects this year – the Roberts Road Phase 2 project and the resurfacing of S.R. 91.  Both will be paid in part by grant money.

Court costs remain high – they were a little bit lower in the first billing this year but are still not where we need them to be – expenditures were doubled from last year.

Also discussed during the meeting were a Resolution of Acceptance for the revised property tax rates – this was approved and moved forward to this evening’s agenda for passage.

Two items were discussed in miscellaneous – the item regarding the rental fees for the JFK and Community Center, as Mr. Lajeunesse explained during his report, and approval of the bid advertisement for the 2007 Concrete Road program – this is a housekeeping issue and was requested to be on the Committee’s agenda by Mr. Razov – this item appears on the evening’s agenda.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Knuchel made the following Motion:

MAYOR/SAFETY DIRECTOR – Ted Andrzejewski

Mayor Andrzejewski:   The street sweeper has been working well – there is an amazing amount of dirt being taken off the streets.  Any dirt and debris removed does not go in our storm sewers – it will only help us.

He would like to thank Police Chief Ruth for giving us some diversion kids on Saturday – we have had a major effort to pick up trash and tree limbs on S.R. 91 – this will continue the rest of the week with the idea being once all the big stuff is picked up we will sweep the center aisle so the street sweeper can pick up on S.R. 91 late at night.

A reminder for the senior residents – the Council-on-Aging is offering senior citizens, 65 years of age or older, $10.00 per cut to cut their grass.  They should contact the Council-on-Aging who has stated if this works they will carry it over for winter snow plowing.

During the Mayor’s and Manager’s meeting discussion was continued on the County offering a levy for the new telecommunications equipment that has to be purchased.  The preliminary numbers are very good – this would be Countywide and would be .29-mills or about $15.00 per household – this would be fore Homeland Security and would coordinate the radios so all the facilities in the Cities would be able to communicate with each other.  

He attended a meeting in Columbus with the Mayor’s and Managers of Northeast Ohio to speak with our legislative representatives.  At least for the next few years the local government fund will remain intact – there may be a little increase in 2008.  They have something in the budget that could reduce the property tax for seniors for the first $25,000 value of their home.  This will help us – if the real estate taxes are reduced the residents of Eastlake may have a more open mind for things we need to do in the City.

He would like to introduce Mr. Thomas Gwydir of C.T. Consultants. Tom has been recommended as our City Engineer.

Mr. Gwydir:  He would like to thank the Mayor and Council for the opportunity to serve as Eastlake’s Engineer.  He knows Steve Guard can never be replaced but he hopes to carry on in his tradition of service to the City.  He graduated from Akron University about 25 years ago – he has worked for the City of Philadelphia Water Department building treatment plants for 15 years.  He started working for C.T. Consultants about 10 years ago as a construction engineer and manager.  Approximately 7 years ago they asked him to head the department and join the company. He has been working in various communities throughout the area – including Wickliffe and Mentor- from Conneaut to Chagrin Falls handling all matters related to construction.  This experience he brings to the City and will hopefully kick off the Roberts Road, Phase II project.  He is making himself familiar with all the things Steve was handling and he would appreciate any assistance.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  We all know what Steve Guard did for this City – he would like to propose we give Steve’s nameplate to his family.

Mr. Elshaw:  Steve will definitely not be forgotten – we were actually going to leave the plate up but that is an even better idea. Mr. Gwydir welcome.

Mr. Knuchel:  Are we planning a pre-construction meeting in the future regarding Roberts Road, Phase 2?

Mayor Andrzejewski:  We will hold the meeting soon after which we will notify the residents for a public hearing.

Mr. Elshaw:  Regarding the estimated $15.00 per household for the countywide levy – what was the average home value?

Mayor Andrzejewski:  $150,000 – this will involve replacing all the radios for a “backbone system.”

There were no further questions of Mayor Andrzejewski.

LAW DIRECTOR – Randy Klammer

Mr. Klammer:  He has nothing to report and is open for questions.  He will be reviewing the provisions for appointing a new engineer and will report back accordingly.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Zontini:  Did we not pass an Ordinance approving a contract with C.T. Consultant’s that Mr. Guard was our liaison?

Mr. Klammer: Yes – that was the only issue the he and the Clerk could think of.

Mrs. Cendroski: That was a special circumstance and had never been done before – this may have been because of Mr. Guard’s promotion.

Mr. Klammer:  He is not sure – he will check into this.

Mr. Elshaw:  We could approve the appointment at the next meeting – which will afford time for research.

There were no further questions of Mr. Klammer.

FINANCE DIRECTOR – Brian Condron

Mr. Condron:  They have been working the last couple of weeks on the budget. He has been working with Ms. Smith of the Financial Planning & Supervisory Commission on accounting procedures.   

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Elshaw:  Mr. Condron, you forwarded a revised summary page of the Recovery Plan – did you want to discuss this any further in a meeting?

Mr. Condron:  He wanted to show this to Council – Ms. Smith would have her own projections at the Commission meeting.  He just wanted to show things had not changed from 2006-2007 and were positive years.

Mr. Elshaw:  Will Ms. Smith have the revised plan at the meeting?

Mr. Condron:  He believes so.

There were no further questions of Mr. Condron.

TAX ADMINISTRATOR – Angela Keneven-Zanella

Mrs. Keneven-Zanella:  This is just the beginning of their busy time – it lasts for months.  In February collections were up 41% over last year.  March is also looking like it will end up over last year’s figures.  Much of the increase is due to collecting outstanding taxes – we expect the outstanding collections to start to decline soon as we have gone after the largest amount of offenders and have done a good job on the big collections. She thanks our Prosecutor Mr. Hawkins for being helpful and the Police Department – and, everyone else who has been involved – in the 11 years she has been here this is the best it has ever worked.  Several arrest warrants on people who did not appear were issued by the Court. Hopefully, the word will get out there that we are serious about collecting taxes.  The collection agency has been filing tax liens against people’s property – hopefully people will understand this is a serious situation.

Mr. Knuchel mentioned Court costs – she is sure some of the increase is due to the fact that we have been so active in the Court system – we do charge back all Court costs to the taxpayer.

They have also had a surprising number of taxpayers settle up and make payment plans – people are more aware they have to pay the taxes.

Regarding economic development – there are some things going on – we are still working on the TOPS space – two companies are looking at expanding their present space, which is always positive.  Several companies have advised their plans for expansion did not materialize – one was because Johnson & Johnson decided to split their account with Israel, which is doing labor out of Mexico.  Another did not materialize because it went to Switzerland.  We are in heavy competition with other companies for nice size contracts.  Companies are working very hard to diversify so they can stay ahead of the game, but it is not as good as they would like it to be.

This concluded her report and she was open for questions.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  They will be closing a possible loop hole – there are many amusement devices around the City – our Ordinance calls for a 3% amusement tax but we are receiving very few dollars from the amusement taxes.  The newer machines provide a printout showing the activity on the machine. A letter was sent to everyone in Eastlake who has the machines with a copy of the tax form and we have advised they should attach the daily and weekly printouts from the machines so we can calculate the tax we should receive from the machines.  The 3% is a pittance of what we should be getting.

Mr. Knuchel: What kind of machines does this involve?

Mayor Andrzejewski:  Computer operated machines – like tic-tac-toe, tic-tac-fruit.

Mrs. Keneven-Zanella:  This also includes the toy machines at K-Mart.

Mr. Knuchel:  Are those considered gambling devices?

Mayor Andrzejewski:  No.

Mr. Razov:  They are a game of skill – he has looked into this – they have been ruled a game of skill – a choice is made from several options – if the incorrect choice is made nothing is earned – the correct choice would win.  

Mayor Andrzejewski:  There is an injunction to keep Cities from removing the machines until it can be determined if they are a game of skill or game of change – the initial ruling is they are a game of skill.  We have made a decision that no new machines will be permitted – the existing ones will be allowed to be kept until a final ruling comes from the Attorney General’s office – and, as long as they have the machines we are due the 3% tax generated by the machines – some can generate a lot of dollars – especially in the bars.

Mr. Klammer:  There was a lawsuit in Franklin County and the parties reached a settlement agreement.

Chief Ruth:  There has been a lot of controversy over these machines, especially the tic-tac-toe and tic-tac-fruit machines – cases were decided in Hamilton County where some compromises were made.  In October, 2006 the Attorney General indicated a ruling that the tic-tac-fruit machines were a scheme of chance which would make them a gambling machine and illegal.  That has been challenged and is pending.  There is an injunction prohibiting any more machines form being brought in until a decision has been rendered.  He supports the Attorney General’s opinion and he agrees with it – our position is if the machine was existing prior to the opinion and it was properly licensed in the City of Eastlake that it would be grandfathered until such time as an opinion is validated or overturned.  We will not allow machines that were not properly licensed or are new until a decision has been made.  This has an immense amount of controversy – there is a lot of money involved – the State needs to make a definitive decision on the whole gambling issue.

Mayor Andrzejewski: No matter the machine – we are not getting our fair share of the 3% tax and will make an effort to make the owners of these machines accountable.

 There were no further questions of Mrs. Keneven-Zanella.

SERVICE DIRECTOR – Mike Semik

Mr. Semik:  We have started street sweeping and will continue as long as the weather permits – we hope to clean the streets two or three times in the season.  

Chuck hole repairs have started – the asphalt plant opens about April 15th at which time we will repair the roads for overlay.  Sanitary flushing is continuing throughout the City – with recently being in the Garretts Cove area.  Soccer begins in three weeks so we will be getting the fields ready.  Recreation crews are out cleaning up S.R. 91 and the parks.  We hope to trim the trees on Vine Street and along the bike path on S.R. 91.  The Lakeshore waterline project is temporarily on hold pending reviews by the County – they had questions on the placement of their line due to the forcemain.  The only work being done is in the area of Reeves Road.  They are getting ready to push the pipe through the river the hopefully the project will be done on time.  Another project that will impact us will be the Route 2 project, which will start the day after Easter – it is a 2-year project – two jobs will be going in opposite directions. He indicated to ODOT our concern was to make sure the ramps were properly signed so there would be no confusion for the stadium – they seemed to agree.  

He would like to thank Council for approving the bid advertisement for the Concrete Program and he welcomes and will be meeting with our new Engineer to go over projects.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Knuchel: Is there still someone working second shift?

Mr. Semik:  No.  All are working first shift.

Mr. Knuchel: It may be a good idea to run the street sweeper at night when traffic is less – is this an option?

Mr. Semik: Yes – Three gentlemen run the street sweeper – they will rotate shifts and come in at 2:00 a.m. on Friday and sweep S.R. 91 and Vine Street – traffic will be at a minimum. We will sweep the start of the ramps – we cannot go down the ramp as that is the County’s job.

There were no further questions of Mr. Semik. 

CHIEF BUILDING OFFICIAL – Joe Voros

Mr. Voros:  He would like to welcome Mr. Gwydir.  He thanks Mr. Klammer for his help in getting the house demolished – one other house on Erie Road was torn down last week.  Business is as usual – things started picking up once the weather broke.  They are catching contractors without permits and licenses.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions. 

There were no questions of Mr. Voros.

CITY ENGINEER – Tom Gwydir

Mr. Gwydir: He had not report at this time.

POLICE CHIEF – John  Ruth

Chief Ruth:  Thank you for moving so quickly on the replacement vehicle for Unit 859.  The Mayor has asked for a Department assessment and a 3-year budget proposal – he will submit a copy to Council and hope all will take time to review it and contact his if there are any questions.  It is imperative that we look at our basic services and put together a plan for the Police Department so we can move forward.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Chief Ruth. 
FIRE CHIEF – Richard Sabo

Fire Chief Sabo:  The Fire Department will be undergoing changes in the near future.  Battalion Chief Cummings gave his retirement date of April 28th so we are in the process of having promotional exams and trying to bring two new people on board – one to replace Captain Folley who retired in January and one to replace Battalion Chief Cummings. We are not adding or increasing the strength of our Department even though it is needed – at this time we are just maintaining what we have.  Other than that we are trying to meet the needs of the residents in the Community.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.
