        REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

The Regular Meeting of the Eastlake City Council was held at Eastlake City Hall, 35150 

Lake Shore Boulevard.  The Meeting was called to order by Council President Mr. Lajeunesse at approximately 7:41 p.m.  

The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Mr. Zontini.

A Conditional Use Permit Renewal Request was received from Raymond F. Sternot, dba RFS Consulting, Inc., 36529 Starboard Drive, Eastlake.  This was referred to Planning Committee.

A communication was received from the Administration regarding the bid tabulation and recommendation of bid award for the 2005 Pavement Lane Marking. This was referred to Finance Committee.

A request was received from Finance Director Mr. Slocum to reappropriate the 2005 expenses for the City of Eastlake. Mr. Lajeunesse explained this was discussed in the Council-as-a-Whole Committee meeting and held in Committee for further discussion.

A fee waiver request was received from the Eastlake Youth Softball, Inc. for use of the Community Center on Saturday, May 21, 2005 for a Spaghetti Dinner. This was referred to Recreation Committee.

A Conditional Use Permit recommendation was received from the Planning Commission for Home Loan Mortgage Corp., 1185 E. 354th Street, Eastlake. This was referred to Planning Committee.

COUNCIL COMMITTEE REPORTS

ORDINANCE COMMITTEE/SAFETY COMMITTEE  - Mr. Zontini

MAYOR/SAFETY DIRECTOR – Ted Andrzejewski

Mayor Andrzejewski stated the American Legion is inviting the public to the Memorial Day Ceremony on Monday, May 30, 2005 at 11:00 a.m. – this will be held behind City Hall.  The Mayor stated he would like to sincerely thank all the volunteers for working the last two weeks – in the rain and cold – on the Blvd. of Flags – there are 111 flags that have been put up and it has been a great effort by everyone – the flags are really looking good – one more work Saturday should complete the job – anyone interested please come and help – people are working together – Boy Scouts and Girl Scouts are putting up the flags – there were many volunteers present including several Council members.  

Mayor Andrzejewski stated he would like to recommend Ken Hoefle to the Zoning Board of Appeals.

Mayor Andrzejewski stated his recommendation for the vacancy on the Audit Review Committee is John Holand.

The Mayor stated two businesses are coming into Eastlake – this is positive – Arron Rents – this will be located on Vine Street across from K-Mart – they sell and lease residential furniture, electronics and home appliances and have 1065 company operated and franchise stores in 45 states and Puerto Rice – the other business is from Michigan and is called Wireless Toyz and deals with wireless, cellular phones. The Mayor stated we welcome the two businesses to Eastlake.

Mayor Andrzejewski stated they will be having the car cruise, starting June 5th, and we are looking for any organization that would like to run the concession stand - it would be welcomed – all the proceeds would go to the group.

Mayor Andrzejewski thanked all for the words of condolences on the passing of his mother – the thoughts were greatly appreciated by himself and his family.

Mayor Andrzejewski stated this concluded his report.

Mr. Zontini reminded Mayor Andrzejewski that there were three weekends in which the flags were worked on – there were a lot of young people – boy scouts and ten year old girls who came out to hang the flags for us – it was fantastic.

There were no questions of Mayor Andrzejewski.

APPOINTMENT TO THE ZONING BOARD OF APPEALS 
Mr. Elshaw made the following Motion:

LAW DIRECTOR – Randy Klammer

Mr. Klammer stated that he had nothing to report and wished all the applicants for Council good luck.  Mr. Klammer stated he was open for questions.

FINANCE DIRECTOR – Mike Slocum

Assistant Finance Director Mr. Vuckovich stated all reports have been previously submitted and he was open for questions.  

Mr. Elshaw asked Mr. Vuckovich when the 2005 April budget would be completed.  Mr. Vuckovich stated this should be included in Council’s packet this week.

There were no questions of Mr. Vuckovich.

SERVICE/RECREATION DIRECTOR – Bill Philipp

Mr. Philipp reported the crack sealing crews are working on the streets as the weather is perfect for this work – they will work on the streets until the weather warms up – then they will complete hole filling and concrete repair and perform more crack sealing in the fall. 

Mr. Philipp stated this concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Philipp.

CITY ENGINEER – Steve Guard

Mr. Guard stated all the reconstruction projects seem to be starting on the same date – May 23rd – the Plymouth Outfall Sewer Issue 2 project – the North Parkway Sanitary Sewer project for which they had an informative meeting with the residents last night and all were very receptive and cooperative – and, the Lake Breeze Condominium project to the east of City Hall. 

Mr. Guard stated this concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no further questions of Mr. Guard.

Council President Mr. Lajeunesse stated that, if there are no objections from Council, the meeting is adjourned.
