A communication was received from Finance Director Mr. Condron regarding a proposal to amend City Ordinance No. 913.14 “Fees.”  This was referred to Ordinance Committee.

A communication was received from Finance Director Mr. Condron requesting the establishment of a “Storm Water Fee” fund.  This was referred to Finance Committee. 

A grant authorization request was received from the Administration regarding Ohio Public Works Commission funds for work on the Robin Drive, Forest Drive and King Drive Pump Stations.  Mr. Elshaw explained this was discussed in Council-as-a-Whole Committee and will be added to the evening’s agenda as Legislation No. 05-22-(07).

A communication was received from the Planning Commission recommending a Conditional Use Permit for All Seasons Raceway, 1580 E. 332nd Street, Eastlake.  This was referred to Planning Committee.

A bid recommendation was received from Chief Building Official Mr. Voros for a Building Department Software Package.  This was referred to Finance Committee.

A legislation request was received from the Administration regarding the Eastlake Signal Upgrade Project. This was referred to Finance Committee.

COUNCIL COMMITTEE REPORTS

SERVICE/UTILITIES COMMITTEE – Mr. Razov

Mr. Razov:  The Service/Utilities Committee met on Monday, May 22, 2007 at 6:00 p.m. with himself and Mr. Knuchel present from the Committee.  Committee member Mr. Lajeunesse had advised he would be late in attending.  Also in attendance from Council were  Mr. Morley, Mr. Zontini, and Council President Mr. Elshaw.  In attendance from the Administration were Mayor Andrzejewski, Service Director Mr. Semik, Finance Director Mr. Condron, CBO Mr. Voros, Police Chief Ruth and Fire Chief Sabo.

The Committee discussed purchase requests from the Service Department regarding the 8-ton dump truck, which was discussed previously – the Committee agreed to move forward with this matter.  The second item to be discussed and approved to move forward was the purchase of stainless steel bed replacement for one of the City’s 5-ton dump trucks.  The final item to be discussed was tabled and was the Mayor’s request to purchase six used vehicles for use by the City Departments and we are waiting for further information from the Mayor regarding the possibility of purchasing new vehicles. During the miscellaneous section of the meeting Mr. Semik requested to advertise for bids for a new heavy duty 40,000 ton capacity lift for the fire trucks and our heavy trucks as well as the paver.  The Committee agreed to hold this matter in Committee pending further information.  The meeting was adjourned at 6:31 p.m.

PLANNING COMMITTEE – Mr. D’Ambrosio 

Mr. D’Ambrosio: The Planning Committee met on May 17th at 6:30 p.m. with himself and Mr. Zontini was present from the Committee.  Committee member Mr. Morley was absent and excused.  In attendance from the Administration was Mr. Lajeunesse.  In attendance from Council was CBO Mr. Voros.  The Committee discussed three Conditional Use permit Renewals, one liquor license request, one liquor license transfer and a new Conditional Use Permit.  All items were moved forward.  As to the new Conditional Permit for a business called Thru Mart – which is actually a drive-through convenient store – they are required to obtain a variance change for off street parking for employees so the Committee agreed to move this item forward pending approval by the Zoning Board of Appeals. ORDINANCE COMMITTEE  - Mr. Zontini

Mr. Zontini:  The Ordinance Committee also met on Monday, May 21st with himself, Mr. Morley and Mr. D’Ambrosio present from the Committee.  In attendance from Council were Mr. Elshaw, Mr. Lajeunesse and Mr. Knuchel.  In attendance from the Administration were Mayor Andrzejewski, Finance Director Mr. Condron, Law Director Mr. Klammer and CBO Mr. Voros.

The Committee discussed an amendment to City Ordinance 755 regarding game rooms – this basically brings the ordinance in compliance with the hours of the businesses who have game rooms.  Also discussed was an amendment to City Ordinance Chapter 111 “Council Rules” – the Committee voted to move this forward but as it is rather extensive and lengthy and requires some changes it will be on the June 12th Council meeting agenda.  Also discussed was an amendment to City Ordinance 1165.03 “Initiation of Change; Fees” – this was also discussed at the Council-as-a-Whole meeting and brings City ordinances into compliance with each other in order to have the same fee charge for a re-zoning permit.  Also discussed was the proposed new enactment of City Ordinance Chapter 1391 “Certificate of Rental Occupancy” – this was held in Committee as a rather lengthy discussion is ongoing and it hoped to continue the discussion at the next Ordinance Committee meeting.  Under miscellaneous the Committee discussed a proposed amendment for parking of recreational vehicles with the Committee voting  2-1 to refer this matter out of Committee with no action taken.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Zontini.

RECOGNITION OF THE PUBLIC 
Mr. Elshaw recognized the public input at this time; he reminded the speakers that there is a 3-minute limit for their comments, all comments are to be directed to the Chair and not include any personalities or individuals.

Robert Zeitz, 204 St. Lawrence Blvd., Eastlake

Mr. Zeitz:  He has lived in Eastlake since 1966 and is present to speak about the County purchase of the Lost Nation Airport – which, he thinks is a bad idea.  He is present to ask for support of their issue by updating a 1966 resolution in opposite of the airport as well as a letter to Congressman LaTourette stating the City’s feeling on it.  The main issue is the airport as a business is not a winning proposition – it never made money and will be a draw on whoever owns it for a long time.  The plan is to use Federal funds to purchase the airport and  if it is purchased it will be an airport forever as per the agreement to use Federal funds. That means the taxpayers will be paying for it for a long time.  If it was needed that would be another issue – but we feel it is not needed due to its proximity to the Richmond Heights airport, Cuyahoga County airport and the Burke Airport and Hopkins Airport.   That and the only other argument we can make that it will be a draw on taxpayers.  Willoughby owns it currently and they have nine years on the program – they had to close it down.  And, if the County Commissioners do not buy it – it will remain with Willoughby and probably close down. There is also a chance that the FAA will not let them close it down.  They are talking around $2 million in Federal money to purchase it.  If the County takes it over and with the expansion of a runway it would necessitate the purchase of land at the intersection of Lost Nation and Hobson Road.  The other issue is the money - the Commissioners have allowed that they would not use local funds to support the airport.  We do not think they could do that.  The grant comes with a necessity of a 5% local match and the potential of requiring more land.  There are several schools around the airport and a potential of 3,000 homes – he understands the airport was there before a lot of homes – how much business will it attract – or not.  It has been an airport for a long time and has not been a financial success.  There are far more negatives. Most of the people he has been working with are from Mentor – he does not know how many Eastlake residents are interested – he is sure there are some but they have not stood up yet.  Given an opportunity we will here from more.

MAYOR/SAFETY DIRECTOR – Ted Andrzejewski

Mayor Andrzejewski:  He has been informed by our promoter that the Festival dates for the festival at Lakeshore Blvd. and Erie are now July 12th through July 15th.  It should not make any difference because we have just started promoting it and getting the word out to the public.

Mr. Morley:  When will there be fireworks.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  Fireworks are July 4th?

They have received word from the State of Ohio that the $560,000 we were expecting from the Federal Transportation Fund will be here by electronic download within the next 48 hours.  That will make two out of the four payments being in house – one more payment is scheduled for 2008 and the final payment for 2009.

The film crew was out today – last year we contracted, at no charge to the City, with a company who sold local businesses banners.  The film crew took pictures of Eastlake – the lake front, river front, boat docks, classic parks, schools, some of the nicer houses in Eastlake.  Within two or three weeks that will appear on the web and we will have a link from our web site to this so anyone around the world will be able to see a 3-4 minute video of our City.  That is at no cost to the City.

He received a letter from ODOT stating we are approved for next year’s street light program.  All streetlights will be changed over to the new LED bulbs – this will extend the life of the bulb as there is a 10-year lifespan.  Also, the LED lights take 25% of the electricity we now use.  Also, we will have new controls and will be able to regulate the lights on S.R. 91.  The State will pay 80% of the cost with the City paying 20%. 

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  In regards to the status of the North/South football game at Classic Park – would you please provide an update?

Mayor Andrzejewski:  No – but he would be happy to discuss this in his office at any time alone.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  So, you won’t share any of that with any of the other Council people as to what may be going on with the game?

Mayor Andrzejewski:  No – but he would be happy to discuss this in his office at any time.

Mr. Zontini: Point of Order, Mr. Chairman.  The Mayor has an obligation to answer a question posed to the Mayor by Council regarding City business.  That happens to involve City business so he thinks the Mayor should answer it publicly.

Mayor Andrzejewski: He disagrees.

Mr. Zontini:  He can show the Ohio Revised Code section that states the Mayor has to answer questions posed to the Mayor from Council.

Mr. Law Director, would you respond to the Mayor on that?  The Ohio Revised Code is very clear on that issue. 

Mr. Klammer:  He would have to review the Ohio Revised Code.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  There are certain Council people, at least as of a little while ago, that may not have even known there is a potential of a North/South game, since it doesn’t involve some finances of the City one way or the other.  Since we do rent Classic Park and it involves our Community and the two high schools he is asking the Mayor, in front of these Council people and some of the Administration here tonight that the Mayor share with us an update of the meeting he had this past Monday in regards to the North/South football game.  Otherwise, he can share with the Mayor his knowledge of what he knows.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  Were you present at the meeting on Monday?  

Mr. Lajeunesse:  He was not there.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  Why do you want to know about the North/South football game?

Mr. Lajeunesse: He has been asked about it on a few occasions and actually did not know it was even being talked about until it was presented to him.  Since he is a Councilman in Eastlake he should be able to give his constituents an answer.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  So, your answer would be that you want to know about the North/South football game – if there is such a thing – because.. Why would you like to know?

Mr. Lajeunesse:  He would like to know the status of where it is and whether you are going to be playing it.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  He is just asking why would you like to know?

Mr. Lajeunesse:  Because it is something that is being talked about within the Community and it is something people are asking him and he would like an update.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  Fine, he will be happy to give an update.  Yesterday, he met with individuals on this matter.  We have been talking for several months and the high school has been talking for several months with the Captains about the possibility of holding the North/South football game at Classic Park.  At this point nothing conclusive has been arranged.  The reason he hesitated to answer Mr. Lajeunesse’s questions was that he did not want to give the public the false hope that either a game will be held there or a game will not be held there.  But, he can assure if in any way, shape or form we can hold a game there we will do it.  Mr. Miller knows that, Keith Miller knows that – so do the other gentlemen who were at the meeting.  He can only conclude that Mr. Lajeunesse’s reason for asking this question is because you have heard false rumors out there and he was hoping Mr. Lajeunesse would share those rumors with your fellow Council member and the public.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  Sure, he does not know if they are rumors or that they are circulating due to Mr. Miller’s conversation with the Captains.  Kevin Brodzinski and Peter Carfagna are in full support of playing the game there – it cannot be switched to any other date due to the schedule of the football games already set.  They are willing to do it for two years in a row to accommodate both schools.  So far, Mayor, is he pretty accurate?

Mayor Andrzejewski:  No.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  There has been talk that the Administration was asking for a certain amount of money to cover the expenses.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  No.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  It as also said that the Haunted House was going to be taking up most of the concession area and that was one of the reasons why the Administration was against having the football game there.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  Now you are getting to the point of your question.  So everyone understands – there were false rumors going around the City that the Administration did not want to hold the North/South football game – that is the farthest from the truth and he suggests Mr. Lajeunesse pick up the phone tomorrow morning and talk directly to Jim Miller and the others who have been directly involved with talks with him – of which Mr. Lajeunesse has not been present at any of the meetings.  That is what happens in this City unfortunately – false rumors get started.  And, he thinks the reason for Mr. Lajeunesse’s question is to bring some embarrassment onto this Administration and he will conclude that if the event can be held there it will be held there.  But, the Captains and the City and North High must come to some arrangement.  Since January we have scheduled with the Captains full knowledge and everyone in this City a Haunted House event to be held every weekend in October. That was booked months ago and it is in a timeframe when the stadium would not be used.  One of the things he has heard from Council and the public is – utilize the stadium more.  We found an event that can utilize the stadium in October and it has the potential to make a pretty good income in this City to help the people reduce the debt on the park – probably $25,000 - $30,000.  As a Councilman looking out for the best interest of the people of Eastlake what would be more important to the residents of Eastlake – reducing the debt by $25,000 - $35,000 or holding a high school football game there?  

Mr. Lajeunesse:  He will have to get back to the Mayor on that.

Mayor Andrzejewski: The public deserves that answer.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  He would have to research it – obviously reducing the debt Mayor but there are other things involved.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  We have met with the officials of North/South and we have talked with the Captains because we are trying to find a way to hold the game and also hold the Haunted House.  We have suggested that we investigate bringing the people in from the side entrances so the main gate can be closed off because it will lead to the Haunted House.  We have also looked at how we can arrange the restrooms (the tape was turned over at this point)  Those arrangements have not been made yet – that  is why he was initially hesitant to answer Mr. Lajeunesse’s question because nothing permanent one way or another has been decided although all parties are working towards a mutual agreement to hold the event.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  He appreciates the Mayor sharing the information.

There were no further questions of Mayor Andrzejewski.

LAW DIRECTOR – Randy Klammer

Mr. Klammer:   He has nothing to report.  If we are going to adjourn into Executive Session he would like to add some litigation.  He was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Klammer.

FINANCE DIRECTOR – Brian Condron

Mr. Condron:  Since the last Council meeting the Finance Committee has completed the 2006 annual financial report, which is due the first part of June.  This report will be used by the State Auditor’s office when they conduct the 2006 audit, which will probably begin in July.  

This concluded his report and he was open for questions. 

There were no questions of Mr. Condron.

TAX ADMINISTRATOR – Angela Keneven-Zanella

Mrs. Keneven-Zanella was absent and excused. 

SERVICE DIRECTOR – Mike Semik

Mr. Semik: Thank you for passing the legislation on the dump truck and body replacement.  We are currently working on the roads with concrete repair work on Valleyview up at Surfside.  We have removed big sections and will be pouring one, which is 30 yards tomorrow – the other one will be poured on Thursday.  We opened up four catch basins on Stevens and should be poured on Friday, if not the first thing on Tuesday when we come back from the holiday weekend.  The Recreation Department has caught up on most of the grass cutting and have weeded and mulched the beds around City Hall – this has all been with the help of our part-time seasonal workers – this has really helped to spruce up the City.  On March 7th he submitted an application to the Street Maintenance and Sanitation Officials of Ohio of which he is a member – they have guidelines for different categories for which we can apply for recognition.  This year they presented the City of Eastlake a plaque for excellence in the public service award category for our leaf collection, street sweeping and snow and ice control.  Most of that could not have been achieved without the cooperation of Council and the Administration in the purchase of the new leaf trucks, machines and street sweeper. He thanks Council and the Administration for purchasing the equipment for purchasing the equipment so they could begin to do their work more efficiently with the help that we have.  It speaks very highly for the Service Department employees who are doing the work that we were recognized for their efforts.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Elshaw:  Very nice, Mr. Semik.

Mr. Zontini:  Congratulations on the award.  He may be premature but he received a call from a resident last night advising that Surfside Park is full of graffiti – it is heavily used by kids – it would be appreciated if this could be investigated.

Mr. Semik:  He did see that and has discussed the situation with his staff – there is also graffiti on the new playground equipment at Jakse Park, which they can remove by, pressure washing – they will have to paint the buildings.  They will get this work started.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  Mr. Semik, are there any future plans for Surfside Park?  

Mayor Andrzejewski:  They have not discussed anything about what to do with Surfside Park.  It is a sad state of affairs when teenagers graffiti the parks – perhaps you as a Councilman and the residents can spread the word to parents to keep better track of their kids.  There is not much the City can do to stop graffiti – but, it does cost us time and materials to clean it up.  We will clean it up and it will happen again. Whatever can be done to inform the residents – the Chief has advised if we can catch them they will be prosecuted.  If anyone sees anything they should call the Police Department – he would hope the judge would sentence them to cleaning it up.  Mr. Lajeunesse, if we do anything on Surfside Park he will advise as it is Mr. Lajeunesse’s Ward.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  Close – actually it is in Ward 3 but it is right on the border.

There were no further questions of Mr. Semik.

CHIEF BUILDING OFFICIAL – Joe Voros

Mr. Voros:  Congratulations to the Service Department on the award.  It is business as usual in the Building Department.  We are utilizing the two contractors to do our lawn abatements. 

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Voros.

CITY ENGINEER – Tom Gwydir

Mr. Gwydir:   The work on Roberts Road is proceeding on schedule and we are looking for a completion of Part A by the end of June and then begin Part B.  S.R. 91 is speeding along – they are putting the first course down then they will work on the curb ramps and cuts and follow with a final surface coat.  He would like to commend ODOT – they took special time to meet with himself and Mr. Semik to address our concerns about traffic, especially in the area of S.R. 2.  

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Gwydir.

POLICE CHIEF – John  Ruth

Chief Ruth:  They have experienced several injuries this year and have had 5 people out the better part of last month – at present there are 7 out with injury.  Two should be returning tomorrow and a third possibly next week sometime.  We expect to have 4 or 5 injured officers out through the better part of the summer.  Additionally, he had another dispatcher submit her resignation for health reasons and we are in the process of hiring another dispatcher.  On a good note, the dispatcher hired the first of April is making remarkable progress in her training and will probably go on line independently June 2nd .  This short cuts her training by about six weeks.

Other than that it is business as usual. He did move one additional detective for back to patrol for a period of time – this leaves us with 2 detectives to do investigations.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Chief Ruth.

FIRE CHIEF – Richard Sabo

Fire Chief Sabo:  The Fire Department is currently in the process of doing the hydrant program where we check and perform minor maintenance on the more than 1,000 hydrants in the City – this takes a number of weeks. He is advising this because every year someone who has not seen the signs complains about their clothes being messed up due to the dirty water.  We do post in the paper and hydrant signs on the streets during the time we are working on an area so residents should be informed.  We remain busy – we had a quadruple hit yesterday – a triple-header this morning on S.R 2 – there were two squads from Eastlake and one from Willoughby to take people to hospitals. We remain busy with trying to do our normal day to day activities.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Chief Sabo.
