ORDINANCE COMMITTEE  - Mr. Zontini

Mr. Zontini: The Ordinance Committee as not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting.  We are scheduling a meeting in the near future because we have several items to discuss.

SERVICE/UTILITIES COMMITTEE – Mr. Razov

Mr. Razov:  The Service/Utilities Committee has not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting, therefore, he has no formal report this evening.  We do have two items that were just placed in Committee. The other item is pending which is in regards to Mr. Guard’s contract.  As soon as I receive information regarding Mr. Guard’s contract from the Law Director I will be setting a meeting.

SAFETY COMMITTEE – Mr. Morley

Mr. Morley: The Safety Committee had not met since our last Regular Council Meeting, we do have some items since our last Council Meeting and I will schedule a meeting with Mr. Razov and the Asst. Council Clerk to coincide our meetings for the same day.  

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.  

There were no questions of Mr. Morley.

RECREATION COMMITTEE – Mr. Lajeunesse

Mr. Lajeunesse:  The Recreation Committee met last Thursday, May 18, 2006.  Mr. Elshaw was not in attendance because he was out of town on business.  There were three items on the agenda.  The first item was the Community Center, specifically, the Eastlake Gymnastics.  I would like to thank the professionalism that the Gymnastics Board brought to the table and their information.  I am glad that they have decided to seek other areas in which they can take their 35 girls in the gymnastics team because they are a good representation from Eastlake to other communities and I which them all the best.  

There was, also, a discussion on a Revenue and Reduction Proposal by Vice-President, Mr. Zontini.  I felt that there were some important points, however, we did not move this forward.  I believe that there does need to be a plan for this City and for the Community.  

We do have the infrastructure assessment from CT Consultant, and I would like to thank Mr. Guard for that information.  

Also, we discussed grants in general and I will be inviting the two ladies from Lakeland Community College to come talk to our Administration and Council.  It may be of interest to hear some of the information that I heard, which I felt was something that we could all use, especially in the financial condition that our community is in.  

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.  

Mr. Elshaw:  Mr. Lajeunesse is the Port Authority liaison – are there any updates on the Port Authority?

Mr. Lajeunesse:  Thank you for reminding me, Mr. Elshaw, because I believe Mr. Klammer has been in touch with them and is working on a contract with them.

Mr. Klammer:  The Chairman of the Port Authority is trying to identify what control the City has with the break wall.  They were going to put together, whatever, information they had.  I know they have concerns with the fishermen using the break wall to fish.  We need to determine who is responsible for the break wall.  They were going to pull, whatever, prior lease they have.  We don’t maintain a file because the Port Authority is its own political subdivision.  I am not their legal adviser because they have their own legal adviser.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  The Port Authority is doing research on the break wall and the specifics on who gave the Port Authority the right to use that wall.  CEI is trying to make sure that they have all their i’s dotted and their t’s crossed - especially with Homeland Security.  They want to make sure that it is in line for security purposes.  

Mr. Elshaw:  I thought I saw a very old contract quite some time, ago.  

Mr. Lajeunesse:  Actually, the contract might be on the boat ramp.  

Mr. Knuchel:  I believe I saw that same contract and it did have to deal with the pier area and the upkeep and the maintenance of that area.  I will check and see if I have that in my files.  

Are there any further questions or comments?  

There were no further questions or comments for Mr. Lajeunesse.

PLANNING COMMITTEE – Mr. D’Ambrosio 

Mr. D’Ambrosio:  The Planning Committee met on May 13, 2006, at 6:30 p.m.  Members from the Committee in attendance were myself, Mr. Morley and Mr. Zontini.  Members from Council was Mr. Knuchel.  There were two Conditional Use Permit Renewals Requests and a Liquor License Transfer on the agenda that evening and everything was moved forward.  I will be scheduling a meeting since there was an item referred into my Committee tonight.

FINANCE COMMITTEE – Mr. Knuchel

Mr. Knuchel:  The Finance Committee met on May 10, 2006 at 6:30 p.m.  In attendance from the Committee were myself, Mr. D’Ambrosio and Mr. Lajeunesse.  There were two items on the agenda for that evening, which were the First Quarter Budget Review and the Chagrin River Watershed Partners payments.  

The Chagrin River Watershed Partners payments were discussed in the Committee meeting and at the Council-as-a-Whole Meeting and it is on the agenda tonight.  They have, graciously, given us two years for the price of one and that is a very important because they help us in repairing setbacks, with our Phase II Storm water Compliance, and in searching out Grants.  I think this is a good deal and I think it is a great idea to keep them through the 2007 year.  

Regarding the Budget Review, we are continually concerned about the natural gas prices in all of our City buildings.  Our tax collections are very strong and those numbers are continuing through April.  Our court costs are on the rise and our Assistant Finance Director, Mr. Vuckovich, said he would check into that for us.  The other item that was of interest was our cleaning supplies.  The bulk of our expenses for our cleaning supplies are paid in the first part of the year, so that doesn’t seem to be an issue.  

I am in receipt of the April Financial Report and will be getting together with the Asst. Council Clerk to set up a time for another Finance Meeting.  

Also, I did fill in for our Council President, Mr. Elshaw, at the Financial Planning and Supervision Committee Meeting that was held last, Thursday, May 18, 2006.  Basically, what they want us to do is recraft our Recovery Plan after the failure of our 6-Mill Levy.  Ms. Eunice Smith, of that Commission, said that she would be available to help us with our plans.  They were in favor of us doing our cuts as outlined in our policy reductions.  

This concluded his reports and he was open for questions.  

Mr. Elshaw:  As far as the Recovery Plan being recast for the failure of the levy, how does that stand regarding Ms. Eunice Smith? 

Mr. Knuchel:  Ms. Eunice Smith offered her services to help our Finance Department in recrafting that plan.  

Mr. Elshaw:  Do they have a time line of when they are doing that?  

Mr. Knuchel:  At the next meeting which is at the end of June.

Mayor Andrzejewski: The Financial Planning and Supervision Committee said that they are giving us time because they know that we are in the process of hiring a Finance Director.  Ms. Eunice Smith said that she would offer her services to help with the recafting of the Recovering Plan.  If you look at the Recovery Plan most of it is adding in the cuts that we are going to make.  And making sure that 2007 comes out with no negatives.  With 2008 they’ve agreed to keep it the way it is right now.  

We are going to look at 2007, 2008 and 2009.  Therefore, 2007 will include the budget cuts that we proposed as of June 1, 2006.  We are going to have to take a look at 2008 because the additional cuts will have to be made and will show a negative.  

Are there any further questions or comments?  

There were no further questions or comments for Mr. Knuchel.

MAYOR/SAFETY DIRECTOR – Ted Andrzejewski

Mayor Andrzejewski:  Should we announce the Finance Director now or after my report?

Mr. Elshaw:  We could do it now. 

Mayor Andrzejewski:  I would like to recommend Mr. Brian Condron as our new Finance Director for the City of Eastlake.

Mr. Knuchel made the following Motion:

Mayor Andrzejewski:  As Mr. Knuchel already mentioned we’ve asked Mr. Guard to proceed with the second phase of Roberts Road.  We really need putting in those sidewalks going towards the school.  The State will pay the majority of this project and the City will pay the rest.  We will have a meeting on May 30, 2006 to discuss the plans – they look like very nice plans – so, hopefully, as many residents as possible will come.  

The next item is the Lakeshore Blvd. Bridge.  Mr. Guard are you going to discuss this in your report?  I will leave it up to you if you want to discuss it.  

We would like to invite everyone on Monday, May 29, 2006 to a Willowick/Eastlake American Legion Post and VFW Post Ceremony for Memorial Day at 11:00 a.m. at our gazebo at Eastlake City Hall.  All of Council and any residents are welcome to come to the ceremony.  

That concluded his report and he  was open for questions.

Mr. Knuchel:  The split on the Roberts Road project – is it a 70/30 split?  

Mayor Andrzejewski:  We are going to go in at 70/30 – correct Mr. Guard?

Mr. Guard:  Provided that it gives us the points that we need for the seal of approval.  That is our goal.  

Mr. Andrzejewski:  We missed by one point so we don’t want to miss, again.    

I forgot one thing, and I wanted to make a special mention that on May 18, 2006 the residents of Eastlake led by Mr. Ken Hoefle, who is not here tonight, did a great job as all of you can see on the flowers and mulch around City Hall, and around the Fire Department.  It really makes the place look good.  We would like to thank them all. 

Mr. Lajeunesse:  Mayor, I appreciate you allowing CT Consultant to generate this infrastructure assessment information even thought it is, somewhat costly, it has been done in this community and maybe we can try to find some monies laying around somewhere to get this done.  

The other thing I wanted to bring up, is that it has been a couple of months since I have asked you to review the information regarding accident investigation billing the insurance companies for the Police Department.  Do you have the information and can we put it in committee?

Mayor Andrzejewski:  There’s good news.  I have read it – I don’t have a thought process on it yet.  I did fulfill my commitment to read it and I’m not making excuses, but we finally appointed a Finance Director and got that in place now.  Go ahead and put it in committee.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  Mayor, would you please put that in a memo so the Assistant Clerk can copy and give it to Council and we can put it in committee.  

Mayor Andrzejewski:  Mrs. Ryans would you please remind me to send that memo over to Council? 

Mrs. Ryans:  Yes, I will remind you.  

Mayor Andrzejewski:  Mr. Lajeunesse, with all due respect since we are wondering how we would replace $18,000.00 in lost revenue, and I totally accept Council’s bid recommendation and we will do it that way, there is very little chance that we can come up with $32,000.00 in additional monies to do a study at this time.  We can look at it for next year and see how the tax revenues go this year, but as you know, right now if we can’t cover $18,000.00 it is going to be very hard to justify $32,000 on a study.  

Mr. Lajeunesse:  I understand, but basically, you have to have some sort of number in front of you.  

Mayor Andrzejewski: I appreciate you doing that and we will see.  

Mr. Elshaw:  Mayor, I know that there is a lot going on, but could you please get with Mr. Knuchel and Mr. Morley regarding the regionalization of Channel 12?

Mr. Knuchel:  We have already discussed it, Mr. Elshaw.

Are there any further questions or comments?

There were no further questions or comments of Mayor Andrzejewski.

LAW DIRECTOR – Mr. Klammer

Mr. Klammer:  Mr. Voros, please make sure that you contact the two people who have already have signed the two CUP’S – Persistence Tattoo and K-Mart because they have to come back in and sign the two CUP’s – just so you know.  

There are three pieces of litigation still pending and Mr. Voros and I talked in detail about reinforcing what appears to be a fair interpretation of the Ordinances with regards to minimum first floor square footage.  There are some small homes going into some small lots and Mr. Voros brought up a good point – and we looked at the Ordinance and I think that there is a good interpretation that the 20% rule that they used in the past probably will not be used in the future.  I will finalize my thoughts on that, but if anybody has any feedback let me know, because it has been a polity we’ve used for a number of years.

That concluded his report and he is open for questions.

Are there any comments or questions?

There we no comments or questions for Mr. Klammer.

ACTING FINANCE DIRECTOR – Mr. Vuckovich

Mr. Vuckovich:  I have no formal report.  Council should have received the April Financial Report in their packets.  

Mr. Elshaw:  Thanks for your help and assistance.  I assume you will still attend our meetings just for the pleasure.  Thank you, again.  

Mayor Andrzejewski:  I would like to thank you, also, Mr. Vuckovich, with all my sincerity you have stepped up to the plate twice now and filled in admirably for the Finance Directors who have left – from the Administration here thanks for the good work.  

Mr. Vuckovich:  You’re welcome.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  I, too, hope you will find the time to come to the Council Meetings.

TAX ADMINISTRATOR  - Ms. Angela Keneven-Zanella

Ms. Keneven-Zanella: The Tax Department has been working really hard to close up this past tax season.  There has been thousands of returns the last weeks of April.  It will take until mid-June for all of the tax returns to be entered into our system and for us to be on top of where we should be.  This is not unusual because it happens every year.  

We have been working very diligently with the Court system and it has been quite successful.  And, I think the word is getting out there and we have had quite a few people come forward, voluntarily, because they’ve read some of the information concerning the work we have been doing with the courts and Jud Hawkins.  I don’t have a figure yet for this month because of the fact that we are still putting together some prior months, but at this point it looks about $13,000.00 that we have taken in for the month of May for court collection. Things are going quite well there.  

That concludes my report and I am open for questions.

Mr. Elshaw:  Mrs. Keneven-Zanella, do you have a comment on how this year’s tax collections  through April/May compared to prior years?

Mrs. Keneven-Zanella:  We are not done with April yet, but through mid-April we are a little bit ahead through prior years – we’ll know more in about two weeks.

Are there any other further questions or comments?  

There were no further questions or comments for Mrs. Keneven-Zanella.

SERVICE DIRECTOR – Mr. Semik

Mr. Semik is still out and excused.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  Mr. Semik is in half days now.  I will give you an update.  The Service Department worked on Hillcrest Rd., Oriole St., and Robin Drive’s catch basin.  Next week they are going to do E. 348th St. which needs a lot of work, starting after that will be E. Overlook St.  What they are doing is taking out sections of concrete and doing the worst parts of the road rather than doing the whole road.  

That concluded his report and he was open for questions.  

There were no questions for Mayor Andrzejewski. 

BUILDING DEPARTMENT  - Mr. Joe Voros

Mr. Voros:  My report is on file.  We are working, diligently, on getting the contractors in order.  

We have been receiving a lot of complaints, in the fact, that why am I there?  The contractors aren’t use to having the Building Department’s presence there on the job.  It makes a big difference.  

That concluded his report and he was open for questions.  

Mr. Lajeunesse:  I would like to thank you, Mr. Voros, on helping with that lot down on Green Drive where they are building that house that is very small and to what Mr. Klammer was referring to regarding square footage.  

Mr. Voros:  That is what is causing the questions to be coming up.  I started reading into the Ordinance and that’s how I figured out the Ward Zoning.  The way I am interpreting the Ordinance – they do not have the powers or capabilities of lowering the square footage of  the

actual house – the structure itself.  They just have the capabilities of the square footage of the lot.

They have capabilities of the side, rear, and front setbacks.  They, also, have the capabilities of increasing the height structure.  But, they do not have the capabilities of shrinking the interior.  We really need to look into that Ordinance.  Plus, there are a couple other Ordinances that contradict one another.  It is really hard to make a good solid decision when you have the two conflicting Ordinances.  When I have completed that I will bring them forward.  

Mr. Elshaw:  Please bring them forward.

Mr. Voros:  I have to re-write the Ordinance – when I am finished I will bring them forward.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  I appreciate your help, Mr. Voros.

Are there any further comments or questions?

There were no further comments or questions.

CITY ENGINEER  - Steve Guard

Mr. Guard:  The Mayor brought up Roberts Road public meeting and Issue 2 application that is due June 2, 2006.  Also, the Mayor has had us investigating some additional revenue sources through the State Department for the Ohio Road Development Commission.  We are providing Administration with that information and trying to see if we can get some additional money for that project on Phase 1 that we included in the Phase 2 project.  That would improve our public share and get us a better chance for funding.  We are working on that.

We had a meeting regarding the St. Rt. 2 improvements that are being proposed and how they will impact the City of Eastlake, particularly, the entrance and exit rams on the easterly end of Vine Street towards the Eastlake/Willoughby Corporation Line – and what the impact may be on three Eastlake businesses.  Whoever, those businesses may be, ODOT will be contacting and discussing with them a purchase of some permanent temporary right-of-way and some potential alternations.  The Mayor is aware of this and I have given him some information that was part of the meeting I had with ODOT.  

We had a meeting with ODOT regarding the Lakeshore Boulevard/Chagrin River Bridge discussing the resurfacing of the bridge deck.  I met with the pre-construction contractor and the original schedule was for them to start with closing the road down to one lane June 15, 2006 through September 30, 2006.  During the pre-construction meeting I suggested that we were very successful when we did St. Rt. 91 and I had to do the deck on that project – that we closed the road during the weekend and they worked nights.  Also, another option would be if we closed the road completely for a shorter period of time that would be an option to not disrupt the traffic pattern there for the entire summer.  So, the option we came up with would be to close the road completely – the bridge on each end for five consecutive days while they redo the entire deck – or to close the road for two consecutive weekends – or to close one lane only for the entire summer. The Mayor and I discussed all the options and we believe the best option would be to close the road for five consecutive days – get the work done – this would be the least disruption of traffic and once that deck is cured then it is pretty much back to normal.  That is our recommendation and ODOT is waiting for me to get back to them if that is okay with the City.  

Mr. Knuchel:  Mr. Guard, how much is the resurfacing going to cost the City?  

Mr. Guard:  It is 100% ODOT funded.  It will not cost the City nothing.  Since I have to get back to ODOT I would like to recommend that we just close it down Thursday through Tuesday for a weekend.  The total amount disrupted would be for five days including a weekend in July 22, 2006 through July 27, 2006.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  We are looking past July 4th, past the Eastlake Irish Festival, past the Eastlake Festival and start on July 22, 2006 through July 27, 2006.  Plus, we have an alternate date.  

Mr. Elshaw:  Are there any objections from Council?  

There were no objections from Council.  

Mr. Guard:  Thank you.

Mr. Guard:  The Mayor has had us working with ODOT to discuss the St. 91 Pedestrian Bridge sinage issue.  We have a meeting, tomorrow with ODOT officials to come in and meet with the Captains and ourselves to discuss the regulations and rules and have a face to face meeting with their office and our office and the Captains.  That is scheduled for tomorrow and, hopefully, we will get some questions answered at that time.  

That has concluded my report and I am open for questions.  

Are there any comments or questions?  

Mr. Knuchel:  The Lakeshore Force Main Project – when are we on track to do that?  

Mr. Guard:  The bids are due June 2, 2006.  So I would say it would be 30 days after June 2, 2006 to let the City of Willoughby get a recommendation from CT Consultants and the contractor would start maybe two weeks after that.  You are looking at August, 2006, realistically.

Mr. Knuchel:  Thank you.  

Are there any further comments or questions?  

There were no further comments or questions of Mr. Guard.

POLICE CHIEF  - Chief Ruth

Chief Ruth is absent and excused.

FIRE CHIEF  - Chief Sabo

Chief Sabo:  As you, probably, know we have recognized Mr. Doug Drake as our Firefighter of the Year.  Mr. Drake was very instrumental in a number of programs at the Fire Department.  He is an instructor there and teaches both fire topics as well as medical topics.  He started our AED 

Program – our Automated External Defibulator Program in the City.  We now have them in all the Police cars, we have them in the schools as well as some of our factories and he helps train the people and keeps it running.  He was, again, a big part of starting the Rescue Me Program at the library.  This is a program, which allows our residents to go to the library and use their library card and take out a mannequin and a tape which will teach them CPR.  It will not get them certified, but it will team them CPR.  I think the important thing is that the more people that know CPR the better chance we have in saving lives in this community.  I would like to congratulate him on that.  

Regarding the bridge closing, and I know we are talking five days – this will, from the Fire Department standpoint, instill some overtime because we will have a split crew.  The bridge will keep us from the east side of the City, so in the past when this has happened, we have stationed people at the Willoughby Station No. 2 and we have operated out of there.  I think that they would be gracious enough for us to operate out of there, but it is something that we have to look into and have to be done because we have to be able to respond to those residents.  

This is a busy time for the Fire Department because we are checking fire hydrants and there was a period for 9 or 10 days, which we really didn’t check any because we had so much rain.  We had hydrant signs posted on one street for a long time, but it is something we are doing because we have over 1,000 hydrants in the City that we are checking at this time and that’s moving forward. 

It is also a time of year where we are busy in the schools.  We have been to Washington School with our Hazardous House.  This is kind of a dollhouse that we have that teaches fire safety to the young kids.  We had our Fire Safety Trailer out to a couple of schools and we smoked it up and, again, had them feel the heat, so to speak, and respond and leave the scene of the fire and find a safe place to go.   

We had a mock crash, today, at North High School and it went very well.  I think most of you know what the mock crash is, but for the audience that doesn’t, we simulate an automobile accident.  We put in victims – we had three victims that went to North High School – two of them were seriously injured and one actually was a simulated death.  We had the hearse come up and as they were taking the dead person away you could hear her speaking over the microphone as to “Why did I do this? Why didn’t I do what was right and not drink?  I had so much to live for and now it’s not going to happen.” It works very well and it’s very effective and we really enjoy doing it and we have a lot of people take part in it.  I feel it is very important for this community.  

In the last two weeks, with all this rain, we had a couple of water rescues, already.  We had a report of a canoe coming down the river with two people hanging onto the sides.  We responded to it and as it turned out the canoe came down and no people came by with it.  We were getting set to launch our boat into the river and at that time two people walked up and saw the reds lights and asked “What was going on?”  We found out that those were the two people hanging onto the canoe and they were able to save themselves.  They went home and changed clothes and came back looking for their canoe.  We were very happy with that outcome.  

A couple of days later we received a call from Willoughby regarding a raft and two people having problems.  Again, they were able to save themselves.  When the river rises we always have people trying to ride the waves.  It is a dangerous time of the year when the river is up because we always get these young people who think that it is just the Chagrin River and that they can do it.  But, unfortunately, we always have problems.  Fortunately, nobody died this time.  

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.  

There were no questions or comments for Fire Chief Sabo.  

Mr. Elshaw:  Congratulations to Mr. Drake.

There we no questions or objections.
