A communication was received from the Administration regarding the renewal of the 3.0-Mill road improvement and maintenance levy.  This was referred to Finance Committee.

A communication was received from the Administration regarding a proposed Ordinance regulating garage sales. This was referred to Ordinance Committee.

A communication was received from Councilman Mr. Elshaw and Councilman Mr. Zontini regarding the implementation of an Economic and Community Development Council.  This was referred to Ordinance Committee.

A communication was received from the Administration regarding the State Contract for salt and a request to advertise for bids for salt for the 2005-2006 season. This was referred to Finance Committee.
The receipt of the proposed amendments to the City of Eastlake Charter, as compiled by the 

Charter Review Commission. This was referred to Ordinance Committee.

A sponsorship request was received from the Eastlake Youth Football League for its 2005 Season. This is for each Councilperson’s individual consideration.

COUNCIL COMMITTEE REPORTS

SERVICE/UTILITIES COMMITTEE – Mr. Razov
Mr. Razov stated the Service/Utilities Committee has not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting and there is nothing pending in the Committee.  Mr. Razov stated he would be making the following Motion:

Legislative Recommendation

MOTION:  I hereby move to add Legislation No. 05-24-(03) to the evening’s agenda granting permission from the City of Eastlake to the City of Willoughby to expend additional funds in an amount not to exceed One Hundred Six Thousand Four Hundred Dollars ($106,400.00), for the Replacement/Upgrade of the Network 90 Distributed Control System, specifically the telemetry system, said funds to be taken from the WPCC replacement fund account. Mr. Lajeunesse stated he has had the opportunity to spend a couple of weekends with Mr. Morley – at the soccer fields and touring Ward 4 – Mr. Morley’s  interest in the community is appreciated and he looks forward to working with Mr. Morley in the future.

Mr. Morley thanked Mr. Lajeunesse, stating he also appreciated the remaining Council members belief that he has what it takes to be a Council member – he appreciates the appointment.

There were no questions of Mr. Morley.

RECREATION COMMITTEE – Mr. Knuchel

Mr. Knuchel stated as there are no issues pending in the Recreation Committee they have not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting therefore, he would not be presenting a report.  

Mr. Knuchel stated he was open for questions.

Corporation, 1186 E. 354th Street, which also was moved forward.

FINANCE COMMITTEE – Mr. Elshaw

Mr. Elshaw stated Finance Committee had not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting, therefore he did not have a formal report – however, they are in receipt of the April budget so he would be scheduling a Finance Committee meeting for Wednesday, June 1, 2005 at 6:00 p.m.  

Mr. Elshaw made the following Motion:

Special Council Meeting Minutes: April 9, 2005: Amendment

MOTION:  I hereby move to amend the Special Council Meeting minutes of April 9, 2005 to correct page #10 to reflect the monetary figure of $17,500,000 as $1,750,000. Mr. Zontini seconded.

ROLL CALL:  Yeas unanimous.

Motion carried.  The Special Council Meeting Minutes of April 9, 2005 are amended.

Additional Comments

Mr. Elshaw referred to the legislation pertaining to the re-appropriations, stating he was aware this was in regards to the flag and fireworks funds – the attachment received from the Lake County Auditor includes several items and asked what was the Eastlake Economic Development - $31,659?  Mr. Slocum stated the certificate starts with the fund balances at the beginning of the year plus where the expected revenues are – which was approved by Council last July – he was not specifically involved in the establishment of these items.  Mr. Elshaw clarified this was outside the General Fund – the General Fund balance is shown as $2.5 million.  Mr. Slocum confirmed Mr. Elshaw was correct.

Mr. Elshaw made the following Motion:

Legislative Recommendation

MOTION:  I hereby move to add Legislation No. 05-24-(02) to re-appropriate for the expenses of the City of Eastlake, State of Ohio, for the period beginning January 1, 2005 and ending December 31, 2005.  Mr. Zontini seconded.

ROLL CALL:  Yeas unanimous.

Motion carried.  Legislation No. 05-24-(02) is added to the evening’s agenda.

Additional Comments

Mr. Elshaw referred to the legislation pertaining to the Superlative Group – it was earlier discussed that the contract was on a contingency basis and asked why do we feel the Superlative Group is due any amount?  Mr. Klammer explained when the contract was signed on a contingency basis it was not contemplated that payment would be in 2009 with the bond call features – it is a great benefit and he wished we could have predicted that earlier – the Superlative Group was part of a concerted effort that brought the agreement with the team to fruition – ultimately the Mayor took over most of those discussions because things were happening so quickly – the gentleman at the Superlative Group has made it clear that he feels he is entitled to compensation and he was entitled to complete those discussions under the contract –which, arguably he was – but, things moved so quick that the Mayor took it over – the resolution is a fair resolution – he asked for submission of what the actual services would have been – on an hourly basis it would have been about $50,000 but he provided us a break.  Mr. Klammer stated he advised this was a difficult time for the City right now and $50,000 is what it takes to run a swimming pool and this was a pretty contentious issue.  The gentleman was not aware of this and volunteered to provide certain time to the City for economic development purposes – marketing and trying to raise charitable funds – it was agreed that he provide 16 hours at the rate of $150-$250 per hour – 16 hours is significant – it is a fair resolution.  Mayor Andrzejewski stated when we first negotiated with the Superlative Group they did not want to get into a situation we had with the previous negotiator of a 5 % or 6% commission – we negotiated with them for $37,500 if they had a major part in the deal but we in fact negotiated on our own – if we concluded a deal through our own sources after they started it they would be entitled to one half their fee.  Mayor Andrzejewski stated that along the whole path of the negotiations their bringing companies to the table spurred the other party to move in the direction they went with the Classic Park and the other contingencies in the naming rights deal – if it was not for us negotiating with these other companies the other party would not have moved as fast  - we may have been still negotiating with those companies – but, through their talks with the Captains and their helping use put together the final naming rights deal with their expertise in contract writing – the Superlative Group provided 200-225 hours of service in phone calls and meetings – we got a bargain at $47,500 as compared to what we would have had to pay the other party if they had negotiated a deal at their 5% or 6% fee structure – the Superlative Group deserves this – when a company provides a service and helps you reach a deal that is good for the City they deserve to be paid – that is why we are presenting this to Council.

Mr. Elshaw asked the Mayor if he felt there was value and that they did add to the process.  Mayor Andrzejewski stated absolutely.

Mr. Morley asked for a copy of the naming rights Agreement and asked if this was part of the original agreement?  The Mayor stated you could probably consider this a separate identity but we do have an agreement with the Superlative Group settling on compensation.  Mr. Morley asked if this was separate from the naming rights?  Mr. Morley asked for a copy of the Agreement with the Superlative Group.

Mr. Zontini stated the Agreement with the Superlative Group stated $75,000 if they secured the naming rights over a certain amount - $4,000,000 – less than that they were entitled to $37,500 – it also stated the City was entitled to try to get their own party – if we did that they reserved for themselves the ability to sit at the table to try to help us negotiate – there was no breakdown as to what that value would be if they did that.  Mr. Zontini asked Mr. Slocum if he was satisfied with the work the Superlative Group did and if the charge for that work is legitimate?  Mr. Slocum stated specifically yes – the Superlative Group worked very extensively towards our goal with Charter One Bank and put together massive material and presentations for Charter One and it is our belief that because of the interest Charter One exhibited at that time that spurred the Captains who had a major deal with National City – it was very important for the Captains to hopefully keep other banks out of the park so it would not spoil other arrangements they had – the Superlative Group is the one that spurred that on – with the work done by the Superlative Group and the extensive discussions they had concerning contracts there is no doubt that they have earned this fee. Mr. Slocum stated he is fearful that if we are pushed to litigation, and the Law Director has concurred, that we could be facing a payment of over $75,000.  Mr. Slocum stated he feels comfortable recommending this to Council.  Mayor Andrzejewski stated the more important thing in this case is the consultant – the Superlative Group – earned their fee – not one of us who were in the negotiations do not concur with that.  Mr. Zontini stated his concern is if you are basing that opinion that they have earned the fee on the fact that they had another purchaser that may have spurred Classic into buying the naming rights – he does not buy into the idea that that means they earned their fee  - if you do not have an exclusive agreement and you secure the buyer – just because your broker has had some interest in it.  Mr. Slocum stated he also believes it is very arguable is that they had extensive discussions themselves with the Captains – as to whether we had the exclusive right to go to Captains or they did would be a point of contention.  Mayor Andrzejewski stated an offer was brought to the City by the Superlative Group and the Captains about five months ago – the offer was rejected – the fee is not only because they helped spur the Captains into taking action but their consult services were also utilized as we were negotiating with the Captains.  Ms. DePledge asked if this was a contingency fee agreement?  Mr. Klammer explained the fee was $37,500 or $75,000 – they way he sees this is they did the work – arguably we had to give them the opportunity to finish up the contract – but it worked so quickly that this never occurred – it was more informal discussions – it is arguable that they would be entitled to the $75,000 and we should have given him the opportunity but it came down so quickly. 

Mr. Razov stated he had a couple of problems with this – firstly, we received this information today and are expected to render a decision on it -  second, he does not recall passing any legislation on an agreement with the Superlative Group – this is something the Mayor did on his own and now Council is being asked to pass legislation for – what he sees is a sweet heart deal that was cut for $47,500.  Mayor Andrzejewski stated the Administration brought the Superlative Group on and they were discussed in the meeting on the naming rights agreement – this was brought right up front with the naming rights agreement – we said we felt the Superlative Group would be entitled to compensation – everyone at that meeting did not have a problem with that – the minutes stated there were no objections to the Superlative Group getting any money – he believes that is in the record.  They Mayor explained this is just a breakdown of the hours they gave us – we have been discussing the Superlative Group fee for several Council meetings now and two of the Finance Committee Meetings – it is not the first time this has been heard – this has been discussed.  Mr. Razov stated this was just brought to Council this date – he just received it when he arrived this evening – it was not in his packet on Friday – that is what we all pledged to stop – that is what happened years ago.  Mayor Andrzejewski stated this is not anything near that – we had been discussing a settlement of $50,000 to the Superlative Group – all this is – is a transmission from Mr. Klammer to Mr. Lund regarding the hours invested by the Superlative Group.  Mr. Razov stated he could appreciate the hours invested – his problem is, as mentioned by Mr. Zontini, that he thought the fee was $37,500 – we are at $47,500.  Mr. Razov stated he did not know what they did – are they entitled because they spoke to a bank – that had nothing to do with the deal.  The Mayor stated when they were negotiating the deal – he clearly pointed out many times using their expertise because they have negotiated naming rights deals with other Cities and other stadiums – they also worked with him extensively in contacting people regarding naming rights – those factors helped spur the Captains to come up with a deal of their own.  Mr. Razov asked where we stood with Mr. Chema, who was previously involved with naming rights?  Mr. Klammer stated Mr. Chema volunteered to terminate his contract – it is our position that he is not entitled to anything that would come from this – we have received correspondence from Mr. Chema congratulating us on the naming rights.  Mr. Razov stated he is agreement with that as well – he does have a problem with this based on what the Administration may feel that Superlative Group is entitled to something because they spoke with someone.  The Mayor stated there is more to it than that – Mr. Razov is simplifying it – he has detailed many of the things they have done – it is not just contacting the bank.  Mr. Razov stated, with all due respect, we have not seen any of the details.  Mr. Klammer stated this does not have to be approved tonight – it can go for three readings – he understands the concern.  Mr. Razov stated this matter is coming to Council in legislative form – when you entered into this Agreement Mr. Mayor you told no one – you just did it – now, you are coming to us.  Mayor Andrzejewski stated no.  Mr. Razov stated that is exactly what happened. Mayor Andrzejewski stated that is not true – Council knew we had a deal with the Superlative Group – Mr. Klammer put it in writing.  Mr. Razov stated Council knew after the fact.  The Mayor stated the Superlative deal was done months ago.  Mr. Razov stated the Mayor entered into that Agreement and then informed Council and did not come to Council for any input – but, now you are coming to us – he has a problem with this.  

Mr. Zontini stated his other point is if you read the contract – it is very clear that all we had to offer them if we got our own buyer was the opportunity to come in to try to close the deal – for example what if the Captains did not want to deal with the Superlative Group and only wanted to deal with the Administration - there is nothing in the contract that specifies how we determine what monetary amount they are going to get – it is very ambiguous if they don’t secure the rights for us – his problem is since it is ambiguous on their part – it was their contract – why are we stuck paying them more than half of the possible amount they could get when they did not close the deal – the Administration did – we got the purchaser – they didn’t – and yes they did do some work and are probably entitled to some payment his concern is why are we paying them so much when the contract is ambiguous.  Mr. Klammer stated the contract is ambiguous because it was not contemplated at the time – Mr. Zontini is right – it is arguable that we had to give them notice of the option to move forward with the negotiations – but it did not happen – the reason for that is it moved too quickly – the reality is  - Mr. Zontini is right – there is an argument that we owe them $1,000 but there is also an argument that we owe them the $75,000 – what the Mayor is saying is – in light of that – and on top of the fact that they did a lot of work and the Mayor believes it helped solve the problem and get us the naming rights deal – that he is telling you on top of those legal arguments that there is a good faith argument as well.  As far as the Mayor entering into an agreement, it is fine with him – the Mayor has a right to enter into the agreement – there was nothing wicked or surreptitious about it.  The Mayor stated they mentioned the name of the Superlative Group as working with us many times during updates on naming rights.  Mr. Razov stated no one is denying that – what he has said is the Mayor entered into this agreement on his own.  The Mayor stated it is a consulting agreement.  Mr. Razov stated you did it on your own and now you come to this Council for approval on a sweetheart deal – he does not like it – why can’t the Mayor admit he did it on his own. Mr. Klammer stated it is his position that the Mayor had the authority to enter into the agreement – we believe the work was performed – is the Mayor coming to Council now – yes – arguably it was his position that this could be potential litigation and could have been discussed in Executive Session – the Mayor’s position was that he did not want an Executive Session – he wanted it to go forward – it could have been referred into Finance Committee but no one was trying to shove something through – this can go three readings – there is nothing wicked going on.  Mayor Andrzejewski stated we have brought to the City a $4.26 million naming rights deal – we are starting to solve part of the stadium’s financing problem – this company helped us do that and the bottom line to the City is over $4,000,000 in revenue plus another $3.7 million in interest savings – this Group deserves their payment because they helped us in a great way achieve this $4.2 million deal.

Council President Mr. Lajeunesse stated he appreciated the Mayor’s comments and referred the discussion back to Finance Committee Chair Mr. Elshaw.

Mr. Elshaw stated he would be making a Motion to add this matter to the agenda – however, he suggests it go to three readings – it would also be good if Council could receive a copy of the details of what work was performed to back up the requested amount.

Mr. Elshaw made the following Motion:

Legislative Recommendation

MOTION:  I hereby move to add Legislation No. 05-24-(04) to the evening’s agenda

authorizing the Mayor and Director of Finance to expend funds in an amount not to exceed 

Forty-Seven Thousand Five Hundred Dollars ($47,500.00), as payment to the Superlative 

Group for assistance in obtaining the naming rights for the minor league baseball stadium.

Mr. Zontini explained the only issue on the agenda was City Ordinance 351.13 “Storage of Unlicensed Motor Vehicles Prohibited” and City Ordinance 351.14 “Inoperable Vehicles” – the purpose was to basically repeal 351.14 and amend 351.13 to include all the verbiage.  Police Chief Ruth was in attendance and suggested additional language retained from 351.14 – this was sent to Law Director Mr. Klammer for review.

NEW BUSINESS

There was none.

MAYOR/SAFETY DIRECTOR – Ted Andrzejewski

Mayor Andrzejewski stated we have been working with the City Engineer – we are moving forward with a request for work on the second part of Roberts Road from Route 91 to Willowick Drive – this will be submitted for State Issue 2 money – this is an important project – many of you have heard from the residents on Roberts Road questioning why this section was not done first – this section leads directly to the school – it is dangerous to walk on the street as there are no sidewalks.  The Mayor stated he has also sent a request to Council for legislation regarding garage sales – we have received numerous calls from residents and numerous requests for Council to review “perpetual” garage sales – residents should be able to have garage sale but it cannot be a home business that attracts traffic to residential neighborhoods.  The Mayor stated they have $1,600 in contributions for the fireworks today and they have a total of about $6,000 – a display can be done for about $10,000 – the fireworks company has agreed to permit us to have 60 – 90 days to pay if we don’t have all the money by July 3rd – they also provided more ideas – such as sponsorships for fireworks – next year we will look into sponsorships as opposed to getting donations from businesses – if anyone knows of any businesses who would like to contribute $500 their name would be listed at the festival – we are so close to making our goal – at this point it is very achievable. 

Mayor Andrzejewski stated this concluded his report.

Mr. Morley stated he is trying to get information on a contract regarding cutting the lawn on the medians on S.R. 91 – why would we not use the City employees to do this – it is his understanding that new mowers were purchased to cut this grass? The Mayor stated he would be happy to discuss this with Mr. Morley.

Mr. Morley stated he understood Mr. Philipp is retiring – are we going to advertise for this position as well as asking the current employees. The Mayor stated it has been announced that applications and resumes will come from a variety of sources – through an ad in the Plain Dealer – a posting in the City – and through word of mouth.  Mr. Morley stated he felt the employees should receive the first chance for a promotion. The Mayor stated they would be selecting the best available candidate for that position based on experience.

Mr. Knuchel asked the Mayor if the ad would be exclusively in the Plain Dealer.  Mayor Andrzejewski stated the last ad in the New Herald did not receive any response – the Plain Dealer worked out well last time.  Mr. Knuchel asked if discussion was held whether the Roberts Road project would go to Lakeshore Blvd. and not just Willowick Drive.  The Mayor stated they would be happy to discuss this – both aspects were reviewed for affordability – it was thought that Phase 2 would go to Willowick Drive in 2006 – in 2007 we could apply for funds for Willowick Drive to Lakeshore Blvd. – we are being cautious in spending the money.

Mr. Lajeunesse confirmed with Mr. Klammer that Council must approve the Mayor’s choice of Service Director.  Mr. Klammer stated that is correct.

Mr. Razov stated Council recently received a memorandum from the Mayor, which he was not pleased about – this was in regards to having conversations with our Directors and that it had to be scheduled through the Mayor’s office – he is not in favor of this – that is the way it used to be – if this is the way the Mayor is going to instruct his employees in dealing with Council that is his prerogative.  Mayor Andrzejewski stated Mr. Razov was incorrect – the memo stated quite clearly that we want Council to have access to our Directors – the memo clearly stated that if you are going to schedule a meeting – not a phone call – not any conversations – but a meeting with a Director that the Administration, particularly himself, would like to have an opportunity to attend the meeting – it clearly said – we clearly want to be open – you have access to any other records by phone, in person – all the memo pertained to was meetings scheduled with the Directors.  Mr. Razov stated the Mayor is asking for us to bring that to his attention. The Mayor stated so that if he had time he could join the meeting.  Mr. Razov stated he would prefer it if the Mayor would give directions to his employees and not to this Council.

Mr. Razov asked if the Mayor would address a rumor for which he cannot get any clear answer on regarding our current Service/Recreation Director Mr. Philipp – that he is being forced out of his position.  The Mayor stated he and Mr. Philipp talked about two weeks ago about the job and if the pressure was getting too great and we discussed when he would retire – Mr. Philipp suggested we look at doing an early retirement and we worked it out.  Mr. Razov stated he tried to speak to Mr. Philipp about that but he would not answer the questions.  Mayor Andrzejewski stated now Mr. Razov had the answer.

Mr. Zontini referred to the memorandum which Mr. Razov was speaking about – to clarify the first sentence states you want any meetings with the Directors scheduled through your office – the second paragraph states you want to be advised of any meetings and asked the Mayor which did he want.  The Mayor stated he would like to be advised when the meetings are taking place so that if he has time and would like to join the meeting he can do so.

The Mayor asked Mr. Zontini to read the first paragraph of the memorandum. Mr. Zontini read the memorandum.  The Mayor stated the first paragraph should have been worded differently but it clearly states that it is our intent to have Council have full access to Directors.

Mr. Zontini stated this is appreciated – he wanted to make sure the Mayor did not want Council to schedule any meetings through his office.

Mr. Morley asked if there was any reason we could not talk about the cutting of the lawn on the medium – some of the residents have approached him and he would like for them to hear the Mayor’s answer.  Mayor Andrzejewski stated he would like to speak with Mr. Morley and answer any of his questions but he does not think it is appropriate to discuss this here. Mr. Razov stated he thought we sold mowers at the auction last Saturday.  Mr. Philipp stated we did not sell the two big mowers – we sold small mowers, which were worn out.

There were no further questions of Mayor Andrzejewski.

LAW DIRECTOR – Randy Klammer

Mr. Klammer asked the Clerk to be sure Mrs. Simandl receives notice of the rezoning hearing.  Ms. Cendroski stated she had it noted to invite her to the meeting.  Mr. Klammer stated he would like the letter to include that Mrs. Simandl had agreed to have the issue on the November ballot if it is not able to be on a primary.

Mr. Klammer stated that he had nothing to report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Klammer.

FINANCE DIRECTOR – Mike Slocum

Mr. Slocum stated they had the auction last Saturday – the efforts of both Chief Ruth and Mr. Philipp should be applauded – Mr. Philipp’s set of the minimum bids for the vehicles resulted in us clearing a little over $12,266 for the auction – we budgeted $5,000 – with the gun sales from earlier in the year we will be at $17,000 – the Service and the Police Departments have to be very highly commended for the job they did.  Mr. Slocum advised he would be advertising for the City’s depository services by various banks – as he is permitted to do at the appropriate time – this has been discussed with the Finance Committee Chairman.  Mr. Slocum stated we received our second tax exemption which was originally filed with the State in 2002 – we have received $26,000 and will get back a total of $194,000 – of that $194,000 - $19,000 will end up going to the General Fund – the remainder will go to the stadium fund – it is nice to see some efforts come together – a month and a half ago we were talking about how we were going to pay for the stadium naming rights deal this year because we were going to have a loss of revenue – we have now picked up that revenue – there is a settlement for the ice rink which will have the money to pay for that  and he would envision the funds for the Superlative Group would be able to come from this fund also – that would provide more funds available for the stadium fund  - this will only save the General Fund next year because that fund will be exhausted next year.

Mr. Slocum stated that concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Lajeunesse stated he appreciated Mr. Slocum’s hard work and he knows Mr. Slocum has played a major roll in these accomplishments for the community.

There were no further questions of Mr. Slocum.

SERVICE/RECREATION DIRECTOR – Bill Philipp

Mr. Philipp reported the crews are busy with the crack sealing and continuous grass cutting – they are preparing Jaskse pool for the upcoming season and he is open for questions.

Mr. Knuchel congratulated Mr. Philipp on his retirement and commended him for the work at the public auction – the City staffs did an excellent job and they deserved to be amended.

Mr. Lajeunesse thanked Mr. Philipp for his time with the Community and asked Mr. Philipp how long it has been.  Mr. Philipp stated it has been about 11 ½ years.  Mr. Lajeunesse thanked Mr. Philipp for his time, efforts and advice and wished him the best in his retirement.

There were no questions of Mr. Philipp.

CITY ENGINEER – Steve Guard

Mr. Guard stated they are working on the North Parkway Sanitary Sewer project – the waterline construction has begun – it is hoped the sewer work will start sometime this week - the Lake Breeze Condominium project has started clearing the top part of the site and reducing the elevation – the Plymouth Outfall Sewer Repair contractor is to begin construction in 7-10 days – we are finalizing the Issue 2 applications and will have them submitted by Friday’s deadline.

Mr. Guard stated this concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no further questions of Mr. Guard.

MOTION TO ADJOURN INTO EXECUTIVE SESSION

Mr. Lajeunesse asked for a Motion to adjourn into Executive Session to discuss matters of litigation.

MOTION:   Mr. Knuchel moved to adjourn into Executive Session in compliance with Ohio Revised Code Section 121.22, "Open Meeting Law."  Ms. DePledge seconded. The meeting was adjourned to Executive Session for the purpose of discussion of matters of litigation.

Ms. DePledge moved to adjourn back into the Regular Council Meeting portion  Mr. Elshaw seconded.  The meeting was called back to the Special Council Meeting with Ms. DePledge, Mr. Elshaw, Mr. Morley, Mr. Zontini, Mr. Razov Mr. Knuchel, and Mr. Lajeunesse.
