        REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

        MAY 25, 2004

The Regular Meeting of the Eastlake City Council was held at Eastlake City Hall, 35150 

Lake Shore Boulevard.  The Meeting was called to order by Council President/Acting Mayor Mr. Spinner at approximately 7:30 p.m.  

The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Mr. Lajeunesse. 

ATTENDEES

Members of Council in attendance were: Mr. Lajeunesse, Mrs. Curtis, Mr. Razov, Mr. Mahler,  Mr. Andrzejewski, and Council President/Acting Mayor Mr. Spinner. Council Vice President/Acting President Mr. Hillier was absent and excused as he was on maneuvers with the Navy Reserve. Also attending was Council Clerk Mrs. Cendroski.  

Those attending from the Administration were Law Director Mr. Klammer, Acting Finance Director Mr. Vuckovich, and City Engineer Mr. Guard. 

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING –  May 11, 2004

MOTION: Mrs. Curtis moved to approve the minutes of the Regular Council meeting held on May 11, 2004.  Mr. Mahler seconded.

Motion carried.  The minutes were approved.

COUNCIL PRESIDENT/ACTING MAYOR’S REPORT - Mr. Spinner

Meetings Scheduled

Mr. Spinner stated that the Council-as-a-Whole Committee Meeting would be scheduled for Tuesday, June 8, 2004 at 7:00 p.m. at City Hall and the Regular Council Meeting would be held on Tuesday, June 8, 2004 at 7:30 p.m. at City Hall. 

Mr. Spinner further stated that a Cost Avoidance Review would be presented by a representative of Honeywell to Council and Administration on Tuesday, June 8, 2004 at 5:30 p.m.

Mr. Spinner reminded all that a Finance Meeting for Budget Review is scheduled for Wednesday, June 16, 2004 at 6:00 p.m.

Mr. Spinner explained that Mr. Hillier would be scheduling a date for the meeting regarding the Stadium Funding when he returns from maneuvers, as he is Finance Committee Chair.

COMMUNICATIONS & PETITIONS

A communication was received from Service/Recreation Director Mr. Philipp regarding purchase of rock salt from ODOT for the 2004-2005 season.  This was referred to Finance Committee.

A communication was received from Council President/Acting Mayor Mr. Spinner regarding the appointment of Robert A. Klann to the Planning Commission.  Mr. Spinner explained that he would be making this appointment during the Administrative Reports.

An invitation was sent to Council and the public from the Veterans of Foreign Wars of the United States of America to attend the Memorial Day Ceremony at the Blvd. of Flags on May 31st at 11:00 p.m.  Mr. Spinner explained that this is for each Council person’s individual consideration.

An invitation was sent to Council from the Sons of the American Legion to attend the Annual Disposal of Unserviceable American Flags at the Blvd. of Flags on June 13, 2004 at 11:00 a.m. Mr. Spinner explained that this is for each Council person’s individual consideration.

A communication was received from Assistant Building Administrator Mr. Nissen requesting an amendment to City Ordinance 1387.19 “Removal of Weeds and Litter by Owner or Occupant; Assessment of Cost by Municipality.” This was referred to Ordinance Committee.

A recommendation was received from City Engineer Mr. Guard regarding a bid award for the sale of Fire Station No. 2, 1341 E. 354th Street, Eastlake.  Mr. Spinner explained a bid was received for the property and submitted to Council as part of our recovery plan This was referred to Finance Committee.

COUNCIL COMMITTEE REPORTS

SERVICE/UTILITIES COMMITTEE - Mr. Lajeunesse 
Mr. Lajeunesse welcomed all to the meeting and stated that the Service/Utilities Committee had not met since the last regularly scheduled meeting, and he would not be scheduling one in the near future.  

Mr. Lajeunesse stated he has been very busy in regards to various situations – one being the Channel 12 interviews for a moderator – he and Mrs. Curtis have been conducting the interviews and will have the third interview on Wednesday, May 26th – after which they will review everything and present their findings to Council.  Mr. Lajeunesse referred to the Eastlake Gardens Park and the maintenance issue, adding that he would be in touch with Service/Director Mr. Philipp on this matter.  Mr. Lajeunesse explained that he has spoken with City Engineer Mr. Guard in regards to the drainage situation at Surfside – he and the Mayor have reviewed the situation and will be proceeding with this matter.  Mr. Lajeunesse stated that during the Council-as-a-Whole Committee he asked that a matter regarding City Ordinance 155 be referred into Committee – that is the Mayor’s salary – this is an important item in regards to the other items Council is reviewing and added that this must be reviewed now because any change in the Ordinance must be completed 30 days before the filing date for petitions for the election in November – that date is August 19th – this issue must be resolved by July 19th – this will ensure the Mayor’s salary is inline with the salaries of other Communities Mayors.

Mr. Lajeunesse stated this concluded his report and he was open for questions.
There were no questions of Mr. Lajeunesse.

SAFETY COMMITTEE - Mrs. Curtis

Mrs. Curtis thanked Mr. Lajeunesse for Chairing the Safety Committee meeting on May 17th at 6:30 p.m. and explained she was out ill with walking pneumonia and is still recovering.  Mrs. Curtis explained the meeting was opened at 6:30 p.m. with Mr. Lajeunesse, Mr. Andrzejewski, Mr. Mahler and Mr. Spinner in attendance.  Also in attendance was Chief Ruth, Chief Sabo, Patrolman Little and Sgt. Hurst.  

Mrs. Curtis explained discussion was held concerning the possibility of the proposal from PAL regarding a lease agreement for the Community Center and explained this matter must be further reviewed.  Mrs. Curtis stated she would be scheduling a meeting for this purpose with representatives of PAL and anyone who is gymnastics or anyone else who wishes to attend.

Mrs. Curtis explained it was agreed to hold the matter of the sale of the JFK site property, as well as the Mitchell property.  Mrs. Curtis explained she was going to refer the Mitchell property out of Committee with no action taken, but the Mayor has requested this matter be held in Committee pending an offer in which the property could be co-utilized. 

Mrs. Curtis stated this concluded her report and she was open for questions.

 There were no questions of Mrs. Curtis.

RECREATION COMMITTEE – Mr. Razov

Mr. Razov stated that the Recreation Committee has not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting, therefore, he did not have a formal report.  

Mr. Razov stated he was open for questions.

Additional Comments

Mr. Andrzejewski asked Mr. Razov if there was anything more on the festival for the summer?  Mr. Razov stated he is planning on scheduling a meeting on this matter and he would be in touch with the Clerk as well as having communication with the Mayor.

Mr. Andrzejewski asked if there was anything regarding events to be held at the stadium and are we still looking for someone to schedule and hold events?  Mr. Razov stated he had nothing to date, adding that we are looking for a lot of things – naming rights is another.

There were no further questions of Mr. Razov.

PLANNING COMMITTEE - Mr. Mahler
Mr. Mahler reported there are two items are in the Planning Committee for which meetings must be scheduled – it has been difficult to schedule these meetings due to everyone’s very busy schedule – the Vine Street 20/20 Project Review has been scheduled for Tuesday, June 15, 2004 at 6:00 p.m. Mr. Mahler explained that a meeting with the Chagrin River Watershed Partners also needs to be scheduled and, by suggestion of the Council Clerk, due to all the meetings scheduled for this month – this meeting will be scheduled for the first part of July.

Mr. Mahler stated this concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no further questions of Mr. Mahler.

FINANCE COMMITTEE – Mr. Hillier

Mr. Spinner explained that Mr. Hillier is absent and excused, and asked Mr. Andrzejewski to provide a report for the Finance Committee.

Mr. Andrzejewski explained the Finance Committee met for the purpose of budget review and he is pleased to say that most of the Departments are on budget for the first four months of the year – the tax revenues are slightly up which is another good sign – but, Mrs. Keneven-Zanella has indicated this will be it – we will have to watch the tax revenues the next few months because she feels we have received the bulk of the tax revenues for this year and the rest of the months may be close or even less than last year – there are a couple of Departments that are over budget – this was questioned and will be watched – it is hoped they will make some adjustments – the payouts to the three Department Heads who were retiring or going out on disability were questioned – the Ordinance Committee is reviewing matters in this  regards.  Mr. Andrzejewski stated that the budget looks like it is on course and is holding its own – we will have to watch the next few months.

Mr. Andrzejewski stated this concluded his report.

There were no questions of Mr. Andrzejewski.

ORDINANCE COMMITTEE  - Mr. Andrzejewski

Mr. Andrzejewski stated that the Ordinance Committee also met with several items on the agenda – two are on the evening’s agenda – one is to increase the fee for installation of new pipe from $50.00 to $100.00 with a maximum of $200.00 per 20 square feet – the Committee recommended this matter be approved – it will place our costs more in line with the costs of other cities.  Mr. Andrzejewski explained the second matter regarding the amendment to the Ordinance regulating longevity has been retained in Committee – we are looking at longevity pay, sick days and vacation pay – we have asked for recommendations from Ms. Vaughn and Council Clerk, who has done a good job of getting information from other Cities.  Mr. Andrzejewski stated we are way overboard on our sick day carry overs – our vacation pay carry overs – and longevity pay – it appears that most Cities either limit the number of hours of sick days that can be accumulated or they permit unlimited accumulation and only pay out 25% or 30% - we pay out at 100% and that has to be amended.  Mr. Andrzejewski stated they have also looked into grandfathering people with tenures or more – any new employees or anyone less than ten years will be asked to take their vacations – that is two or three weeks maximum – we do not think this is a hardship to take this vacation instead of carrying it over.  Mr. Andrzejewski explained these matters pertain only to 155 – the unions are under contract but we will ask for their cooperation in the future.

Mr. Andrzejewski made the following Motion:

Motion to Remove Item from Agenda

MOTION:  I hereby move to remove Legislation No. 05-25-(02) regarding an Amendment to City Ordinance 155.22 ‘Longevity” from the evening’s agenda and retain said item in Ordinance Committee for further review.  Mr. Mahler seconded.

ROLL CALL:  Yeas unanimous

Motion carried.  Legislation No. 05-25-(02) is removed from the evening’s agenda and retained in Ordinance Committee.

Additional Comments

Mr. Andrzejewski stated the Ordinance Committee would meet again next week to address the items pending in Committee.

Mrs. Curtis stated what Mr. Andrzejewski has stated are just ideas and view points coming forward – nothing is in stone – it does not apply to any Unions – it is strictly 155 – salary people who are not covered by the Unions.

Mr. Andrzejewski stated we are not trying to take things away from our employees – we are trying to make them more in line with other cities and other public entities – this came about by the amount of monies paid to the three people leaving our City.

There were no questions of Mr. Andrzejewski.

COUNCIL PRESIDENT/ACTING MAYOR’S COMMENTS – Mr. Spinner

Mr. Spinner reminded all that resumes for the vacant Council-at-Large position will be taken until May 31st – resumes should be submitted to the Council Clerk.

RECOGNITION OF THE PUBLIC 
Mr. Hillier recognized the public input at this time; he reminded the speakers that there is a 3-minute limit for their comments, all comments are to be directed to the Chair and not include any personalities or individuals.

Please note that the following comments have been transcribed as accurately as possible, however, some comments may not appear due to the inability to understand the speaker.

Andy Wood, 36343 Valley Vista, Eastlake

Mr. Wood stated that he would like to start out by saying when we heard our ex-Mayor talk he talked about the levy and why it failed – he could not understand why the levy failed.  Mr. Wood stated he can tell why the levy failed – the main reason it failed was it is the one thing the people had a voice in – they did not have a voice in the stadium, the City Hall, the garbage pickup – this was all decided by people in Council and in his opinion it was a very biased decision on Council’s part – if the stadium had been on the ballot it would never have made it – if the garbage pickup had been on the ballot it would never have made it – you are going to run another levy that will cost you $10,000 – it won’t make it – you are not going at it the right way.  Do the residents want to say okay and give Council a clean bill to spend as they see fit – was our overspending the fault of our ex-Mayor’s mismanagement that was approved by Council – who is really at fault?  The News Herald says Eastlake will never be the same without Dan – they were right – he cost us about $3.2,000,000 in the red – he was a real (Mr. Wood’s comment could not be understood) why did Council go along with this spending - because we can always put another levy on the ballot and the people will pay the bill – unless this financial mess is cleaned up soon we the people of Eastlake will show our power by replacing those of you who are too weak to think for yourselves – think of the City because your position can be changed like that but we, the residents of Eastlake, will end up paying for this mistake longer than he is going to live. 

Michael Nebelski, 951 East 346th Street, Eastlake

Mr. Nebelski stated the reason why he is here is because over the past year he has been fighting some water problems – he had the Service Department involved –he e-mailed everyone this past week when the gentleman raised his yard.  Mr. Nebelski stated he had City Ordinances and asked if we have the Ordinances for people to abide by why does he have to go to Court for a civil matter – also, he asked the Service Department Friday where is storm sewers were – it was dye tested in 1997 – they could not provide an answer - he has pipes in his yard, like everyone else, that run to the storms – his backyard neighbor’s storm is busted and instead of fixing the pipes he raised his yard. According to the gentleman in the Building Department he only raised it a little bit – but that little bit caused him to get water up to his house – he was cutting his grass in muck . Mr. Nelbeski stated the people are not following the Ordinances - he was told he has to go to Court and asked why he has to go to Court when we have laws to abide by?

Additional Comments

Mr. Spinner advised Mr. Nebelski that he would speak with him after the meeting.

Indra Shah, 577 St. Lawrence Blvd., Eastlake

Mr. Shah stated he wanted to ask for forgiveness if he is going to sound very harsh – he has been thinking about all the reports and all the things happening in the News Herald with the audit – his conclusion is that the real problem the City is facing is because of two main reasons – one is nobody is willing to own up to the responsibility and second is no one is interested in the opinion of the citizens of Eastlake – the final point was made by the first speaker so he is not going to repeat it – but, there is a blame game going on as to these two years of deficits and who is responsible.  As he reads the newspaper, the Council is blaming the Administration and Mr. Masterson, the Mayor is blaming Council and Mr. Masterson – the News Herald is trying to blame Masterson as a scape goat – he is not buying it. Mr. Shah stated that Mr. Masterson is an employee and he made one mistake of over estimating in 2002 – you cannot blame him for 2003 – the Council, as a whole, and the Mayor cannot avoid the ultimate responsibility for this financial trouble and it is good if someone had the decency to say they are responsible for the mistakes – no one is saying you were dishonest – it is just owning up to responsibility – since no one is willing to own up to the responsibility and you are responsible because it happened under your watch.  Mr. Shah stated in the country he comes from if there is an accident in the railway the railway minister resigns because it happened under his watch even if he was not directly responsible.  Mr. Shah stated that he believes for the second year that this mess continued and he is asked for all to have the moral obligation to resign so someone else can manage this debt better – but he would not expect Council to do that – he does not expect Council to do that moral high standard of owing up to responsibility.  Therefore, he is asking Council to do the second best thing – until this mess is resolved and the emergency is lifted that all should follow the moral obligation to forego your salary for that period – the Mayor and the Council should sacrifice if you are asking us to pay the price – the solution to this mess is not taxation and asking people to pay – now that you have no moral or legal authority - you will tell us that you will not charge us this garbage fee because that will be dissolved by the Commission  - (Mr. Shah’s comments could not be understood) by what basis do you have the moral or legal authority to ask us to pay for this levy? 

Carol Kastelic, 35750 Freed Drive, Eastlake

Mrs. Kastelic stated that she and her husband have been residents and homeowners in Ward 1 since 1972 – it occurred to her as she has been watching Cable Channel 12 that you are seeking qualified residents to volunteer as moderators for interviews for Council and the Mayor – this is a great idea – it will help cut costs and in her opinion the previous moderator, who was not a resident of Eastlake  and was paid, was particularly biased in her interviewing – she hopes this new approach, in addition to saving money,  will also give residents a more rounded view of the issues facing the City. Mrs. Kastelic stated she is also requesting, if it is not cost prohibitive, that the Mayor and Council consider televising at least the Regular Council meetings on Cable Channel 12 – it appears to her that the new Mayor and the new members of Council are making efforts to rebuild the trust and confidence in their constituents that have eroded away under the leadership of the former Mayor and his “Yes” Council, as it was perceived by so many of us residents – this could be a step in the right direction – there would be fewer excuses for residents not to be informed and it would be most helpful for our senior citizens who might find it difficult or virtually impossible to travel to City Hall – the City of Euclid, which also faces its own financial obstacles, continues to televise its Council meetings – perhaps they could be a valuable how to resource for us.

William Wilson, 540 Vesely Court, Eastlake

Mr. Wilson stated he had some questions in regards to Mr. Chema, who is a coordinator for the stadium – first – what was his salary, second – are we still paying him, third – what is his commission on the naming rights for the stadium – what is the latest update since it was last stated in the Plain Dealer “if we can get naming right he would be totally surprised.”  Mr. Wilson stated since Mr. Chema as been interim President for Hiram College over the past year how can he devote enough time to help us.

Additional Comments

Mr. Spinner asked Mr. Vuckovich to address the questions.  Mr. Vuckovich explained Mr. Chema was paid $3,000 per month – he has not been paid since last October.  Mr. Vuckovich stated he did not know what Mr. Chema’s percentage of the naming rights was.

Mr. Wilson asked if Mr. Chema would be paid a commission?  Mr. Spinner confirmed Mr. Chema would be paid a commission.

Mr. Andrzejewski agreed that Mr. Chema would be paid a commission and explained this has been looked at and questioned – it is based on how much he gets.  

Mr. Wilson stated this is why he is holding out for the maximum.

Mr. Andrzejewski stated that everyone who sat in meetings with Mr. Chema questioned him thoroughly on some of those things, but we can’t disclose everything that is said in some of those meetings because there are negotiations going on – there are three or four members of this Council who have asked the same points Mr. Wilson has raised.

Mr. Wilson stated Mr. Chema has been interim President of Hiram College since June, 2003 – he cannot believe he has any extra time to do anything else – let alone try to find naming rights to the stadium.

Mr. Andrzejewski asked Mr. Klammer if it was fair to say the thing we concluded in our meeting about a deadline or not?  Mr. Klammer stated “No.”  Mr. Spinner explained there has been a deadline set in agreement with the Council people who were at the meeting and with Mr. Chema that if he has not gotten naming rights at that point that we will move onto someone else.

There was no one else who wished to speak.

Mr. Vuckovich stated that all his reports are in writing and he has nothing to report and that he is open for questions.

Additional Comments

Mr. Vuckovich stated that he and Mr. Lajeunesse had forwarded a memo requesting information regarding the payouts of three individuals and that the information be documented year by year – what was carried over and what was not carried over – and asked when this information would be ready?

Mr. Vuckovich stated the information should be available toward the end of next week – the payroll officer is on vacation for the next three days – she has already begun working on the information request.

There were no further questions of Mr. Vuckovich.

SERVICE/RECREATION DIRECTOR – Bill Philipp

Mr. Spinner explained Mr. Philipp was absent.

There were no further questions of Mr. Philipp.

CITY ENGINEER – Steve Guard

 Mr. Guard referred to the Roberts Road project, and explained that they are putting down equalization material for the separation of the pavement but due to the wet weather this has been delayed – we should be able to put down the stone base tomorrow so we can surface the area and start on the other side of the road – the residents of Roberts Road have been very patient and they are thanked for that patience.  Mr. Guard stated a request has been submitted to the City for permission to advertise the public outfall sewer project for bids – this is a project for which we would receive money from the Ohio Public Works Commission July 1st for a 60% grant on the project – we are working on the Gatsbe 34 report, at the request of the Finance Department, for compliance with that federal rule- we will not be submitting an Issue 2 project this year for next year’s funding due to the financial situation of the City.  Mr. Guard stated that the last item to report is that they are working on a revision to the storm water management ordinance in order to be in compliance with the Stormwater Phase II regulations and will submit this matter to the City within the next two weeks for review and eventual passage.

Additional Comments

Mr. Spinner asked Mr. Guard to address the meeting with the residents of North Parkway.  

Mr. Guard explained a public meeting was held one week ago Monday with the residents of North Parkway regarding a septic discharge situation – the Health Department presented the problem and the potential options they have with respect to upgrading their onsite treatment systems – he presented the options of constructing a public sanitary sewer within the right of way to convey the sewage to the public system – we have outlined some costs and schedules and plans – we are seeking some emergency funding from the Ohio Public Works Commission – we will be submitting the application sometime this week.  (at this point the tape was turned over)

Mr. Andrzejewski asked Mr. Guard if the July 15th deadline was still good for finishing the work on Roberts Road.  Mr. Guard stated it was a good date until last week when it rained so much – we are a couple days behind – we were supposed to switch over to the North side of Roberts Road tomorrow – we are two to three days behind due to the rains.

Mr. Guard explained the base is installed so people can travel on the road – once both sides are done the final coat is installed.

There were no further questions of Mr. Guard.

ADJOURNMENT

Council President/Acting Mayor Mr. Spinner stated that, if there are no objections from Council, the meeting is adjourned.
