The Regular Meeting of the Eastlake City Council was held at Eastlake City Hall, 35150 Lake Shore Boulevard.  The Meeting was called to order by Council President Mr. Elshaw at approximately 7:30 p.m.

Meetings Scheduled

COMMUNICATIONS &  PETITIONS

A request was received from the Administration regarding the purchase of an 8-ton dump truck for the Service Department.  This was referred to Service/Utilities Committee.

A request was received from the Administration regarding the purchase of a Stainless Steel Bed Replacement for the City’s 5-ton dump truck. This was referred to Service/Utilities Committee.

A request was received from the Administration regarding the City advertising on E-bay for the sale of City items. This was referred to Finance Committee.

A request was received from the Administration regarding the purchase of 6 used vehicles to be used by the Service and Building Departments. This was referred to Service/Utilities Committee.

A recommendation was received from the Planning Commission regarding a Conditional Use Permit for Thru Mart, 35700 Vine Street, Eastlake. This was referred to Planning Committee.

A communication was received from the Administration regarding the proposed utilization of automated cameras to impose civil penalties upon red light and speeding violators in the City. This was referred to Safety Committee.

DISCUSSION

MAYOR/SAFETY DIRECTOR – Ted Andrzejewski

Mayor Andrzejewski:  He had nothing to report.

There were no questions of Mayor Andrzejewski.

LAW DIRECTOR – Randy Klammer

Mr. Klammer:   He has nothing to report and is open for questions. 

There were no questions of Mr. Klammer.

FINANCE DIRECTOR – Brian Condron

Mr. Condron:  He submitted the information for the tax budget for discussion and passage prior to the Financial Planning & Supervisory Commission meeting on June 20th.

Mr. Elshaw:  This will be referred into Finance Committee at the next Council meeting – we also have to review the  Recovery Plan.

Mr. Condron:  We received the funds from the County for the grant for the boiler at the Senior Center.

We also are to be reimbursed by FEMA for its portion of the Robin Drive project.  We submitted the paperwork and they are coming tomorrow to look at the project.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions. 

Mr. Elshaw:  How much did this cost?

Mr. Condron:  He believes the job was about $60,000 and it is a 75%-25% split.  They should provide about $49,000.

There were no further questions of Mr. Condron.

TAX ADMINISTRATOR – Angela Keneven-Zanella

Mrs. Keneven-Zanella was absent and excused. 

SERVICE DIRECTOR – Mike Semik

Mr. Semik:  They are currently working on repaving S.R. 91.  The work is continuing on Roberts Road – they will begin lowering the West End of the road next week.  We are completing our first round of sweeping the streets and will be going back to the more troubled areas like Vine Street and Stevens.  The City crews will begin working on the concrete streets next week. Our part-time summer help is working out great – they are way ahead on the parks and getting the City property in shape.  The box culvert on Robin and Oriole was a FEMA project – we had a  portion of it matched – the project was completed – it was in terrible shape after the flooding and had to be replaced and there is a sanitary line that has to be maintained.  If we did not get the money from FEMA that cost would have been on us. 

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Morley:  Did you get a chance to look at the situation by Jakse – perhaps putting in a pole where a car drove through?

Mr. Semik: Yes, they did review this and they will be taking care of it.

Mr. D’Ambrosio:  At the last meeting, you had stated our paving box was in for repair – do you have a status on it?

Mr. Semik:  He spoke with Columbus equipment yesterday and was assured if everything goes well we will have it here on Friday.

There were no further questions of Mr. Semik.

CHIEF BUILDING OFFICIAL – Joe Voros

Mr. Voros:  It is business as usual in the Building Department.  They advertised for bids for the computer software and should be getting the bids back by May 17th.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Voros.

CITY ENGINEER – Tom Gwydir

Mr. Gwydir:   Mr. Semik addressed the progress on the Roberts Road project, therefore he has nothing further to report and was open for questions.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  Please provide Council with the explanation previously provided regarding the work on S.R. 91.  

Mr. Gwydir:  Right now they are milling of the existing surface of S.R. 91 – they will come back and do paving repairs and place an intermediate ¾” thick layer.  Once this is done they will work on the curb ramps and manholes and the final surfacing with completion around September 10th.

This is called mill and fill and is the fastest construction methods to do a job – he would expect 8-10 years out of an overlay. 

There were no further questions of Mr. Gwydir.

POLICE CHIEF – John  Ruth

Chief Ruth was absent and excused.

FIRE CHIEF – Richard Sabo

Fire Chief Sabo:  He is happy to announce that next Monday the Mayor will be swearing in two new firefighters who are replacements for the two members we lost to retirement earlier in the year.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Chief Sabo.
