COUNCIL PRESIDENT’S REPORT – Mr. Elshaw

Meetings Scheduled

Mr. Elshaw:  The Council-as-a-Whole Committee Meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, November 28, 2006 at 7:00 p.m. and the Regular Council Meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, November 28, 2006 at 7:30 p.m.

An Economic & Community Development Council meeting is scheduled for Wednesday, November 15, 2006 at 6:30 p.m.

Mr. Elshaw:  We met this evening in Executive Session before our Council-as-a-Whole Session to discuss retaining for a temporary period of time three police officers who are scheduled to be laid off tomorrow.  There were some sacrifices presented for our review.  At this point in time the best we can do tonight would be to approve a Motion to delay the layoffs until we have a solidification of the specific numbers and we pass the Recovery Plan and Re-appropriations for 2006.  The sacrifices would have to be integrated into the Recovery Plan – tonight we will be voting on a delay of the layoffs.

A communication was received from Service Director Mr. Semik requesting re-appropriation for the 2006 Concrete Road Repair Program.  This item has been discussed and there is no further review necessary.

A communication was received from Mayor Andrzejewski regarding a presentation for an Economic Development Proposal.  This is referred to the Economic & Community Development Council.

COUNCIL COMMITTEE REPORTS

PLANNING COMMITTEE – Mr. D’Ambrosio 

Mr. D’Ambrosio:  The Planning Committee met October 30th at 6:30 p.m. with himself and Mr. Morley present from the Committee.  Committee Member Mr. Zontini was absent and excused. In attendance from Council were Mr. Lajeunesse and Mr. Knuchel.  The Committee discussed one Conditional Use Permit for Damron’s Moving, for which a public hearing was held this evening.  Also discussed were five Conditional Use Permit Renewals with all being moved forward.  

Over the last two weeks he bombarded the Building and Service Departments with memos regarding residents concerns – last week he had nine and over a three week period he sent a lot of memos.  About 95% of them are cleared up – he would like to thank Mr. Voros and Mr. Semik.  Mr. Semik, thanks to you and Marie.  Thank you to Mr. Voros and our Property and Zoning Inspector Bobbi Furst.

Mr. D’Ambrosio:  This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. D’Ambrosio.

FINANCE COMMITTEE – Mr. Knuchel

Mr. Knuchel:  The Finance Committee met twice between the last Council meeting with the first being on October 30, 2006. All the items he will be mentioning were talked about in the Council-as-a-Whole Committee and moved forward – the EMS Grant acceptance from the seatbelt fines in the amount of $2,500, the bid award for computer accounting software – of the two bids received this was the lowest and best bidder, the proposed cell tower sale in the amount of $525,000, a municipal income tax incentive program was discussed briefly and is being held in Committee for further discussions, the establishment of funds as requested by Mr. Condron, the bid advertisement for the boiler for the Taft Senior Center was moved forward as is.

The concrete road rehabilitation re-appropriation was held in Committee and we subsequently talked about it at the November 8, 2006 Finance Committee meeting – additionally, Mr. Semik has advised he will be taking measures to ensure these situations do not happen in the future.  The discussion of the municipal tax incentives were removed from the table due to lack of attendance of necessary personnel.  Also reviewed, was the September, 2006 budget review – our Court costs were through the roof – the Mayor and Mr. Condron met with Mayor Anderson of Willoughby who proposed a raise in the Court’s costs to compensate for our rising costs. Another issue discussed was natural gas for Houston Fisher pool – we were reimbursed $5,856.56.  Also in the meeting was Mr. Opalich of the Port Authority speak on issues the Eastlake Port Authority has with regionalization – a subsequent meeting was scheduled for Monday, November 13, 2006 for the Port Authority.  Also, the price was up for fuel, oil and lubricants in many categories – we will be watching this closely over the next few months.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Knuchel.

ORDINANCE COMMITTEE  - Mr. Zontini

Mr. Zontini:  He had no formal report as we have not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting, however, as items have been referred into Committee this evening he will be scheduling a meeting in the near future.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Zontini.

SERVICE/UTILITIES COMMITTEE – Mr. Razov

Mr. Razov: The Service Utilities Committee has not met since the last regularly scheduled Council Meeting, therefore, he did not have a formal report.  
This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

SAFETY COMMITTEE – Mr. Morley

Mr. Morley: The Safety Committee has not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting and there are no issues pending in Safety Committee.  

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Morley.

RECREATION COMMITTEE – Mr. Lajeunesse

Mr. Lajeunesse:  The Recreation Committee has not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting.  

He and the Mayor attended last night’s Port Authority meeting on regionalization – numerous points were discussed – it is his opinion that the regionalization of the Port Authority is a good thing, however, there are some concerns Council needs to be aware of.  The Port Authority Chairman Mr. Opalich made reference to the pier operations and the contract and monitoring of the operations, the dredging, boat ramps, fishing fees, ramp fees, the dredging contractor, soundings of the river to determine where to dredge, ensuring activities at boat ramp and fishing pier, the wing wall, projects to better the river, charges of submerged land leases, lawyer fees, etc.  We must make sure these things can be taken care of on the City level as we move toward the regionalization of the Port Authority.

He and the Mayor have a common ground – he has conducted research on entertainment at the stadium – this is mentioned often but it is a very expensive proposition for a promoter to set up a stage on the field and bring in entertainment.  So far there have not been too many to step forward, as with other stadiums in the country – even at the Cleveland Brown’s stadium or Jacob’s field.  It will take a lot more research and some long term investment by the City to have a stage and  other things  - it is not something that is easily done.  

Mr. Condron, in regards to the cell tower acquisition, is there a hidden cost over a period of time – the $40,000? 

Mr. Condron:  It would be available for 2007 and 2008.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  That is $80,000 – so, basically out of the $525,000 we are subtracting $80,000 –would that deal ultimately end up at $450,000?

Mr. Condron:  The fund would be placed in an interest bearing account.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  The interest earned would be $28,000 – we would temporarily lose $40,000 a year but we would make $28,000 in interest.

Mr. Lajeunesse: This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Knuchel:  Will there be minutes available from the Port Authority meeting?

Mr. Lajeunesse:  The only thing available would be the notes referred to this evening.

There were no further questions of Mr. Lajeunesse.

RECOGNITION OF THE PUBLIC 
Mr. Elshaw recognized the public input at this time; he reminded the speakers that there is a 3-minute limit for their comments, all comments are to be directed to the Chair and not include any personalities or individuals.

Johanna Lanning, 1331 Waverly Road, Eastlake

Ms. Lanning:  She would like to give a whole-hearted thanks to the Service Department – City workers were on her property and were phenomenal – they were polite and worked hard and she wanted to thank everyone for at least getting her that far. There is a City pipeline under her house which she bought in 2004 – in July, 2005 a sink hole appeared in her front yard – since then the house is cracked and is falling into the ground – the roof is separating from the house – her tub fell under the house – she lives on a slab.  The whole foundation is cracked. Mr. Voros is coming out in the morning and will probably have to condemn it.  The American dream is to buy your own home – she is a single mom who has never been on welfare – she earned every penny to buy this house on her own with no one’s help. She never thought she would lose it and that is what is happening to her.  A drainage pipe of the City is destroying her house.  After her house is condemned she and her son have no where to go – they have no family around here.  She is present this evening begging for help – this is a City pipe – she wants to live in the City and have a home for her children – she has two daughters who graduated from North High – one lives away and has a good job – the other daughter received a scholarship at the University of Montana.  She has a son who is a sophomore and is in football, baseball, basketball.  She helps out at the VFW and does everything she can. She is asking to please help her. She has no where else to go and her house is falling.

Mr. Elshaw:  Can someone in the Administration provide an update – what is going on and how long has this been going on?

Mr. Klammer:  He had a conversation with the City Engineer or Service Director on this issue – his impression was the home was built on top of the existing pipe – which in his mind is significant in a sense of exposure to the City – you obviously have some level of latitude in helping remedy the situation in as much as a morals claim.  He cannot say why the house was built on an existing pipe – it happened some time ago and will be an important factor to consider.

Mr. Elshaw:  Where is the Administration on this?

Mayor Andrzejewski: This is a very complicated manner and will take more time and discussion – it is a very complicated situation.  Unfortunately, whoever originally built the house built it over the pipe and she bought the house not knowing about the pipe.

Mr. Klammer:  He could imagine a number of different avenues – he does not think the City has any liability but he would not doubt there is title insurance and some type of opportunity to consider some recovery in that regard.

Mr. D’Ambrosio:  Mr. Semik, what was the size of the line?

Mr. Semik:  It was a storm line – there was a small creek – they laid an 18” concrete pipe – we did not know it existed – the house was built some time ago – it was discovered when work was being done on the sanitary system – we filled the pipe and acted properly.

Mr. Knuchel:  When was the house built?  How can we allow that structure to be built knowing there was a pipe?

Mayor Andrzejewski:  This is a very complicated situation – none of us was around at that time.

Ms. Lanning: The house was built in the mid-1950’s – the brother of the Mayor at that time built the house.  

Mr. Elshaw:  This will take some discussion.  Mayor, can you work with Mr. Guard and Mr. Voros after the meeting and meet with Ms. Lanning as this sounds like it is urgent.

Sterling, Moulten, 34874 Lakeshore Blvd., Apt 3, Eastlake

Mr. Moulten: He is Commander of the VFE 3863 in Eastlake and he is here to thank Mr. Morley for opening the door of the Council Chambers on Veteran’s Day to hold our impromptu meeting and celebration.  He was very surprised at all the Vets and people who showed up – he would like to thank Council and the Mayor. He had advised the Mayor he need not show up because there would not be many in attendance.  He thanks the Mayor and Council and Mr. Morley for the use and the time.

Daniel Novak, 29912 Fairway Blvd., Willowick, OH 

Mr. Novak:  His business is NOVA Enterprises and he needs to expand the facility.  Time is critical – they have all the site drawings, building drawings and everything they need – there is an issue with the zoning and they need to rectify the situation as soon as possible.  The Mayor and Mr. Voros looked at the facility and are aware of what is going on – time is critical – we have a zoning issue.

Mr. Voros:  This is the ordinance on the nonconforming issue – it is a minor technicality – he is working with Mr. Klammer on this.

Mayor Andrzejewski: There is plenty of room for him to expand but there needs to be a change in the ordinance.  He wants to double the size of the business.

Mr. Knuchel: Is this about the front setbacks?

Mr. Voros:  No – it is the nonconforming – a nonconforming cannot be altered whatsoever – this will provide them the opportunity to expand the business.  This is a nonconforming business as it is a business in a residential area.

Mr. Elshaw:  This has been referred to Ordinance Committee and Chairman Mr. Zontini will advise when a meeting is scheduled.

There was no one else who wished to speak.

MAYOR/SAFETY DIRECTOR – Ted Andrzejewski

Mayor Andrzejewski:  The Christmas Lighting Ceremony is Sunday, November 26, 2006 at 7:00 p.m.  If anyone has any groups who would like to participate please have them call the office.  The first meeting of the Regional Port Authority was held about three weeks ago with Congressman LaTourette, the Commissioners, and any City Managers, Mayors and Council members who wished to come.  There was a positive reaction – several benefits of regionalization were pointed out with the overriding factor being that we would bring in more dollars – with the regionalization authority a separate authority we are talking millions of dollars.  The second thing is it provides a base to develop funding like the Port Authority in Cleveland and if we have a business that wants to move into our City.  Right now we have no incentives to offer – the Regional Port Authority will provide dollars for a business.  There was a basic understanding to move forward.  The President of Lakeland Community College volunteered to schedule the next meeting and act as the person to move the idea forward.  There are some concerns that were mentioned by the local Port Authorities.  We are waiting for the second meeting to be scheduled.  Subsequent to that meeting, the four Port Authorities met on their own and reviewed the same things.  We all agreed we hold a lot of leverage and we will extend that to make sure each of our Cities is fairly represented on the Port Authority and some of our concerns are addressed.  We agreed to hold another meeting and provide our concerns in paper for a master list.  Mr. Lajeunesse arranged for a third meeting to be held with the Port Authority and reviewed all the concerns, which will be moved forward.  The Port Authority is a good idea – the State and Federal Governments are reacting to providing more money to regional entities as opposed to cities  - we need some help with funding for economic development.  The Avery Dennison project was funded by the Cleveland Port Authority – if we had a Lake County Port Authority we could have kept the funds generated in Lake County.  He will advise when another meeting is scheduled.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Elshaw:  What other cities were involved?  Did they mention anything about funding?

Mayor Andrzejewski:  Fairport Harbor, Grand River, Eastlake as well as representatives from all Lake County cities.  Funding was briefly mentioned – this is one of the points that has to be further discussed – eminent domain was also discussed and the fact that we did not want anything to do with it.  

Mr. Morley:  Have you had any further conversation with the post office?

Mayor Andrzejewski:  They keep promising to make a decision.

There were no further questions of Mayor Andrzejewski.

LAW DIRECTOR – Randy Klammer

Mr. Klammer:  He appreciates the spirited debate regarding Global Signal – that is a sign of good government and it should happen more often than not.  

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no further questions of Mr. Klammer.

FINANCE DIRECTOR – Brian Condron

Mr. Condron:  The Recovery Plans are out as of November 10th – the re-appropriations will be out this Friday.  The budget should be provided by the November 30th deadline.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Elshaw:  What about the timeline?  Was anything else owed to the State?

Mr. Condron:  That will be provided with the budget.  The 2006 Re-appropriations and the 2007 budget forecast.

Mr. Elshaw:  What about the 2007 forecast.

Mr. Condron: That should be provided by November 30th.

Mr. Elshaw:  Will you mirror the Recovery Plan?

Mr. Condron:  Basically.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  When we look at the budget we will look at the total amount of dollars allocated versus the total amount of dollars we are projecting as revenue – there may be some changes in the Recovery Plan as total dollars spent and total dollars brought in – depending on each Department.

Mr. Elshaw: When do you plan to meet with the Departments?

Mr. Condron:  Discussions are ongoing.

There were no further questions of Mr. Condron.

TAX ADMINISTRATOR – Angela Keneven-Zanella

Mrs. Keneven-Zanella was absent and excused.

SERVICE DIRECTOR – Mike Semik

Mr. Semik:  They have made the first pass on leaves in the Wards – weather and time permitting we will get back to them again for the ones we missed.  We are preparing for the tree lighting ceremony.  We are also reporting on any complaints that come in.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Knuchel:  When is the next meeting for the Storm Water Management Committee?

Mr. Semik:  It is to be scheduled every four months – the next meeting is after the first of the years.

Mr. Knuchel:  In that meeting, there was a recommendation by Mr. Guard that we do a Citywide storm water management survey – will this be discussed at that meeting?

Mr. Semik:  Yes.

Mrs. Cendroski:  The study issue was referred to the Administration for a presentation.  

Mayor Andrzejewski:  Mr. Guard recommended we identify each outfall.

Mr. Guard:  We should identify all outfalls and the discharge and create a database with pictures – this must be done by March, 2008.

Mr. Knuchel:  He just wanted to make sure this would be started.

Mr. Semik:  We just received that communication and we will start to identify the outfalls.

There were no further questions of Mr. Semik.

CHIEF BUILDING OFFICIAL – Joe Voros

Mr. Voros:  It is business as usual in the Building Department – starting next week they will be doing exterior expenses on Vine Street.  The violations will be sent out now so we can start working on them in April.  He is working on a couple more ordinance changes – he will be proposing an ordinance change on rental property inspections and will forward this in the next couple of days. 

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Voros.

CITY ENGINEER – Steve Guard

Mr. Guard:  We will have the bid opening for the Robin Drive culvert replacement this Friday at 11:00 a.m.  He has been in contact with the Lake County Engineer’s office in regards to our OPWC Round 20, Issue 2 project – we are expected to receive our grant agreement from Columbus in December of this year so we can advertise the project in January, 2007.  The Bruce Yee Pump Station forcemain is under construction with most of the forcemain work being done and we are working our way from Lakeshore Blvd. back to the parking lot and the pump station site – this will continue this week and next.  Our CSX Ohio Rail Development Commission meeting for this Thursday was rescheduled – CSX is trying to coordinate several sites – this should take place the first of December. 

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Klammer:  Is there any chance the resident’s problems with the sinkhole could be related to the floods.

Mr. Guard: The damage was done before the flood – if the pipe was plugged there should not have been any additional damage but there may be some because we could only plug the interior of the pipe – there may be damage under the structure that has occurred over time and the water was not conveyed properly.

Mr. Elshaw:  Mayor Andrzejewski, it is his understanding there were meetings with Timberlake regarding some of the sewer charges – and, there were discussions of Timberlake continuing with the Police.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  Timberlake decided to go out for bid on their fire services and they wanted to bid out for the police, jail and dispatch – we initially bid on the fire service and add 3% to our last numbers.  We were the only bidder – we also bid for the police services with a number of $22,000.  We understand the Sheriff’s Department bid $16,000 so they chose to go with the Sheriff’s Department.  The only reason we bid this time was to obtain extra money to pay for the Police Officers who were going to be laid off.  He thinks Timberlake was trying to squeeze us.  They want to get the lower cost for fire and police – we have taken the stance that we are not going to put that burden on our residents – we have to cover our costs – if they want to go elsewhere then they do so.

The Council of Timberlake, unbeknown to us, went to the County Commissioners and received a resolution that all the sewer money that was previously going to the City of Eastlake is now being sent to the City of Timberlake.  Timberlake then came to us to negotiate another contract – looking for less costs from us.  There were contentions with the past Administration regarding monies owed.  He and Mr. Condron submitted a very fair price of what our residents pay plus 20% for costs of capital improvements, which they have never paid before – we are waiting for their decisions.  For whatever reason, we get the feeling that Timberlake wants the City of Eastlake to subsidize their operation and we are not going to allow that to happen.

Mr. Elshaw:  They are probably looking out for their residents’ best interests.

Mayor Andrzejewski: It goes beyond that.

There were no further questions for Mr. Guard.

POLICE CHIEF – John  Ruth

Chief Ruth:  He thanks Council for their support – they offer temporary solutions to retaining the officers who were to be laid off tomorrow. Comments could not be understood, as the Chief was not speaking directly into the microphone.

There were no questions of Chief Ruth.

FIRE CHIEF – Richard Sabo

Fire Chief Sabo: He will be approaching Council concerning two issues in the near future, one being the disposition of the 2004 ambulance that was destroyed by fire.  It has been written off by the insurance company – you will have to decide how we should get rid of it.  Further, he will be providing a follow-up on the Fire Marshall position – our current Fire Prevention Officer is the Captain in the Fire Department and he is looking to change the title to Fire Marshall since the Captain is eliminated under ordinance.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Elshaw:  Mayor Andrzejewski, with the decision to extend the police officers who were to be laid off until the end of the year, what layoffs will occur tomorrow?  

Mayor Andrzejewski:  We had one retirement, one person who was to be laid off will take the place of another union individual who will be retiring – by union contract this person must be offered the position – so, she is in the Building Department for a couple of weeks getting trained – that would have been two positions.  Our videographer has accepted another position and will be leaving in a couple of weeks.  He needs to provide direction on his other duties before he leaves.

Mr. Elshaw:  We said we were going to be making layoffs? How will you come up with the money?

Mayor Andrzejewski:  We will not be paying any unemployment.

Mr. Elshaw:  We will discuss this further after the meeting.

There were no further questions of Chief Sabo.
