Mr. Lajeunesse:


Council has not met since the election, therefore, he would like to acknowledge the hard work and congratulate our at-Large Council members, Mr. Elshaw, Mr. Zontini, and Mr. Morley to 4-year terms, upon the swearing-in in January.  Also, your Ward 3 Councilman, who went unopposed, will be finishing out the last 2 years of a four-year term – his dedication is much appreciated.  Our newest Councilman for Ward 1, Joe D’Ambrosio, was elected for the next two years to fill the remainder of a four year term – his background in the City of Wickliffe Service Department will provide an integral asset for this Council to work together as a team.


He acknowledges the results of the Mayor’s election, although Council and the Administration may at times have different ideas, we also share some common goals – communication will be most crucial for the positive of this community.  He would like to think a new era is about to begin.


Lastly, he understands a group of residents is interested in bringing the Indian Museum to Eastlake, and initiating an Eastlake Historical Society, which during the past few months he has mentioned he thought this would be something of interest to research.  He believes this project would become a positive for Eastlake.

COMMUNICATIONS &  PETITIONS

A communication was received from the Administration regarding a deduct change order and final payment for C.I.R., Inc., regarding the North Parkway Sanitary Sewer Project. Mr. Lajeunesse explained that this was discussed in Finance Committee and appears on the evening’s agenda as Legislation No. 11-22-(10).

A fee waiver request was received from the Eastlake Police Department for use of the Community Center on Sunday, December 11, 2005 from 2:00 p.m. to 10:00 p.m. Mr. Lajeunesse explained that this was discussed in the miscellaneous section of the Finance Committee and Mr. Knuchel has referred it back to the Administration.

A communication was received from Finance Director Mr. Slocum regarding a proposal to amend City Ordinance 155.38 “Insurances.”  This was referred to Ordinance Committee.

A communication was received from Safety Committee Chair Mr. Morley regarding the utilization of e-bay as an auction site for the City of Eastlake. This was referred to Safety Committee.

A communication was received from Finance Director Mr. Slocum regarding rental agreements at JFK Senior Center. Mr. Lajeunesse explained that these items were discussed in the Finance Committee and Council-as-a-Whole Committee and would be added to the evening’s agenda as Legislation No. 11-22-(11) and Legislation No. 11-22-(12).

A liquor license transfer request was received from AKR, Inc., dba Anchor Bar & Grill to Bear Limited, Inc., dba Hideaway Bar & Grill, 35575 Lakeshore Blvd., Eastlake. This was referred to Planning Committee.

A communication was received from Tax Administrator Mrs. Keneven-Zanella and Finance Director Mr. Slocum regarding proposed amendments to the City of Eastlake tax ordinances. This was referred to Ordinance Committee.

A communication was received from Mayor Andrzejewski regarding a proposed event to be held in Eastlake. This was referred to Finance Committee.

A communication was received from Law Director Mr. Klammer regarding the extra duty employment contract agreement for the City of Eastlake Police Department.  This was referred to Safety Committee.

COUNCIL COMMITTEE REPORTS

FINANCE COMMITTEE – Mr. Elshaw

Mr. Elshaw:  The Finance Committee met on Tuesday, November 15, 2005 at 6:30 p.m. with himself, Ms. DePledge and Mr. Razov present from the Committee.  In attendance from Council were Mr. Knuchel and Mr. Morley.  Council President Lajeunesse and Mr. Zontini were absent and excused.  In attendance from the Administration were Mayor Andrzejewski, Finance Director Mr. Slocum, Service Director Mr. Semik and City Engineer Mr. Guard.

Discussion was held and approval was given regarding the contract acceptance for the lowest and best bidders for the 2006 Housekeeping Supplies – these items were also discussed in Council-as-a-Whole and appear on the evening’s agenda.  The delinquent tax collection contract with Weiner and Associates was also discussed and appears on the evening’s agenda.  The deduct change order and final payment for the North Parkway Sanitary Sewer improvements were discussed and also appear on the evening’s agenda.  Also discussed was a conditional use permit for Fifth Third Bank, which was moved forward with the understanding that all conditions have been met.  The Committee also reviewed the September, 2005 budget during which several items were discussed – whether there has been any progress with the company from which we are expecting a lump sum settlement – it is our understanding this will be actively pursued within the next month.  There were also certain line items, which have either met or exceeded budget limits – these items have been put on a watch status.  Overall, the budget appears to be on track for the year.  The year to date General Fund revenue is approximately $11,000,000 and year-to-date expenditures were approximately $9,000,000 for a total revenue over expenditures of $2,000,000.

Pending is Finance Committee is an issue regarding the Opticom project, which was held at the request of the Fire Department, therefore, he will be referring this matter out of Committee with no action taken.

Also, our Eastlake Police Officers deserve a round of applause for helping stranded motorist the other day – they actually changed a tire – this is what your tax dollars are paying for – helpful people – people who are good at their jobs and work above and beyond the call of duty. She took time to listen – it meant a lot – he loves her dearly.  Most of all he would like to thank God because if it was not for his Will he would not be sitting here today.  He is looking forward to working with the Council and Administration and he is very excited about working with the residents.

Dan Matheke, 361 Bayshore Drive, Eastlake

Mr. Matheke:  As Mayor Andrzejewski knows, he and Kevin Dresser have been doing a lot of research on relocating the Indian Museum to Eastlake – anyone interested in helping us bring this asset back to Eastlake as 80% of the artifacts were recovered in Eastlake.  This would be a great asset to this Community.

While doing research he found the Ohio Historical Preservation logs – he would like to speak with Mr. Zontini as Chairman of the Ordinance Committee – there are 38 communities who receive funding from the State of Ohio – the only community to receive money in Lake County was Willoughby – they received money to restore their downtown area.  While we do not have the history Willoughby does, this community is closing on 55 years and we need to start looking at things and designating them as historical areas and sites and eventually receive money for preservation of those sites.

Regarding the election, all the Charter amendments passed overwhelmingly and thank you to all who sat on that Committee.

MAYOR/SAFETY DIRECTOR – Ted Andrzejewski

Mayor Andrzejewski:  He would like to congratulate all those who were successful in their elections – he wishes them all the best – he wishes Ms. DePledge the best in her future endeavors.  He agrees with Mr. Lajeunesse that we need to work together with Council for the benefit of the residents of Eastlake.

Mr. Semik is on vacation, therefore, he will be reporting on the Service Department.  The leaf pickup is proceeding with Ward 1 being done on time and Ward 4 being about completed – Ward 3 will be next and then Ward 2 – we are only about 1 ½ days behind due to snow removal.  Three out of four machines are working with the fourth machine waiting on a part, which should have arrived today. The snow plowing went well – the guys did a nice job on snow removal – one truck broke during the initial snow storm and is in the process of being fixed – the equipment is old.  

He would like to thank the residents for the passage of the Road Levy – this is a significant amount of money for the City that will be used for equipment and road maintenance – the Service Director and Finance Director are preparing a report of needed equipment to present to Council for approval.

The recycling program will be discontinued – not only by our City but other Cities as well – we will be placing one or two collection bins.  

Mr. Slocum:  The number of bins will be determined by usage – even if we match the tonnage that is being collected today the amount of money we receive from the County should be sufficient to cover the cost.

Mayor Andrzejewski: He is a firm believer in recycling and hopes residents continue to recycle – one bin will be located at City Hall – this will also aid apartment dwellers who did not have pick up in the past.

Congratulations to Mr. D’Ambrosio.

He met with Mr. Dresser, Mr. Matheke and Mr. Komarjanski regarding the Indian Museum – he had previously called the curator and offered the use of the Police Sub Station as a temporary home – they did not feel this was a good location – we also looked at the old JFK building. Mr. Slocum suggested we eventually could use the post office.  We should thank these gentlemen for their contribution.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Zontini: Is the payment for garbage pickup by tonnage or per resident – if people do not recycle will that affect our garbage rates?

Mr. Slocum:  We are under a contractual rate of so much per resident – it will not affect the rates.

Mr. Elshaw:  We were in receipt of e-mails regarding the Indian Museum – is there a possibility of a temporary site?

Mayor Andrzejewski:  They discussed the possibility of a temporary home at the JFK Building – the only other viable location would be the sub station but they did not feel it was acceptable.

Mr. Elshaw: If they would accept a temporary home until we could find a permanent location.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  The curator advised they would keep that in mind as a last ditch possibility but he does not believe they will accept it – the best site right now is the old JFK Senior Center.

Mr. Knuchel:  What is the time frame involved?

Mayor Andrzejewski:  They have to relocate by the end of the year.

Mr. Elshaw:  On a different matter, there had been communication between the Administration and the AFSME President Mr. Rubertino regarding elimination of classified departments or negotiating to reclassify departments within the Service Department?  It is difficult to understand – there seems to have been an earlier.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  That is an item we should discuss either before or after the Council meeting.

Mr. Klammer:  This would be more than appropriate for Executive Session.

Mr. Elshaw:  Could Council receive a copy of the original memo – it is difficult to understand – this is in reference to a memo dated October 31, 2005.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  He would be happy to answer any questions but this is not the right forum.

Mr. Klammer:  The Mayor can speak on this more during Executive Session.

Mr. Zontini:  As he understands an Executive Session for personnel matters has to do with an individual.

Mr. Klammer: Without entirely knowing what it was, he is anticipating that it would be appropriate.  Is all Council needs a copy of a previous memo?

Mr. Elshaw:  Yes, we would like to understand what is referred to – we inadvertently did not receive the previous memo – he would like to see a copy of the earlier memo and receive a brief explanation of what we are talking about.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  He would be glad to discuss this either after the meeting or through the week.

Mr. Elshaw:  The issue is, with the passage of the road levy, we want to make sure things continue as we have been doing them.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  He would speak with Mr. Elshaw after the meeting.

There were no further questions of Mayor Andrzejewski. 

LAW DIRECTOR – Randy Klammer

Mr. Klammer:  Congratulations to all – there were some pretty decisive victories that were indicative of how people feel about the performance.  Mr. Hoefle, Ms. DePledge and Mr. D’Ambrosio should be very proud of the campaigns they ran – they were a model of what a campaign should be.  Congratulations to the Mayor.

He and the Clerk discussed an issue with the Plymouth Outfall contract – there was a question of one resident and the City withholding money and giving the money upon a release.  His suggestion was that the money should be held in escrow to ensure the driveway is repaired.  This matter will come to Council for approval of payment of the contract – this release can be added to the contract.  Mr. Slocum has advised we can handle the money and it should not pose an audit problem.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Klammer.

FINANCE DIRECTOR – Mike Slocum

Mr. Slocum:  Congratulations to all candidates on the successful and unsuccessful elections.  He had nothing to report as all his comments were made in last week’s Finance Committee meeting and was open for questions.

Mr. Elshaw:  Recently you had communications with Comcast and you were investigating the situation in Mentor where the residents were due a refund – did anything come from this.

Mr. Slocum:  He spoke with the Mentor Finance Director – they hired a firm at the City’s cost to perform the investigation, which resulted in a refund to their residents – he has not pursued that since.

Mr. Elshaw:  He is asking if it is likely there would be a refund due to our residents.

Mr. Slocum:  We would have to retain the firm to do the study at the cost of about $3,000 or $4,000 – it resulted in a $75,000 refund to the Mentor residents.  From what was advised he thinks the dollar amount would be flat for us and any expected recovery would be far less due to the size difference between ourselves and Mentor.

Mr. Morley:  Is there anyway we can track by using the Comcast fees the number of residents in the City that have cable?

Mr. Slocum:  He does not know – we have been relying on what Comcast has been providing us – the dollar amount paid to the City by Comcast has steadily increased – we received about $175,000 from Comcast this year in franchise fees.

There were no further questions of Mr. Slocum.

TAX ADMINISTRATOR – Angela Keneven-Zanella

Mrs. Keneven-Zanella was absent and excused.

SERVICE DIRECTOR – Mike Semik

Mr. Semik was absent and excused.

CITY ENGINEER – Steve Guard

Mr. Guard:  Congratulations to all.  He had nothing to report and was open for questions.  

There were no questions of Mr. Guard.

POLICE CHIEF – John  Ruth

Chief Ruth:  Congratulations to all.  Thank you to Mr. Knuchel for recognizing the efforts of the officers – recognizing some of the day to day things in their jobs – as he has said many times in the past he is inviting all to spend time with us.  We have been very busy – primarily with crime reports – we have taken as many crime reports to date as we did in all of last year.  

He look forward to working with all.  This concluded his report and he was open for questions.  

There were no questions of Chief Ruth.

FIRE CHIEF – Richard Sabo

Fire Chief Sabo was absent and excused.
