A communication was received from the Administration requesting a Resolution of Support for NOPEC.  Mr. Elshaw explained this was discussed in Council-as-a-Whole Committee and will be added to the evening’s agenda as Legislation No. 11-27-(08).

A recommendation was received from the Planning Commission regarding a Conditional Use Permit for Cuetopia Billboards, 34596 Lakeshore Blvd., Eastlake.  This was referred to Planning Committee.

A communication was received from the Administration regarding Conditional Use Permit Renewal Requests for BP Products of North America, Inc., 35068 Vine Street, Circle Lounge, 34598 Lakeshore Blvd., Willoughby Taxi Service, 34799 Curtis Blvd., Unit A-5, Palmer Express, Inc., 34799 Curtis Blvd., Unit A-3, RDP Enterprises, 34799 Curtis Blvd., Unit A-2, and Willow Trucking, Inc., 34799 Curtis Blvd., Unit A-4, Eastlake. Requests were received from the Administration for Council’s confirmation of re-appointments to the Port Authority, Planning Commission, Civil Service Commission, Architectural Board of Review and Zoning Board of Appeals. Mr. Elshaw explained if there are no objections from Council these appointments can be confirmed this evening during the Mayor’s Report.

A request was received from the Administration for acceptance of the CDGB Grant. This was referred to Finance Committee.

A communication was received from the Administration recommending a bid award for Solid Waste and Yard Waste Collection.  This was referred to Finance Committee.

A communication was received from Finance Director Mr. Condron requesting fund transfers to the General Bond Retirement Fund, the Callable Bond Fund and the Employee Termination Fund.  Mr. Elshaw explained the request to make transfers to the General Bond Retirement Fund was discussed in Council-as-a-Whole Committee and will be added to the evening’s agenda as Legislation No. 11-27-(16) and Legislation No. 11-27-(17).  The request for transfers to the Callable Bond Fund and the Employee Termination Fund are referred to Finance Committee as approval must occur following the 2007 Re-appropriations.

COUNCIL COMMITTEE REPORTS

FINANCE COMMITTEE – Mr. Knuchel

Mr. Knuchel:  The Finance Committee has met twice since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting – on October 30th and November 19th, respectively.  Two items were on the October 30th agenda – the first being the 2007 Codified acceptance for the invoice for Walter Drane in the amount of $4,134.06 – this was discussed in Council-as-a-Whole Committee and appears on the evening’s agenda.  The second item to be discussed was the 2007 September budget review – revenues were reviewed – interest earned was up – in general all revenues looked good – we are looking into the timing of receipt of grant money.  One item was on the Agenda for November 19th – the September, 2007 Budget Review – Expenditures – some highlights of that meeting were comp time wages, overall gas/utility costs were down, Houston Fisher pool water costs seemed high, the CDBG Grant to cover part time building inspectors – this is to be paid after the cost is incurred, and we also have this grant acceptance being referred into Finance Committee. Also under miscellaneous was the Committee’s agreement to remove the Long Term Strategic Business Plan from Finance Committee with no action taken because we could not settle on a date or a purpose for the meetings. 

This concluded his report and he would be making the following Motions:

The Walter H. Drane Company: Invoice

ORDINANCE COMMITTEE  - Mr. Zontini

Mr. Zontini:  The Ordinance Committee met on November 1, 2007 with all members of the Committee present.  Also in attendance from Council were Mr. Lajeunesse and Council President Mr. Elshaw.  Mr. Knuchel was late in arriving.  At the start of the meeting no one from the Administration was present but Mayor Andrzejewski and Finance Director Mr. Condron arrived late.  The sole issue for discussion was the new enactment of City Ordinance 140 “Office of Stadium Management and Development.”  This legislation will create a new department for the City to promote and manage the stadium and as discussed in the Council-as-a-Whole Committee is on the evening’s agenda.  

Mr. Zontini made the following Motion:

Additional Comments

Mr. Zontini:  That was the only issue in his Committee at the present time and as nothing new was added this evening there will be no meeting scheduled in the near future.

SERVICE/UTILITIES COMMITTEE – Mr. Razov

Mr. Razov:  The Service/Utilities Committee met on October 30th with himself, Mr. Lajeunesse and Mr. Knuchel present from the Committee.  Also in attendance from Council were Mr. D’Ambrosio, Mr. Morley and Council President Mr. Elshaw. In attendance from the Administration were Mayor Andrzejewski, Law Director Mr. Klammer, Mr. Condron and  

Service Director Mr. Semik.  Two items were on the agenda with the first being the City Auction, which was explained by the Mayor during the Council-as-a-Whole Committee.  The second issue was the possible implementation of a streetlight policy – there was much discussion on this matter and it was agreed by the majority present that we would be awaiting a policy proposal from the Administration after the budget meetings.  This concluded his report and he will not be scheduling a meeting at this time.

There were no questions of Mr. Razov.

SAFETY COMMITTEE – Mr. Morley

Mr. Morley:  The Safety Committee has not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting.  He did meet with Mr. D’Ambrosio, Mr. Lajeunesse and Police Chief Ruth to discuss the possibility of obtaining another police dog.  The police officers were meeting to pick a handler for the dog after which we will meet with the Chief to discuss the search for a dog.  The Chief was in contact with someone who would provide dog for free – if not the cost would be between –0- to $5,000 for a new dog and if that were the case we discussed having a fund raiser.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Morley.

RECREATION COMMITTEE – Mr. Lajeunesse

Mr. Lajeunesse: He would like to echo Mr. Elshaw’s sentiments about Gary Thobaben.  He and his contributions he has given to this Community over the last several years will be definitely missed.  On this evening’s agenda is Legislation No. 11-27-(03) and is the only item discussed in the Recreation Committee meeting held a few weeks ago – this is in regards to rejecting the only bid received by the City for a new entrance to the JFK/Taft Senior Center. Regarding Mr. Morley’s comments on the canine unit – the appointment will be Patrolman John Cawley – he has done extensive research and is applying for grant to help finance the canine unit.  The cost has increased a little based on the needs Patrolman Cawley feels will be best suited for the future of this Community.  He has also begun researching some fund raising efforts and will meet with Mr. Morley regarding these fund raising efforts.

PLANNING COMMITTEE – Mr. D’Ambrosio

Mr. D’Ambrosio:  The Planning Committee met on November 1st at 7:15 p.m. with himself, Mr. Zontini and Mr. Morley in attendance from the Committee.  In attendance from Council were Mr. Lajeunesse, Mr. Knuchel, and Council President Mr. Elshaw.  In attendance from the Administration was Mayor Andrzejewski.  The Committee discussed two Conditional Use Permits and approved them to move forward.  Public Hearings were held on the permits on November 13th and the minutes appear on the evening’s agenda for approval.  Also discussed was a miscellaneous item – a company called Leaderboard Skills wanted to open a game room in the City with gambling machines.  This matter was held in Committee because the State was in litigation on whether different types of gambling machines were legal – the State decided some games were illegal and put a stipulation on a tic-tac-fruit game – which was to be utilized in this business – the stipulation stated that pay outs could only be $10.00.  The Committee agreed to refer this matter out of Committee with no action taken to let the owner of the business decide what he wants to do – whether he still wants to pursue this.  As items have been added to his Committee this evening he will be scheduling a meeting in the near future. This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. D’Ambrosio.

RECOGNITION OF THE PUBLIC 

Mr. Elshaw recognized the public input at this time; he reminded the speakers that there is a 3-minute limit for their comments, all comments are to be directed to the Chair and not include any personalities or individuals.

Dave Parker, 815 Erie Road, Eastlake

Mr. Parker:  He came to a meeting in July to discuss Corporation Creek and a tree that fell on the Syracuse property.  He has been in New Orleans the last 3 months on business and he came back to find that nothing has been done.  While he was in New Orleans his son called him three times to inform him that the creek was coming over its banks again.  The problem is on the City’s property – we need to get it cleared up.  He does not understand what the hold up is – a couple of chain saws could do it.  The City’s Service Director told him he had to do his part to clean up his little section of the creek – he did – he pulled out stumps with his pickup truck.  He did his part – the City is not doing its part.  He cannot finish his house – it has been a disaster for two years now since the first flood – he is afraid to finish it.  Is there anything that will be done with this?

Mr. Elshaw:  Mayor, what is the status on this item?

Mayor Andrzejewski: It is not an excuse but he counts on his Department Heads to carry out what needs to be done.  He will check on this.

Mr. Parker:  They were to get pictures from the City Engineer.

Mr. Gwydir: He provided Mr. Semik with Lake GIS drawings of property boundaries and the creek boundaries relative to where the snags were located.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  He will check with the Service Director and let Mr. Parker know.

Mr. Parker:  Things are getting worse – the creek is backing up again – more trees have fallen.

The Mayor shared some of the thank you notes received from students.

He would like to ask to a Motion to approve his appointments. It is difficult to get people to serve on Commissions and Boards. Mr. Linc is present and was kind enough to step up to service on the Architectural Board of Review.

LAW DIRECTOR – Randy Klammer

Mr. Klammer:  He would also share his sympathies to Mr. Thobaben’s family on his loss. He has nothing to report – all litigation is moving forward. The Supreme Court brief in Mrs. Sawyer’s case was filed and that litigation continues on.  The Federal Court case on St. Paul and Mr. Fatur continues on. The Lake County Common Pleas Court case with Mr. Fatur continues on.  Nothing too substantial on any has occurred since the last meeting.  This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Elshaw: He thought the recall was discontinued.

Mr. Klammer:  The underlying issues of the litigation have not gone away – it was not dismissed as the impression given by the newspaper.  There was an agreement between the parties that the recall election was unnecessary but the underlying dispute continues on.

Mr. Elshaw:  And that would be the attorney’s fees.

Mr. Klammer:  As well as we are still in litigation on the appropriate calculation for the Charter – they have their request to be paid attorney fees.  He was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Klammer.

FINANCE DIRECTOR – Brian Condron

Mr. Condron:  For the last two or three weeks they have worked exclusively with Ms. Smith and Ms. Coats for the financial forecast presented this evening.  He will be meeting with the Mayor on the 2008 budget and submitting it later this week and the final 2007 re-appropriations for an upcoming Finance Committee meeting.  This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no further questions of Mr. Condron.

TAX ADMINISTRATOR – Angela Keneven-Zanella

Mrs. Keneven-Zanella:  All of her reports have been submitted in writing and she is open for questions.  

Mr. Lajeunesse:  Could you give us a brief update on economic development – is anything going on anywhere?

Mrs. Keneven-Zanella:  Things are going on but nothing firm.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  Please mention how much we have collected in back taxes through your Department.

Mrs. Keneven-Zanella: She does not have the figures with her but she believes are at about $179,000 in collections in outstanding taxes.  We are continuing to focus on that and failure to file.  We are closing out tax year 2006 and getting ready for tax year 2007.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  The $180,000 comes from efforts of the Tax Department, the Collection agency we have and Court cases.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  Our City Prosecutor is Mr. Hawkins?

Mayor Andrzejewski:  Yes, he is pursuing the Court cases.

There were no further questions of Mrs. Keneven-Zanella.

SERVICE DIRECTOR – Mike Semik

Mr. Semik was absent and excused. 

CHIEF BUILDING OFFICIAL – Joe Voros

Mr. Voros:   We have a new building inspector who is also a home inspector – he started yesterday. We are taking the commercial plumbing inspections away from the County and will start doing our commercial plumbing – sometime next week he will be submitting an ordinance change stating that along with the permit fees we will be charging.  We have a new property maintenance officer – she started two weeks ago and things are working out well.  He also met with Prosecutor Hawkins last week – we are going to start criminally prosecuting any violations and should start on this early next week.  This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  We will be taking people to Court only after they have been given many chances to fix what is violated.

Mr. Knuchel:  The two people just hired were replacements for already existing positions.

Mr. Voros:  Correct.

There were no further questions of Mr. Voros.

CITY ENGINEER – Tom Gwydir

Mr. Gwydir:  He is pleased to report that Roberts Road has been paved and construction activity for this season are concluded.  Next year we will pick up with landscaping and the railroad work.  

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  Regarding the work being done by AT&T – is there any regulations concerning the placement of transformers on Hillcrest – one transformer sits very close to the treelawn – about a foot from the street – there is another one on St. Lawrence.

Mr. Gwydir:  It is fairly normal – those are high speed data link boxes that are being installed in the right-of-way.  That has been the source of some trouble – he has not had the opportunity to look into any regulations regarding that – he can provide information on this to Mr. Lajeunesse.

Mr. Voros:  They have taken out permits for the boxes – we will inspect the electrical – the locations are in the easement – we don’t have too much say in where they go.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  We met with AT&T a while ago – the majority are out of the way but there will be some areas where they may be visible to the general public.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  They are not just visible – they are big and just a foot from the street.

Mr. Voros: He drove around with the installers to view the locations – he will take a look at this.

Mr. Lajeunesse: He would like some input as to whether or not this is okay.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  They have every right to put them there. They have done a good job in putting them in areas where they won’t be seen but there will be some in highly concentrated residential areas – that is the price of progress.

Mr. Morley:  The ones Mr. Lajeunesse is referring to are in front of two different houses and one is probably 8 ft. x 10 ft wide – there is another one on Hillcrest and Bayshore.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  The other two are on St. Lawrence Blvd.

There were no further questions of Mr. Gwydir.

POLICE CHIEF – John  Ruth

Chief Ruth was absent and excused. 

FIRE CHIEF – Richard Sabo

Fire Chief Sabo was absent and excused.
