Mr. Condron:  They are working on getting the budget out to meet the time line established by the Financial Planning & Supervisory Commission.  The re-appropriations are out as well as the recovery plan.  The new software will be installed in December and he thanks the Mayor and Council for the appropriations for this item – it is greatly appreciated and needed.

SERVICE DIRECTOR – Mike Semik

Mr. Semik was absent and excused.  
CHIEF BUILDING OFFICIAL – Joe Voros

Mr. Voros was absent and excused. 

CITY ENGINEER – Steve Guard

Mr. Guard:  They have their meeting with CSX and the Ohio Rail Commission on Thursday, November 30th to talk about the funding of the signalization for the Roberts Road crossing.  Also, correspondence from the District 7 Committee – they sent correspondence to the Ohio Public Works Commission in Columbus recommending the funding for our Roberts Road Project, Round 20.  The City should be receiving a grant from the Public Works.  The Bruce Yee Pump Station Force Main project is completed – we are waiting for the delivery of the two pumps to finalize it and we should receive them in no more than two weeks – the project should be totally finished in three or four weeks. The Senior Center boiler replacement was advertised today and bids will be received December 12th and we will provide the City with a letter of recommendation on December 14th.  Regarding the pump station improvements, we are going to be meeting with the Administration and Service Department to discuss the report we provided on the status of the nine pump stations – there are several that need immediate attention and they will be making a recommendation to the City to submit an application to the Ohio Works Commission Round 22 in May, 2007 for work to be done on the pump stations in 2008.  A member of our staff met with the Ohio EPA and Mr. Gorka of the WPCC – they will be looking at performing sewer system evaluation work because of some of the overflows experienced at the WPCC Plant – so, Eastlake will probably be involved in approving appropriations from our joint funding – this will be discussed at the next annual WPCC  meeting in February before any action will be taken.   

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no further questions for Mr. Guard.

Chief Ruth was absent and excused.

FIRE CHIEF – Richard Sabo

Fire Chief Sabo was absent and excused.
