ORDINANCE COMMITTEE  - Mr. Lajeunesse

Mr. Lajeunesse welcomed everyone and stated the Ordinance Committee met on Wednesday, November 17, 2004 at which several items were discussed – one item in particular is on the evening’s agenda and is in regards to permits and fees for auguring and increased the fees from $25.00 to $150.00 and also added parts a,b,c, & d to the Ordinance to make the Ordinance more specific.  Mr. Lajeunesse stated all other items discussed were held in Committee for further review.

Mr. Lajeunesse congratulated Mayor Andrzejewski and Councilman-at-Large Mr. Elshaw.

SERVICE/UTILITIES COMMITTEE – Mr. Elshaw

Mr. Elshaw explained there was an item issue with the North Parkway Sanitary Sewer Tap-in Fee Waiver Request and asked City Engineer Mr. Guard for comments.

Mr. Guard stated a meeting needs to be scheduled for discussion of the fee waiver request from the residents on North Parkway because of the emergency situation on the replacement of their on site systems with an sanitary sewer system.  

Mr. Elshaw added that the Committee is also waiting for information from the legal Department on this matter.  

Mayor Andrzejewski stated that he would meet with Mr. Guard to determine how this matter should be presented to Council.

Mr. Elshaw stated this concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Elshaw explained the Committee reviewed the budget with expenditures 

being reviewed first with discussion of overtime and comp-time – the Committee 

requested an analysis from the Police Chief and Mayor Andrzejewski.

Mayor Andrzejewski stated he and Chief Ruth met today – there is a lot of work to be

done and a lot of intricacies he has to understand.  Mayor Andrzejewski asked Mr. 

Elshaw to hold this matter for discussion at a later time pending his ability to obtain more

information on this matter.

Mr. Elshaw explained another issue on the expenditure side was that we are still seeing the

affect of prior year’s expenses carried over to the current year, which we knew were in existence.

Mr. Elshaw explained discussion was held on the revenue with the income tax collections being reviewed – we need to maintain around $420,000 in collections for the remainder of the year – the budget overall will be pretty close.

RECOGNITION OF THE PUBLIC 
Mr. Hillier recognized the public input at this time; he reminded the speakers that there is a 3-minute limit for their comments, all comments are to be directed to the Chair and not include any personalities or individuals.

Please note that the following comments have been transcribed as accurately as possible, however, some comments may not appear due to the inability to understand the speaker.

Beverly Leopold, 1705 E. 332nd Street, Eastlake

Mrs. Leopold stated she was present to speak about the leaf pickup and the fact that she has not had good service in her Ward – not as much as picking up the leaves but when the leaves are picked up – she was advised by the Service Department that they are at least two weeks behind this year.  Mrs. Leopold stated she has a ditch in front of her home and the leaves clog the drain and can cause the yards to flood.  Mrs. Leopold suggested that next year streets which have ditches should be first on the list for leaf pickup.

Mayor Andrzejewski stated he has been assured by Service/Recreation Director Mr. Philipp that all the leaves would be picked up in about one and one half weeks.  Mr. Philipp explained they would be in the area of 337th tomorrow.  Mayor Andrzejewski stated Mrs. Leopold had a good suggestion regarding leave pickup on streets with ditches and this would be reviewed for next year.  Mr. Philipp stated that leaf pickup is done on a revolving basis every year.

Mrs. Leopold stated she would like to see more police in her neighborhood and the snowplows in the neighborhood in a more timely fashion. Mrs. Leopold stated she is concerned about access for an ambulance when the streets are not plowed.

Mr. Hillier advised that Mrs. Curtis was the Councilperson for Mrs. Leopold’s Ward and would be in touch with her after the meeting.  Mrs. Curtis explained the Fire Chief has assured her that ambulance access on side streets would be provided by following a snowplow if needed.

MAYOR/SAFETY DIRECTOR – Ted Andrzejewski

Mayor Andrzejewski stated his first two days on the job have been very enlightening – they have started to do a number of things already – they are working on the budgets – all Department Heads have been requested to provide their budgets by December 3rd so they can be forwarded to Council for discussions in a timely manner – he has met with Service/Recreation Director Mr. Philipp, Police Chief Ruth and Fire Chief Sabo and all have expressed a desire to work together to move the City forward. Mayor Andrzejewski stated he has been discussing the leaf pickup with Mr. Philipp as well as getting ready for snow removal.

(the tape was turned over at this point)

Mayor Andrzejewski stated one of his goals, and he is sure it is also one of Council’s goals, is to make sure more community activities are done – Sunday, December 12, 2004 has been set aside to hold a children’s day for Christmas at the Fire Department – there will be candy and cookies and refreshments – the North High School choir has been invited as well as Santa – the activties will be held from 6:00 p.m. – 8:00 p.m.  Mayor Andrzejewski stated this is one of many activities he hopes we will have.

Mayor Andrzejewski thanked the residents for their confidence in electing him to the position of Mayor – he will work diligently to get this City moving forward and working with Council – we have a good start and a good working relationship and he looks forward to that – one of the goals will be to continue to balance the budget and to chip away at the $3.2 million deficit – last week there was a very positive article in the newspaper on Eastlake showing that we are moving well in that direction – if all goes well in the last two months, and with Mr. Elshaw’s and Mr. Hillier’s leadership, the deficit will be reduced – this is a significant step because we have not only managed the budget but we have managed somehow to reduce the deficit.  Mayor Andrzejewski stated City services need to be maintained and he will continue to work with the Police and Fire Departments to maintain those services.

Mayor Andrzejewski asked for patience with the new Administration – they will work slowly and diligently – changes and corrections will be made where necessary and it will be on a slow, systematic pace – you will see Eastlake move in a positive direction.

Mayor Andrzejewski stated this concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Hillier referred to the Mayor’s comments regarding the budget for next year and stated a temporary budget needed to be reviewed and passed – while the Mayor is very busy the budget information is needed soon so hearing can be scheduled.  Mayor Andrzejewski stated he would meet with Mr. Hillier to discuss some dates.  Mr. Hillier stated Council would like to have the budget meetings the week of December 6th. 

There were no further questions of Mayor Andrzejewski.

LAW DIRECTOR – Randy Klammer

Mr. Klammer congratulated Mayor Andrzejewski and Mr. Elshaw on their elections and addressed Mr. Mahler stating he was sorry to see him retire.  Mr. Klammer complimented Mr. Mahler on his actions regarding the vote on the rescission of Council’s health benefits – Mr. Mahler voted to rescind his own health care which forced him to give up a job he loved.  Mr. Klammer stated Mr. Mahler would be missed.

Mr. Klammer referred to City Charter Article 5. Section IV. regarding a vacancy on Council 

and the verbiage, which requires an individual appointed to Council to run for election at the next General Election.

Mr. Klammer referred to the Fire Station bids and requested any bidders follow the requirements set forth for the bidding process – the conditions are important to have a bid considered.

Mr. Klammer stated this concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Hillier asked Mr. Klammer to verify when the new Councilperson would have to run for election.  Mr. Klammer stated the Charter stated the first General Election and stated he would clarify this verbiage. SERVICE/RECREATION DIRECTOR – Bill Philipp

Mr. Philipp stated last week the Lake County Health Department had 249 rabies vaccinations for pets – they are hoping to come back again in April – this rabies shot was for one year – the next shot will be for three years.  Mr. Philipp stated there are four leaf crews out and they will remain out until we get to everyone – the trucks are ready for snow and the salt bins are full – we are planning to run three shifts from Sunday night to Friday, second shift.

Mr. Philipp stated he would speak with Mrs. Curtis and the Mayor later regarding SBC.

Mr. Philipp addressed Mr. Mahler, stating he will be missed.

Mr. Philipp stated this concluded his report and he was open for questions.
