Lake Shore Boulevard.  The Meeting was called to order by Council President Mr. Hillier at approximately 8:04 p.m.  

The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Mr. Andrzejewski. 

ATTENDEES

Members of Council in attendance were Mrs. Curtis, Mr. Razov, Mr. Andrzejewski, Mr. Lajeunesse, and Council President Mr. Hillier. Also attending was Council Clerk Mrs. Cendroski.  Mr. Mahler and Mr. Elshaw were out of town and excused.  

Those attending from the Administration were Mayor Spinner, Law Director Mr. Klammer, Acting Finance Director Mr. Vuckovich, Service/Recreation Director Mr. Philipp, and City Engineer Mr. Guard. 

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Regular Council Meeting – october 26, 2004

MOTION: Mrs. Curtis moved to approve the minutes of the Regular Council meeting held on October 26, 2004.  Mr. Lajeunesse seconded.

COUNCIL PRESIDENT’S REPORT - Mr. Hillier

Meetings Scheduled

Mr. Hillier stated that the Council-as-a-Whole Committee Meeting would be scheduled for Tuesday, November 23, 2004 at 7:00 p.m. at City Hall and the Regular Council Meeting would be held on Tuesday, November 23, 2004 at 7:30 p.m. at City Hall. 

Mr. Hillier stated a Financial Planning and Supervision Committee Meeting was scheduled for Thursday, November 18, 2004 at 4:30 p.m. and noted this meeting would be held on Thursday, as opposed to the usual meeting day of Wednesday.

COUNCIL PRESIDENT’S COMMENTS

Council President Mr. Hillier stated that Council is accepting resumes for the Ward 3 Council position being vacated by Mayor Elect Mr. Andrzejewski with resumes being accepted until November 19th – interviews will be conducted the week of November 29th.

PRESENTATION OF AWARD OF APPRECIATION TO MAYOR SPINNER

Mr. Hillier presented Mayor Spinner with an Award of Appreciation stating that Mayor Spinner has done a tremendous and he efforts have been appreciated and it has been an honor and privilege to work with Mayor Spinner. 
COMMUNICATIONS &  PETITIONS

A communication was received from Service/Recreation Director Mr. Philipp regarding a Town Hall meeting with the residents of Grovewood Drive and Audrey Court and SBC at City Hall on Wednesday, November 10, 2004 at 7:00 p.m. Mr. Hillier explained this was for Council’s individual information.

COUNCIL COMMITTEE REPORTS

FINANCE COMMITTEE – Mr. Andrzejewski

Mr. Andrzejewski explained the Finance Committee met and discussed addendum’s to the Recovery Plan that were discussed and approved by the Financial Planning and Supervision Commission – the addendum’s had to be officially adopted by Council to make them a part of the Recovery Plan. 

Mr. Andrzejewski explained all the items involved common sense and stated the first item provide an assurance should any funds be received by the City for grants applied for from the State of Ohio and the Federal Department of Transportation related to construction of the Eastlake Baseball stadium, such funds will be set aside for the early retirement of any outstanding tax-exempt bonds issued by the City.

Mr. Andrzejewski explained the second addendum assured that any funds received by the City for naming rights to the Eastlake baseball stadium, such funds will be set aside for the early retirement of any outstanding taxable bonds issued by the City.  Mr. Andrzejewski stated this means when we are successful in obtaining funds from the naming rights, State and Federal governments that the money will be placed in a separate fund and not mingled in the General Fund – those funds would be used for the five year call feature on the bonds – the money would definitely be set aside for that purpose.

Mr. Andrzejewski explained that the third item would maintain the Mayor’s budget for 2004 at a level that is approximately $60,000 lower than budgeted with the understanding that the difference may be reflected with another budgetary category as a result of the hiring of the Mayor’s secretary from within current staff.  Mr. Andrzejewski explained this insures there would be an adjustment made and no additional funds would be added to the budget – if the Mayor wants to have a secretary that secretary would come from within City Hall and, not that this individual would make this much, but  $60,000 would be adjusted from another Department into the Mayor’s Department – there would be no increase in funds.  Mr. Hillier clarified that whatever amount the salary is for the secretary transferred would be reflected in the budget.

Mr. Andrzejewski explained the other two items were simply verbiage changes and or errors in spelling or dollar amounts with one being to sell one fire station from $125,000 and recreation department garage for $225,000 – these were just clarifications.  

Mr. Andrzejewski stated the other matters involved changing page 4 to read to reduce police department staffing from 37 to 36 and close and sell recreation department garage ($30,000 operating).  Mr. Andrzejewski explained these are technical changes because of wording or number changes. 

Mr. Andrzejewski explained the addendum’s were requested by the State Board and were approved by Council at the Special Council Meeting of November 3rd.

Mr. Andrzejewski stated the other matter discussed was the monthly budget review and stated he is pleased to report that all is still well – we are still continuing on the path of having a balanced budget for 2004 – all the Departments came in under budget – it looks very much like as long as November and December stay the same we will have a balanced budget for 2004 – this is a big accomplishment and we need to continue this in the future.  Mr. Andrzejewski stated he had spoken with Mr. Vuckovich and was advised that October revenues have exceeded what we have expected – that means October will have a positive impact on our budget so we will be ahead a little for October with only November and December to have a balanced budget for the year.

Mr. Andrzejewski stated this concluded his report and he would like to thank the voters of Eastlake for the support they have shown in him and he will give this his 100% best effort to lead the City in the right direction with Council’s help and the cooperation of the Administrators in the City – we will get this thing rolling on the right track and keep it going. 

There were no questions of Mr. Andrzejewski.

ORDINANCE COMMITTEE  - Mr. Lajeunesse

Mr. Lajeunesse welcomed everyone and stated the Ordinance Committee has not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting, however, he would be scheduling an Ordinance Committee meeting for Wednesday, November 17, 2004 at 6:00 p.m. as there is an extensive list of items in Committee which need to be reviewed and he invites all to attend and observe Council’s discussions. 

Mr. Lajeunesse stated this concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Lajeunesse.

SERVICE/UTILITIES COMMITTEE - Mr. Elshaw 
There was no Service/Utilities Committee report as Mr. Elshaw was out of town and excused.
SAFETY COMMITTEE - Mrs. Curtis

Mrs. Curtis stated that the Safety Committee had not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting and she would not be scheduling a meeting at the present time.

Mrs. Curtis thanked everyone for their support of the Fire Levy – it was a very necessary levy and can only help us to keep moving the City forward.

Mrs. Curtis stated this concluded her report and she was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mrs. Curtis.

RECREATION COMMITTEE – Mr. Razov

Mr. Razov stated the Recreation Committee had not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting, therefore he did not have a formal report, and he would not be scheduling a meeting at this time. 

Mr. Razov stated this concluded his report and he was open for questions. There were no further questions of Mr. Razov.
PLANNING COMMITTEE - Mr. Mahler
There was no Planning Committee report as Mr. Mahler was out of town and excused.
RECOGNITION OF THE PUBLIC 
Mr. Hillier recognized the public input at this time; he reminded the speakers that there is a 3-minute limit for their comments, all comments are to be directed to the Chair and not include any personalities or individuals.

Please note that the following comments have been transcribed as accurately as possible, however, some comments may not appear due to the inability to understand the speaker.

Indra Shah, 577 St. Lawrence Blvd., Eastlake

Mr. Shah stated he would like to make four brief points – number one – the five or six points just mentioned by the Commission – he does not understand why the Commission is taking the liberty with the law for no reason – that section under which they are asking Council to make the six revisions – there is no such thing under 118.06 – it clearly says that the Commission can accept or reject – they could reject the plan for the six reasons and the Mayor has the right to amend the plan – the Commission has no business amending the plan and they could have pointed out that they are rejecting the plan because they need the six changes – the Mayor can initiate the amendment – that is the only person with the authority to amend the plan and then Council can approve it and take it to the Commission – the same thing could have been achieved without violating the law and it bothers him as a lawyer that they are taking liberties with the law with no good reason.  Mr. Shah referred to point number two – if you take all the expenditures in the recovery plan and total the savings it comes to $475,000 – four months ago many people have stated that is foolish not to convert these three loans at this time (comments could not be understood) lately for reasons that we don’t understand which will cost you $600,000 - (comments could not be understood) $150,000 more than (comments could not be understood)plan you are mentioning in the recovery plan – he does not know what the actual cost of the (comments could not be understood) but it is mind boggling that you (comments could not be understood)in the plan and you are creating $600,000 more debt and it pains us that people are not listening.  Mr. Shah referred to point number 3 – the last time he mentioned eight reasons why we are angry and (comments could not be understood) you have created $30,000,000 worth of debt on the citizens of Eastlake without asking them and he is taking a stand now – he has talked with elected officials, with whom he has close friendships, and asked how they could help us citizens who have no fault in the actions to pay this $30,000,000 over 25 years – they said we are responsible because we elected our officials - (comments could not be understood) Mr. Shah stated he is asking all people who have signed these notes and bonds to quit right now – if he was the person who signed these notes and bonds and put this liability on the citizens he would not be able to look at them in the morning and look in the mirror.  Mr. Shah stated quit so we can have public trust.  Mr. Shah stated, lastly, congratulations to the new Mayor and stated if you want to correct one thing – correct Channel 12 as only the mouthpiece of the Administration and the Council – allow the citizens to come in and express their views – even if they are contrary.

Mr. Hillier advised the legal representative for the State Financial Supervision Commission is Mr. Jeff Hastings, and the Chairman for the Committee is Ms. Sharon Hanrahan – as the Chairman of that Committee Ms. Hanrahan dictates how the meeting goes and as far as the legal decisions that are made – they are based upon the State’s representative Mr. Hastings advice and it was Mr. Hastings decision that the process was correct and in fact the Financial Planning and Supervision Commission was allowed to pass this with the amendments – this was something the Commission did through the legal representation of Mr. Hastings.

Ted Beres, 36706 Lakehurst Drive, Eastlake

Mr. Beres stated he has been a resident of Eastlake for over 32 years – he and his wife raised four daughters here and it has been a good community – over the years he has not paid much attention to what goes on at City Hall until this year when these revelations came out – revelations of mismanagement, greed and corruption – many residents have felt betrayed, helpless and angry – we as residents have one thing we can do – that is a vote and we utilized that vote a week ago – and we have a new Mayor and Councilman-at-Large and he wishes them well – but, something still has to be done about Council – we need new blood on Council – blood that has not been infected with the DiLiberto virus – some of you remind him of Sergeant Shultz on the old Hogan’s Heroes show who said “I know nothing – I see nothing” – we need Council people who are going to be accountable to the people.  Mr. Beres stated he wanted to respond to something Mayor Spinner stated in the paper – “he thinks the message he saw in the election is people are looking for someone to heal the City and not reopen old wounds” – this sounds like someone putting a good spin on a bad situation – which good politicians do – but these wounds are fresh and it will take a long time to heal the wounds – so, we as residents have to be patient and use our vote to (comments could not be understood) those Council people so we can regain our trust.

Norm Delsanter, 36501 Valley Vista Drive, Eastlake

Mr. Delsanter stated his issue is with CSX – he lives along the Liberty spur line – he as been involved with Mayor DiLiberto when he was the only one who could give permission to CSX to make late night deliveries against the ordinance.  Mr. Delsanter asked, since he had another problem with it last week, who alone is allowed to give that permission to CSX?  Mr. Hillier explained this would be Mayor Spinner.

Mayor Spinner stated he did give permission to CSX to make the delivery, and he advised the Ward 3 Councilman – he was informed the delivery was completed before 9:45 p.m. which was 45 minutes after the Ordinance.

Mr. Delsanter stated this is not entirely true, but since Mayor Spinner was aware of it he would accept it because he did not know who gave permission.  

Mr. Hillier advised Mr. Delsanter that he lived in Ward 1 and Mrs. Curtis was his Council person but the tracks also go through Mr. Andrzejewski’s Ward.

There was no one else who wished to speak. 
LEGISLATION PROPOSED - First number will be 2004-123

Council President Mr. Hillier addressed Mr. Klammer and stated he understood the Legislation must be read in full as the rules could not be waived because there were only five members of Council present, and asked if a vote should be taken after the reading to allow the legislation to be forward on for a second reading.

Mr. Klammer stated the legislation will not have to be read in full on the second reading but the legislation should be read in full this evening and a motion should be made to place it on first reading.

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission of the City of Eastlake, after public hearing, has recommended the issuance of the within permit; and


WHEREAS, after public hearing, it is the desire of this Council to authorize the issuance of said permit based upon certain conditions herein named and in accordance with plans or other documents submitted by the applicant, and the aforementioned items are herein included by reference.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF EASTLAKE, LAKE COUNTY, OHIO:


SECTION 1.  That the Chief Building Official be, and he hereby is, authorized and directed to issue a conditional use permit to Perica Kajic, agent for Mon Ami Café Bar & Grill, Inc., dba Euro Café on the Vine, Inc., 36219 Vine Street, Eastlake, Ohio.


SECTION 2.  That the conditional use permit authorized to be issued by Section 1 herein is conditioned upon the faithful observance on behalf of the permit holder of the following named conditions:

5. That the emergency fire exit door be so indicated and that this door and/or the back door remain closed at all times.

That all litter and debris be removed, and that the applicant shall keep the property neat and clean at all times.

7.      All applicable portions of the Eastlake Codified Ordinances must be 

     complied with.

8.
The Director of Public Safety has the right to revoke this permit upon findings of non- compliance.  Such action will be approved by an affirmative vote of Council.

9.
In compliance with Section 1151 there will be no alcohol served or consumed outside the enclosed approved bar area.  Serving alcohol or consumption of alcohol on a patio area is strictly prohibited.

10.
Strict compliance will be met in accordance with Chapter 535.


11.
There will be no dancing either by female or male, for adult entertainment purposes permitted anywhere on the premises including exterior or interior areas.  There will also be no X-rated films or games permitted on the premises.

12.
That a fire lane space be designated at the main entry and an adequate sign be provided.  That the required fire lanes be maintained at the rear and side of the building.

13.
The permit authorized to be issued is
nontransferable and that fact shall be so indicated on the face of the permit.

14. 
This permit shall be in full force and effect for a period of one (1) year from the effective date of the passage of this Ordinance and shall be the responsibility of the permit holder to apply for an application to renew this permit thereafter.  Said application shall be acted upon by the City Council.

15. 
The permit holder endorses the written acceptance of the conditions set forth upon a copy of this Ordinance prior to the issuance of the permit and signs the following condition.

ACTING FINANCE DIRECTOR – Mike Vuckovich

Mr. Vuckovich stated he also looks forward working with the new Mayor Elect Mr. Andrzejewski and hopefully someone will be found to replace him so he can go back to his old job.

SERVICE/RECREATION DIRECTOR – Bill Philipp

Mr. Philipp stated it was good to work with Mayor Spinner and he looks forward to working with the next Mayor.  Mr. Philipp wished Mayor Spinner luck.  Mr. Philipp stated they had a Halloween Car Cruise, which Council supported, and it was a huge success – Mr. Lajeunesse and Mr. Razov were present – there must have been over 500 children – the people are looking for something positive and this as a very positive event – people have said to please have another Halloween even if we do not have another car cruise.

Mr. Philipp stated they were in their leaf season right now – they are a bit behind and have three leaf crews out and are moving along at a steady pace.  

Mr. Philipp stated the residents of Grovewood and Audry will be here tomorrow to meet with SBC regarding monuments which SBC wants to put on the lawns – some of the residents complained and it was decided to hold a town meeting for discussion with the residents and SBC – SBC will show the resident what they want to do and the residents can make a decision – we are trying to get something agreeable to all.

Mr. Philipp stated there will pet vaccination on November 17th for rabies in the Service Garage from 5:00 p.m. – 7:00 p.m. for $5.00 each – this is for dogs, cats and ferrets – this is being handled by the Health Department of Lake County.

Mr. Philipp stated they are preparing for snow and getting the trucks ready – they will be ready to salt and plow in about a week -  it looks like the weather will be good for the next couple of weeks.

Mr. Philipp stated this concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mrs. Curtis asked if SBC was going to provide the plans for the area?  Mr. Philipp stated they would be providing the plans.  Mrs. Curtis stated she wants to be sure the residents don’t get stuck with something they do not want because it is in the right-of-way. Mr. Philipp stated they would ensure this would not happen – he has asked for underground wiring many times but has been advised this is not possible due to moisture – it will be up to the residents to decide what they want to do.

Mr. Lajeunesse thanked Mr. Philipp and Mr. Skorich for putting the car cruise together – if there as any positive they could have done this was something that was good for the children of the Community and if we don’t do anymore car cruises throughout the year we should at least do the Halloween one – this would be good for everyone.

There were no further questions of Mr. Philipp.

CITY ENGINEER – Steve Guard

Mr. Guard thanked Mayor Spinner for the opportunity to work with him – it was a real pleasure – he is a real professional.  Mr. Guard wished Mayor Spinner best wishes for the future.  Mr. Guard congratulated Mr. Andrzejewski on his election as Mayor and also congratulated Mr. Elshaw on his election as Councilman-at-Large – this was a vote of confidence for both.

Mr. Guard stated he has sent our contracts for the Plymouth Outfall Sewer repair and we expect those back within one week and we will be getting that project underway.

Mr. Guard referred to the North Parkway Sanitary Sewer project and explained he met with the Lake County Utilities Department and spoke with them about their participation in replacing the water line – they were very optimistic that they could participate in the project to replace the water line and install a fire hydrant – they will provide a final answer in about two weeks.  Mr. Guard stated he would be communicating with the Mayor’s office as to what is to be done on this matter.  Mr. Guard stated he has submitted the tentative assessments for the sanitary sewer portion of the project and they are waiting for a review of the information before they set an assessment hearing with the residents on the street.

Mr. Guard stated they have received a response back from CSX and he is sad to say they want us to rebuild almost the entire section – they want us to replace the lights, pay for replacement of conduits, switches, control boxes, railroad tracks, the rubber mounting that goes in between the tracks, pay for their inspections, pay for their administration and pay for their accounting and billing of the project.  Mr. Guard stated he has forwarded this information to the Mayor’s office and he thinks we need to develop a response to this – he and Mr. Philipp have discussed how we can build a system to ensure adequate protection at the tracks and then forward a response back to the railroad company.

Mr. Andrzejewski asked why is it that we need CSX’s permission to finish our portion of the road?  Mr. Guard explained that they own this property and it is their right of way – we need to take our pavement inside their right-of-way – up to the outside edge of the track and we need their permission to do that – and in so doing they would like us to do all these other improvements for them as part of the project.  Mr. Andrzejewski asked if Mr. Guard had actually seen anyone from CSX?  Mr. Guard stated he has not seen anyone from their offices which are in Indianapolis and Florida – he has a contact person who is on East 70th Street and he proposes this person be invited to come here and talk to us about the project.  Mr. Andrzejewski stated he has observed the work to be done and asked if we could do that and not infringe on their property to make the project complete.  Mr. Guard stated we could but we cannot take the sidewalks up to cross the railroad tracks but we could channel the sidewalks another way without CSX.

There were no further questions of Mr. Guard.

ADJOURNMENT

Council President Mr. Hillier stated that, if there are no objections from Council, the meeting is adjourned.
