A Financial Planning & Supervisory Commission Meeting is scheduled for Wednesday, October 18, 2006 at 5:00 p.m.

An Economic & Community Development Council Meeting is scheduled for Wednesday, October 18, 2006 at 6:30 p.m.  We have invited the members of the Planning Commission and the Architectural Board of Review to join us to share our goals and plans for the City by working together.  Due to the number of individuals in each group, the members of the Zoning Board of Appeals will be invited to the next scheduled meeting.

COMMUNICATIONS &  PETITIONS

A communication was received from Service Director Mr. Semik requesting approval to advertise for bids for Housekeeping Supplies for 2007.   This was referred to Service/Utilities Committee.

A Conditional Use Permit Renewal request was received for Michael Perry, Agent, Reading Rock, 1539 E. 367th Street.  This was referred to Planning Committee.

A bid advertisement request was received from City Engineer Mr. Guard for the Robin Drive Extension Culvert Replacement Project. Mr. Elshaw explained this was discussed at the October 3rd Planning Committee meeting and is on the evening’s agenda as Legislation No. 10-10-(10).

A communication was received from Mayor Andrzejewski requesting an amendment to City Ordinance Chapter 971 “Smoking in Public Buildings.” 

DISCUSSION

Mr. Elshaw:  This had been discussed earlier in Council-as-a-Whole and the possibility of not changing the Ordinance and relying on the area being “designated.”

Mr. Klammer:  Upon review of the legislation, the Mayor as Chief Executive has the authority to enforce all the regulations – if there are no objections he could be permitted to make that designation.

Mr. Elshaw:  We need to ensure the smoke eaters at the Community Center are operating properly and it is enough to handle this if it is designated a smoking area.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  The Community Center was used in the past for bingo – that is why the smoke eaters were installed.  The Service Department has checked out the smoke eaters.

Mr. Semik:  The smoke eaters are working and ready to go.

Mr. Klammer:  We should obtain an opinion from the Fire Chief as to whether or not this would present a fire hazard.

Chief Sabo:  They will look into this, at this time he does not see a problem with such a designation.  They will ensure there are the proper amount of exits for the amount of people that will be in the building and if that number of people is adequate for the building.

There were no objections or questions from Council.  This matter will not be referred into Ordinance Committee as the Ordinance will not be amended.  

COUNCIL COMMITTEE REPORTS

SAFETY COMMITTEE – Mr. Morley

Mr. Morley: The Safety Committee has not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting and there are no issues pending in Safety Committee.  This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Morley.

RECREATION COMMITTEE – Mr. Lajeunesse

Mr. Lajeunesse:  The Recreation Committee has not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting, therefore he has no report and he is open for questions. 
Mr. Lajeunesse made the following Motion:

Legislative Recommendation:  Legislation No. 10-10-(14)

MOTION:  I hereby move to add Legislation No. 10-10-(14) to the evening’s agenda authorizing and directing the Mayor and Director of Finance to purchase through the State of Ohio Cooperative Purchasing Program, a Concord “DBS” Minuteman Tandem Dump Body with Snow and Ice Control Equipment in an amount not to exceed One Hundred Thirty-Six Thousand Four Hundred Thirty-Nine Dollars and Thirty-Nine Cents ($136,439.39).  Mr. Morley seconded.

PLANNING COMMITTEE – Mr. D’Ambrosio 

Mr. D’Ambrosio:  The Planning Committee met on October 3, 2006 at 6:00 p.m. with himself, Mr. Morley and Mr. Zontini present from the Committee.  Members of Council in attendance were Mr. Lajeunesse and Mr. Knuchel.  Mr. Razov and Council President Mr. Elshaw were absent and excused. In attendance from the Administration were Mayor Andrzejewski, Law Director Mr. Klammer, Finance Director Mr. Condron, CBO Mr. Voros and City Engineer Mr. Guard.  The Committee reviewed four Conditional Use Permit renewals,  State Mandated Certificate requiring  the City become a State Certified Building Department, a rezoning request for Green Drive between East Overlook and Shelton Blvd. with the rezone from S-1 “Suburban” to R-60 “Residential” – this matter will appear on the November, 2007 ballot and a public hearing will be held at a time closer to the filing of the legislation for the ballot.  The Committee also discussed several miscellaneous items – one being the Issue 2 funding for the Roberts Road project and the other two items will be reported on by Mr. Knuchel.  The Committee agreed to move forward with the Conditional Use Permit renewals.  As an item has been referred into Committee this evening he will schedule a meeting in the near future.

Mr. Knuchel:  The Finance Committee has not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting, however, there were two items discussed as miscellaneous items in the October 3rd Planning Committee meeting – one being the proposed sale of the cell tower which was removed from the agenda pending receipt of a completed contract and will be revisited now that we have a completed contract in our possession.  The second item was a Lease Agreement with the City of Eastlake and Jean Chase Memorial Fund, Inc. for the Community Center – this was also discussed at Council-as-a-Whole and is on the evening’s agenda.  

Mr. Knuchel made the following Motions:

Mr. Razov was absent and excused.
RECOGNITION OF THE PUBLIC 
Mr. Elshaw recognized the public input at this time; he reminded the speakers that there is a 3-minute limit for their comments, all comments are to be directed to the Chair and not include any personalities or individuals.

Lyle Shull, Director of Community Service, Lake County Council on Aging

Renee Berry, CEO, Lake County Council on Aging

Mr. Shull:  He is here tonight to talk about Issue 7, which will appear, on the November 7th ballot.  Issue 7 is the Senior Citizens Services Levy.  We are all aware the baby boomers are coming – here in Lake County we have one of the fastest growing 85-plus population.  Senior citizens are living longer – our senior population is expected to increase 50% in the next 10 years.  It is not just the baby boomers but also the 85-plus population.  Issue 7 protects vital services for everyone in Lake County – not just our current seniors.  We will all use these services some day, either for ourselves or a family member. Referral services can direct seniors to needed heath care, social workers for support so seniors can remain independent and safe in their homes, meals on wheels, visitation programs for adults with no other family, funds for senior centers where seniors can meet to exercise, learn new skills and stay active in their community. The cost to continue support for Lake County Seniors is only an additional $4.50 a year per $100,000 of home value.  Issue 7 helps seniors stay in their homes as long as possible and without it seniors will be left without critical support services they need. The cost of continued support of Lake County’s seniors will cost the homeowner of a $100,000 home $12.25 per year.  Issue 7 is a 0.4 mill operating issue, which includes a 0.3 mill replacement and a 0.1 mill increase. Please vote on November 7 and we appreciate your support for Issue 7.

Jeffrey Gross, 34586 Lakeshore Blvd., Eastlake

Dr. Gross:  His place of business is the “Healthy Smile” – he is hear to speak about his request to the Planning Commission – the non-conforming building is the vacant bank building which has been vacant for two years and is an eyesore for the area.  He has been in the shopping center since 1975 – he is a dentist – they would like to modify the building – their hopes are to turn it into a medical facility but also into a teaching institution for dentists in the State of Ohio and around the country.  He and one of  his associates are professional speakers.  There is no facility in northeast Ohio that has an educational facility – this would be a tremendous boom to the businesses of the area and the City of Eastlake.  People would come here and use the facilities of the City and hotels – in addition, we would have a prime state of the art dental facility right here in the City of Eastlake.  When he first proposed this and was advised this was a non-conforming building he wondered if he would have to move out of the City, but he was advised perhaps the Ordinance could be amended.  He would not like to move – he has been there all his years of practice and he would like to stay here and continue to work for himself and the City of Eastlake.

Debra Goble, 140 Forest Drive, Eastlake

Ms. Goble:  She owns Chagrin Bait and Tackle and she is here to speak on the non-conforming building issue – she has been trying to put an addition on her building since February and she encourages Council to approve the issue.

There was no one else who wished to speak.

Mr. Elshaw:  We will move forward to the Administrative reports at this time as there is no quorum present at this time.  It is hoped that possibly Mr. Zontini can join us later in the meeting so we can address the legislation.

MAYOR/SAFETY DIRECTOR – Ted Andrzejewski

Mayor Andrzejewski:  It was announced today that TOPS had sold some of their stores to Giant Eagle – he received notification today – Giant Eagle bought 16 stores but our store was not one of them.  However, they are still in negotiations with other chains to hopefully purchase some of the other existing stores.  The employees have been notified in compliance with the 60-day notification for a lay-off notice. The sale of tickets for the spaghetti dinner is going well – the dinner is Sunday at the American Legion Hall on East 328th Street, Willowick - $6.00 per ticket with the proceeds going to help save the Senior Center. He is hopeful the Council-on-Aging will provide the $12,000 donation when their levy is approved – this is for the rent for the use of the kitchen at the Senior Center. He thanks Council for approval of the equipment purchases – we desperately need these and it is an extremely good use of the road money.  They completed work today on Route 91 and used the new roller – they patched some of S.R. 91 now so they won’t have to do it in the winter – S.R. 91 is scheduled to be profiled and redone next year – it has already been approved.  This will not add any extra cost and should hold until next year.  He urges Council to approve the non-conforming issue to keep the medical facility in Eastlake and help Mrs. Goble make the tackle shop a much nicer and bigger building – this is extremely important to see we are working with businesses to find a way to keep businesses in the City. This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mayor Andrzejewski.

LAW DIRECTOR – Randy Klammer

Mr. Klammer:  He has nothing to report and thanks Council for the Executive Session.  This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

FINANCE DIRECTOR – Brian Condron

Mr. Condron:  The auditor has completed the City’s audit report and will be issuing an initial report shortly.  He met last week with Ms. Smith of the State Supervisory Commission to begin the process of addressing the accounting program and various procedures – we concentrated on budgetary items mentioned in the report and we will be making a recommendation on the procedures developed at the Commission meeting.  He will be making a recommendation on the accounting software – the recommended low bidder was just under $60,000 with the other bidder being $98,000.  Regarding the depository agreements, the new three-year period begins on December 1, 2006 and the recommendation will be forwarded to Council by the end of October.  This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Condron.

TAX ADMINISTRATOR – Angela Keneven-Zanella

Mrs. Keneven-Zanella was absent and excused.

SERVICE DIRECTOR – Mike Semik

Mr. Semik:  Thank you for the resolution presented this evening – he will post this where the employees can see it – they will appreciate it.  East Overlook has been completed from St. Lawrence  - the concrete has been in for two weeks doing the bulk of the bigger projects and are currently on Glen.  They scratch coated S.R. 91 – it was better to do this than patching during the winter months – this should be completed tomorrow.  The salt has arrived and has been treated – we will go with all treated salt this year, which means we will salt only once during a snow storm.  The Administration has sent a couple of our employees to training which should help in boiler operations – two from the Recreation Department and one from the Sewer Department for the electrical at the pump stations.  The training is needed and beneficial and will save instead of going to outside contractors.  The leaf season begins the last of October and we will be completing the striping, especially in the school zones within the next couple of weeks.  This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  He would like to congratulate Nick Rubertino and Kevin Kostelnic on the Certificates of Training – this is something this community and residents should be glad to have and that they had the opportunity to do the training – this will save us monies in the long run.

Mr. Semik: That is correct – he thanks the Administration for the ability of the employees to attend the training – it will benefit the City.

There were no further questions of Mr. Semik.

CHIEF BUILDING OFFICIAL – Joe Voros

Mr. Voros:  He would like to thank Council for the resolution.  The Building Department is moving forward with inspections and providing quick response to complaints.  All his reports are on file and he is open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Voros.

CITY ENGINEER – Steve Guard

Mr. Guard was absent and excused.

POLICE CHIEF – John  Ruth

Chief Ruth: He would like to thank Council for the resolution – it is nice to be recognized and he is sure the Department will appreciate the thought  - they, and the other City employees, put in a lot of effort.  The Police Department is business as usual.  We received a receiver which we installed in one of the patrol vehicles – this is a vehicle anti-theft deterrent device – the device can be purchased and installed in a car – receivers are being donated to a lot of Police Departments.  If a car is stolen and reported the company triggers the signal and if the car comes within a half mile of the receiver the receiver will start beeping – the intensity will raise or lower depending on how far away the suspect vehicle is.  The goal is to identify and track down stolen vehicles.  There have been a couple of injuries – a dispatcher is out with a back injury as well as an employee with a shoulder injury – we are waiting for the diagnosis to see if there will be an extended period of time out.  This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Chief Ruth.

FIRE CHIEF – Richard Sabo

Fire Chief Sabo:  Our muscular dystrophy collection went very well - $11,700 was donated.  We had a squad which was severely damaged – it caught fire on the way back from being painted and the cab area was destroyed – we are using an older squad which was lent to us – we are waiting to see the reports of the insurance companies.  October 24th we will be doing a drill at North High School, which has to do with the Perry Nuclear Power Plant – we are a decontamination center for them.  There was a fire test given on September 30th for entry firefighters with approximately 76 people taking the test – he does not have the results of the tests yet.  There are a minimum of one – probably more people leaving next year and we will be replacing them from those on the list.  This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  One thing the residents may not know  - during the flood Ted Whittendon was in the mobile command unit and at the same time he was on the cell phone calling home because his own home was being flooded and did not leave the command vehicle until the job was done

Chief Sabo:  That is true – we had several people whose homes were affected – we had a job to do and that is what you do.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  That was just from his own personal experience with this one gentlemen and goes to show the dedication our Departments do have for their community.

Mr. Knuchel:  Which squad caught on fire – was it one of our new squads?

Chief Sabo:  It was the 1999 squad – we are waiting to see what the investigator finds.

There were no further questions for Chief Sabo.
