Additional Comments

Mr. Lajeunesse:  He would like to thank the Mayor and Department Heads for meeting with himself and Mr. Elshaw on September 29, 2005 – the meeting lasted several hours and was very informative and insightful and educational.   It detailed the Departments needs in great length – he especially appreciated Police Chief Ruth who spent a couple of hours meeting with us.

COMMUNICATIONS &  PETITIONS

A communication was received from Mayor Andrzejewski proposing an amendment to City Ordinance Section 103.03 “Official Slogan.”  This was referred to Ordinance Committee.

A communication was received from Fire Chief Sabo recommending a bid award for the 28 self-contained breathing apparatus units for the Fire Department.  Mr. Lajeunesse explained that this was discussed in Finance Committee and is on the evening’s agenda as Legislation No. 10-11-(05).

A donation request was received from Willoughby-South High School government teacher Mr. Moscovic regarding a student trip to Columbus, Ohio for the WE THE PEOPLE, THE CITIZEN and THE CONSTITUTION.  Mr. Lajeunesse explained that this was for each Councilperson’s individual consideration.

A communication was received from the Administration recommending Conditional Use Permit Renewals for Barb’s Tax and Bookkeeping Service, 1315 East 354th Street, WalMart Store, Inc., #1863, 34440 Vine Street, Eastlake, and The Captains Club Restaurant & Bar, 34820 Vine Street, Eastlake. This was referred to Planning Committee.

A communication was received from City Engineer Mr. Guard regarding the Final Application for the Roberts Road Improvements – Phase 2 project. Mr. Lajeunesse explained that this was discussed in Council-as-a-Whole Committee and will be added to the evening’s agenda as Legislation No. 10-11-(07).

COUNCIL COMMITTEE REPORTS

SAFETY COMMITTEE – Mr. Morley

Mr. Morley: The Safety Committee has not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting – most of the safety issues that have been discussed have to do with financial matters for the Finance Committee – and, all members of the Safety Committee have been in attendance at these meetings. That concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Morley.

RECREATION COMMITTEE – Mr. Knuchel

Mr. Knuchel:  The Recreation Committee has not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting as there were no issues pending.

Mr. Knuchel made the following Motion:

Mr. Knuchel:  The reason for the meeting date change is because November 8th is Election Day.

There were no questions of Mr. Knuchel.

PLANNING COMMITTEE – Ms. DePledge

Ms. DePledge:  The Planning Committee met on October 5, 2005 at 6:15 p.m. with herself, Mr. Elshaw, Mr. Zontini, Mr. Morley, and Mr. Knuchel present from Council.  In attendance from the Administration were Mayor Andrzejewski and Law Director Mr. Klammer.   Three items were on the agenda. A Conditional Use Permit for Spray Away Painting, Inc., 36560 Garretts Cove was reviewed and moved forward.  Also discussed was a Conditional Use Permit for C & C Auto Repair, 35760 Lakeshore Blvd. – this item is being currently held in Committee, and she would like to inquire of the Administration if there been any other information on this matter?

Mayor Andrzejewski:  He and Mr. Stack went to C & C Auto Repair and gave the owner a copy of the information he is to follow – the next move is up to them.

Ms. DePledge:  The next item on the agenda was a Conditional Use Permit Renewal for Scorchers, 35520 Vine Street - this item is also being currently held in Committee, and she would like to inquire of the Administration if there been any other information on this matter?

Mayor Andrzejewski:  Per Council’s request, he has requested Mr. Walsh to assure there is an agreement between Scorchers and HandiRents for additional parking – as to this date he has not received that documentation.

Ms. DePledge:  There was nothing in miscellaneous or public comments.  As there are items pending and referred into Committee, she would be scheduling a meeting at the convenience of the Clerk of Council. 

This concluded her report and she was open for questions.

There were no questions of Ms. DePledge.

FINANCE COMMITTEE – Mr. Elshaw

Mr. Elshaw:  The Finance Committee met on Wednesday, October 5, 2005 with himself, Ms. DePledge, Mr. Zontini, Mr. Knuchel, Mr. Morley and Mr. Lajeunesse present from Council. Mr. Razov was absent and excused.  In attendance from the Administration were Mayor Andrzejewski, Law Director Mr. Klammer, Chief Sabo, Lt. Pandy,  Mr. Semik and Mr. Slocum.

They reviewed the ALL Student Loan Program, the Walter Drane Codification acceptance, the Change Order for Pat Flowers, Inc. for pavement lane marking, the contract with Fire Force, Inc. for 28 self-contained breathing apparatus which are on the agenda.

The Finance Committee also met on Monday, October 10, 2005 at 6:00 p.m. with all present from Council.  In attendance from the Administration were Mayor Andrzejewski, Mr. Slocum, Lt. Pandy and Chief Sabo.  The Committee reviewed the budget and the contract for Clean Air Concepts, which is on the evening’s agenda.

Upon review of the budget it should be noted that some items had already met the limit or exceeded the budget amounts by a few hundred dollars – but, we have put a watch on these items.  Also, utilities, especially gas, continues to be an issue – the cost on the garbage fees appeared to be a little high year to date so this will be investigated – we have been informed that the Ward Creek reimbursement in the amount of $364,000 should come in around the end of November or early December. 

In summary, the General Fund year-to-date revenue is around $10,000,000 through August, the year-to-date expenses is around $8,000,000 – it is a little high due to a spike in income tax collections but it is projected to even out over time and there will be less collections in the following months.

Mr. Elshaw made the following Motions:

Invoice: The Walter H. Drane Company

MOTION:  I hereby move to approve the payment for services rendered regarding the Codified Ordinances of the City of Eastlake to The Walter H. Drane Company in the amount of $4,982.44, said funds to be taken from account #101.120.5446.  Ms. DePledge seconded.

Legislative Recommendation

MOTION:  I hereby move to add Legislation No. 10-11-(06) to the evening’s agenda authorizing and directing the Mayor and Director of  Finance to enter into a Contract with Clean Air Concepts, the 

lowest and best bidder, for the purchase and installation of a Vehicle Exhaust System for the City of Eastlake Fire Department for the total cost of Fifty-Six Thousand Two Hundred Forty-Four Dollars ($56,244.00), with Fifty Thousand Six Hundred Nineteen Dollars and Sixty Cents ($50,619.60) to be paid by the Federal Government, and Five Thousand Six Hundred Twenty Four Dollars and Forty Cents ($5,624.40) to be paid by the City of Eastlake.  Ms. DePledge seconded.

DISCUSSION:  

Mr. Zontini:  He had a discussion with Ms. DePledge prior to this meeting – he had planned on voting no on this matter but Ms. DePledge provided an explanation which he would like clarified.

Ms. DePledge:  As discussed last night – the company that is dissatisfied could certainly commence legal action against us – it could file a writ of mandamus and our relief would be to bid again – so, our option is to delay this litigation and bid again and incur those costs or we could approve the bid and see if litigation is actually started. We could always bid again at that point in time – it was her understanding that there would be no damages – there may be Court costs of $100.00 or $200.00 if we approve this and move it forward this evening – she does not think our liability would be that great.

Mr. Klammer:  The remedy would be that way unless they stated they were the lowest and best bidder.

Ms. DePledge: Which they cannot do.

Mr. Klammer:  They cannot do that – he does not expect anything.

Mr. Zontini:  It is important, from his perspective that, if for some reason, they did file a writ for mandamus – we could at that point rebid so it would cost us nothing in defense.

Mr. Klammer: For the most part, yes – depending – again, they were not the lowest bid.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  Could Clean Air Concepts sue us if we were to pull the bid.

Mr. Klammer:  Yes.  For the future, it all comes back to the specifications –the specifications have to be cleared up so the average person could bid.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  He thinks that is the reason for Mr. Elshaw’s hesitation, as well as his, but after further discussion he sees the other side – it is a procedural matter and Council wants to make sure that we continue to follow what needs to be done.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  Why would Clean Air Concepts be able to sue – Council always has the right to throw out any and all bids and rebid them.

Mr. Klammer:  That is, colloquially, what we think we can do but our Charter requires us to bid accurately and there are no problems with the specs accept the lowest and best bidder – the argument is your Charter states you have to accept the lowest, best and responsible bidder – they could say they are that bidder.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  In his previous positions he was involved in bids – he had several where the bids were thrown out and rebid.

Mr. Klammer:  With regards to Clean Air Concepts we have already heard testimony – if all three bids had come in and none were satisfactory that is the situation you are describing.

Ms. DePledge:  The particular vendor we are going with is the only one that removes certain carcinogens from the air – that was one of the key factors we relied on in making our decision.

Mr. Morley:  Clean Air Concepts did their homework and did the extra work and said we could do the job with eight units instead of ten – they thought outside the box and they got the bid – they have the best unit.

Mr. Klammer:  The other one bid out six units.

Chief Sabo:  Last night’s power point presentation explained the situation and why we want Clean Air Concepts – he hopes this will all be taken into consideration.

Mr. Elshaw:  He is not in disagreement with the quality of the product or the need but he is in disagreement with the procedure and the approach.

Roll Call, con’t.

ROLL CALL:  Yeas unanimous.

Motion carried.  Legislation No. 10-11-(06) is added to the evening’s agenda.

Additional Comments

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Slocum:  He would like to clarify some of Mr. Elshaw’s comments – while it is true that we have exceeded on the budgeted amount for certain line items, we have maintained and not violated the appropriations that Council has set as they are set at a higher level – when we do go over the budget amount, either he or Mr. Vuckovich are okaying that and ensuring we are not violating the appropriations.

Mr. Zontini:  In regards to the Finance Committee meeting – he was absent and excused.

There were no further questions of Mr. Elshaw.

ORDINANCE COMMITTEE  - Mr. Zontini

Mr. Zontini: The Ordinance Committee has not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting – we do have two particularly hot issues pending with the Committee – the recreational vehicle proposed ordinance and the rental property proposed ordinance which Mr. Klammer is presently reviewing.

He would like to congratulate Mr. Klammer and Mrs. Klammer on the birth of their daughter.

As soon as Mr. Klammer reviews the proposed ordinances we will meet to discuss them.

He would also like to schedule a date in the near future to have an informal meeting with some of the landlords who attended the previous Ordinance Committee meeting in order to hear their concerns and questions which can also be forwarded to Mr. Klammer for his input.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  He is in agreement with Mr. Zontini regarding that discussion at a later time.

There were no questions of Mr. Zontini.

SERVICE/UTILITIES COMMITTEE – Mr. Razov

Mr. Razov:  The Service Utilities Committee has not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting, therefore he did not have a formal report and he was open for questions.

MAYOR/SAFETY DIRECTOR – Ted Andrzejewski

Mayor Andrzejewski:  He is pleased to announce that Fifth Third Bank is going to build a new stand alone building on Vine Street, west of H & H Cycle in front of the apartments – the plans are in the Department.  

Mr. Morley:  Are they planning on shutting down the bank in TOPS.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  The question arose – it is not our concern – but it is his understanding it will stay open.

Ms. DePledge:  One issue regarding the Centennial Plaza building is the back side which is not very attractive – will there be any type of facing to hide air conditioning units or other utilities that may be offensive to the residents of the apartments.  

Mayor Andrzejewski:  He will have to get back to Ms. DePledge – it has to go through the Planning Commission.

For the residents on Grovewood and Audrey – this is Ward 1 – we have confirmation from SBC that finally they will be doing work on putting in new cables to the area around the first of November – per our discussions we insisted they put the boxes on the tree lawns and not on the properties.  

Ms. DePledge:  Wasn’t there supposed to be a public meeting with the residents?

Mayor Andrzejewski:  There were several public meetings as far as where to put the boxes and the residents requested the boxes be put on the tree lawns.

Ms. DePledge:  There has been no public hearing since January, 2005.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  There was one after that.

Ms. DePledge:  How could she not have known about it – there has been no meeting since January 28, 2005 regarding SBC putting anything on anyone’s property in the Grovewood/Audrey area.  She has been waiting for the meeting because she has been getting calls on it – and she has advised that SBC will not put anything on any property until there is another public meeting – there has been no public meeting.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  Let’s talk after the meeting – his memory may be wrong.

Ms. DePledge:  This is something we need to address.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  It is a very positive change for the neighborhood – he is sure SBC will attend a public meeting – no problem.

One of our residents is doing a Haunted House – it is a very nice display on Iris Lane – donations are accepted MS Society – Eastlake North High School cheerleaders will be serving refreshments – it is a good, positive publicity for our City.

A new sidewalk was put by the Post Office and asphalt was laid at the Senior Center.

This concluded his report.

Mr. Zontini:  He appreciated last week’s memorandum regarding the final numbers for the Octoberfest and Summerfest in response to his two memos – the memorandum stated we would have that information by October 5th and we have yet to receive it.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  He is very disappointed that we have not received any information yet – he sent a strong e-mail and voice message to the promoter and he advised we would have that information on October 5th.

Mr. Zontini:  Do we have the final breakdown on money received from the two concerts.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  They met with the Captains and asked for this information – we know for sure we received $26,000 in admissions tax, the parking revenues – it is up to the Captains now to give us a report on all of the non-baseball events and what our share of the profits is.

Mr. Slocum:  The Captains have taken a position that they have a right to retain all the concession income from the concerts and we are not due the 25%.  That is different from the past – we received 25% of the concession income last year – Mr. Klammer has sent them a letter and we are pursuing that.  We have collected roughly $26,000 from the admissions tax and about $8,000 from the parking revenue for the two events.

Mr. Zontini:  What else would there be besides that?

Mr. Slocum:  The concession income – we were anticipating a minimum of  $20,000 from the two events.

Mr. Zontini:  So, we have the admissions tax, the concessions if we prevail, the parking – what about income tax on the performers.

Mr. Slocum:  We did not charge income tax – that was part of our negotiation with the Captains at the time – in lieu of the income tax we collected the 8% amusement tax – the Captains have already said they are concerned with the 8% amusement and whether or not we are going to be able to attract others – we cannot pile on another 2% income tax on top of that.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  We had a meeting with the Captains and neither he or Mr. Slocum were very pleased with that meeting – it is our contention that the reason they are taking their positions for the two concerts is that they were extremely lucrative – last year the total received from non-baseball events was around $5,000 – now, with the two concerts the concessions produced a lot of money and now they are saying they have a right to keep all the concession money.  We disagree because last year we received  25% of the concessions – we will have our Law Director pursue this to the maximum.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  He is very disappointed with the length of time it has taken Mr. Lorence, the promoter of the Summerfest and Octoberfest to respond to this Council’s request for those numbers.

Mayor Andrzejewski: Not only did he not respond to Council’s request he did not respond to the Mayor’s request – that is why the last e-mail and phone message he sent him was extremely strong.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  He will, personally, make sure we have a detailed review if Mr. Lorence should ever want to have another promotion in the City.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  He does not disagree – we have learned this year – next year we will take a little stronger stance with promoters.  Perhaps charging a flat rate to do an event.  He does not disagree.

Mr. Elshaw:  Perhaps next year we should look at several promoters instead of just one.

Mayor Andrzejewski: He is receiving phone calls and having preliminary discussions with other promoters – the first year was a good learning experience.

Mr. Slocum:  We were not being overwhelmed with promoters – Mr. Lorence seemed to have the background – there are things to learn – it will not be his recommendation that we do the same thing next year.

Mr. Elshaw:  He totally agrees with that comment – he wanted to make a statement that we should look at more than one promoter – that would be in the best interest of the City.

There were no further questions of Mayor Andrzejewski. 

LAW DIRECTOR – Randy Klammer

Mr. Klammer:  The Ohio Civil Rights Commission dismissed a lawsuit by Mr. Nissen against the Mayor and the City.  He will have some updates during Executive Session.  This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Klammer.

FINANCE DIRECTOR – Mike Slocum

Mr. Slocum:  There has been nothing that occurred since yesterday’s meeting.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  You and the Mayor spent time, along with he and Mr. Elshaw, at the September 29th meeting – he would like to say thank you and he hopes it brings to light some of the seriousness of our Departments and their future needs.

Mr. Slocum:  He hopes the one thing we do pull out of that is that we are going to need to replicate that same type meeting starting in mid-November – we have about 3 ½ months before we have to make some very critical decisions that will affect this Community.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  This Council is in agreement.

There were no further questions of Mr. Slocum.

TAX ADMINISTRATOR – Angela Keneven-Zanella

Mrs. Keneven-Zanella:  The Tax Department is focusing basically on collections and are also in the process of choosing a new collection agency to help with some of the larger collections – all returns are finally entered and we now have the time to start scrutinizing.

Regarding economic development – we have been receiving some very interesting telephone calls concerning some of the vacant land in the City – we are hoping they come to fruition.

This concluded her report and she was open for questions.

Mr. Elshaw:  Do you have any insight as far as income tax collections and refunds for the upcoming months.

Mrs. Keneven-Zanella:  The large majority of refunds have already been issued – right now she is in the process of auditing all of the returns that were on extension and she has not seen many refunds in this batch.  She thinks we will see a bit of an increase in October’s collections due to the fact that we are moving forward with the collection process and sending bills.  Also, due to House Bill 718 the date of the estimate was moved – that may have resulted for September figures being lower than average and also because last year there were a lot of extensions filed by individuals who knew they were going to pay.  October should come in better than September.  December and November are generally on the quiet side.

Mr. Slocum:  In August we were showing a positive year to date variance of about $161,000 – September was not a good month at about $120,000 under budget – but, year to date we are a plus $41,000 and we believe the budget numbers should hold at this point.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  He appreciates Mrs. Keneven-Zanella’s presence. Is Gould totally gone from the City – how much money has this City lost due to the employees leaving Gould?

Mrs. Keneven-Zanella:  They do have a small staff in Eastlake and we are still taking in some payroll – we lost approximately $186,000.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  Mr. Slocum, how do we make up $186,000?

Mr. Slocum:  That’s a good question – he will defer it for the moment.

Mr. Knuchel:  He noticed building going on at the Gould Plant – are they expanding or has someone else moved into the facility.

Mrs. Keneven-Zanella:  The company that purchased the building has been doing some renovating to make the exterior look a little more appealing – the company that is there has only a two year lease and the purchasing company is looking forward to leasing out additional space.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  What about the Burger King on Lakeshore and the Gold Mine Bar?  Several residents wanted to know the status of the Gold Mine- can this sit vacant?

Mayor Andrzejewski: They may have some news on the Burger King by the next Council meeting.

Mr. Klammer:  He does not know the specifics of the Gold Mine property.

Mrs. Keneven-Zanella: The property has been vacant for about six years – they still hold the liquor license.  The condition of the building would be up to the Building Department.

Mrs. Cendroski:  At some time this property was subject to a ballot issue – the building has been empty ever since.

Mr. Klammer:  He, Mrs. Keneven-Zanella, Police Chief Ruth and the Prosecutor have all met and revised and refined our enforcement policy – one of the first complaints under the new policy was prepared today for his review – it is hoped this will streamline enforcement.

There were no further questions for Mrs. Keneven-Zanella.

ACTING ASSISTANT SERVICE DIRECTOR – Mike Semik

Mr. Semik:  They are reviewing Houston Fisher pool regarding needed repairs and updates, also the concession stand at the football and soccer field – this will be done in-house during the winter months.

The Road Department has finished the crack sealing and we are continuing to repair chuck holes – leaf season begins October 31st – the vehicles are ready – we are waiting on parts for the big leaf vacuum – this should be done by the end of this week – he anticipates no problems.  

When he took over they had 60 outstanding complaints – they have been reduced to 27 and should reduce it to 20-25 depending on what comes in tomorrow morning.

They have done concrete repairs – the catch basin at Howell Court has been completed – Delores and Waterbury have been poured.  A new sidewalk was installed by the Post Office – due to the load of concrete that was ordered this job was done for free – all we had was the labor  

They did an asphalt repair at Taft on an area that was broken up and was a trip hazard – this should last for the season.

The Sewer Department is continuing with catch basins – they will be installing one at Morris and Anna tomorrow and should be completed by Tuesday or Wednesday of next week – they will try to finish up catch basins on S.R 91, Stevens and Reeves Road – there is a lot of road debris buildup.

The mechanics are continuing to work on the leaf machines and are installing plows on a couple of trucks so we can be ready for the snow season if they are needed at an early date.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Knuchel:  Did you get a chance to work on Oriole Drive where the re-bar was showing through the concrete?

Mr. Semik: That will be an asphalt repair and is one of the areas we are still trying to get to.

Mr. Morley:  Ms. DePledge and he rode with Mr. Semik for a few hours and looked at the sewers and road repair that has been done, as well as learning that roads need to be repaired where re-bar is rusty on the surface –we have a lot of work to do on this – will we start in the spring on something that is not finished now?  

Mr. Semik:  That is correct – he will assess what was completed and what needs to be started next year and will forward this to the Administration and Council for review – he asks all the Ward Council people to submit any other streets that may not be on the list.

Mr. Morley:  He would also like to commend the Department for the quality of work – especially the concrete work and the road repairs – it was quality work from the people we have – they should be commended.

Mr. Semik: He will pass this on – they are hard working individuals and can step up and do the job as well as any contracting company if given the opportunity.

Mr. Elshaw: Did we ever do anything with the street sweeper rental – have we met the requirement?

Mayor Andrzejewski:  They did the street sweeping over a four or five week period – we are only required to sweep one time. We met the requirement.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  He would like to thank Mr. Semik for his detailed reports provided to Council.

One reports stated “Over the past years of service the Department has been allowed to fall into severe disrepair.  City vehicles have been upgraded but various road working equipment is in need of replacement.”   Mr. Semik, please share your thoughts on the renewal of the Road Levy which is most crucial.

Mr. Semik:  It is probably one of the most important issues that will be on the ballot this year – without it the road program as residents have come to know it will be severely cut – the money we have been saving in house, through the road levy, has allowed us to do a lot of work – he is hoping it passes this year so we can upgrade the equipment.  We are working with a smaller crew and as the work load increases they will be able to do the job if given the proper tools otherwise things will move backward and not forward.  He is in hopes the residents support the levy – it is a renewal levy – there is no increase in taxes.  He and the employees are in favor of it.  He would appreciate the residents support as a vote of confidence.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  Council has been very strict on spending requests – he and Council feel the Road Levy is very important to further what is needed in the Department.

Mr. Semik:  This is one of the first times the Administration and Council have asked for a real equipment and needs list – not wants but needs – and how that money can be best utilized. He understands Council’s predicament going into the final months of this season – we are here to support you all – we will continue to do the job.

There were no further questions of Mr. Semik.

CITY ENGINEER – Steve Guard

Mr. Guard:  Thank you for the Roberts Road legislation for Issue 2 – if we are successful the project will be awarded in 2006 and construction will begin after July 1st – if we are not successful we will submit another grant application for May, 2006 and hopefully receive the monies for May, 2007 construction – that is all pending on passage of the State Issue 1 for renewal of the OPWC Issue 2 funding program – the City of Eastlake has benefited every year but last year when we did not submit an application due to our financial situation – we have been very successful of getting grants and zero interest loans for our capital improvements program.  

The Ohio Department of Transportation will be resurfacing the Lakeshore Blvd. bridge over the Chagrin River as a capital improvement project which they will fund 100% - their analysis did not show the need to replace the piers or superstructure – resurfacing would be fine.

The restoration work for the North Parkway Sewer project is coming along nicely – they are addressing some residents needs but things are coming along well.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  The widening of Lakeshore Blvd. will not happen? 

Mr. Guard:  The City would have to take the lead on trying to push that through – they would have to do a traffic study – that has not been done – we have not pushed that for at least four or five years.  The State has stated they would not doing anything until we asked and we would have to pay for the study.

There were no questions of Mr. Guard.

POLICE CHIEF – John  Ruth

Chief Ruth:  He would like to thank Mr. Elshaw, Mr. Lajeunesse, and the Mayor for last week’s meeting in assessing the needs of the Department – it shows your interest.  You are invited to come to the Police Station anytime to understand how we operate – there is a lot more to police services – you should be exposed to that in order to have a better understanding.

They are busy – they have experienced a lot of frauds this year – these cases are very complicated. The guys are doing a great job.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  Thank you for the monthly police report.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

FIRE CHIEF – Richard Sabo

Chief Sabo:  Thank you for your support this evening in looking out for the safety of our firefighters. Today’s News Herald had an article on one of our firefighters – unfortunately he was relaxing instead of working and he would have rather he was working.  That firefighter was Sparky – our Fire Dog.

From midnight last night until 6:00 this evening they ran a squad at 1:46 a.m., 3:50 a.m., 6:09 a.m. so they did not get much sleep and they have been on a total of 9 runs, including a gas leak between midnight and 6:00 p.m. tonight – they are pretty busy as well as training and doing the daily chores – they were not all like Sparky. 

This is Fire Prevention Week – October 9 – October 15.  This year’s theme is candle safety – during 2002 there were an estimated 18,000 home fires started by candles which resulted in 130 civilian deaths and 1,350 civilian injuries and an estimated direct property loss of $333,000,000.  We need to be aware and careful with candles.  December had almost twice the number of home candle fires than any other month. Extinguish candles when leaving the room or going to sleep – keep them away from flammable items – make sure they are out.  Also, with the high cost of fuel there will be a lot more alternative heating methods and with that will probably come more fires – be sure chimney’s are cleaned, use clean wood so they do not have to respond to those kind of fires and you are safe.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

MOTION TO ADJOURN INTO EXECUTIVE SESSION
