COMMUNICATIONS &  PETITIONS

A donation request was received from the Marine Corp League for its annual ball on its 232nd anniversary. Mr. Elshaw explained this is for each Councilperson’s individual consideration.

A request was received from the AIDS Taskforce of Greater Cleveland to recognize December 1st as World AIDS Day.  Mr. Elshaw stated if there were no objections from Council this resolution will be placed on the agenda for the November 13th Regular Council meeting.

Recommendations were received from the Planning Commission for Conditional Use Permits for Added Flavors, LLC, 36161 Vine Street, Eastlake and EZ Living Adventures dba Lucio’s, 35583 Lakeshore Blvd., Eastlake. These were referred to Planning Committee.

A communication was received from the Administration proposing the implementation of a street light policy. This was referred to Service/Utilities Committee.

A communication was received from The Walter H. Drane Company regarding acceptance of the 2007 replacement pages to the City’s Codified Ordinances and an invoice for services rendered. This was referred to Finance Committee.

A request was received from the Administration to advertise for a City Auction for the disposal of nine used vehicles, which have been replaced.  This was referred to Service/Utilities Committee.

A request was received from the Administration regarding the repair or renovation of Houston-Fisher Memorial Pool.  This was referred to Recreation Committee.

COUNCIL COMMITTEE REPORTS

PLANNING COMMITTEE – Mr. D’Ambrosio

Mr. D’Ambrosio:  The Planning Committee met  on October 15th at 6:00 p.m. with all members of Council in attendance.  In attendance from the Administration was Mayor Andrzejewski, Law Director Mr. Klammer and Finance Director Mr. Condron.  The Committee reviewed four conditional use permit renewals – all of which were approved and moved forward by the Committee.  The Committee also reviewed a Conditional Use Permit request for Leaderboard Skill Games which upon review was held in Committee pending receipt of further information – however, a public hearing is scheduled for this evening so as to be in compliance with the ordinance.

Mr. D’Ambrosio made the following Motion:

Conditional Use Permit Renewals

MOTION:  I hereby move to approve the Conditional Use Permit Renewal requests for Gabor Construction, 19 Forest Drive, Eastlake, Chuck & Bonnie Mobile Service, 34220 Stevens Blvd., Eastlake, K-Kids, Inc., dba Deck Lounge & Restaurant, 35943 Lakeshore Blvd., Eastlake, and McDonald’s Corporation, 36141 Lakeshore Blvd., Eastlake.  Mr. Zontini seconded.

Motion carried.  The Conditional Use Permit Renewal requests are approved.

Additional Comments

Mr. D’Ambrosio:  This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. D’Ambrosio.

FINANCE COMMITTEE – Mr. Knuchel

Mr. Knuchel:  The Finance Committee has met on October 16th at 6:30 p.m. wherein the Committee reviewed two items – the first being a labor consulting agreement with Clemans-Nelson who we presently use for consulting – this legislation will approve the upcoming costs for our contract negotiations.   As Mr. Klammer is still in the process of finalizing some items on the agreement this matter will be placed on first reading tonight.  The second matter to be discussed was a fund establishment to pay for accrued leave upon termination.  We have many employees who are eligible to retire and these accounts are designated to put money aside now to defray for future expenses.  Both items were approved by the Committee and moved forward.  Pending in the Finance Committee is the Long Term Strategic Business Plan – Mr. Zontini, are you still interested in pursuing this item?  

Mr. Zontini:  Absolutely, Mr. Knuchel.  However, unfortunately because of the long delay since last October the Cleveland State Department has become quite busy.  Apparently, a lot of cities use them and they do not have any available dates this month.  November is also a very busy month.  He will advise as soon as a date is available.

Mr. Knuchel:  When did you discuss this with them, Mr. Zontini?

Mr. Zontini:  About two weeks ago – right after he received Mr. Knuchel’s memo.

He will be scheduling a meeting in the near future and will advise the Clerk accordingly. This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Knuchel.

ORDINANCE COMMITTEE  - Mr. Zontini

Mr. Zontini:  The Ordinance Committee met on October 15th at approximately 6:40 p.m. Members of the Committee in attendance were himself, Mr. Morley and Mr. D’Ambrosio.  Also in attendance from Council were Mr. Lajeunesse, Mr. Knuchel, Mr. Razov, and Council President Mr. Elshaw.  In attendance from the Administration were Mayor Andrzejewski, Finance Director Mr. Condron and Law Director Mr. Klammer.  The Committee reviewed two items with the first being the new enactment of City Ordinance 140 “Establishment of the office of stadium management development” – this item was held in Committee.  The second item to be reviewed was City Ordinance 939 “Sewers” regarding a water rate reduction which was proposed by Mr. D'Ambrosio – this item was discussed in the evening’s Council-as-a-Whole Committee meeting and appears on the evening’s agenda.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Knuchel:  Why was the stadium management proposal held in Committee?

Mr. Zontini:  It was held in Committee because per the prior Ordinance Committee meeting more research was needed.  That research is not gathered yet.

Mr. Knuchel: What issues to we have yet to research?

Mr. Zontini:  That is a good question – he needs to talk to his Committee to find out what they are looking for.  Quite frankly, he does not think there is anything to be researched further but we will discuss this in Committee.

There were no further questions of Mr. Zontini.

SERVICE/UTILITIES COMMITTEE – Mr. Razov

Mr. Razov:  The Service/Utilities Committee met on October 15th at approximately 6:30  p.m. with all members of Council in attendance.  In attendance from the Administration were Mayor Andrzejewski, Law Director Mr. Klammer and Finance Director Mr. Condron.  The Committee reviewed two bid advertisements – one being for 2008 housekeeping supplies and the other for 
solid waste collection.  These are just advertisements for bid, which upon receipt will be reviewed and a decision as to the bid award will be made.

He will be coordinating with the Clerk to schedule a meeting.  This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Razov.

SAFETY COMMITTEE – Mr. Morley

Mr. Morley:  The Safety Committee has not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting and there is nothing pending in Committee.  He has seen memos on the possibility of a new police dog and will meet with the Mayor, Police Chief, and Mr. Lajeunesse to discuss the only outstanding thing which is the cost of the dog and perhaps the possibility of having a fund raiser to raise $8,000 for a dog and the initial training.  Per the memorandum he has read, the Mayor’s office has no problems with the manpower from the Police and/or the cost of maintaining the dog.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Morley.

RECREATION COMMITTEE – Mr. Lajeunesse

Mr. Lajeunesse: The Recreation Committee has not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting, therefore he had nothing to report.  However, as far as the canine unit he would like to thank the Mayor for his memo – he has been doing research on this matter and has had discussions with Chief Ruth.  He appreciates the Mayor’s concern in that regard – it is important for the safety of our residents as well as other things the dog can be used for.  As to the fund raiser, he dropped information off to the VFW as well as discussing the possibility of doing a fund raiser at the Doggie Park in late spring, as well as Mr. Morley’s ideas – he is looking forward to the meeting with Mr. Morley, the Mayor and the Chief.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Lajeunesse.

RECOGNITION OF THE PUBLIC 

Mr. Elshaw recognized the public input at this time; he reminded the speakers that there is a 3-minute limit for their comments, all comments are to be directed to the Chair and not include any personalities or individuals.

 Erika Jovanivoc, 1208 East 340th Street, Eastlake

Mrs. Jovanovic:  We are here tonight because our family and our neighbors have a big problem on our street.  She called the Mayor and asked for help.  There are a lot of teenagers on their street who are a problem.  They broke her window last Monday – we called the police who did a wonderful job and were very nice.  She called the Mayor and said she needed help.  The Mayor stated he could not do anything about our neighbor who is bringing all these kids in the house – the Mayor said he could not help because this is a free country.  She knows – she is from another country but she needs help from the Mayor and from the City of Eastlake.  She has lived in Eastlake for 24 years and this kind of stuff never happened on her street. Her neighbors are very upset.  She is ready to sell her house and move from the City of Eastlake.  This is her first City in the United States and she wants the Mayor to help her.  What is going down on our street is horrible.  These teenagers are very, very bad. She has three kids too.  The Mayor said it is a free country – she understands it is a free country – but if she is going to let these kids do what they are doing on their street in the daytime and nighttime then the teenagers are going to run the City.  If the City won’t do something about it who will?  The police have been to her house and her neighbors house and they have been very nice – but, they need some help too.  If the Mayor  or someone would look into this address – 1221 East 340th Street – and talk with this mother who is bringing in all of these young kids – maybe fifteen of them – the kids are on the road swearing.  She has a three-year old granddaughter hearing all this bad stuff – swearing at the neighbors and anyone driving in the street.  This is not right and she needs some help. 

Mr. Knuchel: Mr. Mayor, he attended a North High football game this weekend where another resident complained about a similar situation in that same area.  If you would ask the Police Chief to go down to that area – especially after school and just patrol the area so they will know there is a police presence down there.  It is not just one person who is complaining – he has heard this from two other people – one as recently as last Friday.  He does not know what steps you have taken or what steps the Police Chief has taken but that was a suggestion by the residence.

Mayor Andrzejewski: He has talked with the Police Chief about this on several occasions.  The window that was broken was reported and investigated.  He would like to clarify – we live in this country – we cannot prevent people from going into someone’s house and if there are 10 people going into a house he cannot send the police to stop it.  It is true what he told this young lady – he cannot send the police out to stop people from going into a home.  What he can do – and what he has done is talk with the Police Chief about stepping up patrols in that area.  He also said he objects to kids swearing at adults in the yard and we have informed the police about that – but, so far as anyone going into a person’s house we cannot stop it.  

In answer to Mr. Knuchel’s question – he has spoken to the Police Chief about this matter on several occasions and he firmly believes the Police Department will do everything within its power – that is the key word – within its power to take care of the situation.

Mr. Knuchel:  That is all he asked for Mr. Mayor. He did not ask for you to have the officers go into houses – all he asked is for increased police presence and perhaps they speak with these kids – which they have done in the past.

Cindy Hampton, 1162 East 337th Street, Eastlake

Ms. Hampton:  We were told to address Council and that is what we are doing out of respect.  It does not matter what country you are from – the Jovanovic’s are her son-in-law’s parents and they have lived in Eastlake for over 20 years – they paid their taxes and done everything they can do to be good upstanding citizens.  They don’t deserve the way they are being treated. No one said someone has to go into homes.  Mrs. Jovanovic’s has a hard time explaining – she would expect this would be understood.  Since Houston-Fisher pool has not been opened the kids are out of control.  She lives on the corner of the street that Jakse goes into.  She is not here to down anyone’s children. Her son just got out of house arrest for truancy because she turned him into North High – he needed some extra discipline and she turned him in.  If your kid needs it you need to be accountable. We need to hold these parents accountable for the behavior of these children. Sunday, her granddaughter was at her house – she was having a garage sale – she went running across the lawn to pick up what she thought was a balloon – it was a used condom laying on the yard. These kids are pulling out their privates and telling their girlfriends to do things to them – on the streets in the middle of the day.  This is not acceptable behavior.  She moved out of Cleveland so she could move to a better area – her husband passed away and she moved here so her kids could have a school to go to and a place to be safe.  That is all she is asking.  She is not here to complain – if you don’t know about a problem you can’t fix it – this may be the first time you are hearing about it. All she is asking is that you work with us to solve the problem. She does not want any problems – all she wants is for everyone to address this.  That park – everyday there are kids down there fighting – she can’t take her granddaughter there because they urinate down the slides and in the sandboxes.  They have broken the toys down there.  She guarantees if you lived on that street this kind of activity would not be going on – that is not a dig – she is saying when you are in a certain position – at work she makes sure that all her folks are taken care of .  If you lived on that street you would not put up with this.  She is asking for the same respect. Her granddaughter plays right in front of the window that was broken – thank God no one was hurt.  Mr. Jovanovic went out after them – there were 10 kids – now days you don’t what these kids are going to do – it is not like you can yell at them or address the parent anymore – because they just don’t care.  Her suggestion is to fine the parents – make them accountable for their children. If these kids are out there smoking- her son got caught smoking and she had to pay a fine – and rightfully so – she made him pay it back.  If the police have to go everyday then do so – ticket them everyday – maybe it will help pay for the stadium.  She does not know what the result would be but we need to do something about this – we will be here at every Tuesday meeting to bring this up until something is done.  She will tell the paper – she will do whatever she needs to do.  They are thinking about moving out of this City – that is a shame. Shame on us.  These kids who are behaving like this are not going to pay your salary – they don’t care – they have no respect for adults – they haven’t been taught it.  As to the pool, she was told it costs $60,000 a year to run the pool – the Finance Department stated there are about 12,000 billable addresses in the City – that would be $5.00 per residence to pay this - $.41 per month – 1.4 cents per day to keep that pool running – not even including what you will pull in with pool passes and concessions – but, we have a heck of a good haunted house this year.  Maybe we need to reconsider our priorities.  You keep putting a bandaid on the hole in the fence.  They are gathering there a drinking everyday.  She is the one who found her son’s bike when it got stolen – she had to go into this thing with fourteen kids who were calling her names to take her kids bike back.  The police have been wonderful – every time she has called they have been there – they have been awesome.  She is sure you will come through too.  She prays we can work together on these problems because we are going to keep coming back until we hear a solution. She knows we have no right to say who goes into someone’s house.  When they are in the house they are not out in the streets pulling out their privates and yelling at her granddaughter. When they are on our streets that we paid for we have a right to stop it.  

Mr. Elshaw:  Are there certain times when this is occurring?

Ms. Hampton:  Everyday – after school.

Vogean Jovanovic, 1208 East 340th Street, Eastlake

Mr. Jovanovic:  He asked the Mayor to help us.  When it was time to run for Mayor, the Mayor knocked at his door to ask if he could put his sign in the yard.  He opened his door like a good citizen and said yes.  But, when he asked the Mayor to help him he said there was nothing he could do.  A good citizen is good to everybody. Why is the Mayor not good to us.  He is just saying what is right.  He is 54 years old and never once had the police stop him – he is a good citizen and he wants to stay that way.  He does not want to bother anyone.  When he came home and saw the police he thought maybe it was his neighbor and there was glass around (final comments could not be understood).

Lenny Mullen, Eastlake

(Mr. Mullen’s chose not to provide his address due to identity theft)

Mr. Mullen:  He called here Friday to talk with the Mayor – he was busy – he asked to be transferred to the Council, which he knows is part time.  The lady in Council said there was nobody here.  He asked for the lawyer’s number who he called and the lawyer was not in.  His concern is this – the way things are going on here is a shame.  This is the second year the Fisher pool has been closed – we don’t have the money but we have the money to get a brand new boiler at the JFK Senior Center – did Eastlake pay for that or where did the money come from? The roof is leaking at the Senior Center – they do some patchwork and it rains again.  The issue of mold after it rains was brought up – when was the last time the building was checked for mold – because it does grow where there is moisture.  And, whose responsibility is it if there is mold?

There are people doing the driveway and curbs at the Senior Center – that is great but did anyone say anything about bonds or money coming in to keep the Senior Center open?  They said there is enough for one more year – yet that is all they seemed concerned about, yet they don’t understand how the Seniors' feel.  It looks like they are fixing the building up to sell it.  Is there anyone on Council in your office after 2:00 p.m.?

Mr. Elshaw:  Everyone on Council has a job during the day – this is part time.  Our Council Clerk is here.  Our Council Clerk was at training.

Mr. Mullen:  He called and the Mayor was in a meeting, the lawyer was in a meeting and Council is part time.  He does not like the Mayor – he told him that – it is understood we don’t like each other pretty much.  We need to get something done around here – the pool for one thing – the roof fixed so it does not leak – is there mold?  There is an election year coming up for Council members.  Regarding our Finance Director with all going on in Willoughby Hills – is the Finance Director bonded.  He is sick and tired of seeing politics going on and the residents being the ones who are hurt when they have to pay for something else.  We had to pay and finally got out of debt.  What happened to the $1,000,000 – they said it was $4,000,000 – where is the money coming from to fix some of this stuff.  We passed the 1.8 mill renewal levy – why was the pool not fixed – you don’t seem to care if we get the funds for the Senior Center.  He believes the Senior Center should be separate by itself and work with the Mayor because it seems every time something comes up they say don’t call the Mayor – he don’t like to come over here.  He does not care what the Mayor likes – he is here to see to it that the Senior Center and the people over there who depend on the Meals on Wheels have a place to go.  It seems like you can never get a hold of anybody when you want to ask them questions.  The Community Center is rented out for about $32,000 per year – what do we do with the extra money?  If it is in the General Fund no body knows where it goes.  Who controls the General Fund – the Mayor.  That is why he is saying we need to have something for recreation money and something for the Senior Citizens to see to it that they get their stuff, the Senior Center and the Community Center is open for the citizens of Eastlake – not someone out of the City.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  The boiler was paid for by a grant from the Lake County Commissioners – the CBDG Grant – it did not cost the City a penny.  We have submitted tonight to Council a request from the Administration regarding the repair or renovation of the Houston-Fisher pool – he is hopeful Council will consider this because he agrees with the residents that the pool should be open to keep the vandalism down.  The roof leaking is an ongoing repair – we have a good company and he has heard they are doing a good job – the building is old.  The Community Center is rented out and brings in about $40,000 per year – and, with Council’s approval any extra money other than for upkeep is placed in a separate account and is accounted for.

Mr. Elshaw:  Mr. Condron, would you like to address the question on your bond?

Mr. Condron:  He is bonded.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  The paving of the parking lot at the Senior Center is a very good project and was requested it by the Senior Centers and it is paid for out of the Senior Center fund which is Lake County tax dollars given to Eastlake for the Senior Center – it does not come out of our General Fund.

Mr. Mullen:  Did we get a $100,000 grant from the Government to fix the roof?

Mayor Andrzejewski:  No.

Phillip Hunt, 395 East 330th Street, Willowick

Mr. Hunt:  He agrees with the people about Jakse Park – he cuts through there to go to school – he rides his bike now because it is pretty bad there.  He wondered if Eastlake has any jurisdiction over what is taught at the schools?  He was hearing stuff about the Roberts Rule of Law and we don’t learn that in school.  

Mr. Elshaw:  We do not have jurisdiction over the school, but he is sure there are copies available at the library.  There is obviously a situation at Jakse Park that needs to be addressed.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  In any City the schools are run by the School Board – the City is run by Council – they are different entities.

There was no one else who wished to speak.

An Ordinance amending Chapter 939 

“Sewers” of the Codified Ordinances of the City of Eastlake, specifically to include new Section 939.47 “Rate Reduction for Water Not Discharged into System” and declaring an emergency.
