Meetings Scheduled

The State Financial Planning & Supervisory Commission meeting met on Wednesday, October 18, 2006 at 5:00 p.m.  He was in attendance from Council.  The City has four deliverables for the next meeting, scheduled for December 20, 2006:  Recovery Plan Revisions, 2006 Budget Re-Appropriations, 2007 Estimated Budget, and the Financial Recovery Timeline.

COMMUNICATIONS &  PETITIONS

A grant acceptance request was received from Fire Chief Sabo regarding a $2,500 EMS Grant for training and equipment.  This was referred to Finance Committee.

A bid award recommendation was received from Finance Director Mr. Condron regarding the contract for Computer Accounting Software for the Finance Department.  This was referred to Finance Committee.

A Conditional Use Permit recommendation was referred from the Planning Commission for Damrons Moving, 1184 E. 347th Street, Eastlake. This was referred to Planning Committee.

Conditional Use Permit renewal requests were received for All You Can Print, Inc., 722 Creekview Drive,  and Ron Fleming, dba Fleming Maintenance Company, 1555 E. 337th Street, Eastlake.  These were referred to Planning Committee.

A liquor license transfer request was received for Imperial Buffet Eastlake Inc. to Mandarin Buffet Eastlake, Inc., dba Mandarin Seafood Buffet, 33550 Vine Street, Eastlake. Mr. Elshaw explained the Planning Committee members had approved this issue via poll and Mr. D’Ambrosio would make a motion to approve this matter during his report.

A communication was received from the Administration requesting to advertise for bids for a new boiler at the Taft Senior Center. This was referred to Recreation Committee.

A memorandum was received from Councilman Zontini regarding a Long Term Strategic Business Plan.  This was referred to Finance Committee.

A communication was received from the Administration regarding Laborer’s Union Local 860 Proposed Legislation. Mr. Elshaw explained this was referred back to the Administration for further investigation and information.

A communication was received from Council President Elshaw regarding a proposed amendment to City Ordinance Chapter 111 “Council.” Mr. Elshaw explained that this matter is currently pending in Ordinance Committee but this is additional items to the rules of Council.

RECREATION COMMITTEE – Mr. Lajeunesse

Mr. Lajeunesse:  The Recreation Committee has not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting, therefore he has no report.  
He attended the Economic and Community Development Council meeting last Wednesday.  He was quite surprised and quite interested in what has been done over the last several months – he gives credit to Mr. Elshaw and Mr. Knuchel for their hard working diligence and that of the volunteers who sit on the Committee – they come with a lot of years of experience through their various backgrounds.  They deserve a lot of credit for where they are now and they will be taking it a lot farther then what we may have expected.  He compliments the Committee.

RECOGNITION OF THE PUBLIC 
Mr. Elshaw recognized the public input at this time; he reminded the speakers that there is a 3-minute limit for their comments, all comments are to be directed to the Chair and not include any personalities or individuals.

Annie Sutch, 7569 Little Mountain Road, Mentor: Jean Chase Memorial Fund, Inc.

Mrs. Sutch:  She is present to speak about leasing the Community Center for our bingo – we are anxious to come to Eastlake – we think we will have better crowds to continue the work we do with the kids.  As a background, our scholarships are given to Lake County seniors – they must be a resident of Lake County – they can attend any high school – the scholarship is for $1,000 per year.  They also have a program for supplementals for an additional $1,000 that a student can apply for every year they are in school.  This year we went over the one half million dollar mark in giving scholarships to Lake County students.  We are not in this for fun – it is a business and we work at it – the applications come out in March and the scholarships are approved the end of April.  The Committee is made up of citizens of Lake County – a lot with educational backgrounds.  It serves the public.  We are looking forward to coming to Eastlake and having a long stay.  Our office is located at 1610 Mentor Avenue, 8C – (440) 358-0136 – a secretary is there three days a week.

Mr. Klammer:  To clarify, it is your intention with the year lease, with the exception of the holidays – that you intend to commit to the year.  

Mrs. Sutch:  Absolutely, if it is snow day or for some reason we are not having bingo – we pay the first of the month – whether or not we are there you still get paid.  You very seldom have a conflict with holidays – there are 102 sessions in bingo if you do not fall on a holiday – just Christmas – we usually play on New Years.

Arlene Sawyer, 903 Woodstock Road, Eastlake

Ms. Sawyer:  She is present to put on the record that she sent a detailed letter expressing some ideas in which we could open the Eastlake Community Center for the Seniors – as mentioned in the letter there are some instant paybacks to that. First, it is a building that we own – it is her understanding that this is the only building we do own – we do not own Taft nor JFK.  We own the Eastlake Community Center.  It is her understanding that tax dollars have been collected and the Lake County on Aging has offered to reinvest $60,000 into an improvement of the building that the Seniors use.  That would be a nice gift for the entire City of Eastlake to dump $60,000 into the Eastlake Community Center.  We have a kitchen there that works.  In talking to the Lake County on Aging – all they do is warm the food – the seniors help distribute the foods, even though we have employees.  They volunteer and clean up and pick up the rubbish. She is not saying there would not be some minor details to be worked out but she has been in communication with the seniors and they are willing to do that – they have no objection to it – the only thing that would be left, if the seniors run it themselves, would be the utilities and even the Lake County on Aging has granted $25,000 for that.  We would have to come up with the difference for the utilities for which the seniors have some funds and there are some being collected as we speak.  The $60,000 would be a nice payback as a donation to the Eastlake Community Center for the seniors and all of Eastlake to use.  What is disturbing to her is there is discussion of replacement of a boiler at Taft School which we don’t even own.  We are in fiscal emergency – we should not be giving gifts like that out – we do not have the money to give it away and it bothers her immensely that we would even consider it.

MAYOR/SAFETY DIRECTOR – Ted Andrzejewski

Mayor Andrzejewski:   In regards to the Transportation Bill money, Mr. Condron’s checked – the second amount of money should be received sometime in December after Congress appropriates for fiscal year 2007.  He has met with Congressman Kucinich and his efforts to work with the Mayors in an attempt to try to influence the purchase of the remaining 28 TOPS stores.  TOPS has indicated they will look for a qualified buyer – we continue to monitor this in an attempt to keep a grocery store here in Eastlake.  Regarding the citizens comments about the Senior Center moving to the Community Center – while the idea is appreciated there is a fatal flaw –the seniors do not want to move to the Community Center – they never have – they never wanted to for a variety of reasons.  He checked with the Director, Secretary and the seniors – they have no desire to move – the building they are in offers separate rooms for exercise, playing pool, ceramics etc. In regards to the question on the boiler – the boiler is going to be paid for by a grant from the Community Development Block Grants – we are thankful to the County Commissioners for offering to purchase the boiler.  The current boiler in the building is shot and we pour money into it left and right – it did not start this year.  Zero dollars from the City budget will go towards the purchase of that boiler.  Thank you for passing the equipment purchases – they will help our Service Department and will help the residents of the City and are much needed by the Service Department to upgrade some of their equipment.  The sweeper will help with our storm sewer requirements.  Thank you to Council, Mr. Voros and the Planning Committee with the passage of the legislation on non-conforming buildings.  This has kept two businesses here in Eastlake – this is a good example of all working together.  A building that has been vacant for three years will be occupied by a large dental group which will add jobs and also be used as a teaching facility.  The second building will be a much nicer tackle, supply store in an area of the City that needs sprucing up.  

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  Regarding the Mayor’s comments on TOPS – he is a member of Local 880 and he works for another grocery chain – this will have a devastating affect on this Community – out of 148 employees 115 live within our Community – that is some serious numbers.  His good friend is a General Manager for an area TOPS and it could mean his family would need to move unless he finds another job.  To try to sell homes with the very few amenities we have and now with no grocery store – it will be a very serious situation for our Community – it could also lead to a possible WalMart Super Center.  According to his information, there was a five year moratorium on WalMart for selling any goods that may have been sold by TOPS – particularly meats.  This now opens it up for WalMart to sell meats out of their store if not to add onto WalMart for a Super Center.  He is in favor of anything we can do to bring in a market to this Community – especially union jobs – this is important when you are going to lose a possible $60,000 and what it could do to have an affect on the job market in our Community.

Mr. Morley:  Is the information on the Transportation Bill money placed on the web site?  Also, would you please explain how we got to the $4.25 million.  The information in the News Herald was in error and he asked the Mayor to provide the correct information.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  The information is listed on the web site – the amount of money we will receive in 2006, 2007, 2008, 2009 and amounts to $3.55 million – additionally, there is a second amount of money for the remaining funds to bring the total to $4.25 million.  We have one allotment in the bank and will do so with the second as soon as Congress appropriates money for 2007 so interest can accumulate to pay off the bonds for 2008 and 2009.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  Mr. Mayor, in regards to the stadium task force – perhaps you would share your thoughts – he would be happy to meet on bringing entertainment to the stadium for the 2007 season.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  He would be happy to meet at any time.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  He is in favor of the stadium task force and the naming of a group for the stadium task force.  He knows information was brought forward to bring entertainment into the stadium for the last year and one half by an individual – as of a week and one half ago that individual has not heard anything in regards to that entertainment.  If there is a possibility of bringing entertainment which would be revenue to the City – he realizes it is an Administrative decision, but he also realizes it is costing Eastlake money and we should research to find out if there is a possibility of bringing entertainment into the stadium.

Mayor Andrzejewski: He has no idea what Mr. Lajeunesse is talking about.  If he had information, he would gladly call an individual who is interested in bringing entertainment to the stadium.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  He believes you have – he believes this person has been in contact – you have only responded with – “I’ll get back to you.”

Mayor Andrzejewski: If you have suggestions he will be glad to talk after the meeting or meet tomorrow – he has no idea what is being talked about.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  Okay, he will even show the Mayor the e-mails he sent back.

Mr. Razov called a Point of Order.

Mr. Razov:  We need not hear any more of this – if you want to get together do it on your own time.

Mr. Elshaw:  Mr. Razov has called point of order – Mr. Lajeunesse and the Mayor should meet after the meeting.

There were no further questions of Mayor Andrzejewski.

LAW DIRECTOR – Randy Klammer

Mr. Klammer:  You have his report on litigation – everything else is moving forward.  He has the Global Signal contract, which he will distribute to the Mayor and Clerk.  It was a pleasure to work with Mrs. Sutch and everyone is looking forward to having you here.

Mr. Knuchel:  What was changed in the Global Signal proposal.

Mr. Klammer:  It is a clean copy of the last submission – the only other item would be regarding a comment by Mr. Condron about property taxes which was added to the original agreement.

There were no further questions of Mr. Klammer.

FINANCE DIRECTOR – Brian Condron

Mr. Condron: He has finished the review of the City depositories – his recommendation will be provided to Council and is that we should stay with our present repository – Huntington Bank – it has been good for us in the past and has continued to pledge their investment program of the Fed rate plus 10 for the next three years- at a rate not met by the other banks. He would like to see all the remaining ones remain the same for possible investment.  Regarding the Financial Planning & Supervisory Commission meeting last Wednesday, he has submitted a memo regarding Ms. Smith's comments about setting up a special fund for donations for the Senior Center – this may be discussed in the October 30th Finance Committee meeting.  He is also working on the other concerns expressed at the State meeting.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Elshaw:  What were your thoughts on the deliverables mentioned at the State meeting?

Mr. Condron:  This is something that is doable – they will work on the Recovery Plan, the budget – the appropriations should be ready in November for consideration, which are due November 30th.

Mr. Elshaw:  There was a recommendation following the meeting regarding the Recovery Plan and perhaps a yearly total revision as needed – with addendum’s done to handle any minor issues – would that be acceptable?

Mr. Condron:  They wanted any changes in December – also after the first quarter after the appropriations – we would amend the current plan – this would also address the timeline.

Mr. Lajeunesse: Thank you for the prompt, complete response to his request for information.

There were no further questions of Mr. Condron.

TAX ADMINISTRATOR – Angela Keneven-Zanella

Mrs. Keneven-Zanella:  The Tax Department has been doing quite well – the collections for the last month were up 42% - that is the highest we have been in one month for the entire year.  Historically, November and December are quiet months – but, we are working diligently on collections – this is one of the things that is helping.  We are reviewing a program where we mark the tax returns done on computer generated forms and possibly not sending tax returns to those people and sending a post card – this should save on the cost of forms and mailing.  We are looking at saving between 14% and 17% on our mailing and expenses by doing this.  We are working hard to close out the 2005 returns filed in 2006 – everything should be finished the first week in December – then, we will prepare for next year.  The staff is doing a good job and she is very proud to say her Department does a great job.

This concluded her report and she was open for questions.

Mr. Elshaw:  How our we doing on delinquent accounts?

Mrs. Keneven-Zanella:  We are doing very well – we have been utilizing the Court system with our Prosecutor Mr. Hawkins. We are utilizing a collection agency in Cleveland that has done a good job plus we have been working independently in our office.  Independently we are still collecting more than the other two but all three together is keeping us ahead.  One company that was in arrears has been bringing us up a little bit – our collection process has been successful.

Mr. Elshaw:  How much is outstanding on delinquents?

Mrs. Keneven-Zanella:  She is compiling the information – there are old accounts we may have to wite off – a couple were to be settled by one of the former Law Directors but she never received any paperwork – so, we are reviewing these.

Mr. Elshaw:  Regarding tax incentives, as discussed in Finance Committee, is there a chance to discuss this further?

Mrs. Keneven-Zanella:  She hopes so – she met with a couple of companies this week.  It would be beneficial to the City if we could use the incentives.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  He sent information to Council.

Mrs. Cendroski: No Sir – Council has not received anything.  We also need what is requested in an Ordinance.

Mrs. Keneven-Zanella:  She provided quidelines and a copy of the verbiage to the Clerk and also the information from the State of Ohio.

Mrs. Cendroski:  She requested this information this date from Mrs. Keneven-Zanella, but she has yet to receive anything from the Administration.

Mr. Elshaw:  He is looking for a standard guideline and comparison to our neighbors.  We do not want to make it too strict.

Mrs. Keneven-Zanella: She included a copy of Willoughby’s.  She and the Mayor have looked at it and they feel comfortable with it.

Mr. Elshaw:  We need to talk about this in Finance Committee.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  He received the memorandum regarding TOPS – it looks like we will lose $60,000 from our General Fund.

Mrs. Keneven-Zanella:  That is what will affect the City should they decide to close – she is hoping the Mayor and Mr. Kucinich’s efforts will provide us with a replacement.  There is not a lot of interest – she has made telephone calls – it is a tough market.  Should this come to fruition she has proposed to the Mayor that we have a job fair for those people working at the TOPS store and coordinating with Eastlake businesses for job openings.

There were no further questions of Mrs. Keneven-Zanella.

SERVICE DIRECTOR – Mike Semik

Mr. Semik was absent and excused.

CHIEF BUILDING OFFICIAL – Joe Voros

Mr. Voros:  Thank you for passing the legislation – this will help the residents and businesses.  He is continuing to review Ordinances and will be providing proposed changes for the next meeting.  He is working with a few businesses – Taco Bell – they are interested in the vacant property next to Fifth Third on Vine Street.  They are putting together a proposal for a Taco Bell and a corporate office building at that location. Other than that they are continuing their work on keeping the City clean. 

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Voros.

CITY ENGINEER – Steve Guard

Mr. Guard:  Thank you for the Issue 2 application for Roberts Road, Phase 2 – they were submitted on October 16th and we expect to hear from the Committee in December on the award for the project so we can advertise for bids for the property in 2007.  We have a meeting with the Ohio Rail Development Commission and CSX Representative on November 11th to discuss the railroad crossing on Roberts Road. Bruce Yee Pump Station and Forcemain project – shop drawings have been sent to the contractor and depending on the manufacturing time of the pumps we would expect construction to start in 2-3 weeks with the project completion time taking about 7-10 days.  We have submitted our report to the Administration for consideration on the Lakeshore Blvd. pavement settling issue by Eastlake Middle School.  The Robin Drive Extension Culvert replacement legislation is appreciated – he and Mr. Semik have provided estimates on that culvert and the Eastlake Gardens culvert to FEMA and we have received positive feedback that they hope to have approval within the next day or two to proceed with funding from FEMA for the projects.  CT Consultants is reviewing shop drawings on the Lakeshore Blvd. Forcemain project for materials – the contractor is expecting to start the first or second week in November – it is not sure where he will start and this will be forwarded as soon as he receives the information.  The Lakeshore Blvd/Chagrin River bridge project has been completed by ODOT – the punch list was to be completed today.  He attended an Illicit Discharge Detection Elimination seminar – this involved part of the Phase 2 Regulations for each Community and what needs to be addressed by March, 2008.  The City needs to finalize the mapping of the outfalls – this is extensive and goes way beyond what you would think would be the normal outfall.  Also, each outfall must be sampled before March, 2008 – there is a lot to do to complete the tasks by the deadline.  He would suggest the City consider a storm water utility to help fund the improvements. He met with the Eagle Scouts who made a presentation at a previous Council meeting – he is doing design, drafting and survey work – we will submit this to the Building Department.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

POLICE CHIEF – John  Ruth

Chief Ruth: It is business as usual at the Police Department – with the recent occurrences at schools throughout the nation they conducted a lock down drill at the schools the last couple of weeks and received a popular response from the school and students.  We were pleased with the response.  This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Note:  Chief Ruth’s total report could not be transcribed clearly as comments could not be understood.

There were no questions of Chief Ruth.

FIRE CHIEF – Richard Sabo

Fire Chief Sabo was absent and excused.
