ORDINANCE COMMITTEE  - Mr. Zontini

Mr. Zontini: The Ordinance Committee has not had a regularly scheduled meeting since the last Council meeting, however, on October 18th a “Landlord’s Forum” was held – an informative meeting at which about 50 individuals attended – residents, property owners, landlords, attorneys, representatives from the Fair Housing Advocacy.  It was a good turnout and was very informative – there were some alternative suggestions in regards to the first draft of the proposed ordinance regarding rental properties – such as making it complaint generated, enforcing across the board and not just rental properties but also residential and commercial, progressive penalties for failure to comply and also to re-evaluate and research our present ordinances to see if they would apply to situations and if they have any teeth to them.  It was a very good, informative meeting.  The proposed Ordinance is still within the Committee for further examination.  This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Zontini.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  The forum was conducted  and organized very well.  He would also like to thank Mr. Kim Evers for sharing the leadership of that evening.

SERVICE/UTILITIES COMMITTEE – Mr. Razov

Mr. Razov:  The Service Utilities Committee has not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting, therefore he did not have a formal report, but he would like to extend a happy and safe Halloween to everyone.  This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Razov.

SAFETY COMMITTEE – Mr. Morley

Mr. Morley: The Safety Committee has not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting and nothing is pending in the Committee. He was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Morley.

RECOGNITION OF THE PUBLIC 
Mr. Lajeunesse recognized the public input at this time; he reminded the speakers that there is a 3-minute limit for their comments, all comments are to be directed to the Chair and not include any personalities or individuals.

Stan Leff, 94 Lakehurst, Eastlake

Mr. Leff:  He thought the Landlord’s meeting was very well run – a lot of ideas came forth -the reason he did not join the forum was because he did not feel it was correct – anything that is put together to make money is not any good – that includes a Mayor’s Court.  The idea of taxing apartments – there is a 3 to 1 ratio between the individual houses – it is really not very smart – it is discriminatory and would probably bring another lawsuit onto this City – we have about five moving along.  The prudent thing that took place was stepping back and taking a look at really how to make this thing operate and people that own their own property fee simple probably more so than the people who are renting are causing major problems in our City – and, they should be addressed at the same time.  We have enough laws on the books right now – they may need more teeth – we don’t have to make anymore in order to get people to repair their homes inside and out.

Joe Dorsey, Patrician Party Center, 33150 Lakeland Blvd.

Mr. Dorsey:  For sixteen years he has followed the laws concerning fundraisers and charitable events for non-profit organizations.  He and Eastlake Police Lt. Reik attended a seminar this summer concerning gambling events – at that time the Ohio Attorney General ruled that there is no law against an event like “Night at the Races” – it is a gray area and is up to the local municipalities to rule on whether it is legal or not. The City of Willoughby ruled it is gambling.  He has organizations that have booked the hall for a “Night at the Races” and he was advised Eastlake ruled along with Willoughby.  One organization went to another town in Lake County who permitted holding a “Night at the Races.”  His complaint is everyone should rule the same way because the City of Eastlake is losing money by him not having people working – he is losing money – the State of Ohio is losing money – it should be all one way or the other way.  All the organizations have a 5013C license.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  He realizes the Eastlake Youth Football League had to relocate their fundraiser to another community and Mr. Dorsey stands to lose quite a sum of money.  He sent a memorandum to the Administration in regards to this matter and the City’s ruling on this event.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  We received the memorandum but have not yet had time to look at it.

Mr. Klammer:  He does not know when these events are scheduled – he does not entirely agree with the Attorney General in the sense that it should be the determination of the local municipality – this cannot be decided quickly – he realizes Police Chief Ruth has strong feelings against anything that is borderline gambling and we should include the Police Chief in any discussions. 

Mr. Dorsey:  Every group who holds a charitable event in his facility must have a 501C3 license and they get a F2 liquor license from the State – everyone, including the Police Chief, signs off on it – there is not much difference between an “Night at the Races” and a “Reverse Drawing” for a charitable event.

Mr. Klammer:  He does not know the timeframe – however we can accommodate Mr. Dorsey is important but the Police Chief should be included in these discussion.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  Due to the 3-minute time frame perhaps Mr. Dorsey could stay after the meeting to discuss this matter and try to set up a meeting.  This is what  he is referring to when he states that these youth organizations need some sort of guidance or ground rules to operate – these are all volunteers – they need guidance – it is up to this Administration and our Law Director to provide these organizations with guidance and understanding and procedures to follow.  Thousands of dollars are being transferred from hand to hand through organizations and parents who want to participate and volunteer hundreds of hours and they cannot get answers.

Mr. Klammer:  Did the City issue some type of ruling that this could not be done?

Mr. Dorsey:  Eastlake Lt. Reik advised that the Chief stated, after attending meetings where the subject was discussed, that it was gambling.  Then he found out another City in Lake County allowed it.  Why should he, the City of Eastlake, and the State of Ohio lose money when another City is allowing the same thing.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  This is an important issue and he would like to continue the discussion after the meeting.

MAYOR/SAFETY DIRECTOR – Ted Andrzejewski

Mayor Andrzejewski:  He appreciates the good response to this Saturday’s meeting by the Mayors’ and Managers’ Association at Lakeland Community College – it will be planning and discussion session in the first step towards regionalization.

On November 2nd he and Mr. Slocum will be meeting with ODOT to discuss the disbursement of the funds from the Transportation Bill – we should obtain more information as to when we are going to receive the money.

The Police Department received an award yesterday for 11 years of pedestrian safety in the City of Eastlake – this was a good job done by our safety forces – we were #3 on the list of Cities of 20,000 to 30,000.

We just received the memorandum regarding the Night-at-the-Races and it was forwarded to the Law Director – we have not had time to answer it – we need time to research this.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  That is correct – he had seen the individuals over the weekend – as we had a Council meeting this evening he thought it would be a good time for Mr. Dorsey to present his situation.

There were no further questions of Mayor Andrzejewski. 

LAW DIRECTOR – Randy Klammer

Mr. Klammer: If we are going to address the issue on the gambling we will need to pass an ordinance – the City cannot be in the position of answering those type of questions for the residents – they need to have their own legal advice to interpret the laws or absence of laws – if there is a gray area that could conflict with the general law of Ohio then an ordinance could be passed.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  We can make that determination soon.

Mr. Klammer:  There is a Halloween Car Cruise this weekend – in the past there has never been an agreement with this organization for accountability.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  The organizer has signed an agreement this day – we have everything.

Mr. Klammer:  The Police Department was concerned about accountability – a fee agreement was worked out for a one day event in front of City Hall.  We drafted an agreement for the first time for this Halloween Car Cruise – we adopted an ordinance on the parameters of the City buildings but we never addressed the parking lot.  He would suggest Council permit the Mayor to execute the document – this happened relatively quickly – he just wanted to make sure Council was aware – permission can be granted by a Motion.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  This will provide for accountability – it is a simple agreement.

Mr. Zontini:  When was this agreement drafted?

Mr. Klammer:  It was drafted this afternoon and is a boiler plate rental property agreement – it is an indemnification agreement and a statement of use and they will receive 50% of the proceeds.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  He realizes this has not been done before and he appreciates the effort – but, it has been this Council has always maintained they will do the best they can and require a few moments to review this matter.

Mr. Klammer:  The lawsuits that are pending are going well – we talked about specifics in Executive Session.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Klammer.

FINANCE DIRECTOR – Mike Slocum

Mr. Slocum:  He does not have anything specific to report but he is open for questions.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  Has the parking lot money been disbursed to the various organizations?

Mr. Slocum:  Yes, today.  They did not have the Tax I.D. for all the organizations – once that was received we could disburse the checks.  We asked the groups in early September to submit their Tax I.D.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  For the record, he requested the past Administration and this present Administration to have these items on file and to have closer attention to our Eastlake organizations. Some of them may not have realized their paperwork was missing – this is his point – we should bring all the volunteer organizations together at a certain point and establish guidelines if they are going to operate under the City of Eastlake because the City of Eastlake can be ultimately responsible for some of these situations – we need to give these organizations some guidance.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  Will the proceeds from the car show go into the General Fund?

Mr. Slocum:  Yes.

Mr. Knuchel:  Is the only thing we are charging for the concession area?

Mayor Andrzejewski:  We are not charging – if there is use of a public facility the City should receive some income – we will receive have of his concession profits.

Mr. Slocum:  Have of the concession profits and have of the 50-50 draw.

Mr. Morley:  Have they provided a copy of their insurance?

Mayor Andrzejewski:  It needs to be realized that in the past all these events were done without any agreement – we are trying to be thorough.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  Just as this Council is trying to be thorough.

Mr. Elshaw:  Along the lines of being thorough, and not being petty, how will net profits be determined?

Mayor Andrzejewski:  Money will be earned from the concessions and the 50-50 raffle – we have outlined the expense of $80 for an auxiliary policeman for traffic control and $200.00 for his wages for the concession stand and $135 for the DJ – those expenses will come from the money and what is left over will be divided in two – we will take an inventory of what is to be sold.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  Who is “he”?

Mayor Andrzejewski:  Jim Vendetti – he did the concessions last year during the Saturday night car cruise.

Mr. Zontini:  This is for-profit – how is he permitted to have a 50-50 raffle?

Mr. Klammer:  He is not sure – it should be determined.

Mr. Zontini: As we are going to get 50% of the proceeds…

Mr. Klammer:  We do not want anything illegal.

Mr. Zontini:  Exactly – he has no problem receiving payment but he does not want any gambling proceeds.

Mayor Andrzejewski: If there is any doubt we will forget the 50-50 raffle.

Ms. DePledge:  Council as made some pointed questions on this rental agreement – verbiage in the section on indemnification needs to be corrected – and there should be clarification to make sure all the funding is proper – with these changes the rental agreement should be acceptable.

Mrs. Cendroski:  If Council chooses to make a motion on this matter all these specifications could be included in the motion.

Motion to approve Rental Agreement:

Ms. DePledge made the following Motion:

MOTION:  I hereby move to approve the “boiler plate” rental agreement drafted by the Law Director with the modifications that Paragraph #6 read “Renter agrees to indemnify and hold the owner harmless from any and all liability that may arise as a result of the renters use of the premises” and “any fund raising activities be in accordance with Ordinances and State laws.”  Mr. Razov seconded.

DISCUSSION:

Mr. Lajeunesse:  As he has not had an opportunity to review the contract and based on the guidance from the Administration and his peers on Council he will vote “Yes.”

ROLL CALL:  Yeas unanimous.

Motion carried.  The Rental Agreement is approved.

There were no further questions of Mr. Slocum.

TAX ADMINISTRATOR – Angela Keneven-Zanella

Mrs. Keneven-Zanella was absent and excused.

ACTING ASSISTANT SERVICE DIRECTOR – Mike Semik

Mr. Semik was absent and excused.

CITY ENGINEER – Steve Guard

Mr. Guard:  The Lakeshore Blvd. bridge resurfacing is scheduled to take place in spring, 2006 – he is waiting for correspondence from the Lake County Engineers office to review and provide the Administration with some recommendations for legislation for acceptance for ODOT to proceed with this project.  S.R. 91 resurfacing is scheduled for a post-July, 2007 construction – that is an 80%-20% fund sharing project with the City paying 20% of the resurfacing cost.

Mr. Elshaw:  Is there an estimate on this?

Mr. Guard:  The total cost is about $950,000 – the City’s share would be about $183,000.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  Our Road Levy is most important – would you please provide your viewpoint on this?

Mr. Guard:  We have used the road levy monies for not only resurfacing, concrete repairs, cold patching and crack sealing – we have also use it to match funding projects from both Issue 2 and ODOT projects – without the road levy monies we would be not able to do even the simplest of these projects – we match 20% of the funding and receive 80% on the dollar – Issue 2 provides up to 70% on the dollar – the road levy money is desperately needed to continue to try and maintain the roads and keep them in the shape they are in.  

He would also like to urge everyone to vote for State Issue 1 which is the renewal of the Issue 2 funding program – this is the last year for the current program and they are asking for a 5-year renewal – we have used this project to fund many projects in City – at least 12 projects over 20 years.

There were no further questions of Mr. Guard.

POLICE CHIEF – John  Ruth

Chief Ruth was absent and excused.  

FIRE CHIEF – Richard Sabo

Fire Chief Sabo was absent and excused.
