                                       REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

                                                          OCTOBER 9, 2007

The Regular Meeting of the Eastlake City Council was held at Eastlake City Hall, 35150 Lake Shore Boulevard.  The Meeting was called to order by Council President Mr. Elshaw at approximately 7:31 p.m.  

The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Mr. Lajeunesse.

ATTENDEES

Members of Council in attendance were Mr. Lajeunesse, Mr. D’Ambrosio, Mr. Morley, Mr. Knuchel, Mr. Zontini and Council President Mr. Elshaw. Mr. Razov was late in arriving. Also attending was Council Clerk Mrs. Cendroski.   

Those attending from the Administration were Mayor Andrzejewski, Finance Director Mr. Condron, Law Director Mr. Klammer, CBO Mr. Voros, Tax Administrator Mrs. Keneven-Zanella, City Engineer Mr. Gwydir and Police Chief Ruth.  

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING  – september 25, 2007

MOTION: Mr. Morley moved to approve the minutes of the Regular Council Meeting of September 25, 2007.  Mr. Lajeunesse seconded.

ROLL CALL:
 Yeas unanimous.

Motion carried.  The minutes were approved.

COUNCIL PRESIDENT’S COMMENTS

Mr. Elshaw:  The meeting’s agenda will be re-arranged this evening to permit our Council Clerk to work with the Law Director on a piece of legislation as discussed in Council-as-a-Whole Committee.

COMMUNICATIONS &  PETITIONS

A communication was received from Police Chief Ruth to Mayor Andrzejewski regarding a K-9 unit for the Police Department.  Mr. Elshaw urged the Administration to prepare a proposal and request of action by Council on this matter – Council would address the matter at that time.

A recommendation was received from the Planning Commission regarding a Conditional Use Permit for Leaderboard Skill Games, 1419 E. 328th Street, Eastlake. This was referred to Planning Committee.

A Conditional Use Permit Renewal request was received for McDonald’s Corporation, 36141 Lakeshore Blvd., Eastlake. This was referred to Planning Committee.

A communication was received from the Administration requesting passage of a Special Resolution urging Time Warner Cable to negotiate a solution for the NFL Network.  Mr. Elshaw explained this is for Council’s consideration as to the addition of this item on a future Council meeting agenda.

A request was received from Service Director Mr. Semik to advertise for bids for 2008 Housekeeping Supplies.  This was referred to Service/Utilities Committee.

PRESENTATION: VETERANS’ OF FOREIGN WARS TO EASTLAKE POLICE DEPARTMENT 

The Veterans’ of Foreign Wars presented a donation in the amount of $4,200 to the Eastlake Police Department.

PRESENTATION: VETERANS’ OF FOREIGN WARS TO CITY OF EASTLAKE ON BEHALF OF THE TAFT SENIOR CENTER

The Veterans’ of Foreign Wars presented a donation in the amount of $1,000 to the City of Eastlake on behalf of the Taft Senior Center.

Sterling H. Moulton, Veterans’ of Foreign Wars

Mr. Moulton:  The Veterans’ of Foreign Wars are willing to give to youth activities and different projects within the City.  He believes they have found a solution to the problem they have been experiencing with the property at the back of their Hall.  The only reason they are bringing it up is that they are scared to death that one day a kid will get run over in the parking lot – kids come from the high school everyday onto the parking lot.  Their membership has 89-year old members – who don’t even drink anymore – but they don’t hear or see too well.  God forbid anyone would happen to get hit by one of them.  All our members are Vets and they are loved and he does not want to see them get into trouble.  He spoke with the Service Director tonight and he thinks we can work out something to help alleviate the problem and he would appreciate Council’s help with this matter.

Mr. Elshaw:  Absolutely.  Thank you, Mr. Moulton.

RECREATION COMMITTEE – Mr. Lajeunesse

PLANNING COMMITTEE – Mr. D’Ambrosio

Mr. D’Ambrosio:  The Planning Committee has not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting, therefore, he had no formal report.  However as there are items pending in Committee and items were referred into Committee this evening he will be scheduling a meeting in the near future.  This concluded his report and was open for questions. 

There were no questions of Mr. D’Ambrosio.

FINANCE COMMITTEE – Mr. Knuchel

Mr. Knuchel:  The Finance Committee has not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting.  He will be scheduling a Finance Committee meeting for Tuesday, October 16, 2007 at 6:30 p.m.  This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Knuchel.

ORDINANCE COMMITTEE  - Mr. Zontini

Mr. Zontini:  The Ordinance Committee has not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting, however, as two items are still pending in Committee he will be scheduling a meeting for possibly Monday of next week. This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Zontini.

SERVICE/UTILITIES COMMITTEE – Mr. Razov

Mr. Razov advised he would be late in arriving.
SAFETY COMMITTEE – Mr. Morley

Mr. Morley:  The Safety Committee has not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting.  However, the matter of the purchase of a new command vehicle for the Fire Department was discussed in the Council-as-a-Whole Committee – he will be making a motion to add this matter to the agenda.  He would like to thank, at the request of residents in the Surfside area, the Eastlake Police Department for their presence in the last month to combat the speeding that has been going on.   Also, Mr. Moulton provided Council with a breakdown of the other donations the Veterans of Foreign Wars has made to the City – the amount of donations is $28,000 and he would like to thank Mr. Moulton and the Vets.  

Mr. Morley made the following Motion:

Legislative Recommendation

MOTION:  I hereby move to add Legislation No. 10-09-(01) to the evening’s agenda authorizing and directing the Mayor and Director of Finance to purchase through the State of Ohio Purchasing Program, One (1) 2008 Chevrolet Suburban Automobile for the City of Eastlake Fire Department in an amount not to exceed Forty-Five Thousand Eight Hundred Sixty-Seven Dollars and Eighty-Nine Cents ($45,867.89).  Mr. Lajeunesse seconded.

ROLL CALL:  Yes unanimous.

Motion carried.  Legislation No. 10-09-(01) is added to the evening’s agenda.

Mr. Morley:  This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Morley.

MAYOR/SAFETY DIRECTOR – Ted Andrzejewski

Mayor Andrzejewski:  He thanks the VFW for their generous donations.  A memorandum has been forwarded to Council – There will be a Halloween Car Show at the Blvd. of Flags on October 28th.  They will be providing candy to the kids from 2:00 p.m. – 5:00 p.m. as well has having contests for best costumes – this is all voluntary.  In discussions with our web person he was advised if you go to Google and type in Eastlake, Ohio the first thing that comes up is the City’s web site – that is helpful to someone looking for information about our City.  Recycling has been a challenge – especially in Ward 1.  With Mr. D’Ambrosio’s help we have located a cement slab behind the Senior Center, which is away for the residences – this should take care of the problem.

Mr. D’Ambrosio:  Mr. Semik, do you have any idea when the recycling bins will be relocated?

Mr. Semik:  Hopefully, this week.  

Mayor Andrzejewski:  Another problem area is at Bruce Yee – we are going to put a two inch coating of asphalt on the driveway to fix the pot hole problem.

They had an attendance number of 976 for the first weekend of the Haunted House.  Everything is going smoothly.  The concession stands are being run by the Senior’s and the Eastlake Women’s Club and they will be splitting the revenue with us.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mayor Andrzejewski.

Councilman Mr. Razov joined the meeting at 7:45 p.m.

FINANCE DIRECTOR – Brian Condron

Mr. Condron:  The auditors completed their fiscal emergency review on September 28th but we have not as yet received any comments.  He has been assisting the Law Director with the Timberlake lawsuit.     

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Condron.

TAX ADMINISTRATOR – Angela Keneven-Zanella

Mrs. Keneven-Zanella:  All of her reports have been submitted in writing to the Administration and she was open for questions.

There were no comments of Mrs. Kenven-Zanella.

SERVICE DIRECTOR – Mike Semik

Mr. Semik:  He would like to thank Council and the Administration for the purchase of the vehicles.  All the asphalt roads, as listed, have been completed.  He is working on the final figures, which show at this time that we were under the projections. We will be starting the crack sealing next week and finishing up catch basins in some much needed area as well as preparing for leaf pickup. 

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  He would like to thank Mr. Semik and his staff for their generosity in educating him in a lot of different areas during the several hours he spent with them while on vacation.  He got a great respect for the guys behind the paver and for the guys doing the sewer work – and everything else that goes on in the Service Department.  He has submitted many requests regarding concerns in Ward 4 with most being about the cement roads – which are still not in the best conditions but he feels they will get better as time goes on and with Mr. Semik’s, the Administration’s, and the Service Department’s help he thinks the residents will see improvement over the next year or two.  

Mr. D’Ambrosio:  Edwards is a street in Ward 1 which was damaged during the flood.  The repairs have been extensive and have involved complicated sewer work.  He has been their several times and it seems like what you are doing is working – please pass that onto Mr. Ramski and the Department – the work looks great.

Mr. Semik:  Thank you – he will pass the comments on – we hope to complete this by Thursday.

There were no further questions of Mr. Semik.

LAW DIRECTOR – Randy Klammer

Mr. Klammer: Council received an update in Executive Session on the litigation. Other than that he had nothing to report and he was open for questions.  As to the proposed legislation this evening – he reviewed all the documentation and amended our existing 715.03 with subsection (a) – which is the other version that was reviewed earlier and indicates that in any event we have a franchise agreement they will pay 5% plus the revenue – he made that subject to subsection (b) which is the language from the sample ordinance – you are authorizing the Mayor to provide notice to collect the fees.  This draft has the “Whereas” language he preferred from the sample draft.  

Mr. Knuchel:  Earlier he had referred to the work “may” in (a) and in (b) it states “the advertising will be included in the gross revenues” – is that the way we want to do this?

Mr. Klammer:  He left it that way because if for some reason the new law does not take effect you have the opportunity to have a franchise agreement – you “may “ add that in – subsection (b) indicates that it shall be 5% plus the advertising revenue – it covers both.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Klammer.

Mr. Zontini made the following Motion:

Legislative Recommendation

MOTION:  I hereby move to add Legislation No. 10-09-(02) to the evening’s agenda amending City Ordinance Chapter 715 “Community Antenna Television Systems,” specifically Section 715.03 “Granting of Franchise; Fee.”  Mr. D’Ambrosio seconded.

ROLL CALL:  Yes unanimous.

Motion carried.  Legislation No. 10-09-(02) is added to the evening’s agenda.

CHIEF BUILDING OFFICIAL – Joe Voros

Mr. Voros:  He would like to thank Council for the vehicles.  Our software arrived yesterday and is working out pretty well and is very detailed and will track anything – we have a 3-day lead time on any expiring permits. 

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  He wanted to thank Mr. Voros and his staff – he went on some inspections with them on various businesses along with the Fire Marshall – and, he received a great education on what is going on in our community as far as business inspections.  Hopefully, he will be able to go along on rental inspections during his next vacation.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  The new software brings us into the modern age.

Mr. Voros:  A contractor can schedule an appointment over the internet – there is a minimal charge by the company that maintains the software – we have to say over that.  If a resident would like to see violations on a neighbor, we can also provide that also.

Mr. D’Ambrosio:  A house in Ward 1 on Blanche had an interior fire two years ago – the house became vacant and if was difficult to find the owner – the residents requested him to send the Building Department to abate the house.  The house was in terrible condition.  Mr. Voros worked with him to solve the problem – eventually the house was purchased and the residents contacted him and asked him to come over about the house – the house has been totally redone – outside and the landscape – the residents are very happy.  Thank you, Mr. Voros, for all your work.

There were no further questions of Mr. Voros.

CITY ENGINEER – Tom Gwydir

Mr. Gwydir:  He is pleased do report that Roberts Road is flying along – they are to start pouring the concrete curb work tomorrow and he anticipates them putting down the first couple of coats of blacktop by month’s end and that the project should be completed around Thanksgiving except for the landscaping to be finished next year – and potentially the railroad work. 

Mr. Knuchel:  He has been receiving positive comments from several residents – the construction firm has been very cooperative, very people friendly and they have been moving a breakneck speed and we appreciate that.  We appreciate all of Mr. Gwydir’s efforts as well as the efforts of the inspectors on this project.  And, we are looking forward to its completion. Thank you for all your hard work.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Gwydir.

POLICE CHIEF – John  Ruth

Chief Ruth:  He would like to thank the VFW for their donation and their support of PAL and the other various groups.  They will be monitoring the situation at the parking lot and appreciate the VFW’s help with the matter and that of Jakse Park.  He believes we are on top of it.  He appreciates the comments on the speeding at Surfside – they are on top of it and have a designated cruiser assigned to that type of duty. They are trying to place the speed trailer but each time they put it out it is vandalized.  Other than that it is business as usual – it is especially busy in the afternoons.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  He would like to thank the Chief for the traffic car – the dispatchers have been very pleasant and helpful in that regard – he has been able to accompany the officers when using radar in Ward 4 – after walking several months – Mr. Morley is correct – the residents are more concerned about the speeding and running of stop signs then just about anything else in our community – especially in the Surfside and Willoway area.  He has seen cars traveling at a very quick speed – the radar is a deterrent and he appreciates it.

Chief Ruth:  If the residents are only worried about the speeding – that is a good thing because it means we are doing our job in other areas.

There were no further questions of Chief Ruth.

FIRE CHIEF – Richard Sabo

Fire Chief Sabo was absent and excused. 

RECOGNITION OF THE PUBLIC 

Mr. Elshaw recognized the public input at this time; he reminded the speakers that there is a 3-minute limit for their comments, all comments are to be directed to the Chair and not include any personalities or individuals.

Sterling H. Moulton, Veterans’ of Foreign Wars

Mr. Moulton:  He would like to have the whole City, the Mayor, attend the Veterans’ Day ceremony and also our Pearl Harbor Day – it is important because of all the forces over their today – they need your help – they need our prayers.

Eugene Franco, 1077 East 348th Street, Eastlake

Mr. Franko:  He is bringing up the matter of streetlights on East 348th and East 347th – when we bought our home in the 1970’s the streets were allocated for streetlights – are we going to get the streetlights?  He is asking is because it is awful dark, teenagers walk all over your grass – there would be less problems if the streets are lit up.

Mr. Elshaw:  Is there anyone from the Administration who is currently looking into the streetlights?  Could we look into this?

Mayor Andrzejewski:  We will contact the Illuminating Company to find out the procedure for replacement of streetlights.  He does not know the process to get a streetlight but we will find out.

Mr. Franko:  There are three lights on their street – he thinks there is only one on the other street. When he purchased his home there was to be streetlights on both streets.

Mr. Razov:  We used to have a streetlight program – the program was terminated the last year Mayor DiLiberto was in office for financial reasons.  Most of the streets on East 331st , East 332nd have lights mounted to the telephone poles – all we need to do is get a pole number and forward the message to the Administration to notify CEI.  The costs are incurred by the City.  He thinks the cost was around $800-$900 per light.  East 348th Street may require the ornamental lights – that is a separate deal.  As we no longer have the program this is something the Administration would have to handle on a case by case basis.  He will check with the Mayor’s office about contacting CEI to inquire into this.  The program provided for each Councilperson to put in about two lights a month – he used the program by asking for two lights per month.  This is the first he has heard of this other than Mr. Semik’s memo.  He will look into it to see what can be done.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  He too was going to call the Illuminating Company about the lack of lighting in the Surfside area and the Willoway area.  We need to re-examine and review more closely the lighting in the community in an effort to update it.  He agrees with Mr. Franko, we have some lighting situations – not just in that area but other areas of Eastlake as well.

Mr. Razov:  We would need a line item in our budget for a streetlight program.  Perhaps we could look at reinstating this program.

Mr. Elshaw:  That line item is still within the budget but it is zeroed out.  We will review this at the budget review – but, first we need to see the cost.

There was no one else who wished to speak.
