COMMUNICATIONS &  PETITIONS

A Bid Rejection request was received from the Administration for bids received on the new entrance for the JFK/Taft Senior Center.  This was referred Recreation Committee.

A request was received from the Administration proposing an amendment to City Ordinance Chapter 715 “Community Antenna Television Systems.”  Mr. Elshaw explained as Council is waiting for the Administration to provide supporting information on this matter; it will not be referred into Committee at this time.

A communication was received from the Administration requesting Change Order #1 for the 2007 Planing & Grinding Contract. This was discussed in Service/Utilities Committee meeting and the Council-as-a-Whole Committee meeting and will be added to the evening’s agenda as Legislation No. 09-11-(11).

A Conditional Use Permit renewal request was received for Gabor Construction, 19 Forest Drive, Eastlake. This was referred to Planning Committee.

A communication was received from the Administration requesting the establishment of a fund to pay accrued leave upon termination.  This was referred to Finance Committee.

A communication was received from Finance Director Mr. Condron regarding the 2008 Tax Budget and acceptance of the amounts and rates. This was referred to Finance Committee.
COUNCIL COMMITTEE REPORTS

ORDINANCE COMMITTEE  - Mr. Zontini

Mr. Zontini:  The Ordinance Committee met last night, September 10th with the meeting being called to order at 6:30 p.m. Present from the Committee were himself, Mr. Morley and Mr. D’Ambrosio.  Also in attendance from Council were Mr. Lajeunesse and Council President Mr. Elshaw.  In attendance from the Administration were Mayor Andrzejewski, Finance Director Mr. Condron, Law Director Mr. Klammer, Fire Chief Sabo and CBO Mr. Voros.  On the agenda was a proposed amendment to City Ordinance No. 913.14 “Fees” and also the establishment of Special Revenue Fund #212 receiving storm water management fees.  These two items are on the evening’s agenda and were discussed in Council-as-a-Whole Committee.  Also on the agenda was proposed City Ordinance 1501.15 “Fire Damaged Structure; Transfer of Insurance Proceeds” and also the establishment of fund to receipt those proceeds.  These were also discussed in Council-as-a-Whole Committee and are on the evening’s agenda.  The next matter to be discussed were proposed new enactment of City Ordinance No. 1391 – There were two proposals in regards to this Ordinance – one “Rental Properties and Sheriff’s Sale” and “Certificate of Rental Occupancy.”  The second one “Certificate of Rental Occupancy” had already been in Council and was discussed and on first reading and then was referred back to the Ordinance Committee – upon review and by a vote of 3-0 the Committee referred this item out of Committee with not action taken.  The second proposal for Section No. 1391 was “Rental Properties and “Sheriff’s Sale” – that was also discussed at length and by a vote of 2-1 was also referred out of Committee with no action taken.  The fourth and final item on the agenda last night was the proposed new enactment of City Ordinance No. 140 “Office of Stadium Management Development.”  This was a proposal to establishment a new department within the City for the management and promotion of Classic Park and the creation of a new position – a coordinator of that department.  This met with a very zesty discussion and has been held in Committee for further discussion.  There were no miscellaneous items for discussion or any discussion from the public.  The meeting adjourned at approximately 7:45 p.m.

FINANCE COMMITTEE – Mr. Knuchel

Mr. Knuchel:  The Finance Committee met on September 4, 2007 at 6:30 p.m. with himself, Mr. D’Ambrosio and Mr. Lajeunesse in attendance from the Committee.   Also in attendance from Council were Mr. Razov and Mr. Morley.  Council President Mr. Elshaw was absent and excused.  In attendance from the Administration were Mayor Andrzejewski, Law Director Mr. Klammer, Finance Director Mr. Condron, Service Director Mr. Semik, and City Engineer Mr. Gwydir. The first item on the agenda was a bid award for back-up rock salt – this is a general housekeeping item and was discussed in Council-as-a-Whole Committee and forwarded to this evening’s meeting and it appears on the agenda as Legislation No. 09-11-(01).  The second item to be discussed was the bid award for pavement lane marking – another housekeeping item that we moved forward and it appears on the evening’s agenda as Legislation No. 09-11-(02).  The third item was the grant acceptance of a $50,000 grant for 2007 and 2008 for the Eastlake Senior Center – this item was moved forward and appears on the evening’s agenda as Legislation No. 09-11-(03).  The next items to be discussed were two fund transfers - $300,000 from the General Fund to the regular Bond Retirement Fund – this appears on the evening’s agenda as Legislation No. 09-11-(04) and $300,000 from Fund #421 to the regular Bond Retirement Fund and it appears on the evening’s agenda as Legislation No. 09-11-(05).  This concluded his report and he would be scheduling a Finance Committee meeting for Monday, September 17, 2007 at 6:30 p.m. for discussion of re-appropriations.  Mr. Zontini, if you would like to contact Mrs. Robey from CSU to see if she is available to make a presentation on Long Term Strategic Plan before the Committee?  

Mr. Morley:  He will be out of town all next week on business and would request Mrs. Robey be scheduled for a later time as he would like to attend the presentation.

Mr. Zontini:  He believes the end of the month was a better time for Mrs. Robey.

Mr. Knuchel:  Mr. Zontini, please check with Mrs. Robey and advise – we have tried to meet with her on three separate occasions and would like to get this matter taken care of as it has been pending in Committee for quite some time. This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no further questions of Mr. Knuchel.

RECOGNITION OF THE PUBLIC 

Mr. Elshaw recognized the public input at this time; he reminded the speakers that there is a 3-minute limit for their comments, all comments are to be directed to the Chair and not include any personalities or individuals.

Jim W. Strand, 432 East 343rd Street, Eastlake

Mr. Strand:  He has been a resident of Eastlake for 62 years.  He comes before Council with an issue of great concern.  As a resident of Eastlake he thinks it is his obligation to provide a safe environment to people coming to our City to visit or use our facilities in any way he can.  If he finds something that he feels is not safe he should bring it before City Council to act on it.  He would like to inform the Police Chief and Council that during the soccer and football season it is pretty nice weather – we have a very active dog park – he was at the park for 2 ½ hours and watched cars going up and down the road – we are waiting for an accident to happen.  Somebody is going to get killed.  These people drive like maniacs.  They put up a 15-mph sign – which won’t do it.  His suggestion is the installation of speed bumps, which can be removed in the winter for plowing and install a sign warning people of the speed control devices.  That will slow them down because somebody is going to get killed – these people don’t care.  You need to do something soon before someone gets hurt.  He could not get plate numbers because the people drove by so fast.  

He would like to thank Mr. Lajeunesse for the volunteer day – he definitely needs help – this is going to be the biggest act in town because the fair grounds is going to be closed this year – we will be the only act in Lake County and this thing will bring in a lot of money but it won’t happen if we can’t get it built and get things set up.  The volunteers are supposed to start tomorrow and if we don’t get at it – it will not happen.

Joseph E. Strand, 35435 Glen Drive, Eastlake

Mr. Strand declined to speak.

Joe Kish, 1272 E. 360th Street, Eastlake

Mr. Kish: In regards to the cockroach infestation house at 1265 East 360th Street.  After spraying the house we were told cockroaches would be exterminated within three days – this was Friday, September 7th – and, that they would be completely exterminated on the 10th – and that the house would be taken down on Wednesday, September 12th.  As of today, the house was still completely invested with cockroaches – he witnessed last night the entire property and the outside of the house still invested.  Attempts were made to contact the Mayor and to make sure we could get the time extended so the house would not be torn down because it was still infested  and we were living with the matter.  The dumpster was delivered today and a backhoe arrived, the Building Department representative arrived and demolition began.  This house was taken down still contaminated with hundreds of thousands of active roaches – fleas also and five additional cats were found still inside the house.  There were two previous home inspections conducted prior to demolition and yet they were still in there.  Although we were truly appreciative with the diligence put forth by our Councilman Mr. D’Ambrosio we have troubling questions.  For all the residents involved this is their first time dealing with such a situation of cockroach infestation originating from a house that had numerous complaints over the years.  Past Councilman Roger Nissen used to live next door and he complained about the house and also his friend who also lived next door to the house being condemned.  We feel the responsibility for the well being of our residents was lacking.  Also, why did the Mayor not return calls Friday, as well as today, when he specifically left a message today for the Mayor to call back – not Mr. Voros.  Why were we not notified, as well as the streets behind us, of this infestation. Nobody around ever received any notices about this house – that it infested and condemned.  Why was the house torn down when it was so infested? Today the Building Department said the dumpster would not be left overnight – under no circumstances.  That dumpster is still sitting there infested – they are crawling out of the dumpster.  They are all over the land.  We strongly are for the City’s rental property inspections.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  It is always his policy to let the Department Heads handle the situation.  As soon as he received the phone calls he notified Mr. Voros to contact Mr. Kish.  It is not that he ignores your phone calls – we have Department Heads and if there is a problem with the sewers – it goes to the Service Director – if there is a problem with vandalism it goes to the Police Chief.  All your calls were handled.  

Mr. Voros:  As background on the history – last Thursday he received a complaint about the cockroach infested property.  He investigated and found the house was indeed infested with cockroaches as well as there being several building code violations.  The structure of the property was horrendous.  He determined the house to be unsafe and ordered the residents out of the home because of the safety of the dwelling.  The property was vacated that day and the house was ordered to be demolished – it was demolished today. That is six days. 

Mr. Knuchel:  It has been going on for two years.

Mr. Voros: He just found out about the house last Thursday – if he had known about it prior it would have been dealt with a long time ago.  He apologizes about the dumpsters – that was the information he was given by the contractor this morning when he pulled the permit. He specifically went out there this morning while the demolition was taking place – he did not see one cockroach on the property.  If they are there now – he does not know.  He will have the exterminator out there first thing in the morning and we will spray the property.

Mr. Kish:  They come out at night.

Lisa Stojan:  They cross the street, up our driveways and to our houses.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  He advised Mr. Voros to call the pest control company on Vine Street and get an exterminator out there and take care of the houses.  

Mr. Voros:  He spoke to a professional exterminator on Vine Street in Eastlake – the first proposal was to spray the tree lawn and the street and around the vicinity.  The exterminator’s opinion was he was wasting his time because it will not do any good – it was better to spray the foundations of all the houses that could get infested.  He agreed to the estimates and advised the City would have him do the extermination and we would take care of it.  He spoke with Law Director Mr. Klammer to obtain a release authorization for the City to enter onto the resident’s property to spray for the infestation.  He faxed it to Mr. Kish.  This morning he was advised none of the resident’s were willing to sign the release.  He has done everything he can possibly do to control the matter. The City was going to pay for the extermination – we were going to spray your entire property.

Lisa Stojan, 1250 East 360th Street, Eastlake      

Mrs. Stojan:  We appreciate that effort – we got the release late last night and could not reach an attorney to check it.  It states if we sign the paper we release Eastlake of any further obligation.  What does that mean?  We have been out the past two and one half weeks every night spraying the street ourselves, spraying the tree lawns ourselves – we spent over $500 of our own money. Then we got the release to sign – which would be great – sign it – get it done.  The problem is it says that once we sign it and let you come and spray that one time that we release Eastlake of all obligation.  It was very broad.  Basically, it was very open to many interpretations and that is wrong.  Come and spray your City’s homes.  She has cockroaches in her house – she has lived here for over 14 years and never, never – she has fleas in her house, cockroaches in her house.  You come to her house – she has children.  She does not understand why she has to sign a paper for you to come and spray her house one time and then she releases the City.  This is your responsibility.  This house was left way too long – this house was nasty when she moved into the neighborhood and that is wrong.  The Health Department say they couldn’t do anything.  It was our Building Department that did take it down and she truly appreciates that – because if it was left up to the Health Department – the Heath Department said they can’t control how people clean their homes – are you kidding?  There were buckets of crap upstairs in that house – there were over three inches of cat junk – the whole upstairs was a cat litter box.  And, the Heath Department says they can’t control how people clean their house?  Her neighbor had a yard sale in July – when people came into your City to a yard sale and got out of their car they got back into their car because it smelled so bad.  Is that not embarrassment enough?  And, you want us to sign a paper to release you of obligation.  We are your obligation.  Take care of us.  We are very grateful.  Mr. D’Ambrosio came out at 11:00 at night – Mr. Elshaw was there – Mr. Knuchel was there.  You saw what we were dealing with.  We are trying to be vigilant.  Those houses behind – the ones whose lawn backs up to the property – those cockroaches are walking across the street to our homes and walking right up our front steps and right into our house.  The houses behind – none of you went to that street and notified them.  They are spraying their street and they are coming to you now – none of the people on that street knew about it.  Are you aware that the street behind them had a cockroach problem too?

Mr. Elshaw:  We were not aware of it.  This is very embarrassing.  It is his understanding this has been going on for possibly 14 years.  

Mrs. Stojan:  Regarding your frustration that we did not sign those papers.  She was frustrated today in not signing that paper.

Mr. Elshaw:  The point is – this has been going on for so long – but, as soon as it was found out about Mr. D’Ambrosio was all over it – and, he thinks the Building Department was too.  As far as the paperwork, Mr. Klammer, please comment on this.

Mr. Klammer:  Mr. Voros moved on his as fast as any CBO ever has – ultimately he followed the instructions of the exterminator.  The house had to go.  You were right, it was a complete disaster – there is nothing more disgusting.  Even the Department of Health took a hands off approach.  It took someone like Mr. Voros to say he is not going to let it happen.  Mr. Voros asked him if the City could authorize him to go to a contractor to exterminate other people’s homes.  We reviewed the price and it was authorized.  The problem being – we cannot authorize an exterminator to go put poison on people’s houses without some type of release.  

Mrs. Stojan:  You tell me you would sign that release – it is so broad and open.  She was at work today – that house was not to come down until tomorrow – now it is a pile of rubble – there are cockroaches everywhere.

Mr. Klammer:  He would suggest contacting the contractor right now  - get the dumpster out of there and call the exterminator right now – pay the extra premium to have him go out there.  You are right.  Mr. Voros has done everything he can do.

Mrs. Stojan: She appreciates all that has been done.

Mr. Klammer:  As far as the release – all he can say is the release was drafted in a matter of a day.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  We worked fast on this.  Mr. Klammer, could the exterminator have gone on the properties without a release?

Mr. Klammer: Theoretically, he cannot.  

Mayor Andrzejewski:  Could they individually call the exterminator and have them come onto their property and we pay for it. 

Mr. Klammer:  If that were the situation he would recommend is that Council would then approve the payment of the fees – it is a little bit different – but if they want to incur the costs, submit them and then we would consider them as a morals claim then Council would have the authority to consider it.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  He would like the homeowners can authorize the exterminator to come onto their property – the exterminator will bill us and the City will pay.

Mr. Klammer:  If they want to contract with the exterminator and submit the bill to the City that is fine – because that is a contract between them and their exterminator.  If their exterminator does something to poison somebody in their family that exterminator can be responsible.  If we are sending someone out there and someone would get sick and injured because of something the exterminator did at our direction – he will not have the City responsible because there is not necessarily immunity for that.  He cannot imagine anyone not wanting to pay the bills but it cannot be confirmed or denied how expensive the bills will be – so if they turn out to be $15,000, $20,000, $30,000 thinking absurdly – no one on Council, he or the Mayor can guarantee you would be paid for those.

Mayor Andrzejewski: He obtained estimates on the extermination of the outside of the houses – he suggested he spray around the foundations to prevent the cockroaches from getting inside.  If you call the exterminator and we will call him to advise we will pay the bills – the exterminator is going to bill the residents who will give the bill to us and Council will work with us to pay those bills. 

Mr. D’Ambrosio:  He was unaware the dumpsters were still there.  What is the chance of calling the contractor tonight to come and pick them up?

Mr. Voros:  The exterminator will be back out to the house that is being demolished to spray the debris.  

Mr. Elshaw:  We are going to have to move on with the meeting – please work this out afterwards.

Mr. Voros was excused from the meeting at this time to address the concerns of the residents.

There was no one else who wished to speak.

MAYOR/SAFETY DIRECTOR – Ted Andrzejewski

Mayor Andrzejewski: Last Friday he met with Mr. Neilson of the Port Authority to show him the deplorable condition of the sea wall – the trash etc. The vendor we have collecting fees from the boaters and fishermen is responsible for cleaning up that mess.  Mr. Neilson saw it first hand and agreed that steps need to be taken – he approached the vendor and the vendor refused to do the cleanup.  Mr. Neilson now sees that particular vendor is a problem child and hopefully we will have someone new in there next year.  A Church Group that had previously done work at the Senior Center called to see if there were any projects they could help with.  They cleaned up the sea wall and did a great job – they also finished up some painting they had started at the Senior Center.  He thinks now the Port Authority sees our concerns about the complaints about the condition of the sea wall are valid and we will hopefully see some changes.

He would like to caution – the Haunted House is a first time event – we don’t know if we will make $5,000 or more - $35,000.  He shares Mr. Strand’s enthusiasm but we do not know at this point.  We should be conservative.  The Haunted House is proceeding with the vendor doing the construction – there is a big gargoyle over the front gate and it is very intimidating.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Elshaw:  Regarding the sea wall – that is the responsibility of the Port Authority?  

Mayor Andrzejewski:  Correct.

Mr. Elshaw:  So, the vendor will report to the Port Authority.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  He wanted the Port Authority to see the mess first hand.  

Mr. Elshaw:  But, the Port Authority will be handling this situation with the vendor – because they are a separate entity.

Mayor Andrzejewski: Yes.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  There is a Port Authority meeting tomorrow evening and he will try to attend it – with the solidification of the Chairman things should be better and he will try to bring back a report.

Mr. Knuchel:  Thank you, Mayor, for your efforts in that area.  That area has been a thorn in his side since he has become a Councilman in Ward 3 three years ago.  He appreciates it.  If the name of that group could be provided to him he would appreciate it so he can send them a thank you note – it is important to encourage that kind of devotion to the City.

There were no further questions of Mayor Andrzejewski.

LAW DIRECTOR – Randy Klammer

Mr. Klammer: He would like to congratulate those who received awards this evening – every time you are called on for suggestions you offer to do the work yourselves – you are always pleasant and professional and he appreciates it.  He hopes Mr. Evers and Mr. Matheke feel better.  The litigation is moving forward as we expect and there is no real reason for an Executive Session other than to report on the preparation of the appeal in the Sawyer case. This concluded his report and he was open for questions.
