The Ceremony was in remembrance of those  who lost their lives on September 11, 2001. Also remembered were our fallen heroes of Operation Iraqi Freedom and Enduring Freedom.

COMMUNICATIONS &  PETITIONS

A change order request was received from Fire Chief Sabo regarding the purchase of the Ford Crown Victoria for the Eastlake Fire Department.  This is referred to Finance Committee.

A communication was received from the Lake County Health District requesting the week of October 23-31, 2006 be recognized as Red Ribbon Week.  This item will be placed on the agenda for September 26th.

A referral request from Councilman Lajeunesse regarding billing for Police response to traffic 

accidents.   This matter was withdrawn at the request of Councilman Lajeunesse.

A sponsorship request from the Eastlake Youth Basketball League for its 2006-2007 Season.

This is for each Council person’s individual consideration.

COUNCIL COMMITTEE REPORTS

FINANCE COMMITTEE – Mr. Knuchel

Mr. Knuchel: The Finance Committee met on August 30, 2006 at 6:30 p.m. with the first item on the agenda being the bid tabulation and recommendation for back-up rock salt for the 2006-2007 season – the Committee approved the recommendation for American Salt Company and the legislation appears on the evening’s agenda.  Also approved and moved forward was the back-up mowing services for 2006.  The Committee discussed a proposed sale of the cell tower and agreed to hold this matter in Committee pending receipt of a readable copy of the proposed agreement as well as more information to be provided by Mr. Zontini and Mr. Condron.  The Committee reviewed and approved for passage this evening the certification of miscellaneous bills to the Auditor – the miscellaneous bills pertained to mowing services being billed for violations of the City’s ordinances.  The Committee discussed the amendment to City Ordinance 155.01 “General Administration” which was forwarded to Council-as-a-Whole Committee where it was further discussed – this matter will appear on the evening’s agenda.  Also, discussed was City Ordinance 155.06 “Sick Leave to be Cumulative – this was also forwarded to Council-as-a-Whole Committee and discussed this evening and it will appear on the evening’s agenda.  The Committee also discussed tax incentives we could offer for new businesses who want to move into the City – this matter was held pending information from the Mayor and Mr. Klammer.  The Committee also reviewed the June, 2006 budget and the Re-appropriations – the Re-appropriations needed some revisions and are pending.  In the June, 2006 budget review the income tax collections are up and interest income is up.  Some of the areas of concern are the Municipal Court costs which are projected to be $45,000 more than we budgeted – the other major item was the Road Program fund #402 “Other Contracts” – this fund is about depleted and we need to re-appropriate with the amount being $150,000 – this is a very big variance from what we started at with $50,000.  

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Elshaw:  Have we received any funding from the Community Development Block Grants?

Mr. Condron:  We received funds for the playground equipment and payroll.

Mr. Elshaw:  So, it was received – when do we expect the rest of the amount- about $15,000 more?

Mayor Andrzejewski:  We received this year what was approved last year – we will receive funds again next year.

Mr. Elshaw:  And, you will submit for the part-time zoning funds?

Mayor Andrzejewski:  Yes.

Mr. Elshaw:  What has happened with the Re-appropriations?

Mr. Condron:  He met with Mrs. Eunice Smith late last week to review the format – he is suggesting a memorandum be incorporated into the legislation with a comment on all the recommended changes.  The changes were not to the numbers but to the format.

Mr. Knuchel:  There was one change – money-wise.

Mr. Condron:  This was for the Service Garage. That was one of them.

Mr. Knuchel:  Why is this needed now – it has never been done with the past re-appropriations?

Mr. Elshaw:  It is new and was one of the points discussed in the Audit Review – we have decided we are going to certify these statements.

Mr. Knuchel made the following Motions:

Legislative Recommendations

Legislation No. 09-12-(07)

MOTION:  I hereby move to add Legislation No. 09-12-(07) to the evening’s agenda amending Section 155.01, “General Administration” of the Codified Ordinances of the City of Eastlake.  Mr. Zontini seconded.

Legislation No. 09-12-(08)

MOTION:  I hereby move to add Legislation No. 09-12-(08) to the evening’s agenda amending Section 155.06 “Sick Leave to be Cumulative; Retirement Provision” of the Codified Ordinances of the City of Eastlake, specifically Section 155.06(a).  Mr. Razov seconded.

ROLL CALL:  Yeas unanimous.

Motion carried.  Legislation No. 09-12-(08) is added to the evening’s agenda.

There were no further questions of Mr. Knuchel.

ORDINANCE COMMITTEE  - Mr. Zontini

Mr. Zontini: The Ordinance Committee met on August 28th at 6:30 p.m. with himself, Mr. Morley and Mr. D’Ambrosio present from the Committee.  In attendance from Council was Mr. Lajeunesse.  In attendance from the Administration were the Mayor, Law Director Mr. Klammer, Finance Director Mr. Condron, Police Chief Ruth and CBO Mr. Voros.  The first item on the agenda was a proposed amendment to City Ordinance 131.15 “Auxiliary Police Unit” – this was to raise the fee from $8.00 to $11.25 – which incorporates the $9.25 fee to the Auxiliary Policy and $2.00 additional for the fringe benefits, which includes the employers share of PERS, Worker’s Comp and Payroll Taxes.  This will not cost the City any money and is paid for by the fees from people renting out City property.  The next item was City Ordinance Section 1153.01 “Non-Conforming Buildings” and will be cross referenced with 1145.08 – this was held pending Mr. Voros’s review.  The next item was a proposed repeal of City Ordinance Section 1355.04 “Reduction of Area Requirement by Appeals Board” – this was proposed by CBO Mr. Voros to eliminate the 800 square foot first floor requirement and would change it to 900 square feet – this is being held pending further information from Mr. Voros.  Under Miscellaneous the Committee reviewed a proposed amendment to City Ordinance Section 1309.04 “Issuance of Certificate: Insurance” which was requested by Mr. Voros – this changes the performance bond from $10,000 to $15,000 and it appears on the evening’s agenda.  The Committee referred out of Committee with no action taken several proposed amendments: Proposed Amendment: City Ordinance 183.2312 “Appointment of Administrator,” Proposed Amendment: City Ordinance 103.03 “Official Slogan,” Proposed Amendment: City Ordinance 1167.08 “Auto Sales, New or New and Used,” Proposed Amendment: City Ordinance 505.08 “Nuisance Conditions Prohibited,” and Proposed New Enactment: Wildlife Feeding Ordinance.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Knuchel:  Regarding the Auxiliary Police fee going from $8.00 to $11.25 – one comment he has heard from people renting City property – the fees are exorbitant – we are adding another $13.00 or $14.00 to those fees – is that going to deter people from renting out our City facilities?

He is sure  Mr. Lajeunesse has heard the same thing – that is it expensive to rent our facilities and we are adding more money onto that.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  He does not know what facilities we have left to rent – so at this point this will stay as it is until we have something to rent.  He believes there are only one or two incidences where our auxiliaries are used.  That would be the Freedom Festival and the Community Center – the Community Center is closed.

Mr. Knuchel:  His understanding is the $11.25 will not be imposed on City functions – this is just for renting facilities – is this correct Mr. Mayor?

Mayor Andrzejewski.  The recommendation to raise the auxiliary rates came directly from the Police Chief – those questions should be addressed to him.

Mr. Zontini:  Police Chief Ruth did say to quote the minutes “it will not cost the City any money – the City will not lose money and very rarely would this be paid out of the General Fund.  The only time the $9.25 would be paid from the auxiliary out of the General Fund would be if we had a Freedom Festival, parade or emergency.”

Mr. Elshaw:  Had the Chief mentioned if this was in line with other Communities?

Mayor Andrzejewski:  He believes we do not require renters to use our auxiliary when renting City facilities.

Mr. Knuchel:  We do, Mr. Mayor. If  the rental has 25 people or more or if liquor is involved.

Mr. Condron:  He thinks the genesis of this was to be sure the City covered its mandated employment costs.

Mr. Zontini:  The minutes do not reflect it but the question was asked of the Chief.

There were no further questions of Mr. Zontini.  

SERVICE/UTILITIES COMMITTEE – Mr. Razov

Mr. Razov:  The Service/Utilities Committee has not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting, therefore he did not have a formal report and he was open for questions. 

There were no questions of Mr. Razov.

SAFETY COMMITTEE – Mr. Morley

Mr. Morley: The Safety Committee has not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting and there are no items pending in Safety Committee.  He was open for questions.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Morley.

RECREATION COMMITTEE – Mr. Lajeunesse

Mr. Lajeunesse:  The Recreation Committee has not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting and as there is nothing pending in Committee he will not be scheduling a meeting.  However, he would like to thank Mr. Kikol, the organizer of Sunday’s event – it was very professionally done – this City can be proud of what went on here on Sunday.  Also, thank you to Mr. Elshaw for his words and thoughts on Sunday – they were very meaningful and it is appreciated.  There will be a meeting with representatives of the Recreational Leagues on September 20th at about 5:30 p.m.  Mr. Semik and his secretary are helping to arrange this – it is not a Committee meeting but an informal meeting to see if we can assist the Leagues in any capacity – anyone is welcome to attend the meeting.  

As a follow-up to the meeting with the Captains – he and Mr. Klammer have been in contact with each other and we are trying to arrange this.

As Council liaison he will be attending the next meeting of the Port Authority – there have been concerns regarding the fishing pier, which he will bring up at that time.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

 There were no questions of Mr. Lajeunesse.

PLANNING COMMITTEE – Mr. D’Ambrosio 

Mr. D’Ambrosio:  The Planning Committee met on August 28th at 6:00 p.m. with himself, Mr. Morley and Mr. Zontini in attendance from the Committee.  In attendance from Council was Mr. Lajeunesse. In attendance from the Administration was CBO Mr. Voros and Mayor Andrzejewski.  The Committee reviewed five Conditional Use Permit renewals, one Conditional Use Permit, one Permit amendment and an Accessory Structure request.  The Conditional Use Permit was for Chick’s Auto, 1422 E. 361st Street was reviewed and moved forward with a public hearing being scheduled for September 26th.  Upon review of the five renewals, it was agreed to hold three in Committee pending review by the Tax Department – the Committee approved and moved forward with the other two.  The amendment to the Conditional Use Permit was for CRO-Bar & Grille and included a name change to Highpoint and the stipulation that the bar and party center could not be open at the same time due to not enough parking being available – this matter will be placed on the September 26th agenda as well.  Also reviewed was an accessory structure request which was moved forward with approval of the square footage – however, Council can only approve the square footage and the Board of Zoning Appeals must address the height – a motion will be made this evening to reflect this.  

Mr. D’Ambrosio made the following Motions:

Accessory Structure Request

MOTION:  I hereby move to approve, pursuant to City Ordinance 1145.13(f), the accessory structure request for James A. Ross, 36246 Reeves Road, Eastlake, Ohio, with said approval being related to the square footage of the structure, and the stipulation that the height requirement be forwarded and approved by the Board of Zoning Appeals.  Mr. Razov seconded.

ROLL CALL:  Yeas unanimous.

Motion carried.  The accessory structure request and the stipulation that the height requirement be forwarded and approved by the Board of Zoning Appeals is approved.

Conditional Use Permit Renewals

RECOGNITION OF THE PUBLIC 
Mr. Elshaw recognized the public input at this time; he reminded the speakers that there is a 3-minute limit for their comments, all comments are to be directed to the Chair and not include any personalities or individuals.

Leonard Mullen, 1323 E. 346th Street, Eastlake

Please note:  as the speaker chose to address the audience and did not speak directly into the microphone, his comments could not clearly and distinctly be understood.  They have been transcribed as best as possible

Mr. Mullen: Ladies and Gentlemen – this is an election year – when you vote remember – what have they done for the senior citizens.  Some day they will be a senior citizen and what have you got – right now we do not have a whole lot….no money – Community closed…call the State…supposed to be helping people that … they do not live in France – it is time that the people of each City – each County – ask that .. directly for the senior citizens…people here waiting to eat for $1.25…due to our Council and our Mayor…now we are faced with the closing down of the Senior Center – of all things – that should be the last thing to do…taxes…levies and it is a bad time right now for people – people do not have extra money – especially those on a fixed income.  Our children are…don’t have the money to pay the medication…school system…to pay for a pool we don’t have…it should be that the State pays for school systems –not the people…don’t have a plan – so, he is asking to please …do the job…school systems…it is a disgrace….

Mr. Elshaw advised the speaker his three minute time allotment up.

Jim Strand, 1223 E. 343rd Street, Eastlake

Mr. Strand:  It is sad that he is here and having listened to promises made during the elections last year – that you were going to work to help the City out and work together on the various problems that we have. You have failed to do that – you should have not left that meeting without coming up with some kind of resolution for the voters in November.  No matter what it may have been – but, you left Eastlake with nothing.  He does not know why – his Councilman has a web site and he keeps our Ward informed – he does not know what the others do – but, at that meeting you should have voted for something for a levy – no matter what.  He talks to people in this City and they said they would vote for the 1.75-mill – they did not like the 6-mill – you did not allow us to do that. He fought in the war for democracy and freedom of speech and the right to choose – you took that away from us at the ballot when you voted no – you know who you are – why – for own personal vendetta?  You did not do it for the City people – you did it for your own.  The fund that was set up for the Senior Citizen Center was at the request of the Mayor to see what he could do to help – he did not see one of you put anything in the paper to try to bail us out of this thing until after the article he is putting in – then he gets a communication from Council – where were you when it was voted down? The Mayor, who he is told he loves dearly – he likes this man because as Mayor of the City he has done everything to help this City.  Certain people on this Council said he did things for his own personal gain and that he is lying.  Why don’t you come out and tell us where he is lying – put it in writing.  He has worked to get money to save the Senior Center and asked him what he could do – so the fund was set up. The Mayor is getting the big money from other people.  Mentor Senior Center is giving $500.00 – another City!  Another Mayor is passing a hat to save our Senior Center – now, that is a shame on our Council – a real shame and he hopes you are really proud of yourselves.  You are not moving us forward you are moving us into a hole because you do not know how to cooperate.  Not all of you.

ADMINISTRATIVE REPORTS

MAYOR/SAFETY DIRECTOR – Ted Andrzejewski

Mayor Andrzejewski: We have received a check today from FEMA in the amount of $58,000 as partial payment for the expenses incurred during the flood – this is to pay for overtime of police, fire, service and trash hauling fees.  The second check should be forthcoming in the next couple of weeks.

Mr. Condron: They will be meeting with FEMA again on the 15th.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  Our goal is to cover our costs.  He thanks Mr. Condron for his work – we have done a very good job – the maze of paperwork involved is amazing.  A good job was done on doing what we had to do to get his money.

We had a meeting yesterday with the Army Corp of Engineers with the Port Authority – this was to solicit their help in examining the Chagrin River on two fronts – one for the problems such as ice jams in the springtime and the second is in regards to major rainstorms and what is happening to us now that the dam in Willoughby is broke and other upstream factors.  Hopefully, we will get their help in obtaining some money for projects and/or their design for projects in the hopes of alleviate or eliminate some of the potential flooding problems in Eastlake.

Regarding the Senior Center – in an attempt to save the Senior Center we have met with the City of Wickliffe to encourage their seniors to use our facility for the next year or year and one half and pay us rent so we can keep the lunchtime programs and Meals-on-Wheels going for both Cities.  Today, the Wickliffe Board of Directors met with the Senior Center to discuss this – he has met with the Wickliffe Mayor and Council President to discuss this.  We talked with the Council on Aging and he has solicited their help to pay $1,000 per month rent towards the use of the kitchen – we have received the current tenants permission to wait until November 15th before they would move out in hopes we can find money to keep the Center open.  He has talked with the Lake County Commissioners who have promised the CBDG Grant money to offset the cost of keeping the Senior Center open.  He has spoke with representatives Senior Center Committee of the State of Ohio to try to solicit funds.  He has written a letter requesting help from Governor Taft in securing stadium funds so we do not have to use the money from the General Fund to pay for the stadium and free up money to help the Senior Center.  All this is a workable plan to try to keep the Senior Center open at a bare minimum – covering the cost of utilities and one employee.  We have asked the Seniors if they would be willing to do their own custodial work and they have agreed, as well as asking the same of the tenants and they have also agreed.  We have talked with members of the American Legion about ways of obtaining money – that is where the account idea came in.  With the rent from the tenants, the funds from the Council on Aging, if we secure the Wickliffe people it will provide $24,000 per year – we would be short about $29,000.  If we can raise that money we can keep the Center open at the bare minimum – that is our goal.  If anyone on Council or in the audience have any suggestions please let us know – we need concrete ideas.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Knuchel:  Regarding the previous memo issued by Mr. Morley and himself – what is the progress on the regionalization of Channel 12?

Mayor Andrzejewski:  Discussions have been held with the other Mayors.  Mayor Andrzejewski has requested and received information on the budget.  We just have to get all the Mayor’s together.

Mr. Elshaw:  When is Channel 12 scheduled to shut down?

Mr. Condron:  Per the Recovery Plan, November 15th.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  All four Mayor’s are for it – we have to work out some of the details.

Mr. Elshaw:  So you, Mr. Morley and Mr. Knuchel will be in touch.

There were no further questions of Mayor Andrzejewski. 

LAW DIRECTOR – Randy Klammer

Mr. Klammer:  He would like to compliment the Audit Review Committee – the accomplishment and the attention they gave is rather significant – that type of attention and audit is rather unprecedented in municipal government – it is pretty significant and to some degree it is rather newsworthy that the City has taken that extensive effort in the protection of fraud and it ensures a smooth processing of documents and watches for other things.  Congratulations on good work.  Mr. Voros has come to him with a desire to pursue criminal prosecutions of homes that are nuisance properties – we will meet with the Prosecutor, the Law Department and Building Department and take a strict enforcement on nuisance properties and pursue a criminal route as opposed to civil litigation. He is requesting an Executive session at the end of the meeting.

Mr. Knuchel:  For what purpose?

Mr. Klammer:  To discuss a nuisance property regarding Carolyn Anderson.

He was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Klammer.

FINANCE DIRECTOR – Brian Condron

Mr. Condron:  The bids for the software package are due Friday at noon – we will have demonstrations from some of the vendors and should refer a recommendation to Council the first part of October.  The bids are out for the depositories and are due Friday, September 29th – the new resolution requires the recommendation be provided no later than the end of October.  We are having meetings with FEMA on funding and have a meeting scheduled for the 15th.  The auditors are performing their annual audit.
