Council President’s Remarks

“Good evening and welcome.  This past weekend there were two opening days for three of our youth programs.  The Eastlake Soccer League began its fall season this past Saturday with over 300 children registered to play. This program provides soccer for ages 3 to 15 years of age. The Board and coaches are all volunteers and I commend them for their efforts.  This past Sunday was the opening day for Youth Football Cheerleaders and the Youth Football League with over 200 children participating.  These two programs are very efficiently run with all volunteer Board Members and coaches.  The Youth Football League uses a new field box and concession stand – all built with donations from area businesses as well as parent volunteer time.  Both the soccer fields and football field looked great for opening day.  My compliments to the City employees who take pride in making the fields look so nice for our community as well as visitors from surrounding cities.  

Last night, while attending my daughter’s open house at Eastlake Middle School our Eastlake PAL had set up an area to interact with students and parents. It  is noticeable how important PAL is to the youth of our community.  

Also, if you have the opportunity to stop by the Senior Citizen Center I encourage you to do so.  You will notice they have another goal chart.  This time it is to raise funds for a new pavilion and bocce ball courts.  Your donations would be most appreciated.

Just recently in our last Ordinance Committee meeting one of our resident, Mr. Kim Evers, introduced his many months of research on rental properties in Eastlake and the lack of rental inspections we have in our community.  As former Ordinance Chairman, and being a Ward Councilman, I have received and continue to receive concerns from residents living near rental properties.  Several months ago in a conversation with Mr. Evers I realized we had similar thoughts in regards to the necessity to implement a rental inspection program here in Eastlake.  These inspections would ensure that landlords are offering well maintained housing benefiting both tenants and neighbors to protect our residents in regards to safety and property values would be the importance of any future ordinances.  Much discussion is still needed but certainly this is a beginning.  As sponsor of this very important program for this City, I thank Ordinance Committee Chair Mr. Zontini and those from Council and the Administration that were in attendance that evening for  the conversation and communication on this issue.

COMMUNICATIONS &  PETITIONS

A communication was received from the Administration regarding a contract with Clean Air Concepts for the purchase and installation of a vehicle exhaust system for the City of Eastlake Fire Department. Mr. Lajeunesse explained that this is pending in Finance Committee.

A communication was received from the Administration, through Finance Director Mr. Slocum, regarding a contract with Schonhardt & Associates for the preparation of the Governmental Accounting Standards Board compliant financial statements.  Mr. Lajeunesse explained that this was discussed in Finance Committee and is on the evening’s agenda as Legislation No. 09-13-(06).

A sponsorship request was received for the Eastlake Youth Basketball League. Mr. Lajeunesse explained that this is for each Councilperson’s individual consideration.

A communication was received from the Planning Commission regarding Conditional Use Permits for A1 Motors, Inc., 1351 E. 357th Street, #3, Eastlake, and Creative Learning Childcare Center, 36100 Portage Drive, Eastlake. This was referred to Planning Committee.

A communication was received from the Administration regarding a Hurricane Fundraiser. This was discussed in Planning Committee. 

A bid recommendation was received from Acting Assistant Service Director Mr. Semik for back-up rock salt for the 2005-2006 season. This was referred to Finance Committee.

COUNCIL COMMITTEE REPORTS

ORDINANCE COMMITTEE  - Mr. Zontini

Mr. Zontini: The Ordinance Committee met on August 30th with himself, Mr. Knuchel and Mr. Morley in attendance from the Committee.   Also in attendance from Council were Mr. Elshaw and Council President Mr. Lajeunesse.  In attendance from the Administration were Mayor Andrzejewski, Law Director Mr. Klammer, City Engineer Mr. Guard, Acting Assistant Service Director Mr. Semik, Police Chief Ruth and Fire Chief Sabo.  Also in attendance was Mr. Kim Evers.

The first item on the agenda was discussion of City Ordinance 1367 “Flood Damage” – Mr. Guard has spoken on this matter earlier this evening and it was moved forward by the Committee as is the proposed amendment to City Ordinance 905 “Culverts and Drains.”  The next item on the agenda was a discussion of a proposed amendment to City Ordinance Section 351.03 “Prohibited Standing or Parking Places, Section 351.10 “Night Parking of Commercial Vehicles and Watercraft: Restrictions;” and Section 1345.02 “Parking of Mobile Homes: Restrictions.”  This matter was kept in Committee for further discussion.  The next item to be discussed was the proposed amendment to City Ordinance

Section 111.01 “Rules of Council” with regards to the job responsibilities for the Clerk of Council; the next item on the agenda was discussed under Miscellaneous and was a bid advertisement for 28 self contained breathing apparatus used by the Fire Department and this appears on this evening’s agenda; also on the agenda was the discussion of fee waivers for the Eastlake Girl Scouts for use of the Community Center and a grant acceptance in the amount of $1,000 for training and equipment for the Fire Department.

SERVICE/UTILITIES COMMITTEE – Mr. Razov

Mr. Razov:  The Service Utilities Committee met on August 29th at approximately 6:05 p.m. with himself, Mr. Elshaw and Ms. DePledge in attendance from the Committee.  In attendance from Council were Mr. Morley, Mr. Zontini, Mr. Knuchel and Council President Mr. Lajeunesse.  In attendance from the Administration were Acting Assistant Service Director Mr. Semik, Law Director Mr. Klammer, and Finance Director Mr. Slocum.  The Committee reviewed requests from the Service Department to purchase a 5-8 ton roller to be used for street work and a bucket truck used for various items such as replacing traffic light bulbs.  Upon review, the Committee agreed to hold both items in Committee pending the results of the upcoming road levy and they will be reviewed again after the first of the year.  The third issue to be discussed was an amendment to the Lake County Solid Waste Management Plan – 3- year update for which he would be making the following motion:

SAFETY COMMITTEE – Mr. Morley

Mr. Morley: The Safety Committee has not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meetings – there are a couple of items that will be brought to his attention in the next couple of weeks – the proposal by PAL for the Community Center and after an initial meeting on this matter he will be scheduling a Safety Committee meeting.

Mr. Morley made the following Motions:

Appointment: Lake County Health District

MOTION:  I hereby move to approve the appointment of Dr. Juan Michael Hernandez to the open position as the City of Eastlake representative with the Lake County Health District. Mr. Zontini

seconded.

RECREATION COMMITTEE – Mr. Knuchel

Mr. Knuchel:  The Recreation Committee has not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting, however two fee waiver requests were discussed in the Miscellaneous section of the Ordinance Committee – one for the Eastlake Girl Scouts and the other for the Lake County ADAMHS Board for use of the Community Center – he will be making motions on both these matters.

Fee Waiver Request: Eastlake Girl Scouts  

MOTION:  I hereby move to approve the Fee Waiver Request for the Eastlake Girl Scouts for use of Community Center on Saturday, November 19, 2005, for its annual craft show, with the stipulation that the minimum amount of $100.00 be paid for six hours use of the facility, and the maintenance fee of $8.65 per hour be paid for use of the facility beyond six hours.  Mr. Morley seconded.

ROLL CALL:  Yeas unanimous.

Motion carried.  The fee waiver request is approved.

Fee Waiver Request: Lake County ADAMHS

MOTION:  I hereby move to approve the Fee Waiver Request for the Lake County ADAMHS Board for use of Community Center on Monday, October 17, 2005, for it Board Meeting, with the stipulation that the minimum amount of $100.00 be paid for six hours use of the facility, and the maintenance fee of $8.65 per hour be paid for use of the facility beyond six hours.  Mr. Morley seconded.

DISCUSSION:  

Mr. Razov: Is Lake County ADAMHS Board an affiliated group with the City, and if it is not why are we approving a fee waiver?

Mr. Knuchel:  This was forwarded to Council and requested by the Administration.

Mr. Razov:  Mr. Mayor, why are we looking at approving a fee waiver request for a County Board, which he believes has its own levy?

Mayor Andrzejewski:  We submitted this request as we would any request and Council can approve or disapprove – the Administration does not feel one way or another.

Mr. Razov:  For the record, he opposes this fee waiver.

Mr. Knuchel:  There is also a stipulation in the Ordinances that a fee waiver can be granted should a community based organization request a fee waiver.

Mr. Razov:  We have that ability but this is a County Board which is funded by its own levy – he believes they are in a little bit better financial shape than we are.

Mr. Knuchel:  For clarification, the Mayor approved this fee waiver request in the Ordinance Committee meeting.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  Sure, but the ADAMHS wanted to hold the meeting on this side of town for the benefit of our residents.

Mr. Razov:  Mr. Mayor, to the best of his knowledge, they have their own funds provided by the County.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  That is fine – he totally agrees – his position would be if Council chooses to grant the fee waiver he would be in favor of it – they are doing a service for this end of the County.

Upon review of newly amended Ordinance Section 969.03 “Municipal Buildings: Regulations: Fees,” it was determined there is no charge for the use of the Community Center on Monday through Thursday.

Mr. Razov:  Then why are we approving this?

Mr. Knuchel:  We were following the process as this was forwarded to Council from the Administration.

Mr. Morley:  This was discussed in Committee and there were no objections – we either approve it or not.

Mr. Razov:  Why approve a fee waiver if there is no fee?

Mr. Knuchel:  Because we need them to pay the custodial fee.

Mr. Klammer:  If there is no fee to waive there is no charge for the custodial fee. This matter should be forwarded back to the Administration.

The Motion was withdrawn.

Additional Comments

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Knuchel.

PLANNING COMMITTEE – Ms. DePledge

Ms. DePledge:  The Planning Committee met on September 6, 2005 at 6:01 p.m. with herself, Mr. Elshaw and Mr. Razov present from the Committee.  In attendance from Council were Mr. Morley and Mr. Zontini.  In attendance from the Administration were Mayor Andrzejewski and Finance Director Mr. Slocum.  Several items were discussed with four Conditional Use Permit Renewals being approved for Chuck and Bonnie’s Mobile Service, 34220 Stevens Blvd., Eastlake, Circle Lounge,34598 Lakeshore Blvd., Eastlake, BP Oil Company, 35068 Vine Street, Eastlake,  and T & J Service/Marathon, 35788 Lakeshore Blvd., Eastlake – the Conditional Use Permit renewal request for USA Management/Upscale Entertainment dba Scorchers, 35520 Vine Street was held in Committee pending additional information.  Two new Conditional Use Permits were approved – GP Enterprises, Inc., 34799 Curtis Blvd. and Gabor Construction, 19 Forest Drive.  A rezoning request from Lafayette Construction for property located at Oxford Drive between 248 Shelton and 238 Shelton was approved and it was explained that this item will not appear on a ballot for election until March or May, 2006.  Also reviewed and approved was an accessory structure request for 550 Erie Road.  Under the Miscellaneous section of the meeting was a comment by the Mayor that Ms. Andrews of Stage One Audio Productions wanted to hold a Hurricane fund raiser on the City owned lot – information regarding liability was requested and has been provided to Council.

Mr. Kurchak:  He has attended a lot of Council and Committee meetings – he would like to publicly thank those members who have taken so much of their own time and effort to monitor the fiscal condition of this City – they come to meeting prepared and on time  - they ask thoughtful questions and genuinely act concerned about our future – for the most part the fiscal conditions you are dealing with were left to you by previous Councils – he has said this before – if the Council five years ago had paid as much attention to our financial future as this Council does we would not be in the same predicament as we are today.  He would also like to thank those Council members who can discuss issues in a calm, rational manner and explain their positions without resorting to confrontation and bluster – what he witnessed at a Committee meeting last week was behavior that if exhibited by a child an adult would have called it a tantrum – but, it was not the language used or the yelling or the name calling as much as the fact that a normally intelligent person would be embarrassed in not being able to express themselves better – you on Council are the legislative voice of the people – we rely on you to make decisions for the public good – we expect you to discuss the issues and come to a thoughtful accommodation and barring that at least agree to disagree in a civilized manner – he does not envy your positions or your responsibilities – we have been informed by the City Administration to expect stagnant or reclining revenues  - Federal, State and County governments are reducing funding and/or services and local government is expected to pick up the slack – the costs of maintaining a full time City employee is continually increasing because of rising health care and retirement payments and if new sources of revenue are not identified the next Council will be forced to make some painful decisions.

So, he would like to thank those Council members who have the best interest of the residents and tax payers in mind – he thanks Council who do not use public money to promote their own agendas and cater to special interest groups.  The public deserves to have their money spent in a fair and most cost effective way – the next Council will have to show creativity and flexibility to make changes – so he says good luck to you and good luck to all of us.

MAYOR/SAFETY DIRECTOR – Ted Andrzejewski

Mayor Andrzejewski:  Residents may notice that some of the flags have been taken down – the Service Department removed all the worn and tattered flags and they will be saved for the flag burning next year – thanks to the generosity of the VFW and other groups we had enough money in the flag fund to purchase 205 better flags that should last for years – they will be coming in this week and will put up.

Stage One Promotions – an Eastlake company – asked of they could use the City owned parking lot – they will have a bandstand, refreshments and have a fund raiser with all the proceeds going to the Salvation Army – they have provided us insurance information at the request of Council and the City will be named as an additional insured for the event – it is a worthwhile cause and Council is welcome to participate.

The Service Department has done an exceptional job on some catch basins that have been sitting for  about six months without work being done – he would like to see the employees do more of this type of work next year so they could work on roads and sewers which we know have been neglected in past years.  He and Mr. Semik have talked about the final stage of the road program this year – this will occur at the end of September for about 2 or 3 weeks – we are in the process of identifying six or eight streets that are in the absolute need of repair – the Service Department performed a lot of maintenance work this year and the final phase will be the paving of some roads.

Thank you for approving Dr. Hernandez – he will make a fine addition to the Lake County Health District.

In regards to the funds being collected by the seniors for a pavilion – we have had an offer of the donation of a pavilion by a resident – we are looking into this for the seniors – so maybe they can use their fund raiser for something else. 

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Zontini:  Several months ago we were notified that ODOT was having a meeting about he sound barriers on the freeway – that was the last we heard about it until a newspaper article about a week or two ago – it stated the City chose what design they wanted – several residents have contacted him about who decided on the design and if there is any cost to the City for the walls – also, did the City have a choice whether or not they wanted the walls and if we had anyway to voice objections to ODOT with regards to the walls.  

Mayor Andrzejewski:  There is no cost to the residents – we went along with the recommendation of the County on the design for the walls – Mentor is going to pay an extra cost to get a particular design on the walls – we went along with the County’s recommendation – we had no choice as to the walls – they are going up as part of the Route 2 road program.

Mr. Guard:  The meeting was open to the public where the concept was presented – no strong public objection was made to the noise barriers being installed – a survey was sent on the walls to all the separate communities and any design would be done at an additional cost.

Mr. Zontini:  Is there any formal procedure to be followed if a group of residents wanted to object?

Mr. Guard:  He believes it is too late but if they have any comments or concerns they could contact ODOT District #12 and they would be addressed during the design phase of the project.

Mr. Knuchel:  We spent approximately 18 man-hours  cleaning up after the Octoberfest, plus there was damage done to the sidewalks – what are we going to do to make sure this does not happen in the future and how are we going to pay for it?

Mayor Andrzejewski:  He and Mr. Lorence have reviewed this – the Octoberfest ended late on Sunday evening and there was a Captain’s game that Monday, so they were required to get out of there as fast as they could – his workers were there until 1:30 a.m. – 2:00 a.m. – they were coming back the following morning to clean up and finish the job but our workers finished the job instead – Mr. Lorence stated he did not have the heart to ask his workers to stay longer than they were – we knew that it would be a quick turn around before hand. The damage was relatively minor – it needed to be washed – there were tire tracks but no structural damage.

Mr. Knuchel:  Were there cracked sidewalks – he noticed a couple of sections.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  Yes – that will be repaired.  The solution is to ask the trucks to not go over the curb – we have never done anything like this before – we will learn from it.

Mr. Morley:  Do we have any numbers on any revenue from the Summerfest and Octoberfest?

Mayor Andrzejewski:  No – he has asked for this information – we should get it sometime this week.

Mr. Zontini:  Did the Mayor say that Mr. Lorence did not have the heart to ask his workers to finish the job so we let our workers do the job?

Mayor Andrzejewski:  He fully intended to have his workers finish the following morning but let them go home to get some rest – but, instead our workers did the work.

Mr. Zontini:  Are we going to be reimbursed for doing the work?

Mayor Andrzejewski:  Yes – and next year we will include in the contract that the entire cleanup be completed before the worker’s leave – some things you learn as you go along.

There were no further questions of Mayor Andrzejewski. 

LAW DIRECTOR – Randy Klammer

Mr. Klammer:  Most of his report was given during Executive Session.  He would like to remind the first time candidates that signs and literature need the requisite disclosures – this is important to the residents so they know who is paying for literature and signs.

Mr. Klammer stated this concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Klammer.

FINANCE DIRECTOR – Mike Slocum

Mr. Slocum: At the Finance Committee meeting he presented his draft of the Financial Recovery Plan – he has spoken with Mr. Elshaw and he has had very little feedback – we have committed that we would have a plan to the Commission by the end of the month – please contact him with any feedback.

Mr. Slocum made the following statement:

“Nine months ago I came out of retirement – not due to my support of one person or platform but because I thought I could utilize my somewhat unique skills to help the City of Eastlake. Over the past few months it has become increasingly apparent to me that my effectiveness was being severely limited due to the political and perceived political considerations. Let it be understood that the election or defeat of any candidate or candidates has never been a factor in any of the positions I have taken.  The fact is, when I take a position on a subject it is based on my professional opinion of what is needed for the City.  In some circles I have been told that I am involved in areas that are outside the responsibilities of the Finance Director.  To this charge I plead guilty.  At Charter One Bank as Senior Vice President and Chief Internal Auditor I was the bank’s watchdog.  When I became aware of a problem it was my responsibility to determine the cause of the problem was properly identified and the proposed solution would resolve the problem.  If I am to stay I cannot and I will not change.  Since announcing my resignation I have been asked to reconsider and stay by a significant cross section of the Eastlake Community.  During this time I’ve aired my specific concerns privately with the Mayor and in Executive Session with Council.  To me, one the red flags of my effectiveness is whether the City goes in a different direction than the one he has advised.  It is one thing to give your advice and it is another not to be asked.  For me to be effective in my position I need to be consulted with prior to the actions involving the City’s finances being formally introduced.  If I am to be in a position to advise this City of the financial ramifications of a proposed action I need both the Mayor and Council’s commitment to make this consultation happen.  In closing, let me state that I will agree to stay provided the Mayor and Council agree that as Finance Director my responsibility is to the City as a whole.  In addition I would like to take this opportunity to thank the City, the City’s workers, and the residents for their support.”

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no further questions of Mr. Slocum.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  Thank you for that statement – we will continue to work together for the betterment of this Community.

Mr. Slocum: That is why I am here.

Mr. Razov:  He would, personally, like to thank Mr. Slocum – he needs Mr. Slocum here – this town needs him – it will take time and it will not be pretty but it would be harder without him.

TAX ADMINISTRATOR – Angela Keneven-Zanella

Mrs. Keneven-Zanella:  The Tax Department is working on collections, specifically, we are trying to do our part to help with the City’s problem in going after delinquent taxpayers as well as ensuring all citizens and businesses are cooperating with the laws of the City as far as filing tax returns.  We are looking over our present Ordinances due to changes in Ohio Revised Code 718 – there will be requirements for some minor changes to be made in our Ordinances before the end of the year.

This concludes her report.

Mr. Slocum:  For the first time – about two weeks ago, the City of Eastlake prosecuted and obtained a conviction under the income tax ordinances for the first time in the City’s history – this is the beginning and not the end – we fully intend to enforce the tax code in this City and do whatever we can for collection.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  He thanks the Finance Department for that and he also thanks Mrs. Keneven-Zanella to hear her input – he also realizes she has done some economic development over the past years – please enlighten us.

Mrs. Keneven-Zanella:  She has handled the Economic Development along with the Mayor’s office for the last seven years – we did experience changes over the last couple of years with the construction of the ballpark and the City has been working hard approaching businesses who contact us and contacting business to bring them into the City to show them the improvements made to the Community over the last seven years – all the remarks she receives back are positive – one good thing is the slow solidifying of the economy – we are having more companies contact us to bring business to Eastlake – there is some very positive activity going on right now and she thanks the Mayor’s office because they have been working really well as a host to the City – that is definitely a positive in economic development and due to the fact that she is trying to collect money at the same time as helping the City grow, 

having someone else be a cheerleader out there to help this matter move along it is very, very helpful and she would like to thank the Mayor’s office for that.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  You may want to mention Furniture Land.

Ms. Keneven-Zanella:  Furniture Land is moving into the old Staples building – it has been difficult to fill this because very often a company has a long term lease and when a business like Staples moves out they are continuing to pay the rent on the property so there is no great benefit to the owner of the property to fill it – we don’t like to see a building sit empty so we have worked very hard with the owners of that building to try to get them to consider leasing it back out – when they began the renovation at Shoregate it gave us some opportunities with those who needed to relocate and we were fortunate to have them move into the area.

Mayor Andrzejewski:  We brokered that deal and acted as an intermediary between Stapes and Furniture Land – they moved into the building about three weeks ago – we are also very close to having another bank built and we will announce those details when things are finalized.

Mrs. Keneven-Zanella:  The owner of the property at the corner of Lakeshore and S.R. 91 has put some dollars into his facility and has really improved it – Wireless Toyz and the Cash Advance – she is very appreciative of any improvement made by the property owners.

One thing she has learned in her 15 years of economic development is things move slowly.  She also thinks the Economic Community Development Council has its member is place it will be a very beneficial place for economic development – having more than one person’s input is necessary to make sure we have a plan in place so we can encourage the type of long term development this City can be happy with.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  Per their previous discussion, what needs to happen in the rezoning?

Mrs. Keneven-Zanella:  She has done research with the Coastal Planning Committee and looking at changes along the coast and our river – we are looking at zoning changes along the river in a very organized manner to improve the Lakeshore Area – several different types of zoning may be put in place on Vine Street to be able to utilize our space better than in the past – there are several property owners who are waiting for these zoning changes – they have money they want to spend and we want them to make those investments because they will definitely improve the areas.

There were no further questions of Mrs. Keneven-Zanella.

ACTING ASSISTANT SERVICE DIRECTOR – Mike Semik

Mr. Semik:  The East Overlook and St. Lawrence projects have been completed – the catch basins have been completed except for allowing the base to settle and the pouring – this should be done by the beginning of next week, weather permitted.  Sunset has been completed – both sides have been removed and concrete has been poured – a small section will be filled with asphalt for easier removal of the concrete next year as there is an area that should be repaired and repoured.  A trench has been dug from the sidewalk by the Police Department and the Sewer Department – this was opened to install a new six inch pipe for communication lines for the Police Department – the lines will be in Wednesday or Thursday.  Houston-Fisher pool has been closed and winterized – we will be looking at the needed upgrades and will be working off the old list so as to be ready for next year.  The leaf machines are being repaired as we speak – they should be up and running by the end of next week.  The head gasket on the tag-along box has to be replaced – this is an item he has requested to be strongly looked at next year – the head should have to be re-milled but he does not have an approximate cost.  We will be paving some streets, about six or eight that are in dire need of repair, depending on weather conditions – we hope to have it done before the weather gets bad – we are setting up an appointment with Burton Scot to do the profiling – once this is done we will be repaving them.  We also installed a new mailbox for the Tax Department – he is concerned about the height – we will watch this.

This concluded his report – he is open for questions

Mr. Lajeunesse:  He appreciates what was done and since East Overlook, Howell’s Court and Sunset are all in Ward 4 – he requested something be done on Sunset two years ago – now, finally, two years later that is close to completion – Thank you very much.

Mr. Zontini:  You and your crew are doing a great job.  You stated that Houston-Fisher Pool is being winterized and maintained for next year – have we done anything for Surfside Pool so we won’t have $100,000 worth of repairs if and when we reopen it?

Mr. Semik:  Surfside Pool still remains winterized – we will check it to keep it from heaving – it has been maintained.

There were no further questions of Mr. Semik.     

CITY ENGINEER – Steve Guard

Mr. Guard:  The North Parkway Sanitary Sewer Project has substantially been completed – they will be a couple of hundred thousand dollars under budget – the residents have been hooked up – everyone is pretty satisfied – there have been some restoration issues – the contractor will come out to spray for weeds and finalize the seeding for the fall – there is retainage left to cover this work.  We will be preparing the final assessment letters to be sent to the City for review so they can be sent to the homeowners.  The Plymouth Outfall Sewer is also substantially complete – the work has been done and they will be doing the final walk through with the Acting Service Director and should be in for first and final payment shortly after.  Most of the utilities are done on the Lake Breeze Condominium project – the cables are being installed – the pavement is done – they need to do the final grading, restoration and seeding before the fall in accordance with the City’s compliance requirements for erosion control.  He received notice from ODOT this date that they will be coming into our office and City Hall to do an audit of our bi-centennial plaza grant that we received – just checking paperwork and making sure all contracts were executed properly and there was proper advertisement notice to contractors – this is something they have been through several times for other projects. He provided notice to the Mayor that we will have to look at the Bruce Yee pump station design project late this fall so this can be done and completed in accordance with our commitment with Ohio EPA by November, 2006.  He and Mr. Semik have been talking about doing a bar screen for a box culvert on Erie Road – this is something that is seriously needed and is needed to prevent clogging and it also makes maintenance easier.  

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  Is there a general idea as to how much the Bruce Yee pump station will cost?

Mr. Guard:  Between $60,000 and $75,000 for the pump station and force mains – but, the alternative is the EPA was going to require improvement of the package plant that is there and the cost would be substantially the same, but you would have to worry about a discharge permit – from an environmental and maintenance standpoint it is much better to go with the pump station and force main and not worry about the EPA permit.

There were no further questions of Mr. Guard.

POLICE CHIEF – John  Ruth

Chief Ruth:  He would be remiss if he did not tell Mr. Slocum that he was glad he was staying – he will gladly admit that he was one of those who lobbied for him to stay.

In regards to the trench Mr. Semik referred to – our main phone lines had been compromised by water leaking and they were affecting the service and the ability to receive calls – these were not 911 calls but the 1400 number.  

Chief Ruth’s comments could not be clearly understood – they are transcribed as completely as possible.

The legislation passed this evening for the NIMS provide for unified reaction in case of emergencies over the County.

The Police and Fire Chief’s Associations are in the process of putting together a response plan to send personnel to the southern coastal areas should additional manpower be needed – this will be a long process over months and they will need additional personnel. We should not forget the tragedy we faced with the worst terrorist attack on our soil and we should learn from the lessons and not become complacent and remain vigilant.  In it an immense undertaking to coordinate all – federal, state, county – hospitals – this is one area we are working on.  We are also working on dealing with a biological attack and bringing all groups together on a national level.  The Swat Teams are being trained in responding to biological and other attacks.  We take these things for granted but they take an immense amount of work and coordination, training, and effort to keep our communities prepared if we ever need to respond.

There were no questions of Chief Ruth.

FIRE CHIEF – Richard Sabo

Chief Sabo was absent and excused.

ADJOURNMENT

The meeting was adjourned at approximately 8:58 p.m.
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
