RECREATION COMMITTEE – Mr. Lajeunesse

Mr. Lajeunesse:  He would like to congratulate Mr. Zontini – his daughter Kirsti this past Friday evening was crowned Homecoming Queen for Eastlake North High School.  He has had the pleasure of knowing the Zontini family and Kirsti for the last twelve years – Kirsti represents the fine youth of this Community and she and his daughter went to kindergarten and first grade together – again, congratulations to the Zontini Family.

There was an informal Recreation meeting with Service/Recreation Director Mr. Semik, along with his secretary Marie Kuret, as well as representatives of the Community’s youth organizations – Mr. Semik will discuss this during his report. As Council liaison to the Port Authority he attended a meeting this past Wednesday where discussions were held regarding the fishing pier and some incidents at the pier – they are going to try to work with the City to clean this up.  As to the flood and river, there was a meeting with the Army Corps of Engineers and the Mayor will expand on this.

He is very proud to have with us this evening representatives of the Boy Scouts – there are two individuals who will be doing a project in Ward 4 at Willow-way Green Park – they will be making their presentation during the public portion of the meeting.  

For the record, with the permission of the President of Council, he would like to paraphrase an article from the News Herald dated May 3, 2006.


“Failure equals bid cuts:”  “Eastlake rejection equals police cuts, dry swimming pools”

“Eastlake voters rejection Tuesday of an additional levy will leave the City pools dry this summer and result in police layoffs and closure of the City’s senior and community centers by 2007… The Eastlake Financial Planning and Supervision Commission, a state panel, will convene at 2 p.m. Thursday to discuss the next steps to ensure the City does not return to deficit spending for operations in 2007…  “ I am very disappointed because all of us stood at the polls, and people told us they were gong to vote for it,” Andrzejewski said. “All of us at the polls today felt very confident they were going to vote “yes.” So now we’re fully prepared to implement Plan B.” “The voters have spoken,  The first cuts will be made June 1, as we said.” “No discussions have started about going back to the voters with another levy in the November 7 General Election,” Andrzejewski said.  

One of our Council people mentioned:


“The majority of the voters have decided that further service cuts are preferred.”

In another article:

“With Eastlake’s voters defeating an additional five-year, 6-mill operations levy Tuesday, Mayor Ted Andrzejewski will enact “Plan B” - $1.12 million in cuts and service reductions to avoid deficit spending in 2007”

He would like to remind the Administration, as well as Council and residents, that it is the Administration’s job to present the budget to Council and at that point Council reviews that budget and votes on it.

Mr. D’Ambrosio:  The Planning Committee has not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting.  As items have been referred into Committee he will be scheduling a meeting in the near future.  This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. D’Ambrosio.

FINANCE COMMITTEE – Mr. Knuchel

Mr. Knuchel: The Finance Committee met October 21, 2006 at 6:30 p.m. with himself, Mr. D’Ambrosio, and Mr. Lajeunesse present from the Committee.  In attendance from Council were Mr. Morley and Council President Mr. Elshaw.   In attendance from the Administration were Mayor Andrzejewski, Fire Chief Sabo, Finance Director Mr. Condron, Law Director Mr. Klammer and City Engineer Mr. Guard.  The first item on the agenda was the proposed sale of the cellular tower – the Committee discussed this issue and since the first $510,000 was offered the offer was increased by another $15,000 for a total of $525,000 – we will be revisiting this upon receipt of a contract from Law Director Mr. Klammer.  The next item on the agenda was a change order for a Crown Victoria Automobile, which was moved forward – this was discussed in the Council-as-a-Whole Committee and appears on the evening’s agenda.  The third item to be discussed was the August, 2006 budget review – revenues are coming in steadily and at a good pace – one major costs we were reviewing were the Court costs and with Mr. Lajeunesse’s suggestion Mr. Condron will investigate this issue.  Under Miscellaneous, the Committee reviewed the re-appropriations which appear on the evening’s agenda and was discussed during the Council-as-a-Whole Committee – the same with the Bruce Yee Pump Station, the Chang Order for Burton Scot and our contract with Aero-Mark for Pavement Lane Markings. This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Knuchel.

RECOGNITION OF THE PUBLIC 
Mr. Elshaw recognized the public input at this time; he reminded the speakers that there is a 3-minute limit for their comments, all comments are to be directed to the Chair and not include any personalities or individuals.

Ryan Chapman, Boy Scouts of America

Mr. Chapman:  I am sixteen years old and a junior at Willoughby South High School. I would like to share my plan for my Eagle Scout Leadership Service Project, which is required to earn the Eagle Scout award.  I has toured the many parks and saw for myself that they need attention and care.  I has discussed the idea for this project with my father and scout leader.  I would like to focus my project on Willow-way Green Park and preparing a master plan for it eventual re-beautification.  I has discussed this with Councilman Lajeunesse as well about replacing the main sign and adding additional signage and shrubs and flowers, replacing or repairing the fence and closing off and utilizing gates so when parents with small children who frequent the park will be without fear of dangers beyond its borders.  I have visited with a couple of neighbors who have expressed their excitement and support to have the park renovated and made nice again for families, friends and individuals.  My family and I moved to Ohio nearly ten years ago and we know Ohio has good parks – one of our favorites is the Chagrin River Park in Willoughby.  The Metroparks are great and he foresees that Willow-way Green Park will once again be a place for small groups and family gathering.  I understand that most, if not all of you, have received an overview and outline of his project – it will provide a basic understanding of the activities and direction that I am planning for the project.  Please know there will be costs associated with the project but I will not ask for or require any financial assistance from the City of Eastlake – as the title of the project indicates this is being done by my choosing and I will solicit donations from individuals, businesses and friends, families and others who have already expressed a desire to assist with time and materials. As of September 24, 2006 the Western Reserve Council of the Boy Scouts of America have approved his project so I is now ready to proceed with completing it.  On behalf of myself, my leaders and fellow scouts I thank you for allowing me this opportunity to share this project with you tonight and I would appreciate your full support.

Steve Harris, Boy Scouts of America

Mr. Harris:  I am seventeen years old and a senior at Mentor High School and have lived in the area his whole life.  My Eagle Project is a part of Mr. Chapman’s master plan and will include six post pavilion with concrete base with the approximate dimensions being 20 feet by 19 feet and the final dimensions and blueprints will be submitted to the Council prior to construction.  I also plan to build a barbecue grill station attachment and two picnic tables to go with the pavilion.  Upon approval I will begin soliciting donations from companies and individual for money, labor and materials and it will not require any funds from the City of Eastlake.  

Mr. Lajeunesse:  He did not know the procedure for something like this as it has not been done before – he advised Mr. Chapman that if any information is needed from the Departments, such as the Building, Service, Legal or Engineering Departments that they will take the course of action needed to do that.  If those Departments could provide full cooperation and guidance.  This is something this City should be proud to have for our Community.

ADMINISTRATIVE REPORTS

MAYOR/SAFETY DIRECTOR – Ted Andrzejewski

Mayor Andrzejewski: He and Mr. Condron attended the Ohio Municipal League meetings last week where we picked up valuable information and made valuable contact with people and vendors in possible ways to help the City.  Those meetings are important to attend – he made it a point when he took this term to get out more and let the different Mayor’s and people know about the City of Eastlake.  NOPEC has made a deal for lower gas prices – if you are eligible to participate in the NOPEC discount program you will receive a mailing – if you do not get a mailing it is probably because you have already signed up with another supplier.  The checks have been forwarded to the leagues and organizations that participated in helping with parking for the Captains games.  We, along with representatives of the Port Authority, met with the Army Corp of Engineer and he has requested they perform a study of the Chagrin River in regards to floods that occur due to the ice jams and due to heavy rains – discussion was held regarding damage to the Daniels Park Dam and the fact that it no longer holds back any water and development taking place upstream – this will not be an overnight solution – it is a long term project.  Regarding the Senior Center – there was a very nice rally yesterday – the most significant thing from the rally was to see all the seniors behind this movement to get enough funds to save the Senior Center for one year.  As of this morning there is $8,100 in the account at Charter Bank.  A son of a resident made a very generous offer – they will match up to $30,000 any individual contributions – if we can raise $30,000 and they match it we can keep the Senior Center open for one year.  The Rotary Club of Eastlake and Willowick have also joined the effort and have taken spaghetti dinner tickets to sell.  For the record, the Mayor objected to the $700 change order for the Fire Department vehicle.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Elshaw:  The rally was a very nice event – he as able to go and see it – who organized the rally?

Mayor Andrzejewski:  Frank Doberdruk and the Seniors with the help of the radio station.

Mr. Knuchel:  Will there be any cost to the City for the study by the Army Corps of Engineers?

Mayor Andrzejewski:  There will be very little costs – but, there will be costs.

There were no further questions of Mayor Andrzejewski. 

LAW DIRECTOR – Randy Klammer

Mr. Klammer:  He spoke with the attorney for Global Signal who indicated he would be providing a draft of the agreement – he will provide Council with a final version of the draft.  The attorney for the Jean Chase Memorial Fund, Inc. is still out of town – he is waiting for his comments.

FINANCE DIRECTOR – Brian Condron

Mr. Condron:  We opened bids on September 15th for the accounting software – two bids were received – they are seeing a demonstration from the low bidder and will be forwarding a recommendation to Council - $60,000 was budgeted and the low bid was $50,000.  The banking proposals deadline is September 29th and we should be getting a recommendation to Council.  We met with FEMA on Friday, September 15th and turned in documentation regarding proposed project sites – we should receive another $45,000 or $46,000.  He will be meeting with Ms. Smith in October to continue working on the audit procedures and the written response to their report – hopefully we will receive a favorable report at the October 18th Commission meeting.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  Mr. Condron, what was the total amount paid to the organizations that worked parking at the Captains games?  It is a good thing the organizations were able to earn monies by volunteering their time.

Mr. Condron:  He will provide this information to Council.

Mr. Elshaw:  As far as the FEMA reimbursements – what is our total to date and what is left out there?

Mr. Condron:  The items left would be smaller bills – we are pretty good through the month of office but there may be some straggling bills.  There will be some longer term projects.  We received one check in the amount of $56,000 and will receive another $45,000 or $46,000- this should cover all of our labor through the month of August and most of our major vendors such as the waste suppliers and a few of the other vendors and any remaining bills.  There are also other programs where we may obtain potential funding.

Mr. Elshaw:  We are very thankful to FEMA for all the help. Are you experiencing any difficulties or hang-ups?

Mr. Condron:  The County had it pretty well organized – we filed for the funds as soon as they advised us we could on August 4th.  The State representative has been very helpful.

Mr. Elshaw:  So, it sounds like you foresee everything being reimbursed?

Mr. Condron:  Yes.

  There were no further questions of Mr. Condron.

SERVICE DIRECTOR – Mike Semik

Mr. Semik: He would like to thank Council for the Resolution – he will pass it onto the workers.  He thanks Council for the approval on the equipment discussed earlier this evening – it is much needed and appreciated.  The in-house concrete work has come to a close – we spend about $26,000 in-house, which would have been $52,000 if contracted. We accomplished about everything we set out to do and T.C. Concrete is doing the larger jobs such as Glen, Center, S.R. 91, Iris and Amy, East Overlook, St. Lawrence to Shore and Shoreham.  We have been assured the work should be done before the leaves start to fall.  The asphalt program has been completed – Jakse was added to the list – the cost was about $143,000 in-house and contracted $281,000 – again a substantial savings to the residents.  We are currently finishing up the last of the concrete on Brookdale – the Department has poured out 131 feet of concrete – one of the biggest patches they ever did to date.  Once that is complete they will move forward with the crack sealing of the new pieces of concrete and the streets we overlaid and if time permits some of the side streets. We are moving forward with some ditching – we have done six ditches including the piping in of some culverts – residents pay for this service.  After this we will move onto preparation for the leaf pickup and preparation for snow removal.  In the past two weeks we received 49 requests for services and 54 were completed – this includes a carry-over.

This concluded his report on the Service Department.

As far as Recreation, we did meet informally with the Leagues – most were represented – their concerns were discussed and how we could assist them – most are self-sustaining but from time to time they look to us for help – which we will provide if we can.  We set up another meeting for November.  Minutes were taken and will be forwarded to the Administration and Council.

The Leagues were very receptive.

As far as FEMA, he has had the opportunity to work with Norm, a very nice, informative and helpful person.  There were many sections to the filing, which we are continuing to work on – like playgrounds – one being Eastlake Gardens, catch basins, culverts, sanitary pump stations that were damaged.  Suggestions were made for mitigation and we will try to get funding to help prevent future problems.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  Mr. Semik, the back part of South Lakeshore near the dead-end by the intersection of East Overlook has re-bar showing.

Mr. Semik:  They have nothing planned at this time for that location.  He will be sending a memo to Council asking for suggestions on roads and particular areas – that is a bad area and needs to be addressed.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  He mentioned it for safety purposes – someone should look at this area – there are holes and a significant amount of re-bar is showing – perhaps something could be done temporarily.

Mr. Semik: He will look into this.

Mr. Elshaw:  What organizations attended the Recreation meeting?

Mr. Semik:  All the leagues were represented – it as productive – good suggestions were made.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  Only the Youth Cheerleaders were not represented.  It was very well put together and done.

Mr. Elshaw:  The reference to mitigation with the flood -  did you state we were going to get help on this or funding?  

Mr. Semik:  There may be – one of the areas discussed was on Robinhood because it is in a low lying area – there was discussion of putting in an earthen dam around it to prevent water from coming in – suggestions were made and we will discuss this with Mr. Guard and present suggestions to FEMA.

There were no further questions of Mr. Semik.

TAX ADMINISTRATOR – Angela Keneven-Zanella

Mrs. Keneven-Zanella was absent and excused. 

BUILDING DEPARTMENT REPRESENTATIVE  - Joe Voros
Mr. Voros:  He would like to thank Council for the resolution – he will pass it along to his staff.  He would like to thank Council for the approval of the landscapers.  They have been very busy and have done about 31 or 32 lawn cuts in the last two weeks – he did receive phone calls from neighbors stating how much better the work done was.  He is still working on getting together a couple of Ordinances that require changes.  They are trying to better the City.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Zontini:  Did we end up terminating the first group of landscapers?

Mr. Voros:  No, we did not terminate the first group – we need a backup – they are both working.

Mr. Elshaw: Then, the quality has improved?

Mr. Voros:  Yes – we no longer need to send the property maintenance officer to inspect three or four times.  This contractor has also taken before and after photos.  He has requested pictures also because it helps him justify the costs going in – at one home 26 gallons of different types of chemicals like paints, oils, gas, fertilizers – this particular yard cost about $1,100 to abate – that is what the contractor charged us and included very little landscaping.  He wants the contractor to justify where the money is going.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  For clarification, we send this bill to the owner of the home?

Mr. Voros:  The City charges the bill to that owner with thirty days to pay – if not paid within thirty days it is turned over to Finance and they certify it to the auditor.  They will probably certify two or three more this year – it does not cost the residents anything – only the resident who owns the home.  The majority of homes are vacant and either repossessed or in the process of getting repossessed.

Mr. Condron:  They have already certified bills to the auditor – we will be certifying more.

There were no further questions of Mr. Voros.  

CITY ENGINEER – Mr. Guard

Mr. Guard:  He would like to congratulate Mr. Chapman and Mr. Harris for undertaking such an aggressive project – they will have his cooperation and the cooperation of CT Consultants to assist in any needs and providing of information.  Regarding the purchase approval for the street sweeper and other street cleaning equipment – this will certainly benefit the Storm Water Phase II program requirements for street maintenance and preventing debris accumulation in the storm conveyance system. Adding those pieces of equipment to the Service Department is a plus.  We will be preparing the final application for the Roberts Road Phase 1 and Phase 2 – with the Mayor’s negotiations with the County and the oversight Committee we were able to break out monies to start the Roberts Road Phase 1 railroad crossing work sooner than having to wait until next year.  We were able to get money out of that program quicker by doing a Round 20 amendment application and a Round 21 application when the funds will be available in 2007 to do the balance of Roberts Road on the West side of S.R. 91.  We have been working on the investigation of the Lakeshore Blvd. roadway pavement settlement – there is a slight depression in the road east of Eastlake Middle School – there is a separation of the culvert pipe and we will be sending a report to the Administration with recommendation for repair and future monitoring.  We have requested ODOT to include streetscaping improvements for Vine Street west of the Route 2 freeway entrance and ramp – about 650 feet of improvements we did not get to include in our Eastlake project because the City of Willoughby included that portion of the project when they widened Vine Street.  We are asking ODOT to provide streetscaping for that small area that would be contiguous with what we have already put in when they do the Route 2 ramp modification – this would be at very small cost.  He has also requested a copy of the schedule and estimated start and stop date for the S.R. 91 widening project that is scheduled to be started next year -–he wanted to get a head start on providing the Administration and Council what that program looks like.

This concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Lajeunesse:  He appreciates the personal offer of invitation to the Boy Scouts to contact you if they need to – with your experience and knowledge of the Community those young men will receive an education also.  

There were no further questions of Mr. Guard.

POLICE CHIEF – John Ruth

Chief Ruth was absent and excused.

FIRE CHIEF – Rich Sabo

Chief Sabo was absent and excused.
