DISCUSSION: Mr. Razov clarified, for the record, that the minutes pertain to the September 1, 2004 Special Council Meeting which pertained to the Recall Petition for Lynn Curtis and is a correction of the minutes.  Mr. Hillier confirmed this is correct.

COUNCIL PRESIDENT’S REPORT - Mr. Hillier

Meetings Scheduled

Mr. Hillier stated that the Council-as-a-Whole Committee Meeting would be scheduled for Tuesday, November 9, 2004 at 7:00 p.m. at City Hall and the Regular Council Meeting would be held on Tuesday, November 9, 2004 at 7:30 p.m. at City Hall. 

Mr. Hillier stated a Financial Planning and Supervision Committee Meeting was scheduled for Wednesday, November 17, 2004 at 4:30 p.m.

COUNCIL PRESIDENT’S COMMENTS

Council President Mr. Hillier read a memorandum regarding the Halloween Car Cruise to be held on October 30th from 5:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m. – there will be trick-or-treat at 7:00 p.m. with candy being given out – volunteers and candy donations from businesses and Unions are permitting the Halloween Car Cruise for the children of Eastlake – the memorandum stated that many positive phone calls have been received at City Hall for this event and only candy donations are being accepted – if anyone would like to donate candy it can be dropped off at the Service Department with Marie Kuret or at the Recreation Department with Judy Osborne.   Mr. Hillier explained the memo further stated, since we are at the height of the political season there will be no political signs or literature allowed and all candidates are welcomed – the memo asked all to remember that Saturday is for the children.

Mr. Hillier thanked the News Herald and the Eastlake Women’s Club for providing the Mayoral candidates and Councilman-at-Large candidates interviews  - this has aired on Channel 12 for the last two weeks – this week we are also seeing the “Meet the Candidates” forum sponsored by the Women’s Club.  Mr. Hillier thanked all, stating he is aware a lot of work went into this and it has been very good and educational for the residents.  

Mr. Hillier reminded all that Tuesday, November 2, 2004 is election day and urged all to vote.

DONATION ACCEPTANCE FROM THE EASTLAKE WOMEN’S CLUB

Mayor Spinner and Council President Mr. Hillier accepted a donation in the amount of $175.15 for the Flag Fund from Eastlake Women’s Club President Arlene Balchak and Debbie D’Apice.  Ms. Balchak explained the donations were collected at the Women’s Club “Meet the Candidates Night.”

Mr. Hillier thanked the Women’s Club, not only for sponsoring and working hard on the “Candidates Night” but also for taking the initiative to “pass the hat” for donations to the Flag Fund – it is greatly appreciated – this donation will be accepted by Legislation at the next Regular Council meeting.

COMMUNICATIONS &  PETITIONS

A request was received from Mr. Andrzejewski regarding a proposed amendment to City Ordinance 1501.14 “Control and Regulation of Propane Tanks”.  This was referred to Ordinance Committee.

A communication was received from Service/Recreation Director Mr. Philipp regarding proposed amendments to City Ordinance 901.02 “Permit and Fee.”  This was referred to Ordinance Committee.

A liquor license request was received for Eastlake Lodging, LLC dba Radisson Hotel, 35000 Curtis Blvd., Eastlake.  Mr. Hillier explained this was discussed in Council-as-a-Whole Committee and Planning Committee Chair Mr. Mahler would be addressing this issue during his report. 

A communication was received from the Walter H. Drane Company regarding the City’s 2004 replacement pages and an invoice for services rendered. This was referred to Finance Committee.

A communication was received from City Engineer Mr. Guard regarding Deduct Change Order No. 3 and Payment Application No. 9 - Final for Doan Pyramid Electric, LLC.  Mr. Hillier explained this was discussed in Council-as-a-Whole Committee and will be added to the evening’s agenda.

A communication was received from the Ohio Public Works Commission regarding the award of a grant for the Plymouth Outfall Sewer Repair.  Mr. Hillier explained that this was discussed in Council-as-a-Whole Committee and is on the evening’s agenda.

A communication was received from the Planning Commission regarding a re-zoning request from Betty Simandl and John Kucewicz for property located at 1043 Erie Road, Eastlake. This was referred to Planning Committee.

A communication was received from City Engineer Mr. Guard regarding the bids received for the sale of City Property at 1341 E. 354th Street.  This was referred to Finance Committee.

A donation acceptance request was received from the Police Officers for donations to purchase five Tazers.  Mr. Hillier explained this was discussed in Council-as-a-Whole Committee and will be added to the evening’s agenda.

COUNCIL COMMITTEE REPORTS

RECREATION COMMITTEE – Mr. Razov

Mr. Razov stated the Recreation Committee met on Monday, October 18, 2004 at approximately 7:05 p.m. with all members of Council present.  In attendance from the Administration were Mayor Spinner, Law Director Mr. Klammer, and Service/Recreation Director Mr. Philipp.  Mr. Razov explained there was one item on the agenda which was a fee waiver request from Eastlake Girl Scouts for use of the Community Center on Saturday, November 13, 2004 – the Committee and Council agreed to approve the fee waiver request, providing the provision that the $100.00 charge be paid for the first six hours of use of the Community Center and a charge of $8.65 per hour for custodial services be paid for any additional hours the building is utilized – per our Ordinance.  Mr. Razov stated this was a fairly short meeting except for a few items on Miscellaneous which have already been addressed by Mr. Hillier. 

Mr. Razov made the following Motion:

Fee Waiver Request: Eastlake Girl Scouts

MOTION:  I hereby move to approve the Fee Waiver Request for the Eastlake Girl Scouts for use of the Community Center on Saturday, November 13, 2004 with the provision that the $100.00 charge be paid for the first six hours use of the building and the charge of $8.65 per hour for custodial services be paid for any additional hours the building is utilized, pursuant to City Ordinance 969.03 (f)(E).  Mr. Elshaw seconded.

Motion carried.  The Fee Waiver Request for the Eastlake Girl Scouts is approved.

Additional Comments

Mr. Razov stated this concluded his report and he was open for questions. There were no further questions of Mr. Razov.
PLANNING COMMITTEE - Mr. Mahler
Mr. Mahler reported the Planning Committee met on October 18th at 6:00 p.m. – in attendance from Council were himself, Mr. Hillier, Mrs. Curtis, Mr. Andrzejewski, Mr. Elshaw and Mr. Razov - Mr. Lajeunesse arrived late.  In attendance from the Administration was Mayor Spinner, Service/Recreation Director Mr. Philipp, Acting Finance Director Mr. Vuckovich and Tax Administrator Mrs. Keneven-Zanella.  Mr. Mahler explained the first item to be discussed was a request for a Conditional Use Permit from Mon Ami Café Bar and Grill, dba Euro Café, 36219 Vine Street – Ms. Kajic

was present and had no objections to the conditions of the permit – the Committee agreed to approve this item at the next Regular Council meeting and a public hearing would be scheduled for November 9th.  Mr. Mahler further reported the Committee also discussed a Conditional Use Permit request for Commercial Engine Rebuilding – Mr. Herbert was present and upon review of the stipulations of the permit questioned the first two items – one prohibited storage of vehicles outside overnight – as these are plated vehicles and are stored until they can be picked up that evening – also discusses was the fact that Mr. Herbert also sells parts - the Committee agreed to move forward with the permit with the removal of those two items – this matter will be addressed at the next Regular Council meeting and a public hearing has also been scheduled for November 9th.  Mr. Mahler stated that Mr. Andrzejewski requested legislation regarding propane gas cylinders – he had received telephone calls from residents who questioned the City’s Ordinance prohibiting the sale or exchange of propane cylinders for gas grills – Mr. Andrzejewski has requested the Ordinance Committee review this matter as this is not a dangerous item and would allow us to attract more businesses to the City.  Mr. Mahler suggested the Ordinance was established to prevent sales and it was requested by the Fire Department  and he suggested this matter be referred to the Ordinance Committee and reviewed by Fire Chief Sabo.  

Mr. Mahler made the following Motion:

Liquor License Request: Raddison Hotel

MOTION:  I hereby move to approve, and send back to Columbus, Ohio with no 

objections, the liquor license for Eastlake Lodging, LLC, dba Radisson Hotel, 35000 

Curtis Blvd., Eastlake, OH  44095.  Mrs. Curtis seconded.

ROLL CALL:  Yeas unanimous.

Motion carried.  The Liquor License Request for the Radisson Hotel is approved.

Additional Comments

Mr. Mahler stated this concluded his report and he was open for questions – and, he would be scheduling a meeting at a later date.

There were no further questions.
FINANCE COMMITTEE – Mr. Andrzejewski

Mr. Andrzejewski explained the Finance Committee met on October 18th for the sole purpose of the monthly budget review – we are on course for the year to have a balanced budget – we need to average about $425,000 in income tax revenue in October, November and December to meet our revenue projections.  Mr. Andrzejewski stated he would like to commend all of the Departments for staying within their budgets – this is nice to see and hopefully the budget review in November will allow us to say we received the revenue needed for November and October and are still on course to have a balanced budget.  Mr. Andrzejewski stated the only significant discussion was on the amount of taxes we are losing from Gould, Inc. leaving the City – this will be about $250,000 per year – there had been some misunderstanding that the amount was $1,000,000 per year but the correct amount is $250,000 for the year.  

Mr. Andrzejewski stated it looks good but we are going to watch the last three months of the year.  Mr. Andrzejewski stated that Mr. Philipp reminded him today that the Parkway project has been paved and is just about complete – this is welcome news for the residents on Parkway.  

Mr. Andrzejewski stated this would conclude his Finance Committee report other than the fact that it is going to cost him some money as in January he told all Department Heads if they stayed in budget he would personally take them out to dinner – and, he will be glad to do that – it will be a pleasure after the nice job they are doing staying within budget.

Mr. Andrzejewski made the following Motions:

Legislative Recommendation

MOTION:  I hereby move to add Legislation No. 10-26-(04) to the evening’s agenda authorizing and directing the Mayor and Director of  Finance to accept the Deduct Change Order No. 3 for Doan Pyramid, LLC in the amount of Ninety Six Thousand 

Three Hundred Thirty Seven Dollars ($96,337.00), with said new Contract total being Two Million One Hundred Twelve Thousand Sixty-Eight Dollars ($2,112,068.00).  Mrs. Curtis seconded.

ROLL CALL:  Yeas unanimous.

Motion carried.  Legislation No. 10-26-(04) is added to the evening’s agenda.

Payment Application No. 9 – Final: Doan-Pyramid, LLC

MOTION:  I hereby move to approve Payment Application No. 9 – Final to Doan-Pyramid, LLC, in the amount of $151,882.00 for work done at the minor league baseball stadium, said funds to be taken from account #420.000.5551.  Mrs. Curtis seconded.

ROLL CALL:  Yeas unanimous.

Motion carried.  Payment Application No. 9 – Final for Doan-Pyramid, LLC is approved.

Legislative Recommendation

MOTION:  I hereby move to add Legislation No. 10-26-(05) to the evening’s agenda authorizing and directing the Mayor and Director of Finance to accept donations on behalf of the City of Eastlake Police Department, with said donations to be used for the purchase of five (5) Tazar X26E and Ten-Air Cartridge, and miscellaneous expenses therefrom.  Mrs. Curtis seconded.

ROLL CALL:  Yeas unanimous.

Motion carried.  Legislation No. 10-26-(05) is added to the evening’s agenda.

Additional Comments

Mr. Andrzejewski stated this concluded his report.

There were no questions of Mr. Andrzejewski.

ORDINANCE COMMITTEE  - Mr. Lajeunesse

Mr. Lajeunesse welcomed everyone and stated the Ordinance Committee had not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting, however he would like to enter into the minutes a very informative memorandum he received from Mr. Mizak, our A/V Coordinator in regards to Channel 12 – many residents have inquired of him as to the pros and cons of televising Council meetings – this was an important enough question to do homework on and if the memorandum is in the minutes, the residents can be aware:

Mr. Lajeunesse read the memorandum:

“The best way for me to try and explain what would be involved in airing meetings is to give you several options. In all three cases, the ability to air the meetings live would require additional wiring in City Hall to send signal from Council Chambers into Channel 12’s Control Room.

1. Set up a camera in the back of the room and record. There are some communities, who don’t have production abilities who choose this form of production. The camera is locked down on a wide shot of the entire room with basic or little audio enhancement. 
PROS – the Council Meeting is taped, then aired. No additional cost. 

CONS – No production value at all viewers will feel like they are watching a surveillance video. Max time 2:00 hours (tape) . 

2. Use existing equipment. All of Channel 12’s assets can, and have been used in remote productions. This involves disassembling the Control Room & reassembling at the taping site. We do this for three camera productions of parades and have also used our equipment in the recent "Campaign 2004" tapings in Chambers. 

PROS – Equipment on hand, low cost. 

CONS – Additional wear and tear on already aging equipment. No audio control. 

Space needed for temporary Control Room. Little or no light control. Camera people required to be in chambers. Camera angles may be a problem. No name graphics available with our equipment. Additional time and manpower associated with moving Control Room back and forth.

3. Purchase additional equipment. The preferred option would be to convert Council Chambers into a studio. A Control Room would be added in the storage area in Council Chambers. Additional equipment would include; new tripods with motorized pan heads, video production switcher, character generator, video tape recorder, additional lighting and audio board. 

PROS – Best possible scenario. High quality production. Camera people not in chambers. Minimal impact on audience.

CONS – The cost would be approximately $3,000.00 for equipment and lighting only. Installation and additional wiring not included. Loss of storage space.

Both option 2 and 3 would require additional manpower. Although I am very proud of the volunteers that help me in my department, I feel they would not be a reliable source of manpower without due compensation. 

Please feel free to contact me if you wish additional information, or addition cost brake downs.”

Mr. Lajeunesse thanked Mr. Mizak for his information.

Mr. Lajeunesse addressed Mr. Philipp and asked about the status of Waterbury?  Mr. Philipp explained they will be finishing up what they have now – they have a little concrete work to complete on Sunset and they will devote the rest of their time to crack sealing and filling in holes as well as picking up leaves.

Mr. Lajeunesse stated this concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Lajeunesse.

SERVICE/UTILITIES COMMITTEE - Mr. Elshaw 
Mr. Elshaw stated that the Service/Utilities Committee met on Monday, October 18, 2004 at approximately 7:10 p.m. with all members of Council present – in attendance from the Administration was Mayor Spinner, Law Director Mr. Klammer and Service/Recreation Director Mr. Philipp.  Mr. Elshaw explained the main discussion was a fact-finding on the sewer tap-in fee waiver request for North Parkway residents – it was agreed to hold this matter in Committee pending additional information from Law Director Mr. Klammer and City Engineer Mr. Guard.

Mr. Elshaw stated this concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Elshaw.

SAFETY COMMITTEE - Mrs. Curtis

Mrs. Curtis stated that the Safety Committee had not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting and she would not be scheduling a meeting at the present time.

Mrs. Curtis stated this concluded her report and she was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mrs. Curtis.

RECOGNITION OF THE PUBLIC 
Mr. Hillier recognized the public input at this time; he reminded the speakers that there is a 3-minute limit for their comments, all comments are to be directed to the Chair and not include any personalities or individuals.

Please note that the following comments have been transcribed as accurately as possible, however, some comments may not appear due to the inability to understand the speaker.

Stan Leff, 94 North Lakehurst, Eastlake

Mr. Leff stated he yielded his time to Mr. Indra Shah as he has a message to carry to this body.

Kevin Dresser, 35939 Hiawatha Blvd., Eastlake

Mr. Dresser stated he yielded his time to Mr. Indra Shah.

Indra Shah, 577 St. Lawrence Blvd., Eastlake

Mr. Shah stated he has quite a few things to say – most of them are concerns but he would like to start with a positive note – that is he would like to congratulate the Council for keeping the budget and expenses within in the planned budget – he would also like to congratulate the Council that the garbage fee is being used strictly to reduce the deficit and the efforts in achieving this is very much appreciated.  Mr. Shah stated he would also like to congratulate the Council and the Administration in making changes in not receiving the hospital benefits and the other measures instituted.  

Mr. Shah stated he has been listening to all candidates and every debate with great interest and the two issues we are faced with  - how do you create the trust back into the Administration and the Council and what is the greatest crisis we are facing – those are the two issues of which he as a citizen has spent a lot of time – hours – equal hours as the Council has spent – and he can take pride that he has spent a number of hours and sleepless nights worrying about these two issues.  

#1 – Council is now realizing and addressing as to how people can know what they are telling to the Council at this podium – he is very frustrated that the News Herald seems to be in a conspiracy with the Administration that none of the voices that are speaking here ever see the light of the day in the newspaper – the only reporting we find in the newspaper pages is what the Council and Administration is saying – we have been telling many, many things that have never been reported and it is very frustrating for the citizens because their point is never heard – we have said many times the perception is that Channel 12 is a (comments could not be understood) no citizens are invited to Channel 12 – alternative views are never expressed and that is not acceptable in a democratic society – something should be done immediately if you are going to let us know your views then there should be a panel of citizens if they have the opposite view that they be given some time on Channel 12 – if you want to create trust – that is needed.

#2 – He is frustrated – he has spent hours researching and he has made two different statements to the Commission and three people in the Commission are the City’s citizens and two people are the Mayor and the Council President – last time everything was done – they voted on everything – and then they asked him to speak – he had provided two pages in writing and what is the use of asking people to speak when you vote on everything (comments could not be understood) waste my time so I stood up and said this is an insult – if you want people to have trust in you then respect their opinion – it pains him that he works so hard – submits his views in writings - (comments could not be understood) of the Ohio (comments could not be understood) the power to make proposals with regard to the (comments could not be understood) in any amendment at all is the Mayor – the Mayor has to initiate any amendment – then he gives it to the Council and then the Commission accepts it or rejects it – the Commission has no right to accept the plan that has been proposed by (comments could not be understood) the Commission rejected its plan and stated why they are rejecting it - (comments could not be understood) and the President of Council tells the Commission that he assures the Commission that all the six items they want will be done – what authority does the President have to assure the Commission on behalf of the Mayor to make those changes – at one time people were saying there is too much power in the Administration – the statement that states “absolute power corrupts” was true (comments could not be understood) and the Council did not exercise their right to check that - (comments could not be understood) and nobody checks – how can a Council President (comments could not be understood) how can the Council President tell the Commission that (comments could not be understood)make the changes and how can the Commission make an amendment – and, you are saying the people should have trust in the Commission – he is disappointed at the way the Commission has worked – he is terribly disappointed – he has no trust – the Commission does not have time to meet immediately after the audience’s part of the approval of the forms – the Commission is giving blanket authority to the Financial Supervisor - (comments could not be understood) to make that kind of blanket authority given to the Financial Supervisor – it is the Commission duty – it is the seven people in the Commission duty to approve everyone issue after the audience is done – look at 118.15(C) – this is too much of a delegation of power – because the Commission does not have time to meet immediately after the audience is (comments could not be understood) too much of delegation of authority to the Financial Supervisor (comments could not be understood) that is submitted to the Mayor and the Council – how can people have trust when the laws are violated.  

And, that is not the biggest issue – the biggest issue is how this stadium financing is lined up - $20,000 the second time – then $37,000,000 – now it is (comments could not be understood) plus $600,000 of additional costs (comments could not be understood)notes into bonds - (comments could not be understood) and we are talking for two hours at the Council meeting (comments could not be understood) you are creating a (comments could not be understood) and that comes to, per his calculation, to $5,000 per family - (comments could not be understood) $30,000,000 – you have created this (comments could not be understood)without asking him – so, all these (comments could not be understood) how can I trust in these people.

The next point is the $5,000,000 overcharge – the County Prosecutor says it is not liable – the Council for the City says it is not liable - (comments could not be understood) statement in the newspaper by the County (comments could not be understood) that no one is liable (comments could not be understood) is this a way to build up trust – how can the people trust – (comments could not be understood)  how can I have trust in you.

Lastly, (comments could not be understood) public records only after it is reported in the newspaper – he is very upset – he cannot trust.

Ted Beres, 36706 Lakehurst Drive, Eastlake

Mr. Beres stated he read in the News Herald that Mr. Mahler was retiring after 11 years on City Council – that means he was a part of the DiLiberto regime – it is probably a good thing he is retiring because of his ties to La Duche he is sure he will not get elected – the reason Mr. Mahler is retiring is because they are cutting out his health benefits as part of the Recovery Plan – when he saw that in the recovery plan he asked himself a question – why are they paying health benefits to people who are part-time – if you work part-time in the private sector you don’t get any benefits. Mr. Beres stated he assumes most or all on Council have a day job and probably do receive health coverage – to him it is just another way of the City playing fast and lose with our money.  Mr. Beres asked if the cutting of health benefits covers all part-time help in the City of Eastlake?  

Mr. Hillier advised the cutting of health benefits covers all of Council – as there are no part-time employees no one is covered.

Arlene Sawyer, 903 Woodstock Drive, Eastlake

Mrs. Sawyer stated as a resident she plans to exercise her right to vote this Tuesday  and she is looking forward to it – we are on our way to getting our new Council that we so deserve and so need – we need to clean house and start correcting the problems in our City – most of you were here under the leadership of the former Mayor – when there was  misappropriation of funds – overage on taxes – payments made without proper authorization – missing documents – slamming the stadium in without the citizens wanting it or voting for it – slamming in a garbage fee which we did not want – slamming in a reciprocity fee that wasn’t fair – all those things took place with most of you sitting there at one time or another – not one of you stood up to the Mayor – instead the former Mayor leaves under his own terms, collecting all of his payout, unlike the rest of the City workers who won’t be able to do.  Mrs. Sawyer stated we have holes that have never been plugged and no one seems interested in plugging – we had an overage occur on the sewer charges and we don’t know how – some of that money got spent on the stadium – some of it on City Hall and we don’t know how – we have no answers to anything – and, now you are asking us to renew a fire levy and she has no assurance that the money will be spent where it is supposed to be – or that you are going to collect what you said you would – she has no assurance on that because you haven’t answered how it failed before – we have no checks and balances – and, no one seems to care – she keeps coming here and saying the same thing – we do need accountability – we need to know how it broke so it can be fixed – and not just behind closed doors – we, the City, need to know.  Mrs. Sawyer stated the Law Director blames the County for the overage – we wrote the checks – not the County – we wrote the checks – we have a Law Director who says we are not being investigated – she spoke to Prosecutor Coulson herself – he told her he can’t speak to issues she asked about because they are being investigated – the papers indicated the FBI is looking into things – we have problems – we don’t even want to recognize there are problems – we need to have the truth – we need to have the answers – all this time passes and we don’t get any answers – not any – none of the holes have been fixed – there is not accountability – she would like to know why we are still paying for the sewers – we paid over $5,000,000 in excess – why are we paying next year for sewers – the citizens at least need an understanding – that money should have been put aside for us to decide what to do with it – we already paid for the sewers at least once – that is starting to be the common thing that we have to pay for things at least once.  

Mrs. Sawyer stated she is going to exercise her vote this Tuesday and she is looking forward to it – we need to clean house.  Mrs. Sawyer stated she would like to thank the residents who attended her meeting last Tuesday – her lively meeting – we are the City and we do have a voice – we need to reclaim our good City and its good name – all residents that are interested in attending her next meeting it is this Friday at 7:30 p.m. at Longfellow in the cafeteria – she also wanted to add that still to her dismay, when she asked for a conference room here in City Hall that she knows she is paying for at least once – she was told to write letter – she wrote a letter but no one responded to the letter – not one – the letter was directed to the current Mayor and the Law Director – she brought the problem to Council and the only one to speak up was Mr. Razov who happened to say that you guys waived the fee for the Captains – it seems like you should waive the fee for her – instead, she is paying for Longfellow and she will do that to try to get her City back – and not one of Council stood up and said at least we must answer the letter.

Mr. Hillier advised, for the record, that Council did not waive the fee for the Captains – the former Mayor did that on his own accord – they tried to get the Community Center – Council was vehemently opposed to giving them the Community Center unless they pay for it – through the Mayor’s own accord he did what he did.  Mr. Hillier stated as he has told Mrs. Sawyer before and he has discussed several issues with Mrs. Sawyer – he would be glad to take the time to explain the issues if Mrs. Sawyer is willing to listen to another viewpoint.

Fire Chief Richard Sabo, City of Eastlake

Chief Sabo stated tonight Council is going to pass an Ordinance concerning sick time cash outs – he would like to state he is not necessarily against what is being done but as a matter of principle he has to speak out against it – for two reasons – one, when it was first brought up he felt that all of Council was talking about grandfathering people who have been here for a while – that has since been dropped and now you are going ahead and doing it to everyone – secondly, and probably more important, you all know you are affecting a very small minority of this City – there are 10 people that are going to be affected by this – if anyone else leaves tomorrow, next week, beginning of next year they are going to get 100% of their payout – there are just a few of us that are being affected.  Chief Sabo stated he is not necessarily against what is being done – the 60%-40% - the 40%-30%-30% - he feels people should have been given an option – they should have been given a chance to make that decision.  Chief Sabo stated he disagrees with Mr. Andrzejewski who stated that no one would take the 40%-30%-30% or the 60%-40% - that they would all take the 100% - he totally disagrees with that – but, he feels they should have been given that option.

Lisa Sprowls, 35516 Roberts Road, Eastlake

Mrs. Sprowls stated she volunteered to be on Channel 12 and be a moderator – she did it once – she gave suggestions as to things she wanted to do – go around the City and interview residents and local area business to see what their thoughts were – she never received a response – she e-mailed the Recreation Department and was advised they were not ignoring her they have just been real busy – for a resident to want to go on Channel 12 to bring what the residents want to bring – they are too busy – but, she can deal with that.

Mrs. Sprowls stated every time she is here at Council and residents speak before Council, there are certain Council people who sit there and act like the person speaking is absolutely correct in what they are saying but she has not once heard that person – one person that she sees – voice their opinion on anything – they never question anything – but every time someone speaks like the Police Chief – that person agreed – but she has never heard anything said. 

Mrs. Sprowls stated that voting is November 2 – and she knows they have residents who don’t trust Council and she is with them – but, we need the Fire Levy to go through – we cannot as residents cut off our noses to spite our faces – we need our Fire and Police Departments because she does not want our City to turn into other cities because of lack of funding – she knows how everyone feels but she wants our kids educated and we need our Fire and Police.

Mrs. Curtis stated she is very sorry Mrs. Sprowls was not contacted because she felt Mrs. Sprowls did a great job at her interview. Mr. Lajeunesse and Mrs. Curtis stated they would check with Mr. Mizak to find out what the situation is because they do not have control over Channel 12 – this is through the Administration.  (Mrs. Sprowls response could not be understood as she was not at the podium)

Mr. Hillier advised the Mayor administrates the City – Council approves the budgets – through this process Council became involve by trying to make a change to Channel 12 – that is where Mrs. Curtis and Mr. Lajeunesse became involved by interviewing interested candidates – at that point the actual operation of the station diverts back to the Administration. (Mrs. Sprowls response could not be understood as she was not at the podium)  Mr. Hillier stated the only time Council is involved with Channel 12 is through its own tapings.

Mayor Spinner stated if he had known this is the position Council wanted him to take and direct Channel 12 – he has not appeared on Channel 12 since he spoke about rabid raccoons – he thought Council had taken over the situation since it directed people to change the operation – he will be glad to direct Channel 12 – we are confusing our lines of Administration and Council. Mayor Spinner apologized to Mrs. Sprowls, stating that she did a very nice job and he felt she would be an asset on Channel 12 – but, he did not understand the situation.  Mr. Hillier stated obviously there was a misunderstanding and apologized. Mr. Hillier stated from Council’s viewpoint – the Mayor administrates and Council legislates – they did get involved in trying to fix Channel 12.  Mayor Spinner stated sometimes those lines get a little fuzzy.  Mr. Hillier agreed.

Mr. Lajeunesse stated he would check on this situation with Mr. Mizak.

Richard Fatur, 950 East 346th Street, Eastlake

Mr. Fatur stated he can appreciate the thought of the Council meetings being taped – but he does not feel this is the problem – if anything, he would tape the Committee meetings – then people will see who is doing the job and who isn’t – here, this is just a final outcome of what you are supposed to have done over the year.  Mr. Fatur stated there are three people on each Committee – does anybody look at the legislations – does anybody pay attention to contracts – he knows what it is like – he has been there – he thinks the meetings need to be taped so everyone can see what you people have done and what you have to say and how you dig into the problem – forget about the glory – get to work.

There was no one else who wished to speak.

MAYOR/SAFETY DIRECTOR – George Spinner

Mayor Spinner stated he would like to thank the Eastlake Chamber of Commerce, the Eastlake Women’s Club and the News Herald for hosting the different forums for the citizens of our City and helping them to be a more informed electorate on November 2nd – also, the video tapes on Channel 12, which were produced by our studios, can help our citizens with their votes and they do not have to leave their homes.  Mayor Spinner stated citizens who do not have cable can obtain a video of the News Herald interviews of the Mayoral candidates from the Eastlake Public Library – there have been five tapes made available and according to the library they have been going out pretty constantly – so, people are watching which is a great thing.  Mayor Spinner stated the three organizations have provided a great service to the citizens of Eastlake.

Mayor Spinner stated over the last years one of the big issues was the previous Mayor giving legislation to Council at the last minute – the assumption was that the Council person’s could not do their job well and take the time to do it – he believes that issue has been addressed pretty satisfactorily over the last six months.  Mayor Spinner asked Council to offer the same respect to the employees at City Hall when asking for information – give them time to get things done – they only want to serve Council and provide the information requested – please give them the time to respond – last minute requests really cut into their everyday job – it would be appreciated if the staff could be given more time to respond to information requests.

Mayor Spinner stated he, too, is looking forward to election day.

Mayor Spinner stated this concluded his report for the evening and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mayor Spinner.

Mr. Lajeunesse stated, as far as the Channel 12 situation is concerned, he apologizes for the fuzzy communication – he takes full responsibility for Mrs. Sprowls activity on Channel 12 – when he and Mrs. Curtis interviewed the three candidates they felt they were well qualified and came with a different perspective on things – Mr. Mizak stated he would try to utilize all three individuals in various ways.  Mr. Lajeunesse stated he would follow-up with Mr. Mazik – it could be a scheduling problem or the case of a heavy workload.  Mr. Lajeunesse stated he believes Channel 12 can be used even more to the advantage of all – we are still tweaking Channel 12 and are asking for e-mails to be read on Channel 12.

Mayor Spinner agreed that Channel 12 is a tremendous asset to our City if used correctly – he does believe it can be used to produce better situations but in no way has he ever controlled the programming of Channel 12, and any assumption that it is being directed any other way is wrong – Mr. Mizak has artistic license to operate Channel 12 and he does a fantastic job – sometimes we do not appreciate the good things he has done for us.

(a new tape was started at this point)

Mrs. Curtis referred to a taping on Channel 12 and that she heard someone say they were not answering the hard questions and she and Mr. Mahler did not address hard questions – they did address the questions – if people send in their questions they will be more than happy to address them – they have nothing to hide – they have advised exactly as to the procedure and what happened – people need to send the letters in if they have questions.

Mayor Spinner stated he has overreacted to the point that he does not go on Channel 12 anymore – the complaint was all you saw was the previous Mayor – he has backed off and does not appear on Channel 12 anymore – Channel 12 is wide open to programs.

Mr. Lajeunesse confirmed this is correct and agreed Mr. Mizak is doing a good job and he knows Mr. Mizak will continue to improve Channel 12 and work with it.

Mr. Andrzejewski stated the way Channel 12 is being handled now is totally different than how it was handled earlier in the year – he can remember contacting the FCC in Washington last year to find out why the Mayor of Eastlake could control and dominate Channel 12 for his own political reasons – he can remember being criticized on Channel 12 by the former Mayor and him using Channel 12 to promote candidates and that is 180 degrees different than it is now – this is one of the things residents asked us to do and we did it – we replaced the host on the show and talk about issues relevant to Eastlake – he can remember many topics that have related to things going on in the City from roads to the recovery plan – there have been no personal or political agendas – can it be improved more – absolutely – that is why we ask for suggestions – we have done a good job so far in reforming Channel 12 and he challenges anyone to say Channel 12 is not 180 degrees better than it was at this time last year.

LAW DIRECTOR – Randy Klammer

Mr. Klammer advised for the residents benefit, that at least on one occasion Council President Hillier had concerns that comments could be construed as too political on Channel 12 and asked him to watch the video and advise – a couple of things were removed which we thought may have been inadvertent – this is another issue where past practices were corrected.

Mr. Klammer referred to comments made by Mr. Shah and stated he realizes that a lot of his comments were related to his frustrations with Council  - in all fairness, as a legal matter, the Financial Planning and Supervision Commission is its own entity and the references and minutes are references of that entity – they have their own legal advisor and Mr. Shah’s concerns, and anyone’s concerns, have been addressed by their legal advisor – concerns and thoughts are not being ignored.

Mr. Klammer addressed Mrs. Sawyer and stated he feels frustrated that something his office may have done has made her more frustrated than she is because he knows there are some real issues, but he thought they had addressed the issue of the fee waiver and he has suggested at the last couple of meetings that the Ordinance does provide the fee waiver request be in writing – in that respect no one is treating Mrs. Sawyer differently.  Mr. Klammer stated he was hoping to speak with Mrs. Sawyer after the last meeting but she was not available.  (Mrs. Sawywer’s comments could not be understood because she was not at the podium) Mr. Klammer stated he responded at the last two meetings and asked her to accept this as a response to her letter but she should feel free to contact him at his office or after the meetings – he does not want something this simple – that can be solved – to add additional frustration. (Mrs. Sawywer’s comments could not be understood because she was not at the podium) Mr. Klammer stated Mrs. Sawyer is entitled to a room it was a matter of having a fee waiver request in writing and her frustration seemed to be that she was the only person being asked to do that – he only needs to respond that was not true – and the Ordinance requires a fee waiver request come to Council to decide whether they are going to waive the fee – he hates that this misunderstanding has created this additional frustration.  Mr. Klammer stated he would be glad to speak with Mrs. Sawyer after the meeting. (Mrs. Sawyer’s comments could not be understood because she was not at the podium)  Mr. Klammer stated he thought Mrs. Sawyer had received an answer – they had also spoke on the phone – they can talk after the meeting. (Mrs. Sawyer’s comments could not be understood because she was not at the podium).

Mr. Lajeunesse asked Mr. Klammer asked if he could share any of their earlier conversation. Mr. Klammer referred to the comments of an investigation and stated all he can say is he also has had conversations with the County – he used to work at the County Prosecutor’s office – his wife is the Special Council for the Fairport Harbor investigating thefts by public officials and elected officials – the only thing he can say is the rumors that people hear about are being investigated by the Police Department, the FBI and the Department of Justice – the prosecuting agencies could be anywhere from our City Prosecutor to the County Prosecutor to the U.S. Attorney’s office – those things are being investigated – on what level and by whom and whether it is individuals in the City Hall or not he cannot say because it is confidential – to the extent that Council should feel comfortable advising the residents those things are confidential and for the most part Council does not know all the goings on because it is not typical that a confidential law enforcement investigation is shared with anyone outside the law enforcement community (Mrs. Sawyer’s comments could not be understood because she was not at the podium). Mr. Klammer stated he is aware what Mrs. Sawyer stated – that the City of Eastlake is being investigated – that is not true – having spoke with the Police Department and the County Prosecutor – we need to be careful of language like – the City of Eastlake is being investigated – it is very vague and very dangerous language – if there are representatives of the City of Eastlake who are being investigated or there are people who have had dealings with the City of Eastlake who are not employees or public officials of the City of Eastlake – that is one thing – but, to say the entity known as the City of Eastlake is being investigated is simply untrue and unfair in the sense that it leaves an impression that may not be what Mrs. Sawyer intended for it to leave or what someone may interpret – there was no intention in his mind to belittle Mrs. Sawyer – he assumes both are being truthful but there is a misinterpretation and it is his job as someone with experience in the legal community and who has worked in prosecution as well to explain what he understands to be a reality – that is all he is doing – and he is stating truthfully what he knows to be the state of the investigation.

Mr. Klammer stated this concluded his report and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Klammer.

ACTING FINANCE DIRECTOR – Mike Vuckovich

Mr. Vuckovich stated all his reports have been submitted in writing and he had nothing new to report and he was open for questions.

Mr. Andrzejewski stated he received correspondence about residents on North Coast Pointe being billed individually for the garbage fee and the Association was also billed and asked if this had been corrected?  Mr. Vuckovich stated this had been corrected – there was a slight computer problem with the new program – the Association should not have received a bill and they were advised to return it.

There were no further questions of Mr. Vuckovich.

SERVICE/RECREATION DIRECTOR – Bill Philipp

Mr. Philipp stated the asphalting and repairs were completed on Parkway today – it is going to be necessary to hold off Waterbury until they could finish the repairs.  They are planning on pouring more concrete this week and have been cross training people from Recreation to do roadwork – they have been very pleased with the results – the same thing will happen with leaf pickup and snow removal.  Mr. Philipp stated they have two part-time custodians – they do not get benefits.  Mr. Hillier stated he was not aware of this and asked if there were any other part-time employees at City Hall?  Mr. Philipp stated the only other part-time employee would be the bus driver at the Senior Citizen Center and no medical benefits are received – no part-timer receives medical benefits.

Mr. Philipp stated he was open for questions.

Mr. Lajeunesse asked Mr. Philipp how may employees did his Departments have as far as leave pick-up and road work.  Mr. Philipp stated there were 18 employees and they were all on the road – they are using all of them to do the work, including soccer and football fields – they will be having a “Super Bowl” football game this weekend – so, we will be getting the fields ready and cutting grass – there is a wide range of things to do and we are doing the best we can – it is working out a little slow but we are making it.

Mr. Lajeunesse stated he appreciated Mr. Philipp’s efforts and the efforts of his staff.

There were no further questions of Mr. Philipp.

Additional Comments

Mrs. Curtis stated she wanted to clarify something she keeps hearing – City Council is by definition of the State Legislature a full-time position – we are on call 24-7 – so, you may just see us at Council and Committee meetings but we are actually on call 24-7 and just because you don’t see us here 40 hours a week it does not mean we are part-time – they are by statute considered full time employees.  Mrs. Curtis stated she wanted to clear that up.

CITY ENGINEER – Steve Guard

Mr. Guard apologized to Mr. Elshaw for his miscalculation of his schedule last week and apologized for missing the meeting – Mrs. Cendroski had provided him with the dates but he marked them on the wrong calendar.  

Mr. Guard referred to Roberts Road and stated he contacted the program manager for CSX last Thursday and left a message as to the status of the agreement – to date he has not hear anything – he is still pursuing trying to finalize the project but he cannot get a response from CSX – he will keep trying.

Mr. Guard stated they are preparing close out documents for the sale of properties on S/L 214 on East 340th – that deed is being prepared and finalized – he and Mr. Philipp have been discussing the close out documents for the Eastlake Recreation Building property – we have discovered that the on-site sewage treatment system is outside the boundaries of the property that we sold so before we transfer the property we want to obtain an agreement with CEI to allow us to maintain the system – CEI’s representative Ms. DiDonato is assisting us through the real estate department to resolve this matter.

Mr. Guard stated they have received the bids for the sale of the property where the old fire station is located and the information has been forwarded to Council.

Mr. Guard stated they have finalized the plans for the North Parkway sanitary sewer and they are in the Clerks office for review at the next meeting. 

Mr. Guard stated this concluded his report and he was open for questions. 

Mr. Andrzejewski referred to the Deduct Change Order approved this evening for a contractor who did work on the stadium and asked if this was the last stadium bill?  Mr. Guard stated he believes this should be the last contractor to be paid.

Mr. Lajeunesse referred to a memorandum regarding the Lakeshore Blvd. Force Main Project and asked for an explanation.  Mr. Guard stated in 1998 they prepared a sanitary sewer system overflow report – which is a combined report with the City of Willoughby – where it is stipulated that we will remove all sanitary sewer overflows in the City of Eastlake’s sanitary sewer system – this project is one of the compliance items of this report and he is making Council aware that we need to pursue this project and not put it on hold because it could lead us to having problems with the Ohio EPA – the plans are prepared – there may be a few easement’s the City of Willoughby is obtaining so it is not ready to put out for bids at this point but hopefully the financing is in place – Council should consider making sure the project moves forward.

Mr. Lajeunesse stated he remembers the December WPCC meeting attended by himself and Mrs. Curtis – this project was discussed at that time – is the price of $200,000 addressed?  Mr. Guard stated he believed the money for this was programmed at the first of the year – this project is not a surprise to anyone – the City’s share of the project is approximately $300,000 – we do have an Issue 2 grant for portion of that – the City of Willoughby is putting up a portion and we are using some of the capital replacement funds at the WPCC to pay for a portion – there are four components in the funding of the project.  Mr. Philipp stated this is set up in the #400 account – he and Mr. Vuckovich have confirmed the money is there.  

There were no further questions of Mr. Guard.

Additional Comments

Mayor Spinner thanked the remaining citizens of this City for staying at the meeting this evening – he finds it very offensive that some people leave when we are to begin the business of the City – it reeks of political agendas – they say what they have to say and they leave – this does not make sense to him and he would like to thank those who stayed. 

Mayor Spinner stated he is looking forward to election day.

Mr. Andrzejewski stated he had just mentioned the same thing to Mr. Elshaw – it is common courtesy to come to a meeting and stay for the whole meeting – when you come and speak your mind and criticize – we don’t offer any objections to that – we sit and listen attentively and try to learn from what the residents are telling us – then the people leave while we are still doing City business – it just does not look right.  Mr. Andrzejewski stated he hopes everyone who remained notices that – there seems to be some political agendas at the expense of Council and Administrative people who are trying to do a good job.  Mr. Andrzejewski thanked Mayor Spinner for his comments.

ADJOURNMENT

Council President Mr. Hillier stated that, if there are no objections from Council, the meeting is adjourned.
