Chief Whittington, I think you were there the day | repelled down that press box — that was
quite an interesting feat. | appreciate your making sure | got down safely and let the Fire
Department and Police Department know | appreciate all they have done.

Sergeant at Arms Mike Rydzinski, | do not know anyone else who could be back there
except for you. Thanks for all those years you have given and | appreciate you being there for
us every Council meeting.

Mr. Knuchel, I remember you chaperoning at PAL dances and also Auxiliary. That is really
when we came to know year other and | remember when you came over to my house when
you first got on Council. I thank you for your support and your family.

Mr. Hoefle, 1 do remember meeting your family for the first time and helping you with your
campaign and wish you the best in all that you do.

Mrs. Cendroski, thank you for all your help. | remember a little gathering at your house and
those were some darn hot peppers | ate. Those are fun memories.

Ms. Vaughn, you have taught me a lot. The other night | came across that Grover the
Groundhog article — boy, have times changed. That is how you get your start and I thank you
for all you have done. | remember sitting in your office when you were the Human Resources
person and you giving me some insight that is invaluable and hard to replace. | thank you for
that.
