        REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

        APRIL 13, 2004

The Regular Meeting of the Eastlake City Council was held at Eastlake City Hall, 35150 

Lake Shore Boulevard.  The Meeting was called to order by Council President Mr. Hillier at approximately 7:57 p.m.  

Council President Mr. Hillier asked for a moment of silence on behalf of the military and the losses incurred in Iraq as there have been 21 Ohio solders lost and a total of 600 soldiers lost nationwide.  Mr. Hillier asked all to especially remember Jerry Zovko and his family who reside in Eastlake.

The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Mr. Mahler.

Meetings Scheduled

Mr. Hillier stated that the Council-as-a-Whole Committee Meeting would be scheduled for Tuesday, April 27, 2004 at 7:00 p.m. at City Hall and the Regular Council Meeting would be held on Tuesday, April 27, 2004 at 7:30 p.m. at City Hall. 

COUNCIL PRESIDENT’S COMMENTS

Council President Mr. Hillier explained an article appeared in the newspaper in regards to the Audit Review Committee – one spot is open because a member who was selected to the Board was informed by his employer that he as not permitted to sit on the Board. Mr. Hillier stated three resumes have been received to date and the deadline for submission of resumes will be this Friday, April 16, 2004.  Mr. Hillier explained the resumes do not need to be elaborate but should state backgrounds – we are looking for people with financial backgrounds and business backgrounds – all resumes need to be submitted to the Council Clerk Mrs. Cendroski.

COMMUNICATIONS & PETITIONS

A liquor license request was received for John Werner Enterprises, Inc., dba Beef O Bradys, Centennial Plaza, Vine Street & East 355th Street, Eastlake, Ohio.  Mr. Hillier explained this was discussed in Council-as-a-Whole Committee and Mr. Mahler will be making a Motion on this matter during his report.

A bid recommendation was received from Service Director Mr. Philipp regarding yard waste bags and pavement lane marking for 2004.  This is referred to Finance Committee.

A Conditional Use Permit Renewal Request was received from Dwight Newsome, dba Reading Rock, 1539 E. 367th Street, Eastlake. This is referred to Planning Committee.

A donation acceptance request was received from Finance Director Mr. Masterson regarding a donation from Ms. Nancy Advey for the Smokey Memorial Fund. This is referred to Finance Committee.

A donation request was received from Sean McCarthy for supporting his research expedition to Madagascar for the summer of 2004.  Mr. Hillier explained that this is for each Councilperson’s individual consideration.

A communication was received from Finance Director Mr. Masterson regarding the acceptance of donations for the Smokey Memorial Fund.  This is referred to Finance Committee.
COUNCIL COMMITTEE REPORTS

PLANNING COMMITTEE - Mr. Mahler
Mr. Mahler reported the Planning Committee had not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting but there was an item, which was discussed during the Council-as-a-Whole Committee, and he would be making the following Motion:
Liquor License Request

Motion carried.  The Liquor License Request was approved.

Additional Comments

Mr. Mahler explained that he would be scheduling a Planning Committee meeting to discuss the Vine Street 20-20 Project, and he would advise the Clerk accordingly. Mr. Mahler stated that he was open for questions.

Mr. Andrzejewski requested Mr. Mahler to schedule some time for a presentation from individuals from the Chagrin River Watershed Partners – this will be a general concept concerning land around the Chagrin River.  Mr. Andrzejewski explained the presentation should take approximately one hour.

Mr. Mahler confirmed Mr. Andrzejewski had mentioned this to him earlier, and explained this issue would be addressed after the Planning Committee Meeting on the Vine Street 20-20 Project, adding that this meeting will be time consuming.

Mr. Andrzejewski asked if the presentation could be scheduled sometime after the next Council Meeting.  Mr. Mahler stated the presentation would take place sometime after the Council meeting of April 27th.

Mr. Hillier addressed Mr. Andrzejewski, explaining that it was determined at a Committee meeting that his request for a presentation would be addressed, adding that something will be scheduled for this matter, but it won’t be immediately.

There were no further questions of Mr. Mahler.

FINANCE COMMITTEE – Mr. Spinner

Mr. Spinner stated that a Finance Committee had two meetings since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting – the meeting of March 30th was held to discuss stadium financing – the other meeting was held April 5th to conduct Finance Committee business.  

Mr. Spinner explained that Committee members present at the March 30th Finance Committee meeting were himself, Mr. Mahler and Mr. Andrzejewski.  In attendance from Council were Council President Mr. Hillier, Mrs. Curtis, and Mr. Lajeunesse.  In attendance from the Administration were Mayor DiLiberto, Finance Director Mr. Masterson, Law Director Mr. Klammer, and City Engineer Mr. Guard.  Also in attendance was Mr. Chema. 

Mr. Spinner explained the Mayor made a presentation and the Committee reviewed the financing for the ballpark – the Committee agreed to hold another meeting on stadium financing the end of June, 2004, at which time the Finance Director would make an audio-visual presentation in an attempt to permit members of the audience to better understand the information.  

Mr. Spinner explained that Committee members present at the April 5th meeting were himself, Mr. Mahler and Mr. Andrzejewski. In attendance from Council were Council President Mr. Hillier, Mrs. Curtis, and Mr. Lajeunesse.  In attendance from the Administration were Finance Director Mr. Masterson, Service/Recreation Director Mr. Philipp and City Engineer Mr. Guard.   Mr. Spinner explained the Committee discussed the deduct change order which appears on the evening’s agenda.  The Committee also discussed the need for a Committee member on the Audit Review Committee.  Mr. Spinner stated the Committee also scheduled the next Finance/Budget Review Committee for Wednesday, April 21, 2004 and on Tuesday, May 18, 2004.

Mr. Spinner stated this concluded his report and he was open for questions.

Additional Comments

Mr. Andrzejewski stated that a projection of payments and revenues for the next 25-years was requested when the Committee next meets on the stadium financing.  Mr. Spinner confirmed this was understood and added the meeting would be held by the end of the second quarter – that would be the end of June.  

Mr. Andrzejewski stated he also had some concerns about the $4,000,000 from the Transportation Bills – there are articles that have stated this is not a done deal – we need to have the Administration work on this and put the pressure on whoever is championing this issue in Washington, D.C.   Mr. Andrzejewski stated he is also disappointed that the naming rights have not been completed – pressure needs to be placed on Mr. Chema to come through on his negotiations – we cannot afford to let this go another thirty or sixty days.

Mr. Spinner agreed with Mr. Andrzejewski, adding that he shares the same sentiments – he would like to have this resolved and hopefully by the time we meet again on the stadium financing we will have a better idea.  Mr. Andrzejewski commented that if we don’t have a better idea we should be prepared to move in another direction.  Mr. Spinner agreed.

Mr. Andrzejewski asked Council President Mr. Hillier if he agreed?  Mr. Hillier stated he agreed, adding that he is not going to provide a concrete answer as to what he is going to do – but, he shares the same concerns – with the Mayor out of town the last three weeks he has been filling in as Acting Mayor – he has had those conversations with the Mayor and the Mayor has spoken with Congressman LaTourette’s office.  Mr. Hillier stated that the information provided back to him is the Congressman still insists there is not an issue that we are reading about in the paper and the funding will come through.  Mr. Hillier stated he has also spoke with the Mayor concerning the naming rights – this is another sore issue – especially since opening day was yesterday – he has been told the issue is still as close as it was before but it did not happen opening day – this is disappointing to all because you would expect that to be the biggest bang for the buck.  Mr. Hillier stated this would not be permitted to drag on indefinitely – we can’t – we will have to make a decision at some point.

There were no further questions or comments.

ORDINANCE COMMITTEE  - Mr. Andrzejewski

Mr. Andrzejewski stated that the Ordinance Committee met on April 5th and discussed three items – one was an amendment to the limits for waste water discharge for the WPCC – this is a formality and needs to be done in order to stay in compliance – the second item discussed was an amendment to the petty cash Ordinance – this would raise the petty cash by $500.00 in order to have start-up money for the organizations doing the collecting of the parking fees at the stadium for the ballgames – the third item was a new enactment of an Ordinance establishing a charge for bad checks in the amount of $25.00 – all these items appear as legislation on the evening’s agenda.

There were no questions of Mr. Andrzejewski.

SERVICE/UTILITIES COMMITTEE - Mr. Lajeunesse 
Mr. Lajeunesse welcomed all to the meeting, addressing Mr. Hillier and stating that his short opening remarks were very well received.  Mr. Lajeunesse stated that the Service/Utilities Committee had not met since the last regularly scheduled meeting.  

Mr. Lajeunesse referred to the dredging of the Chagrin River,  and explained that it is very much in need of funding – not only for our businesses but also for the citizens who live along the river.  Mr. Lajeunesse stated over the last several years not enough money has been allocated to this issue and he would be working with the Port Authority in an attempt to seek more funding.  Mr. Lajeunesse asked Mr. Andrzejewski, as the river is in his Ward, to assist in the matter.

Mr. Lajeunesse stated that he would like to thank Service/Recreation Director Mr. Philipp in advance for taking care of the pathway/bikeway situation, adding that it was indicated to him by Mr. Hillier that Mr. Philipp would be trying to assist the resident who lives next to the pathway by Bayshore and Parkway.  Mr. Philipp explained he is trying to get a release from the resident.  Mr. Lajeunesse stated that any efforts Mr. Philipp can take would be most appreciated, adding that he was contacted by the school’s Principal last week in regards to children coming to school in wet shoes and stated that he took pictures of the situation – it was so bad that he could not walk down the pathway.  Mr. Lajeunesse stated that he received communication from the neighbor about six months ago – there is documentation.  Mr. Lajeunesse thanked Mr. Philipp for his assistance.

Mr. Lajeunesse stated that he, too, is concerned about the $11.5 million which still has yet to come into the City in regards to the stadium and asked Finance Director Mr. Masterson if he could somehow, within the next few months, provide Council with options in case the money does not come in – what we are to do and how can we work it so we can solve the problem because that will be of the utmost importance.

Mr. Lajeunesse stated that this concluded his report and that he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Lajeunesse.

SAFETY COMMITTEE - Mrs. Curtis

Mrs. Curtis stated that the Safety Committee met on April 5th at 7:00 p.m.  In attendance from the Committee were herself and Mr. Lajeunesse. In attendance from Council were Council President Mr. Hillier, Mr. Spinner, Mr. Mahler, and Mr. Andrzejewski.  In attendance from the Administration were Finance Director Mr. Masterson, Fire Chief Sabo, City Engineer Mr. Guard, and Service/Recreation Director Mr. Philipp.

Mrs. Curtis stated that Legislation No. 04-13-(02) is on the evening’s agenda and pertains to the Committee’s agreement to approve a Resolution supporting April, 2004 as Child Abuse Prevention Month – also on the agenda is Legislation No. 04-13-(06) which pertains to advertising for bids for the sale of the Fire Station No. 2 .  Mrs. Curtis explained that the Committee had an in-depth discussion on all the properties – the JFK site is not up for consideration at this time because we are waiting for permission from the government to approve going out for bids – as far as the property for the Recreation and Service Department – Mitchell’s – the Committee is looking at several options – the Committee agreed that it is not in the best interest of the City to sell all off the property – options are being reviewed to sell part of the property – but at this time it is not in the best interest of the City to sell the property.  Mrs. Curtis explained that the only property going out for bid is Fire Station No. 2 and that Fire Chief Sabo has advised that it is permissible to do so.  Mrs. Curtis explained Council expects input from the Directors who have to work on these properties and decisions are based on that input.  Mrs. Curtis stated the meeting adjourned at approximately 8: 30 p.m.

Mrs. Curtis stated this concluded her report and that she would not be scheduling a Safety Committee meeting at the present time.  Mrs. Curtis stated she was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mrs. Curtis.

RECREATION COMMITTEE – Mr. Razov

Mr. Razov stated that the Recreation Committee has not met since the last regularly scheduled Council meeting, however the Committee had a tentative meeting date scheduled to meet in regards to the Ecco Entertainment Contract. Mr. Razov added, as Committee Chair, that he is eagerly waiting a response from the Mayor – until he receives a response from the Mayor he is going to table the item.  Mr. Razov stated that had no formal report and that he was open for questions.

Additional Comments

Mr. Andrzejewski asked if it looked like there would be nothing done this year with the stadium as far as other events?  Mr. Razov stated that we are currently locked into an Agreement with Ecco Entertainment – the Mayor is the Chief Executive Officer of this City and it is ultimately his decision as far as communicating what the situation is with the Ecco Entertainment contract.  

Mr. Lajeunesse stated that he thought a meeting date was scheduled on this matter.  Mr. Razov stated the meeting was scheduled for April 21st – he has sent a memorandum to the Mayor’s office and he has yet to hear from him.

Mr. Andrzejewski observed Mr. Razov had done all he could do – he knows Mr. Razov is pushing as hard as the rest of Council to schedule events in the stadium to bring in revenue – it is clearly on the Mayor’s part to do something and get the ball rolling.  Mr. Razov confirmed, stating that Council cannot make that decision.

Mr. Hillier suggested Mr. Razov schedule a meeting to discuss this issue for next week – the Mayor will be back in town.  Mr. Spinner added that a Finance/Budget Review meeting is scheduled for April 21st – that is why the meeting with Ecco Entertainment was scheduled.  Mr. Razov stated that he has held off on this matter while waiting for a response from the Mayor and added that he would be out of town next week – however, Mr. Hillier, as Council President is welcome to schedule a meeting to discuss this issue.

Mr. Lajeunesse observed that Mr. Razov, and he, have received calls from other promoters who are interested in getting into the City’s situation to see how they could help – he has advised that this would have to wait pending further communication from the Mayor.

Mr. Razov stated that the problem is we are locked into an Agreement with the ECCO Group – even discussing this issue could be a breach of contract.

Mr. Hillier confirmed that a meeting would be scheduled for Wednesday, April 21, 2004 at 5:30 p.m. and, with Mr. Razov’s permission, he would Chair the Recreation Committee meeting.

There were no questions of Mr. Razov.

Additional Comments

Mr. Spinner explained that he neglected to make a Motion during his report:

Pay Request No. 4 – Final: CMC Electric, Inc.

MOTION:  I hereby move to approve Pay Request No. 4 – Final for Contract B to CMC Electric, Inc. in the amount of $4,694.00 for work done on the Vine Street Phase II, Landscape Improvements, said funds to be taken out of various and appropriate accounts.  Mr. Mahler seconded.

Motion carried.  Pay Request No. 4 – Final for CMC Electric, Inc. is approved.

RECOGNITION OF THE PUBLIC 
Mr. Hillier recognized the public input at this time; he reminded the speakers that there is a 3-minute limit for their comments, all comments are to be directed to the Chair and not include any personalities or individuals.

Please note that the following comments have been transcribed as accurately as possible, however, some comments may not appear due to the inability to understand the speaker.

Stan Leff, 94 North Lakehurst Drive, Eastlake

Mr. Leff stated Morris Becker, Steve Komarjanski, Tom Koons, Bill Spangenburg, he and many others spoke out against building the stadium without: #1 – having firm financing in place, #2 – proper location, #3 – having your costs closely calculated before you started this huge undertaking.  Of the $3.2 million we are in the hole, at least $2 million plus is because we used City funds for pay for such things as engineering, obtainment of the baseball (Mr. Leff’s comment could not be understood) at $3,000 per month, our Columbus connection Mr. Petro at $1,500 per month, $960,000 for parking lot land, approximately $500,000 for interest only payments on money used in 2001 and 2002 – this list goes on and on and on – the money was never replaced to the City. 

Mr. Leff stated to Chairman Hillier and Councilman-at-Large Mr. Spinner – you can use all the graphs you want.  Mr. Leff stated he took statistics 101 in college – it showed him all the different ways to twist and turn facts.  Mr. Leff asked why did you not show that eighteen months before now you knew we were going into a serious negative cash position and did nothing to help get out of it – let’s get the truth out – let’s tell it like it is.  Mr. Leff stated until the City has firm financing in place for the ballpark he will not vote “yes” for any increase in taxation and he implores all the citizens of Eastlake to vote “no” also – to vote “yes” before financing is in place will put this City under.  Mr. Leff reminded all that he predicted the situation we are in today back in 2000 and stated - please citizens don’t make the same mistake twice. 

Indra Shah, Eastlake, 577 St. Lawrence Blvd., Eastlake

Mr. Shah stated whenever he reads in the newspaper about any discussion about Eastlake it appears to him that Council and the Administration are an important part of the City of Eastlake and the citizens of Eastlake don’t exist – he has never seen a report in the News Herald which gives anything in regards to the comments made by the citizens and they are the most important part of this City.  Mr. Shah stated you are representing us and we are not heard anywhere – that is very disappointing.  

The second generalization he would like to make – he does not mean to address a particular Councilperson – but, if we are lectured from this Council table as if we are stupid people and we do not know anything and you are the only one who knows better than he would respond that is very disappointing because we have to sit and listen to the lecture by one person – we cannot respond – we cannot ask questions and we feel stupid – please avoid lecturing to people s if they are stupid and they may not know anything.  

Mr. Shah stated that he appreciates what Council is doing – he is not in the minority of people who are very negative about the Administration –he does believe some of the things that the Administration has done are good – Council is working very hard – but, he has some basic problems – in these bad times the only way to reduce deficits in States or the Federal Government is to reduce taxes, cut the expenses and sell the assets. (Mr. Shah’s comments could not be understood) 

Mr. Shah stated if his math is correct he is going to hold Council accountable from hence forward that (Mr. Shah’s comments could not be understood) – that you live within your budget – he is going to hold Council accountable that the stadium financing is different from the General Fund and there will be no co-mingling of the two – he is starting with that basic assumption.  

Mr. Shah stated he is also starting with the basic assumption that if the levy is going to be passed that the pools will not be closed and there will be no garbage fees – with those basic assumptions let us start with the $2.3 million levy – you are going to save $225,000 on refinancing and you are going to collect $800,000 on the garbage fees this year – so, you have $1 million or close to that amount – we are talking about $2.2 million levy -   (Mr. Shah’s comments could not be understood) - do it in good times – you require a two-year levy or at the most a three-year levy – if you come out very frankly and you can sell that – people are going to buy it – but, don’t consider us stupid.

Kevin Dresser, 35939 Hiawatha Blvd., Eastlake

Mr. Dresser stated July 12, 2002 this City Council passed a Resolution declaring it necessary to levy an additional 2.21-mill tax levy but it never made it to the ballot – it passed 7 to nothing – nothing was done in 2002 – you passed the legislation but you did not take it to a vote of the people.  On November 11, 2003 you passed a Resolution declaring a 2.55-mill levy – a week after that it was changed to 2.98-mills. Mr. Dresser stated that people are always asking him questions because he collects a lot of Eastlake history.  Mr. Dresser referred to the election of 1997 – which discusses a 1.8-mill levy which was passed in 2002 – some of the things that were passed out at that time was a pamphlet (Mr. Dresser showed the pamphlet) which stated this is not a tax increase – the money raised from the operating renewal will pay for vital City services such as Fire, Rescue, Police, Garbage Pickup, Sewer Department, Road Department, Recreation Department and all City services.  Mr. Dresser stated that the problem occurred in 2002 and you did nothing about it – in 2003 you passed the tax credit reduction.  Mr. Dresser stated that his question is how far in the hole are we actually – is it $3.2 million or is it more – does anyone know and if they do, he would like to know.

There was no one else who wished to speak.

ADMINSTRATIVE REPORTS

MAYOR/SAFETY DIRECTOR – Dan DiLiberto

Mayor DiLiberto was not present.

LAW DIRECTOR – Randy Klammer

Mr. Klammer stated that he had no report for the evening and he was open for questions.

There were no questions of Mr. Klammer.

FINANCE DIRECTOR – Jack Masterson

Finance Director Mr. Masterson referred to the JFK Site and advised that he was able to contact an individual from the General Services Administration approximately one week ago, and was informed that information was received from Congressman LaTourette’s office – this item was forwarded to the Department of Interior for review.  Mr. Masterson explained the individual he spoke with seemed to feel that the Department of Interior was, in the near future, going to release any restrictions that may be on the property – when that happens the GSA would generate a new deed for the property and forward it to the City. Mr. Masterson stated he was advised this would take about a month or so, adding that the way government works it could take longer.

Mr. Masterson stated that all his reports have been submitted in writing and he was open for questions.

Additional Comments

Mr. Lajeunesse asked Mr. Masterson to provide in the next couple of weeks a memorandum about the Capital Improvement Fund Balance and what amount is in this fund from the stadium, and commented that he still has no paperwork that states the balance in the Capital fund.

Mr. Masterson stated he would provide the information tomorrow if he had any – he has received nothing from the team – it is his understanding that they are looking at setting up an account that is to be joint account between the City and the team.  

Mr. Hillier explained this matter was discussed at a staff meeting – it was explained this is an audit item and must be in the books – Mr. Masterson is working with the Captain’s diligently – we will have to push it and we will push it – it is already supposed to be in the books – we are told the money is there but we want to see it.

Mr. Andrzejewski asked if we received the $.25 per ticket for last year?  Mr. Masterson explained that he was going by what was stated in the Agreement between the City and the team – to date we have not received any money directly from the team regarding this item – he would like to see this straightened out because it is his feeling that, per the contract, we are to get $.25 per ticket and the money should be coming into the City’s coffers.

Mr. Andrzejewski observed the team owed for last year and asked when the payment was due for 2004?  It was explained that payment was due the end of the season.  Mr. Andrzejewski clarified that the team has not paid for last year and they could owe us for this year unless we set up some type of arrangement.  Mr. Masterson stated it was his impression that the original Agreement between the City and the Team set up the arrangement for this.  Mr. Masterson explained that he forwarded a letter to the team last November requesting the money but he has heard nothing.

Mr. Hillier clarified that the rent has been paid – this is a Capital Improvement Fund, which should have a $75,000 balance.  Mr. Masterson confirmed the actual lease payment has been paid.

Mr. Lajeunesse stated he is trying to understand so he can explain to residents when they call him – so he can share with them where the stadium financing is and where it exactly exists – he has no answer to this question – it was in the stadium contract – Mr. Hillier has brought it up a few times – it seems this is a very important piece – all the financing is important – we should have that in writing and he hopes it will be coming soon.

Mr. Masterson stated that he would provide the information as soon as he can get it.

There were no further questions of Mr. Masterson.

SERVICE/RECREATION DIRECTOR – Bill Philipp

Service/Recreation Director Mr. Philipp stated the Sewer Department continues to do mandatory flushing and maintenance of the sanitary sewers – operating and maintaining all the sanitary pump stations – the Road Department is working replacing concrete on the Stevens and Jaskse area – they are preparing to make repairs on S.R. 91 as the weather improves – The Recreation Department continues to do building maintenance and we are moving forward preparing the pools for scheduled opening.

There were no questions of Mr. Philipp.

CITY ENGINEER – Steve Guard

Mr. Guard stated that he would like to report on the status of the pavement evaluation study – the task included four items – the first was to do an inventory of all the streets – this has been done – the second was to provide improvement options – these have been looked at – the third item was to develop a pavement program – this is what they are currently working on.  Mr. Guard stated that he had copies of spread sheets of the various items – all are welcome to review these to see what has been accomplished – he hopes to have a draft report on the Pavement Study Program to the Administration to pass onto Council by the next Council meeting.  Mr. Guard stated that a pre-construction meeting was held this past week for the Centennial Plaza – they have indicated that they hope to start construction within the next two weeks for footers and foundation work – they are looking at trying to have the building completed by September and have Beef O’Brady’s in there by that time.  Mr. Guard further reported they have completed review of the Green Drive/East Overlook parcel – the report has been submitted to the Administration and the resident has been copied.  Mr. Guard stated that they are about 95% complete with the utilities on Roberts Road – there a only a couple of inland basins to complete and they expect, weather providing, to begin pavement removal next week.

Mr. Guard stated that he was open for questions.

Additional Comments

Mrs. Curtis thanked Mr. Guard for taking care of the request from the resident – this has been going back and forth sometime with the Administration without a definitive answer.

Mr. Andrzejewski asked how many stories would the building at Centennial Plaza consist of?  Mr. Guard explained the building is about 12,000 square feet – the finished floor area is a 1 ½ story building – it is to house retail and the Beef O’Brady’s restaurant as well as the Bank One building, which will relocate to that structure – the old bank building will be torn down for parking in that area.

Mr. Andrzejewski asked if a building of more than one story was originally scheduled for that location?  Mr. Guard explained that numerous ideas were discussed for that parcel before the land was sold – there was no commitment, from his understanding, in the purchase agreement that they needed to build one, two or three stories – the plans were reviewed as they were submitted to insure they met the City’s Ordinances.  Mr. Andrzejewski stated that he thought the original plans called for a multi-story office building complex.  Mr. Guard stated this was discussed but there was no commitment or requirement that they have two stories there.

There were no further questions of Mr. Guard

HUMAN/FINANCE RESOURCE COORDINATOR – Donna Vaughn

Mr. Hillier explained that Human/Finance Resource Coordinator Ms. Vaughn was excused for the evening.

ADJOURNMENT

Council President Mr. Hillier stated that, if there are no objections from Council, the meeting is adjourned.
