PRESIDENT'S REPORT

MOTIONS

Mr. Zuren reads that there was a motion to approve the liquor license request for the American Croation Lodge LLC at 34900 Lakeshore Blvd. Suite 301 Eastlake, Ohio 44095.

COMMUNICATIONS & PETITIONS:
COMMITTEE REPORTS: 
Mr. Overstreet mentions that there was an Ordinance Committee Meeting before the Regular Council Meeting. There was discussion of nuisance tree removal which was denied. There was also discussion regarding marijuana taxes and fees which was held by the committee for a future meeting.
There were no questions for Mr. Overstreet.

Mr. Zuren discusses the ECDC meeting. Discussion of various topics. The next Vine St. Corridor meeting has been moved to April 8th, 2021 at Willow Praise Church at 1:00 p.m. after requests from residents. The next free kids lunch program, sponsored by Alescis, is March 6th. ECDC meeting discussed Birthday Club. Discussed questionnaire for residents and businesses that will be on survey monkey to get ideas. Nature Day with the Salma Association and ODNR in the works. 

Mr. Meyers asks that everyone be copied on the Birthday Club emails so that they are all able to attend when possible.
Mr. Zuren mentions that they are trying to keep the numbers down (with coronavirus) but hopefully soon.

Mr. Morley suggests that when they are able to go outside, they will likely all be able to attend.

There were no additional questions for Mr. Zuren.

Mr. Kasunic speaks on behalf of the Port Authority. They are currently prepping to get the kayaks back up and running when the weather is good. They have also been discussing drudging on the river and need to be careful for flood prone areas.

Mr. Meyers asks what the revenue from the kayak rentals are for the City of Eastlake. 

Mr. Kasunic advises that it is about 15% of the $137,000.

Mr. Meyers asks if drudging costs will increase this year.

Mr. Kasunic says that they are not sure at this time but should know more in the spring.

NEW BUSINESS

ADMINISTRATIVE REPORTS:
MAYOR/SAFETY DIRECTOR – Dennis Morley 
Mayor Morley drove by Taft and Washington and they were already down. Spoke with someone from Frontier Group who will be submitting plans on Monday. Respectively there will be 33 homes summer/fall 2021 and an additional 29 in the winter/spring of 2022. There is a machine shop that is in very early stages that will be going on Research Blvd. with about 50 employees to CT for buildings. Mayor Morley signed contract for July 14th Journey band that had to be cancelled last year- will be working with the health department. The market will be starting back up. Governor Dewine okay’d Indians at 30% capacity. Hopeful that Captains will also be able to operate at 30% capacity. Mayor Morley also spoke with Buckeye (Relief) and they are continuously growing. They underestimated their employee base but they will be up to 2500 employees shortly.
There were no questions for Mayor Morley.
FIRE CHIEF- TED WHITTINGTON

Chief Whittington mentioned that the two new members are doing well and will keep everyone informed of their progress. He warns that everyone needs to be careful with the warmer weather and the rain melting snow and putting those who live near the river in the danger zone. He is hoping for a gradual melt this year. The Fire Department has a drone and the Police Department also has a drone now from the County. They want to utilize these drones to help with watching the river. Willoughby-Eastlake is having their vaccine pod tomorrow 15:00 at South High. Herd immunity should be reached by spring hopefully and everyone needs encouragement to receive their vaccines. Cases are currently trending downward. 
There were no questions for Chief Whittington.
POLICE CHIEF- LARRY REIK

The Police Department voted to go with all black Durango which has received many compliments now that it is on the road. There are currently two new people on training. Jokes that it takes more time than the Fire Department to train them. There have been no issues lately with Vybez but they will continue to monitor. 

There were no questions for Chief Reik.

CITY ENGINEER- TOM GWYDIR

Mr. Gwydir discusses that the Gallalina is progressing and should be finished mid-March. The roadwork and restoration is progressing. 
Mr. Meyers asks about the time table for Stevens.

Mr. Gwydir advises that it is entirely weather dependent but suspected that it will be finished in April.

There were no additional questions for Mr. Gwydir.
