
SPECIAL COUNCIL MEETING

MINUTES

TUESDAY

FEBRUARY 16, 2021
6:00 P.M.
The Special Council Meeting of the Eastlake City Council was held at Eastlake City Hall, 35150 Lakeshore Boulevard.  The Meeting was called to order by Council President Mr. Meyers at approximately 6:01 p.m.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.
ATTENDEES
All members of Council in attendance.
Those attending from the Administration were Mayor Morley, Law Director Klammer, and Police Chief Reik.  
MOTIONS

There was a motion to revoke the conditional use permit for Vybez Lounge located at 34596 Lakeshore Blvd. Eastlake, Ohio 44095.
Law Director Klammer introduced the topic of this special council meeting. The City of Eastlake granted conditional use permit on 11/10 for Vybez Lounge. This permit was conditional to compliance with liquor laws. There have been reports of intoxicated customers in the parking lot, customers out past curfew, fights, weapons, shots fired, uncooperative witnesses, and drug trafficking. The meeting is called to order to revoke the conditional use permit. 

Law Director Klammer swears in City of Eastlake Police Chief Larry Reik. 

The Police Chief reviews various reports that the city has received regarding Vybez Lounge including:
11/15 Intoxicated Persons refusing to leave establishment
11/21 People witnessed out past Governor Dewine’s curfew
11/29 Intoxicated female & curfew violations. The police department has been checking all businesses to ensure that no one is operating past the curfew.
12/20 Continued curfew violations. Hazy, smoky room. Appeared that there were 100+ people inside the establishment. This information was forwarded to the health department and liquor control. A citation was issued.
12/31 Did an FBI follow up regarding security showing FBI credentials.
12/26 10:20 pm citation issued for curfew.
2/6 Fight with possible guns. Assisted OIU. Discovered narcotics and a handgun.
2/13 1:22 a.m. calls from neighbors and inside of bar reporting shots fired. 50+ people in the parking lot. One was tazed and taken into custody in the chaos. Police spoke with the manager who was unable to provide surveillance video. 12 shell casings were found but did not locate where the bullets hit- some were in the bar, others were in the lot. The business was left open 2/13 morning.
2/13-2/14 Liquor Control arrived and needed assistance. Male in question was security guard. Police took the gun because the other guard had a felony. The male in question tried running and was tazed and taken into custody and charged with multiple offenses. 

Law Director Klammer mentions that the license at this point is still in a probationary period.

Council President Meyers asks if there are any questions- There are none.

RECOGNITION OF THE PUBLIC:  1/2 hour, 3-minutes per person
Mr. Meyers recognized the public input at this time; he reminded the speakers that there is a 3-minute limit for their comments; all comments are to be directed to the Chair and not include any personalities or individuals.
Mr. Meyers asked if there was anyone in attendance who wished to speak in favor of revoking the conditional use permit. There were none.
Mr. Meyers asked if there was anyone in attendance who wished to speak against the revocation of the conditional use permit and consulted the sign in sheet.

Law Director Klammer advised that neither person on the sign in sheet needed to be sworn in as they were both attorneys for the parties.

Attorney for the establishment, Sam Thomas, speaks first. He says that these are all allegations as he does not have evidence of police reports. He is objecting on the grounds that less than 24 hour notice is unconstitutional and does not provide due process.

Attorney for the seller speaks next. She says that this is all premature and concluding guilt without due process. She asks for a full investigation as she does not see this as an emergency that needs to be carried out so hastily.
